1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Marketing and
Strategic Planning at the Faculty of Management and Administration of the UNWE,
according to the Decision of the Academic Council No. 3/25.06.2025, at the University of
National and World Economy. | participate in the scientific jury of the competition according
to Order No. 3129/7.10.2025 of the Deputy Rector for Research and Development of the
UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition
The only candidate in the competition is Diana Genkova, Chief Assistant Professor,
PhD, at the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning at the University of National
and World Economy. She received her Bachelor's degree in Forecasting and Planning in
2003 at the University of National and World Economy and her Master's degree in the same
field in 2005, again at the University of National and World Economy.
Diana Genkova has gained significant research experience in the field of social
management as a research associate, 111 degree, at the Institute for Economic Policy at the
University of National and World Economy in the period 2006-2008.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The reference submitted by the candidate in relation to the national minimum
requirements and the internal rules of the UNWE shows that the total mandatory amount of
points required by the Law on the Promotion of Higher Education and Research in the
Republic of Bulgaria for participation in a competition for the academic position of
"Associate Professor” is available.

Among the mandatory conditions required of candidates for associate professor
according to the Law on the Promotion of Higher Education and Research in the Republic of
Bulgaria are: "To have acquired the educational and scientific degree of "Doctor" or the
scientific degree of "Doctor of Sciences”. Diana Genkova defended her dissertation on the
topic "European Union Funds and the Economic Development of Bulgaria” at the



Department of "Marketing and Strategic Planning” in April 2013 (diploma No.
88/30.04.2013).

Regarding the requirement for a published monographic work - the candidate has
submitted a habilitation work on the topic "Bulgaria's Income in the Period of
Europeanization of the Bulgarian Economy, IC - UNWE, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-846-7

The candidate covers the required points in the indicator groups "B" (100 points) and
slightly exceeds the points in the indicator groups "D" and "E", respectively proving 208
(required 200) points and 75 (required 50) points.

In total, under section | of the minimum national requirements, the candidate proves
433 points out of 400 required points.

The candidate also meets the additional requirements for the UNWE according to the
Law on the National Education and Training of the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para. 5)
(section II). In group "G" the candidate proves 165 points (required 160); for group "3" 40
out of the required 20 points were proven, i.e. 2 times more; for group "1" the points were
145 out of the required 40, i.e. 3.5 times more.

In summary: the participant in the competition for associate professor exceeds the
required points in both sections - by 33 points in section | (minimum national requirements)
and almost 3 times in section 1l (UNWE requirements 946 points with required 320 points).

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

The "Map for the implementation of the qualitative requirements for occupying the
academic position of "associate professor” at the UNWE" presented by the candidate shows
the presence of activities on the main qualitative indicators.

As a researcher and university lecturer, she demonstrates a constant desire to apply
good practices of academic activity. It can be established that Chief Assistant Professor
Diana Genkova, PhD, upholds the traditions of the UNWE and affirms its positive reputation
among the scientific community and the Bulgarian public. She participates in national and
international conferences, in expert opinions and analyses, in television appearances (for
example, in the "H" studio on November 21, 2024) as well as in the development of new
courses and/or curricula (the only course of its kind in Bulgaria - "Cost-Production Analysis"
in English, for bachelors).

| have not established any non-fulfillment of requirements in both sections of the
quantitative requirements, with some of them reporting performance significantly exceeding
the minimum threshold.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities for each candidate separately

One of the mandatory conditions required of candidates under the Law on the
Promotion of Academic Excellence in the Republic of Bulgaria is that they have held an
academic position of "Assistant”, "Chief Assistant”, or have been a lecturer, including part-
time, at a higher education institution or scientific organization for at least two years.

It is evident from the provided official note that the Chief Assistant Diana Genkova,
was an assistant at the UNWE in the period 2008-2015, and from 2015 until now she has
been a chief assistant at the Department of "Marketing and Strategic Planning™ at the UNWE,
with a total of 16 years and 8 months of work experience as a lecturer at the UNWE. She
lectures and exercises in Bulgarian and English at the Bachelor's and Master's degree
programs in a number of disciplines, the main ones being: "System of National Accounts",



"Strategic Planning"”, "Foreign Economic Policy” and "Cost-Production Analysis",
disciplines that are in the profile of the scientific specialty for which the competition is
announced. The information for the period as a Chief Assistant from 2015-2025 is detailed
by years and disciplines in the presented official memo of the Directorate of Academic
Activities at the UNWE (issue No. UDOK 2103/13.08.2025) and is evidence of the serious
teaching experience gained by the candidate for the competition, Chief Assistant Diana
Genkova.

Obviously, the candidate fully meets the legal requirement for a minimum academic
experience of two years.

In the quantitative requirements map, section Il, group "K" point 34 of the internal
requirements of the UNWE, 100 points are required for teaching and learning activities,
while the candidate has achieved significantly more in total from teaching Bulgarian and
English, namely 596 points.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

In the competition for associate professor, Chief Assistant. Diana Genkova, PhD,
participated with a total of 15 publications in a total volume of 1095 pages, including: 1
independent monograph, 1 monograph based on the dissertation work, 5 articles (1 in
SCOPUS), 7 conference reports and 1 independent textbook.

The candidate has publications in the field of the system of national accounts, the
productivity of the Bulgarian economy and its reproductive potential, European cohesion
policy, strategic thinking and strategic planning.

The candidate's main research work is focused on: measuring the economy and its
distinction from the non-economy, presenting the analytical capabilities of the various forms
of income at the national level and the way in which they should be used in empirical
analyses for the purposes of developing economic decisions and public policies

| confirm that the scientific production of D. Genkova, PhD, is on the topic of the
competition and can be highly evaluated.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions
of the candidates

| accept that the main scientific and applied scientific contributions of the candidate
are concentrated mainly in the field of the System of National Accounts and "Input-Output”
analysis. From this main point, without a detailed list, the main contributions can be reduced
to the following:
