9. Information about the competition

The competition was announced in State Gazette No. 65 of 08.08.2025 for
the needs of the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning, Faculty of
Management and Administration at the University of National and World
Economy (UNWE), in accordance with Decision of the Academic Council No. 3
of 25.06.2025. | am a member of the scientific jury for the competition in
accordance with Order No. 3129 of October 7, 2025, of the Vice-Rector for
Scientific Research at the University of National and World Economy.

10.Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Senior Assistant Professor Diana
Nikolova Genkova, PhD.

Diana Genkova completed her secondary education at the Exarch Joseph |
Foreign Language High School in Lovech, where she studied Spanish and English.
She holds a master's degree (2005) in Forecasting and Planning. In 2013, she
defended her doctoral dissertation on "Planning™ at the UNWE.

Diana Genkova's professional career is entirely connected with UNWE,
where she has consistently developed as a researcher and lecturer. She started as a
research associate at the Institute for Economic Policy (2006-2008), then joined
the academic staff as an assistant (2008-2015) and senior assistant (2015-present)
in the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning. In this position, she
teaches a wide range of subjects in both bachelor's and master's programs and
supervises student internships. At the same time, she is also involved in expert and



research activities, including participation in scientific projects and reviewing for
international scientific journals.

11.Fulfillment of requirements for holding the respective academic title

The documents presented prove that Senior Assistant Professor Diana
Genkova meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the position of
"associate professor" in accordance with the minimum national requirements under
Article 2b, paragraph 5 of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the Regulations for its implementation, as
well as the additional requirements for holding academic positions at UNWE.

According to the Candidate's File for the fulfillment of the qualitative
requirements and the evidence attached to it, the candidate has achieved results in
all four main criteria, with the main part of her efforts focused on research and
teaching activities and establishing the good name of the UNWE and the academic
traditions of the university.

According to the submitted File for the fulfillment of quantitative
requirements and the evidence attached to it, with a total required score of 720
points, Diana Genkova has scored almost double that amount with 1339 points.
Each of the criteria has been fulfilled.

The conclusions of the Commission on the Quantitative Requirements for
academic positions at UNWE and the Habilitation Council at UNWE are also
positive, according to the presented extract from Minutes of the Meeting No. 10 of
May 7, 2025.

12.Assessment of the teaching activity of the candidate

In her work as an assistant and senior assistant, Diana Genkova has gained
considerable teaching experience. In the last ten years alone, she has taught a total
of 2,383 hours of lectures (879 hours to Master's degree students) and 2,868 hours
of seminars. Of these, 460 hours of lectures and 480 hours of seminars were in
English. She has taught subjects closely related to the topics of the competition.
These include courses on: "Forecasting and Planning", "Strategic Planning",
"System of National Accounts”, "Information System of the Economy",
"Corporate Social Responsibility"”, and others.

The candidate's qualifications can also be assessed by the 12 curricula and
lecture courses she has developed. Noteworthy among these are "Strategic Studies
in Economics”, "Marketing Strategies and Programs”, "System of National
Accounts”, "Institutional Relations and Business Decision Making", "Foreign
Economic Policy", "Measuring and Evaluating Sustainable Urban Development”,
and "Cost-Benefit Analysis."



Her participation in one national and four university research projects
provides a basis for her to present theoretical concepts closely related to specific
practical problems in her teaching work. The projects are also closely related to the
topics of the competition: "National project for the development of a "Nationwide,
non-partisan, non-corporate strategy for the appropriate (from an economic, social,
and environmental point of view) competitive development and restructuring of
the Bulgarian economy", "Analysis of the ratio of "consumer to investment
products” in the final output of the Bulgarian economy — a tool for assessing the
reproductive potential of the national economy”, "Study of the business
environment in Bulgaria (based on a survey of the assessments and expectations of
Bulgarian companies)”.

The facts presented prove that Diana Genkova has consistently developed
the qualities of a lecturer and researcher to take up the academic position of
associate professor.

13.Characteristics of the submitted scientific publications
The author has submitted the following works for participation in the
competition:

— a monograph entitled "Bulgaria's Income during the Period of
Europeanization of the Bulgarian Economy";

— a book published on the basis of a dissertation for the award of the
educational and scientific degree of doctor entitled "European Union Funds and
the Economic Development of Bulgaria. Principles of European Cohesion Policy";

— a textbook "Economic Information System. Methodology of the
System of National Accounts";

— an article in English, published in the Scopus-indexed journal
"Modeling of the Human Needs: An Economic Interpretation of Maslow's Theory
of Motivation™;

— three articles in Bulgarian and one co-authored article in Russian;

— seven reports at scientific conferences, one of which is in English.

The monograph is an in-depth and comprehensive study of the processes of
integration of the Bulgarian economy into the European Union, with an emphasis
on the methodology of formation and analytical capabilities of key macroeconomic
indicators for income. With a volume of over 200 pages, a logical structure, and a
rich bibliography of 90 sources, the study is based on the methodology of the
System of National Accounts (SNA) and is distinguished by its relevance and
striving to present practical solutions.

In the theoretical part of the work (chapters one and two), the author
demarcates the economy as a system from "non-economics™ and discusses in a
polemical manner the limitations of indicators such as GDP and the Happiness
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Index as measures of individual well-being and social progress. Central to the
thesis is the defense of the position that the output of the economic system is
defined as goods that have two types of value: consumer and economic, and two
types of added value: real and monetary. The author defends the position of
determining the monetary value of goods by applying the system of national
accounts using the indicators: gross (net) domestic product (GDP), gross (net)
national income (GNI), and net disposable income. At the same time, the
mechanisms for the formation and redistribution of funds from the EU budget are
analyzed, emphasizing that knowledge of these mechanisms is key to managing
cash flows to and from a given member state and to the effective structural
transformation of the economic system in Bulgaria.

The empirical study in Chapter 3 focuses on an analysis of GDP, GNI, and
other income indicators for Bulgaria in the period 2000-2020 in comparison with
other Member States. The analysis identifies negative trends, such as a
deterioration in the structure of value added in the country and a lag in gross
national income relative to GDP. The author identifies weaknesses in the
management of EU funds and proposes specific solutions. In conclusion, it is
pointed that, despite their limitations, income indicators are complementary and, at
this stage, serve as a basis for economic analysis and management decisions aimed
at increasing economic potential and prosperity.

The published book, based on the defended dissertation, addresses two
important questions. The first is why Bulgaria needed EU cohesion funds before
its accession. The second is what were the economic and management weaknesses
that led to their ineffective use.

The textbook corresponds to the curriculum for the Strategic Planning major
at the University of National and World Economy and provides a comprehensive
overview of the SNA. It combines the theoretical and methodological foundations
of the discipline with the current versions of the SNA 2008 and the European
System of Accounts 2010 (ESA).

The structure of the textbook logically progresses from the theoretical
fundamentals and definitions through the methodology for calculating the main
macroeconomic indicators to the practical aspects of applying the system of
accounts. Particular attention is paid to the inter-industry balance and the link
between economic information and the process of management decision-making at
different levels.

In the study, published in English in a Scopus-indexed journal, the author
develops a model that classifies final consumption products and services into five
categories. Each of them corresponds to one of the levels in Maslow's hierarchy —
from physiological needs to self-actualization.
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Empirical analysis of data from 25 European countries for the period 2000-
2010 confirms the existence of a hierarchy among the five product categories. The
results show that countries with lower socioeconomic standards allocate a larger
share of their consumption to satisfying basic physiological needs, while in more
developed countries, products from the higher levels of Maslow's pyramid are
more prevalent. The proposed model demonstrates its potential for analyzing
human development and socio-economic conditions in a comparative perspective
between countries.

Some of Diana Genkova's articles and reports focus on the structural
analysis of the Bulgarian economy and its competitiveness in the European Union.
They examine key aspects such as productivity, reproductive potential, regional
disparities, and the EU's influence on economic development. Through a
comparative analysis of data for the period 2000-2014, the studies demonstrate that
Bulgaria shows negative trends in productivity and foreign trade balance, with a
deterioration in domestic economic capacity and growing regional disparities.

The second group of publications expands the scope to include management
aspects such as strategic planning, corporate social responsibility, and sustainable
development. The author analyzes the challenges facing the Bulgarian economy in
the context of human development, competitiveness, and education, identifying
systemic problems and proposing strategic guidelines. The overall conclusion of
the research is that there is a need for adequate industrial policies and improved
management practices to enhance the competitiveness and sustainability of the
economy.

14.Assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the

applicant

The theoretical and methodological contributions in the publications
presented can be outlined in the following areas.

Systematization of the methodology of the SNA and ESA. Key aspects of
the theory of organizing economic information have been clarified. Firstly, the
economy as a system is distinguished from the non-economy. This allows for a
clear definition of the sphere of purposeful human activity in the processing of
primary resources, the results of which should be measured. Second, the concept
of economic value, the methods of valuation in market economies, and the
indicators used in the SNA are examined in a polemical style and as moral
categories that have a specific interpretation.

Development of an innovative, original model of final consumption that
links product groups to Maslow's hierarchy of human needs, offering a new tool
for economic analysis.
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A methodological approach has been developed to assess the impact of
institutional integration in the EU on the formation and distribution of national
income, allowing for a more precise analysis of the effects of membership in
integration alliances.

The publications presented also highlight practical and applied
contributions.

By applying the developed methodologies, a comprehensive analysis of the
structural changes in the Bulgarian economy during the period 2000-2020 has been
carried out, assessing its productivity and reproductive potential, which provides a
valuable basis for making informed management decisions. Specific
recommendations have been formulated for optimizing financial relations with the
EU, improving the management of European funds and increasing the
effectiveness of national economic policies.

Problems in statistical practice inherited from the period when the National
Accounts methodology was applied have been identified and solutions to
overcome them have been proposed. This contributes to improving the accuracy
and reliability of economic data in the country.

The author's list of citations indicates that her ideas are widely recognized
within the scientific community.

| consider that the publications presented are the result of Diana Genkova's
personal efforts and are related to the topic of the announced competition. No
reports of plagiarism have been received.

15.Critical notes and recommendations

| have the following recommendations for the author's future work.

In recent years, digital technologies have brought significant changes in the
economic activity of companies and in the nature of consumption. There is still a
lack of in-depth analysis of their impact on the methodology of national accounts.
An interesting problem for future research is how to form and include specific
indicators for the digital economy.

The originality of the developed model of correspondence between product
groups in final consumption and Maslow's needs raises the question of specifying
the possibilities for its use in international institutions and public policies. The
recommendation is for the author to promote the results as widely as possible and
to continue to monitor changes as new data becomes available.

16.Conclusion
The documents and materials submitted by Senior Assistant Professor Diana
Genkova meet the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff
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in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation of the
LDASRB, and the Regulations for the Organization and Conduct of Competitions
for the Acquisition of Academic Degrees and for Occupying Academic Positions
at the UNWE.

After reviewing the scientific works provided and the scientific and applied
contributions contained therein, | recommend that Diana Nikolova Genkova
should, as a result of the competition, be appointed to the academic position of
"associate professor” in professional field 3.8. "Economics," scientific specialty
"Planning (strategic planning, socio-economic development, system of national
accounts)" in the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning.
