According to Order No. 3129 of 07.10.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research of the
University of National and World Economy on the approval of the Scientific Jury for the
selection of ,,Associate Professor®, I am appointed as a member of the Scientific Jury, and by
decision of the first meeting of the jury on 15.10.2025, I am obliged to prepare a review of the

competition.

1. General presentation of candidates and materials received

Only one candidate submitted documents in the announced competition, namely Senior
Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Nikolova Genkova.

The submitted documentation is in the required volume and complies with the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff and the Regulations on the Organization and Conduct
of Competitions for the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and for Occupying Academic
Positions at the UNWE. The documentation is very well prepared, it has been checked by the
Commission on the Quantitative Requirements for Occupying Academic Positions and by the

Habilitation Council at the UNWE, which significantly facilitates the preparation of the review.

2. Presentation of the candidate for participation in the competition

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Nikolova Genkova is at the beginning of the

,mature* academic age, when researchers are both more productive and more in-depth.



Diana Genkova was born on July 21, 1980 in the town of Teteven. She completed her
secondary education in 1999 at the elite ,,Exarch Joseph I High School for Foreign Languages
in the town of Lovech, where she mastered Spanish and English. After completing her
secondary education, she studied at the University of National and World Economy, where she
successfully graduated in 2005 with a Master's degree in Forecasting and Planning.
Immediately after that, she linked her life with the UNWE: from July 2006 to November 2008,
she was appointed as a research associate, 3rd year, at the Institute for Economic Policy, where
she acquired practical skills for research work in the field of social management. At this
Institute, she conducts successful scientific research in the field of economics and economic
policy, working in a team in developing economic expertise and projects, investment plans.
Since November 2008, she has been part of the team of the Department of Marketing and
Strategic Planning, when she was appointed as an assistant. In 2013, she acquired the
educational and scientific specialty ,,Doctor” in Economics, specialty ,,Planning®, after
successfully defending a dissertation on the topic ,,European Union Funds and the Economic
Development of Bulgaria“ - Diploma No. 88 of April 30, 2013. Since April 2015 and until now,
she has been a ,,chief assistant* at the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning at the
UNWE. She has over 16 years of permanent work experience at the UNWE, certified by the
Human Resources Directorate.

I would like to take the opportunity to describe in more detail the training of the
candidate Dr. Diana Genkova, because it illustrates a logical sequence in her growth in a
precisely defined scientific field - ,,Economics®, specialty ,,Planning®. Unlike many of her
colleagues (divided between her work at the university and holding administrative and
economic positions in the state and in business), she has focused on her mission as an academic
researcher and lecturer, which - combined with the accumulation of knowledge - is a guarantee
of higher quality.

Regarding the benefits that she has brought to the academic activity of the UNWE, in
addition to teaching, her additional competencies can be added, demonstrated through her
participation in various university and national projects - at least 29 issues, as well as as an
authoritative reviewer for an international journal indexed in SCOPUS, Journal of WSEAS
Transactions on Business and Economics.

It can be concluded that the academic, creative and work career of Ch. Assistant

Professor Diana Genkova has been on a consistent rise over the last three decades.



3. Characteristics of the candidate's scientific activity

Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Diana Genkova has the necessary employment at the University
of National and World Economy.

The professional development of the candidate for the academic position of ,,associate
professor* marks different (in ascending order) stages. During the period from her entry into
work at the University of National and World Economy until now, she has participated in
various specialized scientific events. This is a rather convincing professional (scientific and
practical) career.

As a researcher, Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Diana Genkova has specialized primarily in
developing expert analyses, assessments, and proposals for solutions for business organizations,
non-profit organizations, bodies and institutions of public authority at the territorial and local
levels. In this order, I would like to remind you that the candidate is fluent in English, Spanish
and Russian, which has allowed her to freely research a significant amount of specialized
scientific literature in these languages (in addition to Bulgarian), part of which is indicated and
critically analyzed in her publications.

Senior Asst. Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova is the author of a number of
publications. Especially for her participation in the competition, she has submitted 15
publications (after the defense of the dissertation): 1 monograph, 1 published book based on a
defended dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific degree ,,Doctor; 1
monographic textbook, 5 scientific articles and 7 conference reports. The total volume of the
publications of the candidate for ,,Associate Professor is about 1,000 standard pages
(according to my calculations). They are not included in the list of works for the award of the

educational and scientific degree ,,Doctor.

4. Quantitative assessment according to regulatory criteria and indicators

According to the adopted ,,Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria®, candidates for the academic position ,,Associate Professor* are assessed
according to a set of criteria and indicators. They are specified imperatively both in the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, as well as in the related
requirements adopted in the Regulations on the Organization and Conduct of Competitions for
the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and for the Occupation of Academic Positions at the
UNWE.

Response to the basic legal requirements of the Law on the Development of the

Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria:



According to: Art. 24. (1) (Amended - SG, No. 101 of 2010) Candidates for the
academic position ,,Associate Professor must meet the following conditions:

1. have acquired an educational and scientific degree ,,doctor* - yes;

2. not less than two years:

a) have occupied the academic position ,,assistant™, ,,chief assistant™ - yes;

b) have been lecturers, including part-time ones, or members of a research team at the
same or another higher education institution or scientific organization, - yes;

3. have presented a published monographic work or equivalent publications in
specialized scientific publications or evidence of relevant artistic achievements in the field of
arts, which do not repeat those presented for the acquisition of the educational and scientific
degree ,,Doctor* and for the acquisition of the scientific degree ,,Doctor of Sciences* - yes.

The total sum of groups: A+B+C+D+E+E is 433 points.

The additional requirements for UNWE according to the Law on Academic Affairs of
the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b, para. 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a,
paras. 2-3) carry another 946 points.

The total sum of the two sections (I + II) with a required minimum of 720 points is
covered by a proven total of 1,379 points.

In other words, the regulatory requirements are exceeded almost twice.

5. Characteristics of the candidate's teaching activities

As a lecturer at the UNWE, the candidate for ,,associate professor leads lectures and
exercises in the disciplines ,,Forecasting and Planning®, ,,Strategic Planning®, ,,System of
National Accounts®, ,,Information System for the Economy*, ,,Measurement and Assessment
of Sustainable Urban Development®, ,,Corporate Social Responsibility®, ,Institutional
Relations and Business Decision Making*, ,,Marketing Strategies and Programs®, ,,Foreign
Economic Policy* and ,,Pre-graduate Internship* to students of full-time and part-time studies
- certified by the Directorate ,,Study Activities®.

In her teaching activities, she focuses on continuous direct and feedback with students,
creating commitment to the course, involving students in the learning process, creating desire
and interest in theoretical knowledge. She constantly updates practical assignments and exercise
topics, including case studies based on real examples that stimulate students' analytical thinking
and creativity.

I will allow myself a remark regarding my participation in a number of competitions for
associate professorships and professorships. Strangely enough, teaching in our universities is
seen as something ordinary, but not as important as scientific publications. In fact, the main

commitment of our teachers is precisely related to the ,production” of intelligent,



knowledgeable, capable and disciplined specialists and individuals (,,individuals” is often
omitted), graduates of a particular university; the secondary commitment is scientific research.
For this reason, I put the candidate’s audience commitment in the first place.

The information about the quality of her teaching, which I have from personal

impressions, from colleagues and students, is not exactly the most positive.

6. Qualitative assessment according to the criteria and indicators for

scientific research activity

According to the adopted Law and Regulations on the Organization and Conduct of
Competitions for the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and for the Occupancy of Academic
Positions at the UNWE, candidates for the academic position of ,,Associate Professor* are
evaluated according to a set of criteria and indicators for scientific and research activity.

I would like to emphasize in advance that the issue of ,,Planning* is extremely rich and
diverse. At the same time, it is perceived as controversial (among the group of economists who
accept as ,,correct™ only horizontal relations between economic agents) or even as malicious
(by some of the ,,market economists*). Ideological differences are the main reason for disputes
between the three main directions of economic thought: (1) neoliberalism - for minimal state
intervention and market self-regulation; (2) social market economy and Keynesianism - for an
active role of the state in strategic planning; (3) planned economy - for centralized management
of resources and production. And if during the period 1990-2008 the first paradigm prevailed
in the European Union and developed economies, then after the global financial crisis the
second paradigm prevailed, affirming the role of the union/state in long-term planning and
stabilization. This is a matter of enormous technical complexity, because it requires reliable
data, models, forecasts and the capacity to adapt to uncertainty. Another problem is that
politicians often think within the framework of election cycles of 4 years, while national
planning requires a vision for 5-10-30 years ahead.

I emphasize what was written above to substantiate the thesis that strategic planning (at
all levels) relying on reliable data and models (system of national accounts) is a prerequisite
not only for economic growth, but also for socio-economic development. Therefore, the science
of ,,Planning* belongs to the fundamental economic sciences. At the same time, I claim that the
candidate for ,,associate professor* - judging by the qualitative characteristics of her works, has
achieved significant progress both in terms of accumulating scientific knowledge in this area,

and in their further development and enrichment.



I accept all submitted publications as academic works. The dissertation for the award of
the educational and scientific degree ,,doctor and the published book based on the defended
dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific degree ,,doctor are counted in the
points, but are not subject to review..

I focus my attention on the monograph: ,Bulgaria's Income in the Period of
Europeanization of the Bulgarian Economy*. Publishing Complex - UNWE, 2024, ISBN 978-
619-232-846-7, 238 pages. It is indexed in CEEOL. It has two authoritative reviewers: Prof.
Dr. Hristiyan Tanushev and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yovka Bankova, established specialists in
,Planning*®.

In this case, I will not act as another reviewer, but as an evaluator of the contributions.
First, I welcome my colleague, Senior Assoc. Prof. Dr. Diana Genkova, for her entry into the
territory of this subject, which usually ends with fanfare in most studies. Second, I claim that
this is the first monograph that explores in a qualitatively new way and through original
authorial research the monetary aspect of economic results at a theoretical and empirical level,
which is presented with the concept of ,,income*. Income itself is analyzed from the standpoint
of macroeconomics of the modern multi-sector national economy, which continues to play a
significant role in economic processes even in the conditions of regional economic integration
in the European Union and ongoing globalization, despite the fact that the latter is in a period
of strong fragmentation, which the author has reported. The analysis of the income of the
national economy is covered at several levels: the level of income creation; the level of income
redistribution on a pecuniary basis between the basic production factors and the owners of these
factors; the level of income redistribution on a gratuitous basis, since the three circles of income
distribution of the national economy determine different aspects of the economic potential of
the countries. It comes to the original conclusion that the income indicators corresponding to
these aspects have specific analytical capabilities, therefore each of them is necessary and
cannot be excluded from the system of economic information (contrary to the assumptions of
some other authors). The first and second chapters are devoted to clarifying these issues in a
theoretical and empirical sense, which are significant contributions to Bulgarian economic
theory in general. No less valuable is the study in the third chapter — on the economy of Bulgaria
during the period 2000-2020 based on the specified characteristics of national income in the
previous two chapters. The period under study is important for Bulgaria because it illustrates
the preparation, accession and the first results of Bulgaria’s membership in the EU. A valuable
additional contribution is the evidence regarding GDP — why it cannot measure all the

prerequisites for the socio-economic development of countries with highly open national
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economies (which is not a reason to abandon the indicator, since it continues to measure primary
income). In conclusion, the author returns to the important question of the analytical capabilities
of economic indicators and the way in which they should be used in empirical analyses for the
purposes of developing economic decisions and public policies, for determining economic
goals and priorities. I highly appreciate the author's research lens, both in terms of methodology
and research methodology, but most of all, for the conclusions.

In conclusion, the monograph ,,Bulgaria's Income in the Period of Europeanization of

the Bulgarian Economy* represents a significant contribution to contemporary Bulgarian
economic thought. Through an original approach, in-depth theoretical analysis and empirical
research, the author, Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova, manages to shed light on
the complex nature of national income in the context of European integration and globalization.
The study is not only up-to-date, but also methodologically precise, offering new analytical
tools for assessing economic processes. I recommend the monograph to both the academic
community and practitioners in the field of economic planning and public policy. The next book
to which I would like to pay special attention is the presented textbook: ,,System of Economic
Information. Methodology of the System of National Accounts®. Publishing Complex - UNWE,
2023, 380 pages. ISBN-978-619-232-769-9. 1 was one of the reviewers.

A few additional notes. There is a significant qualitative difference between an academic
monograph and a university textbook, although sometimes they can overlap in content or target
audience. Sometimes a monograph can be used as additional teaching material, especially in
master's and doctoral programs. Also, a textbook of a high scientific level can contain elements
of original research. While a textbook has a primarily didactic function - systematization and
presentation of established knowledge for the purpose of training students, an academic
monograph is aimed at the scientific community and presents original research, new theoretical
propositions and analytical approaches. In this context, the textbook under review by Senior
Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova follows precisely the scientific logic and meets the
criteria for academic research of high value, which leads me to evaluate it as a monograph that
can also be used as a textbook. The facts in the direction of such an assessment are many and
categorical. Firstly, I am well acquainted with all the previous most important publications of
colleagues in Bulgaria and around the world on this topic, I have been a reviewer of some of
them. The textbook of colleague Genkova is not just ,,more pages” on the topic, but a qualitative
accumulation and critical rethinking of conventional ideas, theories and opinions. Secondly, the
entire book is filled with the phrase ,,own development”, and the reading reveals truly original

assessments and conclusions that are not found in other similar publications. Thirdly, the
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seventeen chapters are not just ,,one after another”, but a living picture of economic relations,
presented through the system (not the totality) of economic information. This monograph is a
very mature and authoritative work, which once again demonstrates both the possibility and the
necessity of macro-management (and its core: macro-planning) of economic processes.
Otherwise, the ,,market” will be formed (as is happening) by the microplans of single-sector
transnational corporations and the megaplans of the multi-sector transnational European
economy (with a planning center — the EC), but will miss the national plan of the multi-sector
national economy.

For those who doubt that this is a monograph, I recommend that they pay attention to
chapters 1, 2, 3 and 4 (pp. 1-136), which present the theoretical and methodological foundations
of the process of collecting and processing data on the activities of economic entities. Here,
issues regarding the development of models for describing the economy are considered,
including the theoretical determination of the boundaries of the economic system, with the
emphasis placed on the development of the model of the system of national accounts; the
crystallization of approaches to measuring economic effects (theoretical concepts of value); the
institutionalization of the activity of processing empirical information on the economic
activities of society; the methodologies for calculating and linking the main macroeconomic
indicators. This part is sufficiently categorical that this is an original scientific study with clearly
defined scientific contributions.

I will refer to my preference among the articles and reports presented by Senior Assistant
Professor Dr. Diana Genkova. As an extension and enrichment of the ideas of economic theory,
I highlight the article: ,,Modeling of the Human Needs: An Economic Interpretation of
Maslow's Theory of Motivation®, which examines the macroeconomic parameter of final
consumption, assuming that it is an essential indicator of human development. The aim of the
article is to link aggregate final consumption with human needs. To this end, the methodology
of the analysis is based on two pillars: on the side of human needs, Maslow's theory of
motivation is adopted, and on the side of economics - the product structure of total final
consumption. Based on theoretical analysis, the author has built a model that describes the basic
human needs, classified by Maslow, in economic terms. This model has been empirically tested,
in particular the hierarchy of the five product categories of final consumption, relating to basic
human needs.

I accept all submitted publications as having a direct or indirect relation to the
competition for the position of ,,associate professor for the following reasons: they prove a

high degree of knowledge of the methodology and methodology of scientific research in the
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field for which she is applying - ,,economics® (in particular - planning); they are based on
personal research (library, scientific or practical), which can be used directly in the candidate's
possible teaching activities; the publications testify to and illustrate the evolution in the
academic growth of Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Diana Genkova, which led to publications in
specialized publications, which in itself is a guarantee of a sufficiently high scientific level; in
the monographs, articles and reports, classical and new moments for the theory and practice of
planning are developed and expressed. The candidate's scientific publications contain original
authorial achievements that have determined a place for the candidate in academic circles; they
are a personal product, and all significant works presented are peer-reviewed.

As is clear from the above, Senior Asst. Assistant Professor Diana Genkova, PhD, meets

and exceeds the required quantitative and qualitative indicators.

7. Contributions to scientific research

The scientific interests, respectively the scientific contributions expressed in her
personal and collective publications, can be divided into the following important areas, and |
will make an attempt at synthesis:

7.1. Further development and refinement of the theory of planning. The main points of
the theory and methodology for organizing economic information for market economies, which
are contained in the current version of the System of National Accounts (SNA'2008) and the
European System of Accounts (ESA'2010), are systematized. The following are specified: the
main issues surrounding the theoretical determination of the production frontier in market
economies; the main points in the theoretical concept of economic value, adopted in the
methodology of the SNA and the ESA - factor theory of value, and the way they are reflected
in the methodologies for calculating the system of macroeconomic indicators; the methods for
valuing products according to the SNA methodology and the elements of each of the price levels
in a market economy. The distinctive characteristics of the empirical ,,Input-Output® tables
developed in the SNA, compared to the theoretical table of the inter-industry balance, as well
as the advantages and disadvantages of each of the two varieties of the empirical symmetric
tables - ,,product - product” and ,,industry - industry* are systematized.

7.2. Some theoretical models for research and classification in the economic system are
summarized. The relationship between the monetary and real value of goods and its reflection
in the macroeconomic indicator GDP is analyzed. The relationship between the main income
indicators of the macroeconomic system of the modern national economy is analyzed and the

analytical capabilities (scope of application) of each of the macro income indicators are
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outlined. The influence of institutional integration in the EU on the formation and distribution
of income of the countries that are full members of the integration community is analyzed.

7.3. A product model of final consumption (as a component of GDP, calculated by the
final use method) is developed from its description in the final use quadrant in the empirical
Input-Output tables. The model arranges product groups according to the type of needs served.
For the classification of the latter, Abraham Maslow's model, known as the five-level pyramid
of human needs, is adopted. The five product groupings are defined by analogy with the
categories of needs (specified by Maslow within the framework of the psychological method).

I also consider the sought-after scientific and applied contributions to be credible.

The candidate's publications can serve the educational process in a number of academic
disciplines.

In general, the scientific achievements of Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Genkova
can be attributed to the group of ,,enrichment of existing knowledge* and ,,application of new
scientific achievements in practice®, as well as obtaining new data and facts about studied
economic and organizational objects.

What has been said so far gives me reason to conclude that the works presented by the
candidate for the academic position of ,,associate professor* in content and quantity are
sufficient to occupy this position. In addition, it must be taken into account that the chosen
scientific profile meets the need for conducting scientific research and teaching in the indicated
scientific specialty. The presented scientific works and the teaching activities of the candidate

cover the profile of the announced competition.

8. Characterizing the candidate's academic reputation

7 references to the author's publications have been identified. The number of citations
is impressive. They do honor not only to the author, but also to the department, and also to the

UNWE..

9. Critical notes and recommendations for future work

Every candidate for ,,associate professor” can be challenged to further evolve their views
and scientific ideas. I have no critical remarks. I allow myself the following two
recommendations. They are from the best collegial feelings, from the idea that through them
the candidate can (and should) think about both her future and the future of science, which she

will continue to develop in her academic pursuits:
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9.1. It is recommended that teaching aids be prepared for the disciplines taught
(especially ,,Economic Information System”). Each lecturer can add something as a personal
contribution in this area. The candidate has enough academic accumulations to realize her
potential in this aspect as well.

9.2. Based on the characteristics of many of the publications, one can consider — as a
proposal and a challenge — developing a large doctoral dissertation and publishing a monograph
or at least a study with the working title ,,Structure and Management of the National Economic
System”, which would have real scientific and practical value, especially if developed in depth
and with an original approach. The topic is fundamental for economic theory and practice,
because it will allow for an interdisciplinary approach — economics, management, public policy,
institutional theory; it can offer a new classification or model of the national economic system,
adapted to modern conditions (globalization, digitalization, green transformation). It will have
practical applicability: suitable for analysis of economic policy and strategic planning, can be
used by state institutions, consultants and teachers, will allow for comparative analysis between
different national models — for example, between Bulgaria and other EU countries or outside it.
Finally, it will also have educational value — it can be used as additional material in master's
and doctoral programs. I am sure that my colleague Diana Genkova has not only sufficient
knowledge on the subject, but also the academic audacity to implement such a project.

I would like to recommend that economic universities in Bulgaria introduce the
»Economic Information System” as a mandatory and basic discipline, both because of the need
for a deeper understanding of economic theory and practice, and because (if there are prepared
teachers!) of the other necessity — ,raising” and enriching the knowledge of graduating

bachelors and masters..

CONCLUSION

Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Diana Genkova in her capacity as a candidate for the academic
position of ,,Associate Professor meets the accepted recommended scientific and scientometric
formal requirements. The candidate's scientific output contains results representing scientific
and applied scientific contributions; it is aimed at improving science and in particular planning
as a theory and practice; it contains summaries of results obtained through research activity.

I have no family ties with the candidate. We do not have any joint publications. I know
her as a conscientious, correct and thorough researcher, valuable and respected in the academic
community.

When checking the publications, no plagiarism was found.
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Based on familiarization with the submitted scientific works, their significance, and the
scientific and applied contributions contained in them, I find sufficient grounds to propose the
senior. Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Nikolova Genkova to be elected to the academic position
of ,,Associate Professor* in the field of higher education 3. ,,.Social, Economic and Legal
Sciences®, professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty ,,Planning (strategic planning,
socio-economic development, system of national accounts)®, for the needs of the Department
of ,,Marketing and Strategic Planning* at the University of National and World Economy. I am
convinced that occupying the academic position of ,,Associate Professor* will be deserved and
will open up very good opportunities for her future scientific creativity and appearances as a

teacher.
