1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Law Faculty of the UNWE. I
participate in the composition of the scientific jury of the competition in accordance to Order
Ne 3133/07.10.2025 of the Vice-Rector for Research of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the announced competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov
Tormanov. The candidate graduated in law from the Faculty of Law of Sofia University "St.
Kliment Ohridski™ in 1994. In 2011, he obtained PhD degree with a dissertation on the topic
"Contract for Organized Tourist Travel”. From 1996 to the present, he has been practicing as
an attorney at law. The candidate's academic career began in 2004, when he joined the
Department of Private Law of the Faculty of Law of the University of National and World
Economy and successively held the positions of Senior Assistant Professor and Chief
Assistant Professor in Civil and Family Law.

In 2014, he was elected as an associate professor in the same scientific specialty. In
the period 2010 - 2019, he served as secretary for scince and research of the Department of
Private Law. From 2019 to 2023, Assoc. Prof. Zahari Tormanov was the Dean of the Faculty
of Law of the UNWE, and in 2025 he was elected as the Head of the Department of Private



Law, a position he still holds at this time. Assoc. Prof. Tormanov is the Deputy Chairman of
the General Assembly of the UNWE. The candidate's research and practical activities reveal

a lasting and profound interest in the subject of commercial and civil law.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

From the Card for fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for occupying the
academic position of "Professor” at the UNWE, submitted by the candidate in the
competition, the following performance is established according to the individual indicators.
In Group A - 50 points with a minimum number of 50. In Group B - 100 points with a
minimum number of 100. In Group D - 120 points with a minimum number for the Law
Master's Degree 100. In Group E - 140 points with a minimum number of 100. In Group E -
210 points with a minimum number of 100, or a total of 620 points with a minimum number
for the Law Master's Degree 450 points, which significantly exceeds of the minimum
required number of points according to national requirements.

The performance of the indicators according to the additional requirements of the
UNWE is as follows. In Group G — 80 points, with a minimum required for the professional
field Law of 40; in Group H — 325, with a minimum required for the professional field Law
of 260; in Group | — 605, with a minimum required of 120, or a total of 1010, with a
minimum required for the professional field Law of 420 points. In total, under both groups of
requirements, the candidate collects 1630 points, with a minimum required number for the
Law Master’s Degree of 970 points. As can be seen from the presented Card for fulfilment,
the sum of the points of the candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov significantly
exceeds the minimum number of points for both the national and the additional requirements
of the UNWE.

4. Teaching

The candidate in the competition has many years of teaching experience. For the
period from his apointment as an assistant professor until now, he has 3384 hours of lectures
in the Bachelor's and Master's degree programs and 2648 hours of teaching in seminar
classes. He has developed curricula for lecture courses in the Commercial Law discipline, for

the Bachelor's degree program, specialty "Accounting and Control”, and for the Master's



degree program, for the specialties "Accounting and Control" and "Economics and Law", as
well as in the "Contract Law" discipline for the Master's degree program. He has given
seminars and lectures in a total of 9 disciplines, including Commercial Law, Contract Law,
Tourism Law, Commercial and Obligations Law, Civil Law Legal Clinic, etc. The
candidate's teaching experience meets the requirements for holding the academic position of

"professor".

5. General characteristics and contributions of the presented scientific papers

The publications with which the candidate participates in the competition include the
habilitation thesis "The Monetary Legal Relationship”, one textbook, five publications in
international databases of scientific information and two reports published in proceedings of
scientific conferences indexed in international databases with scientific information. All
submitted publications fall within the scope of the announced competition.

5.1. General characteristics and contributions of the candidate’s habilitation work

The habilitation work presented by the candidate is an original study of the legal
institute of monetary legal relations in private law. The work consists of an Introduction,
three chapters and a Conclusion. The scientific literauture includes 135 papers in Bulgarian
and 28 publications by foreign authors. 547 footnotes have been made. In the Introduction,
the author defines the object of study, namely the monetary legal relation and its elements,
and raises the question of the need to study monetary relations.

The first chapter is devoted to the analysis of the concept, features and content of the
monetary legal relationship and of money as an object of law and of monetary legal
relationships. The scope of the study is limited to the analysis of the monetary legal
relationship in private law. The author's main thesis is for the existance of a separate legal
institute of the monetary legal relationship. A comprehensive analysis of the monetary
relationship has been carried out, which includes the determination of its features, structure
and content and the derivation of a definition of a simple monetary relationship. The first
chapter also includes an analysis of money as an object of the legal relationship and its
economic function.

The second chapter focuses on the grounds for the emergence of monetary legal

relations, which cover the grounds for the emergence of obligatory relations: legal



transaction, non-fulfillment of contractual obligations, tort, unjustified enrichment and
conducting someone else's affairs without authorization. The main part of the study is
devoted to contracts in which payment of money is main obligation. The third chapter covers
issues regarding the fulfillment of the monetary obligation, including the subject matter and
determination of the amount due, the methods of fulfillment, the time and place of fulfillment
and the subjects of payment of the monetary obligation. The last part of the work presents the
main conclusions and the results of the study in a summarized form.

The presented habilitation work is an original scientific study dedicated to current
issues of private law, which have high scientific and scientific-applied significance. The
work has many merits and undeniable contributions. The contributions can be summarized in
several main groups. First of all, the work represents a valuable contribution to the
development of research and legal science in the field of private law.

Specifically, the following should be mentioned: the justification of the concept that
the monetary legal relationship is a separate institute of the private law, the justification of
the informal nature of the bank deposit contract, the formulation of a definition of for a
simple monetary legal relationship, the detailed argumentation of the consensual nature of
the monetary loan contract, the justification of the thesis of non-cash money as a means of
payment, the author's view on determining the amount of the remuneration interest compared
to the usual interest on short-term unsecured bank loans, the conclusion on the invalidity of
the "negative interest™” unilaterally determined by the bank, etc.

The second group of results, which are contributions, includes the proposals for
improving the regulatory framework. They are very well-founded, most of them are aimed at
solving important problems in practice and should be supported in their entirety.Among
them, the proposal for adopting a normative rule for the consensual nature of the money loan
agreement, the proposal for introducing an exception for minors over the age of 5 for
concluding low-value transactions and for paying for goods or services with money provided
to them for this purpose, the proposal for limiting the possibility of a third party to perform
another person's obligation against the will of the creditor, the proposal for introducing a
specific period for performance for obligations without definite term and the proposals for
improving the rules in relation to determining the place of performance of monetary

obligations in civil and commercial transactions can be highlighted.
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Thirdly, it is necessary to emphasize the practical and applied significance of the
habilitation work, which, in addition to legal science, contributes significantly to solving
important practical problems related to the emergence and fulfillment of monetary
obligations.

5.2. General characteristics and contributions of the candidate’s other publications

The candidate in the competition has also presented other publications, with which he
fulfills the requirements for holding the academic position of "professor". The textbook
"Commercial Law" is a basic course in the discipline of the same name, which systematizes
and offers to the attention of students the material in a scientific, but at the same time clear
and accessible language, which makes it suitable for both students of the "Law" specialty and
students of other specialties. It is noticeable that in his scientific and research activities the
candidate focuses on the most current problems of science and practice, seeking and offering
solutions to overcome them.

Such are, for example, the issues regarding the applicability of the rule of business
contradiction in the event of a significant unforeseen change in circumstances in public
procurement contracts, discussed in a report published in the Collection of Reports "Legal,
Economic and Historical Aspects of State Regulation of Economic Activity, UNWE
Publishing; the problems related to the introduction of the Euro, discussed in the article
"Legal Aspects of the Introduction of the Euro in the Republic of Bulgaria®, in the journal
Society and Law, issue 3/2025, etc. All publications submitted by the candidate fall within
the subject matter of the announced competition and contribute to the development of legal

research and practice.

6. Recommendations

In view of the growing importance of cryptocurrencies and digital currencies for
practice, | recommend that the candidate focus his future research on a more in-depth
analysis of their features as an object of law and of the need for regulatory changes in

relation to their use in payments.

7. Conclusion

The candidacy of Assoc. prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov meets all the
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requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ZRASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of ZRASRB and the additional
requirements of the UNWE.

Based on my overall assessment, | consider that Assoc. prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov
Tormanov possesses all the necessary qualities, research and teaching experience, to
hold the academic position of *professor' and | confidently recommend to the scientific
jury to adopt a decision to propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Law of the
UNWE, Assoc. prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov to be elected to the academic
position of ""professor™ in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal
sciences, professional direction 3.6. Law, scientific specialty Civil and Family Law (Civil

and Commercial Law).
