Law, scientific specialty Civil and Family Law (Civil and Commercial Law),
announced in the State Gazette, issue No. 65 of 08.08.2025, pursuant to
Decision No. 3/25.06.2025 of the Academic Council of UNWE.

1. Information on the Competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Private Law
Sciences at the Faculty of Law of UNWE, pursuant to Order No. 2701/1.10.2024 of the
Rector of UNWE and Resolution No. 3/25.06.2025 of the Academic Council.

I participate in the scientific jury for this competition pursuant to Order No. 3133/07.10.2025
of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs of UNWE. At the first meeting of
the members of the scientific jury, I was assigned, and I accepted, the task of preparing an
opinion on the present competition (Minutes No. 72 of 10.10.2025).
[ hereby submit my opinion within the prescribed deadline.

2. Brief Information about the candidates in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov is the sole candidate for the academic position of
“professor” in the present competition procedure.

The candidate has held the academic degree of Doctor of Law since 15 July 2011.

Since April 2014, he has held the academic position of Associate Professor in professional
field 3.6. Law, scientific specialty “Civil and Family Law (Civil and Commercial Law)” at
the Faculty of Law of UNWE, Department of Private Law Sciences.

Since January 2025, the candidate has been Head of the Department of Private Law Sciences
of the Faculty of Law of UNWE. In the period November 2019 — November 2023, he served
as Dean of the Faculty of Law of UNWE. For a period of nine years, from 2010 to 2019, the
candidate performed the functions of Scientific Secretary of the Department of Private Law
Sciences of the Faculty of Law of UNWE.

Since December 2023, the candidate has been Deputy Chair of the General Assembly of
UNWE.

The candidate has been certified as a lawyer since 22 March 1996.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
From the written documents submitted by the candidate in the current competition procedure
— namely , Chart of Compliance with Quantitative Requirements for holding the academic
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position of “professor” at UNWE and Chart of Compliance with Qualitative Requirements
for holding the academic position of “professor” at UNWE — it is established that the
candidate meets both the quantitative and qualitative requirements provided for in the
applicable legislation of the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b of the Act on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) and Art. la, para. 1 of the
Implementing Regulations of the ADASRB), as well as the additional quantitative and
qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council of UNWE for professional fields
with accredited doctoral programs in scientific field 3. Social, Economic, and Legal Sciences.
It is particularly woth noting that for several groups of indicators the candidate exceeds the
minimum thresholds.

The same findings are reflected in the unanimous decision of the Habilitation Council of
UNWE, taken at its regular session, as shown by Minutes No. 10 of 7.05.2025 submitted in
the present competition procedure.

4. Evaluation of the Teaching Activity of each Candidate separately

According to Certificate No. UDOK 2103/24.09.2025 issued by the Directorate “Educational
Activities” of UNWE, the candidate has extensive and long-standing (more than 20 years)
professional experience in academic teaching in private-law disciplines to students in the
specialty “Law” at the Faculty of Law of UNWE.

For 10 years, in the period October 2004 — March 2014, the candidate conducted seminar
classes in private-law disciplines with full academic teaching workload in his capacity as
full-time lecturer — assistant, senior assistant, and chief assistant. Since April 2014 to the
present moment, he has lectured in compulsory and elective disciplines in the curriculum of
the “Law” specialty at the Faculty of Law of UNWE, in particular in Commercial Law,
Contract Law, and Tourism Law.

In addition, since 1996 the candidate has served as a trainer at the Krastyu Tsonchev Center
for Attorneys’ Training (ECA), delivering lectures and presentations on contract law to the
Bar Associations of Varna, Haskovo, and Veliko Tarnovo.

The candidate’s extensive teaching experience and his scholarly contributions to the
development of private-law doctrine, as well as the teaching materials he has published (e.g.,
the textbook Commercial Law, 2nd ed., UNWE Publishing House, Sofia, 2023, 371 pages,
even though it is developed and adapted for students from specialties other than “Law”),
provide a solid foundation for his continued academic teaching activity upon holding the
academic position of Professor at the Faculty of Law of UNWE. They also attest to the high
level of his preparedness for the full and effective performance of his academic duties.

The candidate has supervised doctoral students at the Faculty of Law of UNWE who have
successfully defended their dissertations, as well as participated and led scientific and
educational projects.

Although not of primary importance, it is also relevant that the candidate has not only
engaged in direct teaching activity at the Faculty of Law of UNWE for more than two
decades but has also acquired significant organizational experience through his participation
in academic governance bodies of this type of activity at UNWE (as Head of Department,
Dean of the Faculty of Law, and Deputy Chair of the General Assembly of UNWE). This
clearly demonstrates the recognition and respect he enjoys among his colleagues and
students, as well as his professional qualities and overall preparedness for the proper
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performance of the functions included in the job description for the academic position at
stake in the present competition.

5. Brief Description of the Submitted Scientific Works / Publications

In the present competition procedure, the candidate participates with one published
monograph, “The Monetary Legal Relationship,” Sofia: Sibi, 2025, 342 pages, as well as
with five scientific articles. The first four articles have been published in scientific reviewed
specialized legal journals, namely in Business and Law (issues 1/2019 and 1/2021) and in
Society and Law (issues 3/2025 and 5/2025). The fifth article, entitled “Material
Unforeseeable Change of Circumstances and Its Impact on a Public Procurement Contract,”
is included in a scientific reviewed collective volume: “Legal, Economic and Historical
Aspects of State Regulation of Economic Activity”: Proceedings of the Scientific Conference
held on 23 June 2022 (pp. 40—45). Sofia: Publishing Complex — UNWE.

In addition to these, the candidate is the author of numerous other works of theoretical and
practical significance (studies, articles, books) and teaching materials, which are reflected in
the compliance charts for the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the
academic position of Professor at UNWE, attached to the competition documentation.

The monograph “The Monetary Legal Relationship” is the first systematic study in
Bulgarian legal theory devoted to the most important and most frequently encountered types
of claims and obligations in civil and commercial circulation—namely, monetary claims and
obligations. This fact alone predetermines the substantial theoretical and practical importance
of the research. Its significance is further strengthened by the author’s theoretically grounded
proposals for improving the existing legal framework, systematized in the final part of the
work (e.g., proposals concerning the legal regulation of the place of performance of monetary
obligations, etc., pp. 330, 332 of the monograph).

The study is structured into an introduction, three chapters—each divided into paragraphs
and sub-paragraphs with consecutive numbering and thematic titles—and a conclusion, in
which the main scholarly and applied contributions of the research are summarized, together
with the proposals de lege ferenda. The work contains extensive footnotes—547 in total—
most of them substantive and containing references to the relevant bibliography and juridical
practice. A bibliography is attached, comprising 135 works by Bulgarian authors and 28
works by foreign authors. The concept, general characteristics, and content of the monetary
legal relationship, money as the object of the legal relationship, the grounds for the
emergence of monetary legal relationships, and the legal matters relating to the performance
of monetary obligations are examined in a consecutive and logically structured manner. The
system and structure of the research correspond to the chosen subject and support the
achievement of the author's aims and scientific tasks—namely, substantiating his
understanding of the monetary legal relationship as an institute of objective law, clarifying its
concept and content, identifying the private-law legal facts from which such relationships
arise, and analyzing the specific features of the performance of monetary obligations in civil
and commercial transactions.

The scientific articles and studies submitted in this competition address topical issues of
Bulgarian private-law doctrine and judicial practice. They rely on a rich scholarly apparatus
and an analysis of the relevant judicial practice. Most of them examine in depth particular
aspects of the topic of the monograph “The Monetary Legal Relationship,” thereby enriching
and complementing the scientific argumentation underlying the main theses developed in the
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monographic work. Among them, special attention deserves to be drawn to the significant
contributions to the mandatory interpretative practice of the Supreme Court of Cassation
(SCC) in the study “Commencement and Duration of the Limitation Period for Periodic
Payments (Installments) under Loan Agreements and Bank Credit Agreements (Analysis of
Case Law and the Question Referred for Interpretation in Interpretative Case No. 3/2023 of
the Supreme Cassation Court, General Assemble of the Civil and Commercial Chamber),”
published in Business and Law, 2023, issue 1, pp. 5-24. The study provides an analytical
review of the doctrinal and jurisprudential positions on the practically important question of
the commencement of the limitation period for periodic claims under loan and bank credit
agreements and the related interpretative case of the Commercial Chamber of the SCC. It
should be expressly emphasized that the interpretative conclusions substantiated in this study
were fully adopted in Interpretative Ruling No. 3/2023 of 21.11.2024 of the General
Assemble of the Civil and Commercial Chamber of the SCC, through which the candidate
made a specific contribution to the development of the mandatory interpretative practice of
the SCC.

6. Synthesized Assessment of the Main Scientific and Applied Contributions of the
Candidates

The habilitation work “The Monetary Legal Relationship” is the first monographic study in
Bulgarian specialized literature in which the specific legal characteristics of monetary
obligations and their corresponding monetary claims are subjected to systematic theoretical
analysis, examined as elements of the content of the monetary legal relationship. Taken
individually, monetary obligations and monetary claims have been the subject of numerous
theoretical studies in Bulgarian doctrine—from university courses in various core disciplines
(obligations law, general part of civil law, commercial law, civil enforcement procedure, etc.)
to separate monographs, commentaries, and an abundance of scientific articles addressing the
emergence, performance, and consequences of non-performance of monetary obligations,
and the methods of their enforcement etc. For the first time, however, Assoc. Prof. Tormanov
has attempted to justify a broader and more comprehensive doctrinal understanding of the
monetary legal relationship as a distinct legal institute within the system of our objective
law. Although the practical significance of this scholarly thesis will be tested over time, it
cannot be denied that the work presented by the candidate is the product of original and in-
depth academic inquiry and constitutes an attempt to establish a general and systematic
doctrine of the monetary legal relationship, including its specific legal features, its content,
money as its object, the private-law legal facts giving rise to it, and the issues related to the
performance of monetary obligations. In this spirit of contributory value is the author’s effort
in Chapter Two to present a general framework of the grounds for the emergence of
monetary claims and obligations that constitute private-law legal facts. Although many of
these grounds have already been the subject of detailed monographic studies in Bulgarian
doctrine (e.g., separate monographs on bank credit agreements, bank guarantees, bills of
exchange and promissory notes, cheques, tort liability, unjust enrichment, management of
another’s affairs without commission, etc.), their inclusion in Chapter Two of “The Monetary
Legal Relationship” reflects the author’s intention to substantiate his thesis regarding the
monetary legal relationship as an independent legal institute and to develop a broader
theoretical concept in this direction. The author has thus demonstrated consistency and
systematicity in his scholarly efforts to defend this thesis. In the same spirit should be
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evaluated the exposition in Chapter Three of the work, dedicated to the principal issues
related to the performance of monetary obligations. Beyond its general contribution to the
development of Bulgarian private-law theory, as well as a number of theoretical propositions,
as set out in the summary submitted by the candidate in the present competition procedure,
the monograph also contains several specific applied-science contributions, including the
author’s proposals for improving the legal regulation of monetary claims and obligations.

7. Principal Critical Remarks and Recommendations

It appears to me that the monograph “The Monetary Legal Relationship” would have
benefited—both in terms of its scholarly contribution and, above all, its practical relevance—
if, in the section concerning electronic money addressing crypto currencies (p. 73 of the
work), the author had also analyzed the relationship between the notion of “electronic
money” and the concepts introduced in Article 3, points 6 and 7 of Regulation (EU)
2023/1114 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 31 May 2023 on markets in
crypto-assets, and amending Regulations (EU) No 1093/2010 and (EU) No 1095/2010 and
Directives 2013/36/EU and (EU) 2019/1937 (OJ L 150, 9.6.2023, pp. 40-205). These
concepts include, first, the “asset-referenced token” as a type of crypto-asset that does not
constitute an e-money token and aims to maintain a stable value by referencing another value
or right, or a combination thereof, including one or more official currencies; and second, the
“e-money token” as a type of crypto-asset intended to maintain a stable value by referencing
the value of a particular official currency. The second distinction is particularly important
given that the token is issued in exchange for electronic money, i.e., it is characterized as a
stablecoin, which necessitates differentiating it from electronic money. In this regard, it
would be useful to examine the ,,Official Reports of the European Central Bank”, as well as
the recommendations of the Basel Committee on Banking Supervision concerning the use of
crypto-assets as a means of payment (and the resulting risks related to money laundering,
terrorist financing, etc.). Considering the significant practical relevance of these issues, I
would recommend that they to be addressed in the next edition of the monograph, all the
more so as case law regarding the application of the cited provisions is already beginning to
accumulate.

I would like explicitly to emphasize that these and any other possible remarks and
recommendations do not affect my overall positive assessment of the scientific value and
practical relevance of Assoc. Prof. Tormanov’s monograph, nor are they of a nature that
could diminish its contributions or its usefulness for the development of Bulgarian private-
law doctrine, law-making, and judicial practice.

8. Conclusion

Based on the considerations set out above, I find that the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Zachary Emilov Tormanov meets all the material legal requirements established in Article 29
(1) of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, its
implementing rules, and the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the
academic position of Professor at UNWE, adopted by the Academic Council of UNWE, in
the field of higher education 3. Social Sciences, Economics and Law, professional field 3.6.
Law (Civil and Family Law).

In view of this, I propose that the esteemed academic jury vote in favor and recommend to
the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Law at UNWE that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zachary Emilov
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Tormanov be elected to the academic position of Professor in the field of higher education 3.
Social Sciences, Economics and Law, professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family
Law/Civil and Commercial Law) at the Faculty of Law of UNWE.
