1. Information about the competition

The competition for the academic position of "professor™ in professional field 3.6. Law,
scientific specialty "Civil and Family Law" (Civil and Commercial Law) has been announced
for the needs of the Department of Private Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law of the
University of National and World Economy. The announcement of the competition was
published in State Gazette, issue 65 of 08.08.2025. | am participating as an internal member
of the scientific jury in accordance with Order No. 3133/07.10.2025 of the Vice-Rector for
Scientific Research at UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participates in the competition for professor namely Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Zahari Emilov Tormanov.

Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov was born in 1970 in the town of Zlatograd, Republic of
Bulgaria. He graduated with a master's degree in law in 1994 from the Faculty of Law of
Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". Since 1996, he has been a lawyer at the Smolyan
Bar Association. Since 2004, he has been a lecturer in the Department of Private Law at the
Faculty of Law of UNWE (for the period from October 13, 2004, to September 24, 2025, he
has a total work experience of 20 years, 11 months and 11 days), and from 2004 to 2014, he
successively held the academic positions of assistant, senior assistant, and chief assistant.
From 2010 to 2019, he served as Scientific Secretary of the Department of “Private Law”. He
obtained the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” (PhD) in July 2011 with a
dissertation titled “The Package Tour Contract”.

Since April 2014, Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov has held the academic position of
Associate Professor in the Department of Private Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law of
UNWE. From November 2019 to November 2023, he was Dean of the Faculty of Law at
UNWE, and since January 2025 until now, he has been Head of the Department of Private
Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law at UNWE. Since December 2023, Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Zahari Tormanov has been Vice-Chair of the General Assembly of UNWE. He has been a
lecturer at the ,,Krustyo Tsonchev* Lawyers’ Training Center and the “Themis” Training
Center. He is the author of several scientific works "The Contract (Practical guidance)”, last
reprinted in 2024, "Individual Trader" (2006), "The Contract in Construction business and
Real Estate Deals" (2012), "The Package Tour Contract” (2012), "Termination of the
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Contract” (2013), "Franchise Agreement. Good Practices in its Preparation, Conclusion and
Performance™ (co-author, 2020), "Commercial Law" (2020), etc.

From this brief biographical overview, it can be concluded that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari
Tormanov is a reputed and authoritative Bulgarian lawyer with significant academic and
practical experience. His teaching activities and scientific research published in connection
with his academic development (and beyond) scientific papers (doctoral dissertation,
habilitation thesis for the academic position of "associate professor”, textbook, scientific
articles, etc.) unequivocally characterize him as one of the significant names in Bulgarian
civil law.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Compliance with the regulatory requirements under Art. 29, para. 1 of
the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(LDASRB):

Compliance with quantitative requirements

3.2.1. Compliance with the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, paras. 2

and 3 of LDASRB and Art. 1a, para. 1 of the Regulation for Application of
LDASRB

As part of the competition materials, the candidate submitted a Chart for fulfilling the
quantitative requirements for the academic position of "Professor" at UNWE in professional
fields with accredited doctoral programs in scientific field 3. Social, economic, and legal
sciences. The analysis of the data contained in this Chart certifies and proves that the
candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov:

a) has fulfilled the minimum point requirements for Group A, indicator 1, and Group C,

indicator 3, of Table 1 concerning Area 3. Social, economic, and legal sciences,
representing an Annex to Art. 1a, para. 1, of the Regulation for Application of
LDASRB;

b) has overfulfilled the requirements for:
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- Group D (sum of indicators 4 to 10) from Table 1 concerning Area 3. Social, economic,
and legal sciences, representing an Annex to Art. la, para. 1 of the Regulation for
Application of LDASRB, with a minimum of 100 points required for the academic position
of "professor" in professional field 3.6 Law, the candidate has achieved 120 points;

- Group E (sum of indicators 11 to 13) from Table 1 concerning Area 3. Social,
economic, and legal sciences, representing an Annex to Art. 1a, para. 1 of the Regulation for
Application of LDASRB, with a minimum of 100 points required for the academic position
of "professor" in professional field 3.6 Law, the candidate has achieved 140 points;

b) the requirements under Group H with regard to the criteria "articles and studies
indexed in other international scientific information databases, published in scientific
journals”, "reports published in scientific conference collections, indexed in international
scientific information databases", "citations”, etc., with a minimum of 260 points required for
the academic position of “professor” in professional field 3.6 Law, the candidate has
achieved 325 points;

c) the requirements under Group | with regard to the criteria "fulfilled classroom
attendance at UNWE”, "developed lecture courses (compiled curricula)”’, "membership in a
scientific or professional national or international organization at the time of application”,
etc., with a minimum of 120 points required for the academic position of "professor” in
professional field 3.6 Law, the candidate has achieved 605 points;

Prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov, has
fulfilled the quality requirements for this academic position. This circumstance is also
certified by the provided transcript-extract from Protocol No. 10 of the regular meeting of the
Habilitation Council at UNWE, held on May 7, 2025, in which, after noting the positive
opinion of the Commission on the quantitative requirements for holding academic positions
at UNWE on the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov as a potential
candidate for participation in a competition for the academic position of "professor” in
professional field 3.6 Law, scientific specialty "Civil and Family Law" (Civil and
Commercial Law), the Habilitation Council at UNWE finds that the candidate meets the
guantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the UNWE Academic Council and
unanimously expresses its positive opinion on the potential candidate in the competition for
professor, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov.

3.4. Conclusion on the fulfillment of the requirements for the academic
position

Everything stated above gives me sufficient grounds to conclude that the candidate,
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Emilov Tormanov, has fulfilled and exceeded both the minimum
national requirements under Art. 2b, paras. 2 and 3 of LDASRB and Art. 1a, para. 1 of the
Regulation for Application of LDASRB, as well as the additional requirements of UNWE,
adopted in accordance with Art. 2b, para. 5 of LDASRB and Art. 1a, paras. 2 and 3 of the
Regulation for Application of LDASRB for occupying the academic position of “professor”
in professional field 3.6 Law. He has also fulfilled the quality requirements of UNWE, which
leads me to conclude that he can occupy the academic position of "professor' in
professional field 3.6 Law, scientific specialty ""Civil and Family Law" (Civil and
Commercial Law).

4. Assessment of teaching and educational activities

The autobiographical data submitted for participation in the competition, certificate of
work experience, reference for classroom attendance during lectures and seminars, official
note for scientific guidance of already graduated doctoral students, official note on the
supervision of and participation in scientific projects and the implementation of new
academic disciplines and curricula, as well as other relevant supporting documents clearly
and unequivocally show that the candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov has gained
significant teaching experience, which, combined with his active attorney practice in the field
of commercial and almost all civil law, makes him an indispensable source of knowledge and
experience for the student community. This fact, together with his active participation in
scientific research projects, a significant part of which are related to the analysis of the
practice of the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Supreme Court of
Cassation in the field of private law relations, his skills in working with doctoral students and
postgraduate students in the field of private law and, in particular, commercial law, as well as
his management experience and erudition as Dean of the Faculty of Law and Vice-President
of the General Assembly of the University of National and World Economy, considered in
their entirety, give me grounds to conclude that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov
possesses the necessary knowledge, skills, experience, and erudition to lecture at UNWE
as a professor.
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In connection with the assessment of his teaching and educational activities, it is
important to note the various methodological and innovative approaches he uses in his
lectures on commercial and contract law, as well as his undisputed authority in academic
circles. Proof of this is his election as Vice-President of the General Assembly of UNWE in
December 2024, as well as Head of the Department of Private Law Sciences at UNWE
Faculty of Law in early 2025. All this is indisputable proof of his positive reputation and
teaching experience, as well as his high level of preparedness to occupy the academic
position of "professor™ in professional field 3.6 Law at UNWE.

5. Brief description of the scientific works/publications submitted

For participation in the announced competition, the candidate submits a habilitation thesis
that meets the requirements for a monograph within the meaning of § 1, item 10 of the
Additional Provisions of LDASRB, a study that meets the requirements of 8 1, item 12 of the
Additional Provisions of LDASRB, and four articles published in reputable and authoritative
peer-reviewed legal journals that meet the requirements of 8§ 1, item 14 of the Additional
Provisions of LDASRB. All of the candidate's publications are devoted to topics that are
relevant to the development of legal doctrine and law enforcement practice.

The study "Commencement and duration of the limitation period for periodic payments
(installments) under loan and bank credit agreements (analysis of judicial practice and the
question referred for interpretation in Interpretative case No. 3 of 2023 of the Supreme Court
of Cassation, GACCC) is dedicated to a question of practical importance, which has been
raised for interpretation in Interpretative case No. 3/2023 on the list of the GACCC of the
SCC. In order to answer the question of interpretation, the author provides a well-argued
analysis of the specifics of repayment installments on ordinary loans and bank credit,
examined as obligations with periodic performance. This analysis contains valuable insights
into both monetary obligations and their appropriate or inappropriate performance. This
analysis, together with the conclusions regarding the specific implementation of the institute
of the limitations to these obligations, enable the author to justify his statement, which has
been accepted (without any dissenting opinions) in the Interpretative decision of the Supreme
Court of Cassation on the question.

The other publications by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov are also dedicated to current
issues -related to practice and doctrine. All of them are in the field of civil and commercial
law and are characterised by clearly defined research tasks, a variety of research methods
used (historical, formal-logical, normative, analysis and synthesis, etc.), excellent knowledge
of legal theory and relevant judicial practice, and concise but understandable legal language,
which allows the author to achieve clarity of presentation and certainty in his conclusions and
proposed solutions. It should be noted here that the results of these publications are of a high
theoretical level and are focused, on the one hand, on creating new and more detailed
arguments for existing theoretical propositions and, on the other hand, on proposing
appropriate and well-argued solutions in law implementation. A brilliant example of the
latter is the "Legal Aspects of the Introduction of the Euro in the Republic of Bulgaria,"
published in the magazine "Society and Law," in which the author uses accessible and
understandable language to shed light on a number of issues that are of considerable concern
to the Bulgarian public on the eve of the adoption of the euro as legal means of payment,
such as why it is necessary to adopt the euro, whether the Maastricht criteria for its adoption
by the Republic of Bulgaria are met, how the euro will serve as a means of payment
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alongside the Bulgarian lev, how the levs on loans, deposits, and payment accounts will be
converted, etc.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov has also published a textbook on Commercial Law,
Publishing Complex — UNWE, 2023, ISBN 978-619-232-400-1, reviewed by Prof. Zhivko
Draganov, PhD, and Assoc. Prof. Valchin Daskalov, PhD. The commercial law course
covered by the textbook is comprehensive and systematic. It covers:

- the general part of the commercial law, which includes the concept of a trader, legal
individualisation of traders, issues related to the Commercial Register, business enterprise
and deals with it, and representatives in commercial law;

- the special parts of commercial law, namely the company law (Individual trader,
commercial companies, and the transformation and liquidation of commercial companies),
general issues of insolvency, as well as the commercial law of obligations (commercial
contracts and their conclusion, form, performance and non-performance, etc., as well as the
main ones — commercial sales contracts, leasing, commission, forwarding and transport,
banking contracts and certain contracts not regulated by the Commercial Code — service
contracts, franchising and factoring).

The presentation in the Commercial Law textbook is precise and clear. It contains well-
founded and reasoned legal constructs and is distinguished by its accurate and precise legal
language, which, together with its precision and optimization, is not an obstacle, but rather
represents an accessible opportunity for the textbook to be used for training and self-study
not only by students majoring in law, but also by those in non-legal fields and specialisations
whose academic curriculum includes a course covering the independent or combined study of
commercial law issues. This also demonstrates the significant methodological contribution of
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov's textbook to the in-depth and high-quality study and
understanding of the broad and complex subject of commercial law.

For his participation in the competition for the academic position of "professor,” Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov has submitted a monographic habilitation thesis on the topic of
"The Monetary Legal Relationship™ which was published in 2025. As a general
assessment of this work, its novelty and uniqueness within the framework of Bulgarian
legal literature can be noted, insofar as | am not aware of any issues related to money and
monetary legal relationship having been the subject of independent scientific research in the
field of the private law sciences. This work can be welcomed for some of its significant
gualities of a general nature, namely:

- its timeliness and relevance, especially on the eve of the changeover of our national
currency to the euro;

- its clearly structured content within three relatively distinct chapters, each containing
separate paragraphs and subparagraphs, as well as the rich and impressive bibliography used
by the author in relation to the subject matter (135 titles in Bulgarian and 23 titles in English,
Russian, and Spanish);

- the well-justified analysis of money as the subject of monetary legal relationship and of
the specific features of monetary legal relationship themselves;

- research and analysis of the grounds for the arising of monetary legal relationship
within civil and commercial law;

- research into the essence and specific features of the performance of monetary
obligations in the legal reality.
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The monograph by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov not only contains significant
scientific contributions, but also has a significant practical application focus. It offers
reasonable and well-founded proposals for amendments to the current legislation, as well as a
number of well-reasoned and substantiated conclusions that are important for the
development of legal doctrine and civil law implementation practice.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions
of the candidates

Without claiming to be exhaustive, the main scientific and scientifically-applied
contributions, dignities and results of the habilitation monograph presented by the
candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov, on the topic of '"Monetary Legal
Relationship™ can be systematized as follows:

1) The monograph by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov is a successful attempt to
examine and analyse the concept, legal nature, factual composition, and grounds for the
occurrence of a monetary legal relationship, as well as the nature and performance of the
main obligation under this legal relationship, namely the monetary obligation. Insofar as this
attempt is the first of its kind in Bulgarian legal doctrine to comprehensively examine these
issues at the monographic level, its contribution to the development of legal doctrine is
beyond doubt;

2) The monograph makes a significant contribution to general legal theory in the section
on the concept of legal institutions and the classification of monetary relations as a legal
institution;

3) The proposed scientific definition of the simple monetary legal relationship is a
valuable contribution;

4) The interesting historical and economic overview of the evolution of money and its
economic essence and functions plays A significant role in understanding the issues explored
by the author;

5) The well-founded and well-argued distinction between: cash and non-cash money,
commodity money, full-value money, and electronic money, foreign currencies and
cryptocurrencies, etc., as well as the study of the specifics of each of these types of money, is
also a contribution;

6) The author's opinion, supported by convincing arguments, that foreign currencies
should be treated as money, with all the consequences that this entails, is of essential
importance;

7) The enrichment of existing classifications of the types of contracts with new types of
contracts — contracts with a basic monetary consideration and contracts with monetary and
non-monetary consideration — should not be ignored;

8) the interesting and well-argued proposal de lege ferenda that a cash loan should be
regulated as a consensual contract rather than a real one, although this issue could be debated
and part of this possible debate could be the assumption that it would be more appropriate to
make such a proposal and (possibly) be regulated only in relations between traders, but not in
relation to cash loans in civil law;

9) The monograph contains significant contributions on various aspects of the legal
dimensions of interest rates, such as the highly successful definition of the remuneration
interest rate, the notes on so-called negative interest, the well-reasoned and well-argued
proposal for remuneration interest rates, etc.;

10) Last but not least, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zahari Tormanov's monograph also contains other
contributions in the field of contract law, as well as in the field of the theory of the bill of
exchange.

7. Main criticisms and recommendations for each candidate individually

I have no significant criticisms of the scientific works (textbook, monograph and other
scientific publications) submitted for participation in the competition by Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Zahari Tormanov, and | find no significant omissions, inaccuracies, or imprecision in them.
