“Geography” in 2003, as well as a Master’s degree in “Tourism” in 2007 at South-West
University “Neofit Rilski”, Blagoevgrad. In the period 2011-2014 he studied as a doctoral
student at the Department of “Tourism” at SWU “Neofit Rilski”, Blagoevgrad. In 2014 he
successfully defended a dissertation on the topic “Elite Tourism” and obtained the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in Economics and Management (Tourism).

In 2017 Chief Assistant Dr. Kaleychev began his academic career at UNWE in the
Department of “Economics of Tourism” as an Assistant. Since 2018 he has held the
academic position of “Chief Assistant.” Since 2019 he has been the Scientific Secretary of
the same department. He is proficient in English and Russian. Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav
Kaleychev possesses extensive practical experience in the field of tourism, having managed
high-category seasonal hotels for 15 years.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

3.1. Fulfilment of the quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition, Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev, exceeds
the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position of “Associate Professor,”
as defined by the Minimal National Requirements. At a minimum threshold of 400 points, he
accumulates a total of 528.5 points in Section | of the evaluation chart, which includes
groups A+B+C+D+E. The additional requirements of UNWE are also fulfilled; at a
minimum threshold of 320 points, the candidate reports 555 points in Section Il of the chart,
which includes groups F+G+H+K. The total number of points collected from both sections of
the chart for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements is 1083.5, thereby exceeding the
required minimum of 720 points.



3.2. Fulfilment of the qualitative requirements

From the submitted chart for the fulfilment of the qualitative requirements for
occupying the academic position of “Associate Professor” at UNWE, it becomes clear that
the candidate has contributions to the development of tourism science. Evidence of this are
his participations in 6 projects, of which 4 international, 1 national, and 1 university-level
project.

Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev also participates in collective governing
bodies of UNWE, as follows: he is a member of the Faculty Committee for Encouragement
and Evaluation of Research Activity (FCEERA); a member of the General Assembly of the
Faculty of “Infrastructure Economics”.

Chief Assistant Dr. Kaleychev is a member of 1 professional organisation. He is also
a member of the editorial board of the scientific journal Journal of Tourism, Policy and
Business.

It is noteworthy that the candidate applies his scientific expertise through consultancy
work for organisations in the tourism business. He is also the author of a concept for the
rebranding of the city of Lovech as a tourist destination.

Chief Assistant Dr. Kaleychev also actively participated in the conclusion of an
Erasmus+ agreement between UNWE and the “Autonomous University of Barcelona” in
2019.

The above provides grounds for me to fully support the opinion of the Habilitation
Council of UNWE that the candidacy of Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev meets the
quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council for occupying
the academic position of “Associate Professor” at UNWE (Protocol No. 10/ 07.05.2025).

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity for each candidate separately

Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev has eight years of experience as a lecturer
and researcher in the Department of “Economics of Tourism” at UNWE, of which 1 year as
an Assistant and 7 years as a Chief Assistant. His teaching workload exceeds the required
minimum according to the Regulations for Educational Activity at UNWE. In the Bachelor’s
degree programmes, for the period 2017/2018 to 2024/2025 (winter semester), the candidate
has delivered lecture courses and practical classes in a total of 9 disciplines: Spa and
Wellness Tourism, Fundamentals of Tourism, Tour Guiding Services, Product Development
and Innovations in Tourism, Economics of Tourism, Brand Management and Advertising in
Tourism, Event Management in Tourism, Aestheticisation of the Tourist Environment, and
Marketing in Tourism.

In addition, during the academic years 2016/2017 to 2024/2025 (winter semester),
Chief Assistant Dr. Kaleychev has delivered lectures and practical classes in English in the
Bachelor’s degree programmes in the following subjects: Spa and Wellness Tourism,
Fundamentals of Tourism, Tour Guiding Services, Product Development and Innovations in
Tourism, Project Management in Tourism, Brand Management and Advertising in Tourism,
Event Management in Tourism, Aestheticisation of the Tourist Environment, Marketing in
Tourism, Hotel and Restaurant Management, Tour Operator and Travel Agency Activities,
Cultural Tourism, and International Tourism.

The total classroom workload of Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev at UNWE
is as follows: Lectures — 249 hours in Bulgarian and 310 hours in English; Practical classes —
1444 hours in Bulgarian and 420 hours in English in the Bachelor’s degree programmes.

In his teaching activity, Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev applies various



modern teaching methods. He regularly updates and enriches the teaching content. He
participates in all forums organised by the Department of “Economics of Tourism,”
contributing to the creation of connections between the business sector and academia.

All of this gives me grounds to conclude that the teaching activity of Chief Assistant
Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev is clearly related to the subject of the competition, and the
accumulated teaching experience fully corresponds to the requirements for occupying the
academic position of “Associate Professor” in the scientific specialty “Economics and
Management (Brand Management and Advertising in Tourism)” at UNWE.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

For participation in the competition, Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev has
submitted a list of 25 scientific works. The scientific works proposed for review include:

e 1 monograph — single-authored, submitted as a habilitation work;

e 1 book, published on the basis of the defended dissertation — single-authored;

o 2 articles published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-renowned
scientific databases — co-authored,

e 7 articles published in non-referenced journals with scientific peer review (4 single-
authored and 3 co-authored);

e 8 papers published in edited collective volumes (4 single-authored and 4 co-
authored);

e 3 studies in co-authorship, of which 1 is published in scientific journals referenced
and indexed in world-renowned scientific databases, and 2 are published in non-
referenced peer-reviewed journals or in edited collective volumes;

e 2 published chapters from a collective monograph in co-authorship, 1 of which is
published in scientific journals referenced and indexed in world-renowned scientific
databases;

e 1 university textbook.

It is noteworthy that 17 publications are in English and 8 are in Bulgarian. The
research activity of Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev is concentrated in three main
thematic areas: Brand management in tourism (publications No. 1, 4, 6, 13, 14, 17, 18, 19,
21, 22, 23, 25); Marketing and advertising in tourism (publications No. 2, 3, 7, 8, 11, 12, 15,
20); Innovations in tourism (publications No. 5, 9, 10, 16, 24).

The publications submitted for participation in the competition for the academic
position “Associate Professor” have been cited 6 times in scientific journals referenced and
indexed in world-renowned databases and 3 times in monographs and collective peer-
reviewed volumes.

The candidate for occupying the academic position “Associate Professor” has
participated in a research mobility under the Erasmus+ programme at the Autonomous
University of Barcelona.

Upon reviewing the publications accepted for the current competition, no evidence
and/or no reports have been identified indicating violations of copyright of other researchers
at the time of preparing this statement.

6. Synthesised evaluation of the main scientific and applied-scientific

contributions of the candidates

The analysis of the evidence submitted for participation in the competition presents
Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev as a researcher with a consistent interest and
professional approach in the field of brand management and advertising in tourism. On this



basis, | confirm the contributions declared by the candidate. They represent well-founded,
theoretically valid, and practically useful results that enrich the existing knowledge on the
researched topic. They may be grouped as follows:

» The conceptual and terminological framework related to brand management in
tourism has been systematised and expanded. The main components of tourist branding have
been identified, a model for its improvement has been proposed, and the interrelations
between brand and trademark have been specified.

« The practical significance of marketing and advertising for the tourism industry has
been substantiated through an analysis of the contemporary concepts of Marketing 4.0 and
Marketing 5.0, a review of good practices, and identification of the role of destination
marketing organisations for the development of tourism products and services.

* The effects of the implementation of innovations in high-category hospitality have
been established, with emphasis placed on the role of robotisation and digitalisation as
factors enhancing competitiveness and promoting economic growth in the tourism sector.

In my opinion, the declared contributions are the personal work of the candidate. His
authorship is clearly identifiable in the collective scientific works. A consistent style in the
research and analytical approaches is evident in both the monographs and the submitted
scientific articles and papers.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations for each candidate individually

| have no critical remarks regarding the candidate in the competition. On the basis of
the research and applied activity, as well as the demonstrated professional qualities and
scientific interests of Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev, | recommend the continuation
of the existing scientific pursuits in the field of brand management and advertising in tourism
and the expansion of opportunities for disseminating the results of the conducted research. In
addition, it is advisable to strengthen the methodological substantiation through more
targeted use of statistical or qualitative research techniques, as well as to improve the
uniformity and academic stylistic consistency among the individual works.

8. Conclusion

The candidacy of Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Mateev Kaleychev for the academic
position of “Associate Professor” fully complies with the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation, and the
Regulations for the organisation and conduct of competitions for acquiring scientific degrees
and occupying academic positions at UNWE. He possesses undeniable merits as a lecturer
and researcher with proven contributions in the scientific specialty of the competition. All
this gives me grounds to give my POSITIVE ASSESSMENT for the candidate in the
competition and to fully support the election of Chief Assistant Dr. Svetoslav Mateev
Kaleychev to the academic position of “Associate Professor” in professional field 3.8.
