1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of "Economics of
Tourism™ at the Faculty of "Economics of Infrastructure™ of the UNWE, according to the
Decision of the Academic Council 3/26.06.2025. | participate in the composition of the
scientific jury of the competition according to Order No. 3130./7.10.2025 of the Rector of the
UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

In the competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor" in the scientific
specialty "Economics and Management (Brand Management and Advertising in Tourism)",
announced for the needs of the Department of "Economics of Tourism" at the UNWE, only
one candidate participated - Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Svetoslav Mateev Kaleychev. He
is a graduate of the South-West University "Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad, where in 2003 he
graduated with a Bachelor's degree in Geography, and in 2007 with a Master's degree in
Tourism. In the period 2011-2014 he studied as a doctoral student at the same university. In
2014 he acquired the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the scientific specialty
"Economics and Management (Tourism)"”. From 2017 to the present, he has successively
held the academic positions of "assistant” and "chief assistant™ at the UNWE, in the
Department of "Economics of Tourism". In addition to his academic career, he has extensive
practical experience in the management of high-class hotel complexes.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev participated in a competition for
the academic position of "associate professor", and the evidence presented by him is in full
compliance with the national legislation and the regulations of the UNWE. The candidate
meets the minimum national requirements for scientific and teaching activities in area 3.
Social, economic and legal sciences, professional field 3.8. Economics, as well as the specific



criteria of the UNWE. These facts were unanimously confirmed by the Decision of the
Habilitation Council of the UNWE with Protocol No. 10 of 07.05.2025.

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev fully meets and exceeds the quantitative
requirements for holding the academic position of "associate professor". He achieved a total
of 528.5 points in section | (groups A-E), which is above the minimum national threshold of
400 points. He also meets the additional criteria of the UNWE, scoring 555 points in section
I1 (groups G-K), with a required minimum of 320 points. His total score of 1083.5 points
significantly exceeds the required minimum of 720 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of qualitative requirements
The analysis of the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for the position of "associate
professor™ at the UNWE shows that Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev has made a
significant contribution to the development of tourism science and practice. This contribution
is documented through his participation in a total of 6 projects, of which the international
ones prevail (4), supplemented by one national and one university. His professional activity
includes membership in an organization and participation in the editorial board of the journal
"Journal of Tourism, Policy and Business". A strong point of the candidacy is the realization
of the scientific experience in practice - the implementation of the management of five-star
hotel services and the provision of consulting services for the tourism industry and the
development of a specific concept for the rebranding of Lovech as a destination. His
administrative experience also includes performing the functions of scientific secretary of the
Department of "Economics of Tourism" and assistance in signing a key Erasmus+ agreement
with the Autonomous University of Barcelona in 2019. Based on the above, the opinion of
the Habilitation Council of the UNWE is fully supported that the head Asst. Prof. Dr.
Kaleychev meets all the requirements adopted by the Academic Council for holding the
academic position of "Associate Professor”, according to Protocol No. 10 / 07.05.2025.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities for each candidate separately

According to the competition documentation, Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav
Kaleychev is extremely active in his teaching and learning activities at the UNWE. He enjoys
the respect of students and is a quality teacher with a high teaching load. He leads lecture
courses and exercises in two languages (Bulgarian and English) in a wide range of 13
disciplines for students of the Bachelor's Degree Program, including "Fundamentals of
Tourism”, "Tour Operator and Agent Activity"”, "Spa and Wellness Tourism", "Tour Guide
Service", "Product Development and Innovation in Tourism", "Marketing in Tourism",
"Cultural Tourism", "Brand Management and Advertising in Tourism", etc. He
systematically updates and enriches the teaching material, in accordance with the increasing
requirements for teaching and learning activities. Part of his international experience includes
the position of guest lecturer at the Autonomous University of Barcelona, Spain in 2018.



5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific production presented by Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Svetoslav
Kaleychev for participation in the competition includes 25 publications, namely:

v 1 independent monograph;
v 1 independent publication based on a defended dissertation;
v’ 2 articles in co-authorship, published in scientific journals, referenced and
indexed in world-renowned databases;
7 articles (4 independent and 3 in co-authorship);
8 reports (4 independent and 4 in co-authorship);
3 studies in co-authorship;
2 published chapters of a collective monograph in co-authorship;
v" 1 university textbook.

The production is diverse - from monographs and studies to articles in prestigious
international databases and textbooks. The international nature of the submitted publications
is impressive, since 17 of the works are in English. The high scientific quality of the research
is also proven by the fact that it has been cited many times by other scholars, which is a clear
testimony to its importance and applicability.

Thematically, the works are concentrated in key areas for the competition: brand
management, marketing and innovation in tourism. The candidate's strong point is that his
scientific research is supported by specific practical studies.

The main areas of the candidate's research activity are related to the topic of the
competition, namely:

» Brand management in tourism: publications with numbers NeNel, 4, 6, 13, 14,
17,18, 19, 21, 22, 23, 3 and 25.

» Marketing and advertising in tourism: publications with numbers NeNe 2, 3, 7,
8,11, 12, 15 and 20.

» Innovations in tourism: publications with numbers NeNe5, 9, 10, 16 and 24).

It is noticeable that the scientific research of Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Svetoslav
Kaleychev is supported where possible with practical research and analysis. Overall, the
scientific production is assessed as extremely high quality and fully consistent with the
criteria for holding the position of "associate professor”. No evidence of plagiarism or
copyright infringement has been found.
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6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied
contributions of the candidates
The scientific and scientific-applied achievements and contributions in the works of
the candidate can be highlighted in the following areas:
» The conceptual and terminological apparatus related to brand management in
the tourism sector has been enriched. The main elements of tourism branding
have been identified and a model for its improvement has been proposed. The



interrelationships between the brand and the trademark have been detailed.
The benefits of brand management specifically for high-class hotels in the
country have been emphasized and the role of the brand as a unique concept in
the industry has been emphasized.

» The advantages of applying marketing and advertising in tourism have been
revealed. The practical and applied side of the modern concepts Marketing 4.0
and Marketing 5.0 for the needs of the tourism industry has been presented.
Successful practices in marketing and advertising of tourist sites have been
studied and fundamental theoretical issues in the field have been addressed.

» The effect of innovative approaches in the high-end hospitality industry in
Bulgaria has been established. The importance of robotization as a modern
method for attracting tourists has been emphasized. The role and contribution
of digitalization as a driver of innovation and economic growth have been
defined. The negative consequences of large-scale innovative projects have
also been examined, using the example of Dubai.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each candidate separately

I have no remarks to the teaching and research activities of Senior Assistant Professor
Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev. | recommend that in his future teaching activities he integrate
artificial intelligence (Al) and augmented and virtual reality (AR/VR) as much as possible,
which will increase student engagement and provide richer learning experiences.

8. Conclusion

The candidate in the competition fully meets the requirements of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation and the Rules for holding academic positions at the UNWE. Senior Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev participates in the competition for the academic position of
"Associate Professor" with scientific production, which, by its thematic focus and quality of
scientific and applied scientific contributions, enriches theoretical knowledge and supports
practice in the field of tourism.

All this gives me reason to vote positively with conviction and to recommend to the
esteemed members of the scientific jury to award the academic position of "Associate
Professor”" to Senior Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev in professional field 3.8. -
Economics, scientific specialty "Economics and Management" (Tourism) at the Department
of "Economics of Tourism™ at the UNWE.
