“Economics”, scientific specialty “Economics and Management (brand
management and advertising in tourism)”, scientific field 3. “Social, economic and
legal sciences” at UNWE.

1. Information regarding the competition

The competition 1s announced for the needs of the Department of Tourism
Economics at the Faculty of Infrastructure Economics of the UNWE, published in
the State Gazette, issue 65 of 08.08.2025. I participate in the scientific jury of the
competition in accordance with Order No. 3130/07.10.2025 of the Vice-Rector for
Research and Development of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Mateev Kaleychev is the only candidate in the
competition. He graduated with a Bachelor’s degree in Geography from the South-
West University “Neofit Rilski”, Blagoevgrad (2003). He continued his studies at
the Master’s degree in Tourism from the same university (2007). He defended his
dissertation on the topic “Elite Tourism” and obtained the Doctor’s degree from
the Department of Tourism at the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”,
Blagoevgrad (2014).

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Kaleychev began his scientific career at the University of
National and World Economy, Department of Tourism Economics, Faculty of
Infrastructure Economics. He successively held the academic positions of Assistant
Professor — 2017 and Chief Assistant Professor — 2018. From 2019 to the present,
he has been the Scientific Secretary of the same department. He is fluent in English
and Russian.

The candidate carries out expert and consulting activities in public and
private institutions — head of a working group for the preparation of a “Crisis
Strategy for the Restart of the Tourism Industry in Bulgaria by 2024 at the



Ministry of Tourism; Reserve member of the Commission for conducting an exam
for acquiring the legal capacity to practice the profession of tour guide; Reserve
representative in the Public Council to the Minister of Tourism; Consultant for the
“Holiday Inn” hotel in Plovdiv and the “Rilec Resort and Spa” hotel.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position
3. 1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition, Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev,
meets the requirements for holding the academic position of “associate professor”,
according to the Law on the Promotion of Higher Education and Research in the
Republic of Bulgaria, Art. 24, para. 1. He exceeds the minimum national
requirements, according to the Law on the Promotion of Higher Education and
Research in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its
implementation (Art. la, para. 1). He achieves 528.5 points from groups
A+B+C+D+D+E, with a required score of 400. Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Kaleychev also
exceeds the additional requirements for the UNWE, according to the Law on the
Promotion of Higher Education and Research in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b,
para. 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 2-3). He scores
555 points from groups G+Z+I+K, with a minimum threshold of 320 points.

» The analysis of the map for fulfilling the quantitative requirements for
occupying the academic position of “associate professor” at the UNWE shows
that the candidate in the competition, Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Svetoslay
Kaleychev, achieved a total performance for both sections I + II of 1083.5 points,
with a minimum threshold of 720 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev is an established researcher with
contributions to the national and international development of knowledge (1.1. —
1.11.). Evidence of this is the study he developed on the applied effects of digital
technologies on branding in Bulgarian tourism, as well as the proposed model for
improving tourism branding; participation in 4 international, 1 national and 1
university projects; Member of the Bulgarian Tourism Association and the
Primorsko Tourist Chamber. He conducted a scientific specialization at Tokai
University, Japan.

The candidate in the competition is an established lecturer with
contributions to teaching, learning and pedagogical development (p. 2.1. — 2.7.).
These qualities are manifested in the conduct of classes at the UNWE, as the



author of a textbook ‘“Marketing in Tourism” at a significant academic level,
participation as a lecturer in round tables and scientific and practical seminars. He
is a member of the Faculty Committee for the Promotion and Evaluation of
Scientific Research Activity.

The professional achievements of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev
receive public recognition in practice (p. 3.1. — 3.6.). He has extensive practical
experience in tourism in the United States of America and Great Britain. For over
15 years he has held positions as a complex manager of high-class seasonal hotels
on the Bulgarian Black Sea coast.

The candidate in the competition has contributed to the establishment of the
good name of the UNWE (4.1. — 4.3.), through his participation in national and
international scientific forums and broadcasts in electronic media. During the years
from 2017 to 2025 he was a member of the General Assembly of the UNWE. He
holds the position of scientific secretary in the Department of Tourism Economics.

» The analysis of the map for fulfilling the quality requirements shows
that the candidate in the competition complies with the quality requirements
adopted by the AC. The Habilitation Council of the UNWE gives a positive
opinion for the potential candidate in the competition for the academic position
of ""Associate Professor’ Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev (Protocol No.
10/07.05.2025).

4. Evaluation of the tutoring activity

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev has 9 years of work experience at
the UNWE, of which 7 years as a Chief Assistant (Internship Certificate, Human
Resources Directorate). His teaching and teaching workload exceeds the required
minimum, according to the Regulations for the Educational Activity of the UNWE
(Official Notes from the Department of Educational Documentation, Reporting and
Control at the UNWE). For the period from 2017/2018 to 2024/2025 academic
years, he has led lectures and exercises in the Bachelor’s Degree Program in the
academic disciplines “Marketing in Tourism”, “Brand Management and
Advertising in Tourism”, “Product Development and Innovation in Tourism”,
“Cultural Tourism”, “Aestheticization of the Tourist Environment”, “Economics of
Tourism”, “Tour Guide Service”, “Fundamentals of Tourism”, “Spa and Wellness
Tourism”. In addition, from 2016/2017 to 2024/2025 academic years he lectured in
English at the Bachelor’s Degree College in the following subjects: “Brand
Management and Advertising in Tourism”, “Event Management in Tourism”,
“Aestheticization of the Tourist Environment”, “Product Development and
Innovation in Tourism”, “Marketing in Tourism”, “Fundamentals of Tourism”,
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“Spa and Wellness Tourism”, “Hotel and Restaurant Management”, “Tour
Operator and Agency Activities”, “Guide Services”, “Cultural Tourism”, “Project
Management in Tourism” and “International Tourism”.

He has made a significant contribution to the creation and updating of the
curriculum documentation for the specialty. He is a co-author of curricula in the
Bachelor’s Degree Program for the specialties “Economics of Tourism” and
“International Tourism and Economics”. In his teaching activities, Chief Asst.
Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev applies innovative and interactive teaching
methods. He regularly updates and enriches the teaching material. He actively
works with students. He receives high marks in student surveys. He creates
contacts between business and students of the specialty.

» Chief Asst. Prof- Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev has extensive teaching
experience. He has a high level of preparation for the academic position of
“Associate Professor”. The academic competence of the candidate corresponds
to the specifics of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers

5.1. Main directions in the research activity

Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev participated in the competition for
associate professor with 25 publications. The scientific production proposed for
opinion includes:

* 1 monograph — independent;

* 1 book published on the basis of a defended dissertation — independent;

* 1 article in Scopus — co-authored;

* 1 article in Web of Science — co-authored;

« 7 articles published in non-refereed journals with scientific review — 4 of which
are independent;

* 8 reports published in edited collective volumes — 4 of which are independent;

* 1 study published in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-
renowned databases of scientific information;

» 2 studies published in edited collective volumes;

* 2 published chapters in collective monographs, one of which is indexed in the
database of scientific information — Scopus;

* 1 university textbook — standalone.

The candidate impresses with his publication activity and the high quality of
his scientific works. 8 (eight) of the publications are in Bulgarian and 17 in
English. The research activity of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev is
concentrated in 3 main thematic areas:

1). Brand management in tourism (No. 1; 4; 6; 13; 14; 17; 18; 19; 21; 22;
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23;25);

2). Marketing and advertising in tourism (No. 2; 3; 7; 8; 11; 12; 15; 20).;

3). Innovations in tourism (No. 5; 9; 10;16; 24).

The qualities of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev as a researcher are
confirmed by his work on research projects. The candidate for the academic
position of “Associate Professor” has taken part in 1 university project at the
Research and Development Fund of the UNWE, financed with a subsidy from the
state budget. He also participates in 1 national project financed by the Scientific
Research Fund and in 4 international projects. The candidate for the academic
position of “associate professor” has taken part in research mobility at the
Autonomous University of Barcelona, Spain. He has presented evidence of
citation. He has 6 citations in world-renowned databases of scientific information,
of which 4 in Scopus and 2 in Web of Science; 3 — in monographs and collective
volumes with scientific review in secondary databases.

5.2. Scientific and scientifically-applied results

The obtained scientific and applied scientific results can be summarized as
follows:

* An author’s methodology for selecting digital tools has been developed.
An analysis and evaluation of the five-star hotels in the destination Bulgaria have
been carried out. A model for improving tourist branding has been proposed. An
author’s concept for rebranding the city of Lovech has been created. An author’s
selection of basic elements improving tourist branding has been popularized. The
trends and prospects for the development of tourist regions in Bulgaria have been
outlined.

* The evolution of marketing and advertising concepts in tourism has been
presented. Trends for the development of the Bulgarian tourist market have been
derived. The opportunities of the most attractive and unique tourist destinations for
practicing hunting tourism have been determined. The importance of tourism as a
social marker of society has been emphasized.

* The first scientific developments in the field of space tourism have been
initiated. An author’s definition of the essence of innovations in tourism has been
proposed. Guidelines have been formulated for the search for strategic solutions
for high-end hotels in Bulgaria.

5.3. Evaluation of the monograph

The monographic work Kaleychev, Sv., Tourism Branding and Digital
Technologies”, Publishing Complex — UNWE, 2023, 193 p. ISBN 978-619-232-
710-1 deserves high praise. 1t was discussed in the Department of Tourism
Economics, with reviewers Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonev and Assoc. Prof. Dr.
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Asya Pandzherova, protocol No. 124/21.11.2022. It consists of an introduction,
three chapters, conclusion, appendices and used literature. The monograph solves
an essential scientific and scientifically applied problem. The work provides a
comprehensive analysis of the theory of modern marketing and digital
technologies. The interaction between tourism branding and digital technologies is
presented. The applied effects of digital technologies on tourism branding are
indicated. Examples from Bulgarian tourism are considered. The author argues that
digital technologies, considered in the context of tourism branding, should be
aimed at reinventing the customer experience. According to him, the essence of the
brand is expressed in the association formed in the minds of consumers. The
monographic work complements the theoretical and practical knowledge in the
specialized tourism literature. The development is also valuable for interested
circles in the tourism business.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientifically applied contributions

The following significant contributions are clearly highlighted in the
candidate's creative output:

First, an author’s concept for studying the applied effects of digital
technologies on branding in Bulgarian tourism has been developed. One of the
aspects of implementing a cross-border cooperation program of the European
Union — INTERREG A, aimed at the border region of Romania — Bulgaria, has
been studied. The Balkans have been examined as a region for safety and security
in the context of tourism. The fundamental difference between the concepts of
“brand” and “trademark” has been defined. The influence of women managing
hotels on the creation of a sustainable tourism policy has been studied. The effects
of sustainability and competitiveness in the use of certificates in tourism
management have been identified.

Second, good practices of destination marketing organizations have been
studied. Marketing research in contemporary knowledge of the tourism industry
has been synthesized and summarized. The attitudes of highly solvent tourists for
exclusive experiences in image destinations have been summarized. The marketing
and advertising opportunities of the nine tourist regions in the destination Bulgaria
are assessed.

Third, the role and importance of robotic devices for collecting and
presenting innovative tourist products and services are analyzed. Strategic
solutions for the effective use of digital technologies in the hotel industry are
proposed. The impact of tourism megaprojects on primary ecosystems in Dubai is
studied.
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7. Critical remarks and recommendations

I have no comments on the teaching and research activities of Ch. Asst. Prof.
Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev. I would recommend that in future research he focus his
attention on publishing in Scopus and Web of Science publications.

8. Personal Impressions

I have known Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev since he entered the
Department “Economics of Tourism” — 2016. He is characterized by ethics and
tolerance, responsibility for the tasks and the pursuit of continuous development
and self-improvement. He enjoys well-deserved respect among the academic
community and students.

9. Conclusion

The candidacy of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Svetoslav Kaleychev for participation
in a competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor” complies with
the regulatory requirements, according to the Law on the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation
and the additional requirements of the UNWE. He possesses undeniable merits as a
teacher and researcher, with proven contributions in the scientific specialty of the
competition.

I clearly state my positive assessment for the only participant in the
competition for Associate Professor. With full conviction, I vote “FOR” Ch. Asst.
Prof. Dr. SVETOSLAV MATEEV KALEICHEY to be elected and occupy the
academic position of “Associate Professor” in the professional field 3.8.
“Economics”, scientific specialty “Economics and Management (Brand
Management and Advertising in Tourism)” in the Department of “Economics of
Tourism” at the Faculty of “Economics of Infrastructure” at the UNWE.
