Abstract: The article presents the results of a study on police stops and searches in the Republic of
Bulgaria. Initially, the authors reflect on the relevance of the subject of police stops and searches.
Despite the fact that this police practice attracts significant public interest both at the national and
international levels, it has not been subject to constant research attention in Bulgaria. Existing studies
are occasional and date back more than ten years ago. Further, the text takes a comprehensive
snapshot of the phenomenon: it summarizes the historical context created by the development of the
national police, traces the legal framework regulating police stops and searches in the country, and
gives an analysis of the practical implications in the implementation of the formal rules. The
application of gender and ethnic profiles by police officers when stopping and searching citizens is also
discussed. In conclusion, some perspectives regarding the development of the stop and search
practice in the authors ‘country are also outlined.

The research is based on in-depth interviews with experts on the subject and document analysis. In-
depth interviews involved police officers (current and former), investigators, attomeys-at-law, and
university lecturers. The analysis included public documents, among them relevant Bulgarian
legislation, instructions and rules related to the work of the Ministry of the Interior of the Republic of
Bulgaria, NGOs and media publications.

The research has practical value in terms of understanding police stops and searches, as well as in
designing knowledge-based public policies. Its results are suitable for constructing a comparative
perspective along with the research conducted in other countries. They also have the potential for
further dissemination as a part ofan academic curriculum.

Abstract: Cinema in Soviet Russia follows the Party directive to reflect “reality”. It is an order that both
theoretical explorations of cinematography and filmmakers have to obey, at all stages of work — from
shooting and cutting to editing. Filmmaking allows for a carefully scripted show of life in the Soviet
state. Indeed, this is literally a process of assembling, constructing “reality”. Simultaneously, however,
a reverse effect of re-construction is taking place in films: through the sequences of edited reality, the
camera eye reveals the dark side of life in Soviet society. The viewer is pointed to the heroes of a shady
world, the antagonists, who remain outside the official statistics and the evening news. The camera
becomes a “spyhole”; though in the hands of cinematographers and directors. Nevertheless, its focus
is also often set by screenwriters from the law enforcement, by investigators and consultants from
the police, who work in the same genre of crime movies. To tell a colonel from a poet in the credits is
difficult, they all are, in the words of Mayakovski, “soldiers of Dzerzhinsky” (the father of the Soviet
secret service Cheka). The article explores the shared creative effort of filmmakers and state officers
to reinstate order in a deviant reality. First, it exam-ines the importance of the film industry in the
governance of the Soviet state. Next, it analyzes the reasons used to legitimate cinema as a credible
view of the world/picture of the world. The last part provides examples of how the film stories of the
Soviet crime detective lift the veil of secrecy over one segment in the criminal underground - the
“second” or black economy of the socialist state — in order to show and to punish the criminals.

Abstract: The topic of the importance of water in the past and present of human society opens up the
possibility of a wide range of perspectives.

Abstract: The article examines the twists and turns in the personal and professional path of the Russian
historian-Eurasian Lev Nikolaevich Gumilyov. His biography, which became popular after the abolition
of ideological censorship, is today supplemented by curious archival evidence published in Russian-
language periodicals and prosopographic literature. This “history of personality” is interesting not only
for the dramatic twists in the scientist’s career. It shows how an ideological school, persecuted at
home and exiled, can be rehabilitated, recognized and taken up by its former opponents in order to
provide academic legitimacy for the policy of a great power. Such a touch on the history of Eurasianism
also provokes the attention of the Bulgarian reader. Bulgaria is the starting point of the pioneer
Eurasianists on their way from Gallipoli to Europe. Figures of the rank of Prince N. S. Trubetskoy have
left their mark with teaching activities at Sofia University. A Bulgarian printing house has put its stamp
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on the first collection of their foundational texts. A century later, after the turning point in the Ukraine
crisis of 2014, the question of Bulgaria's orientation and interest in the conflict between the countries
of the "Atlantic" bloc and "Eurasian" Russia continues to generate fierce debate both in university
auditoriums and among a wider circle of concerned citizens.
