3.6. Law at the University of National and World Economy

1. Information about the competition

The announced competition for a professor is for the needs of the Department of
Public Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law of UNWE, in accordance with Academic
Council Decision No. 5/10 December 2025. I am a member of the academic jury for the

competition in accordance with Order No. 656/06.03.2026 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The sole candidate in the announced competition is Associate Professor Dr Svetla

Marinova Kaneva.
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Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva graduated from the Faculty of Law at Sofia
University, specialising in law, in 2002. In 2005, following a competition, she was
appointed on a permanent contract as an assistant lecturer in the Department of Public
Law at the Faculty of Law of UNWE, and in 2010 she defended her doctoral thesis
before the Scientific Council for Legal Sciences ( ) of the Higher Attestation
Commission (VAK) on the topic ,,The Principles of Law*. Since 2014, Svetla Kaneva
has been an Associate Professor of Theory of State and Law and has been teaching
courses in General Theory of Law, General Theory of the State and Philosophy of Law

to law students.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic post

The candidate in the competition has submitted a complete set of documents
proving fulfilment of the requirements for research and teaching activities in accordance
with the Law on Academic Staff and the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law
on Academic Staff in Research Area 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences,
Professional Field 3.6. Law, as well as the additional — quantitative and qualitative —
requirements for the academic post of ,,professor® at UNWE. The candidate, Assoc.
Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva, significantly exceeds the minimum number of points required

under both the national requirements and the additional requirements of UNWE.

4. Brief description of the scientific works/publications submitted

For her application for the position of “professor” at UNWE, Assoc. Prof. Dr
Svetla Kaneva has submitted one monograph, 11 articles, 15 papers and one textbook.
As can be seen from the citation map, the author has received numerous citations from
authoritative representatives of the doctrine, which demonstrates the necessary expertise
and renown enjoyed by her academic output.

The monograph submitted for the competition is ,,The Measure of Law* (Al —

UNWE, Sofia, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-861-0). This is an analytical and
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comprehensive study of the concept of measure in the Philosophy of Law and General
Theory of Law.

The work continues the author’s line of inquiry into the fundamental properties of
the meaning, essence and content of law, substantiating their convergence in the
concepts of principle, interest and measure of law. The measure of law is identified as a
fundamental property of law, which is a continuation and concretisation of legal
meaning. Following a semantic (phenomenological) approach, the legal measure is
analysed as the focal point of legal values. The conclusion is substantiated that the legal
measure encompasses the meaningful, socially justified, just, proportionate, bilateral,
multi-variant (private and public), objective, supra-personal, due relationship, and the
legal requirement towards subjects in the distribution and exchange of goods with regard
to their legal quality.

Viewing law as a system of meaning, essence and content, centred on distributive
and exchange relationships, the legal measure is summarised as the bearer of the content
of law, indicating the type, quantity and scope of legal authority which the objective
order assigns (grants or imposes) upon the subjects of law with a view to the possession
and exchange of legally significant goods. The conclusion is drawn that it is not only
the correlation between rights and obligations that reflects the fundamental nature of
law in measuring the content of law. The legally regulatory manifestations of the
measure of law are the legal positions that constitute rights, obligations, commands,
prohibitions and imperatives. All of these reflect the legally distributive property, the
content of the legal measure.

Assoc. Prof. Kaneva substantiates the phenomenological (semantic) and
epistemological (cognitive) approach to law used here through an analysis of other
contemporary semantic explanations of law. The theories of Ronald Dworkin, Michel
Tropper, Joseph Raz, which demonstrate the semantic basis of law, as well as the
connection between law and other factors of the social environment. In this context, the
legal measure is an expression of public consciousness, of the objective legal system,
selected and imposed upon the individual consciousness of the subjects. The conclusion
is drawn that the interests and differing positions of the subjects in bilateral relations are

the reason for the legal regulation of social relations, for the legal application of order
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to the individual consciousness of the subjects through the measure of law.

The articles and papers submitted to the competition analyse and substantiate
conceptual and functional aspects of the measure of law. The legal-philosophical and
theoretical formulations of the concepts of purpose, basis of law, legal interest, legal
principle, legal relationship and legal connection are examined, with their genetic and
functional interactions within law as a system being highlighted.

With regard to the candidate’s scholarly output, I would like to highlight the
development of a textbook on the subject the candidate teaches—Philosophy of Law.
The textbook contains the concepts that the author has developed and systematized,

which have been the subject of his analysis.

5. A synthesised assessment of the candidates’ main scientific and applied

scientific contributions

The justification and comprehensive application of the phenomenological
approach in the Philosophy of Law is undoubtedly a significant contribution. Through
this approach, Svetla Kaneva analyses fundamental categories such as the meaning,
essence and content of law. The same approach was also used in the writing of the
textbook ,,Philosophy of Law*, which enriches the philosophical tradition in Bulgarian
legal scholarship.

The adoption of an epistemological approach in General Theory of Law is also a
contribution, through which the author moves beyond a simplistic, descriptive

explanation of law and seeks its semantic and functional nature.

6. Conclusion

An assessment of all materials submitted for the competition shows that Assoc.

Prof. Dr Svetla Marinova Kaneva fully meets the requirements of the Academic Staff
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Development Act, the Regulations for its implementation, as well as the additional
regulations of the UNWE concerning the conditions and procedures for holding
academic posts. I give my positive assessment and vote wholeheartedly ‘For’ the
appointment of Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Marinova Kaneva as ,,Professor* in professional

field 3.6. Law, scientific speciality ,,Theory of the State and Law (Philosophy of Law)*.
