1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Public
Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law of UNWE in accordance with Academic Council
Decision No. 5/10 December 2025. | am a member of the academic jury for the
competition in accordance with Order No. 656/06.03.2026 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition
In the competition for the academic post of “Professor” in the professional field
3.6. Law, scientific speciality “Theory of State and Law (Philosophy of Law)” at
UNWE, there is a single candidate — Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Marinova Kaneva, who has

submitted the necessary documents.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic post
Associate Professor Dr Svetla Kaneva fulfils both the minimum national
requirements for research and teaching activities in accordance with the Higher

Education Act (HE Act) and the Regulations for the Implementation of the Higher
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Education Act (RIHE Act) in Scientific Field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences,
Professional Field 3.6. Law, as well as the additional — quantitative and qualitative —
requirements of UNWE for holding the academic position of ‘professor’. This is the
conclusion of the UNWE Habilitation Council, as set out in point 1 of Minutes No.

11/06.11.2025.

4. Assessment of teaching and academic activity

It is exciting when a reviewer can share their own experience of their contact with
the candidate for an academic post. I have had an excellent impression of Assoc. Prof.
Kaneva’s teaching from the moment she joined the Department in 2005. After becoming
an associate professor in 2014 at the Faculty of Law of the University of National and
World Economy, Assoc. Prof. Svetla Kaneva has been leading the lecture courses in
General Theory of Law, General Theory of the State and Philosophy of Law for first-
year Law students. The above gives me grounds to conclude that Assoc. Prof. Kaneva
is very well prepared for the duties and responsibilities associated with the academic

post in this competition.

5. Brief description of the academic works/publications
submitted

For her application for the position of “Professor” at UNWE, Assoc. Prof. Dr
Svetla Kaneva has submitted one monograph, one textbook, 11 articles and 15 papers,
published in non-indexed peer-reviewed journals or in edited collective volumes. There
are also many citations, as evidenced by the submitted chart demonstrating compliance

with the quantitative requirements at UNWE.
The main work submitted in the competition is the monograph “The Measure of
Law” (Al — UNWE, Sofia, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-861-0). This is the first

monographic and comprehensive study of the measure of law in Bulgarian legal
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doctrine over the last 40 years. Its’ structure comprises an introduction, three chapters,
a conclusion and a bibliography, and it runs to 209 pages.

The monograph covers the philosophical-legal, sociological and theoretical
interpretation of the concept of the measure of law. The emphasis is placed on the legal
meaning in the theory and philosophy of law, as the measure of law is a continuation
and concretisation of the meaning of law. The author establishes semantic and structural
links between the concepts, which is the task of the fundamental sciences. Logically,
the legal measure follows the legal meaning, which finds its concentrated expression in
legal principles, a concept which the author has also examined in his previous works.

The measure of law is derived through an analysis of the characteristics of legal
meaning, such as bilateralism, correctness, justice and the polyvariant nature of legal
meaning. The measure of law is analysed through the benefit of the goods for the
subjects; it is derived as a qualitative-quantitative substantive criterion in law, as an
expression of the fundamental utility of law for legal subjects.

The measure of law is also examined in comparison with the concepts of
expediency and legality. The measure in law is correctly and consistently summarised
as being defined as a synonym for legality. The measure of law is established as a
fundamental concept of General Theory of Law and Philosophy of Law in legal
subjects’ access to benefits, with its legal-theoretical manifestations expressed in rights,
obligations, commands, prohibitions and imperatives. A positive impression is made
by the author’s familiarity with and adept handling of leading figures in the
contemporary legal-theoretical debate, such as Joseph Raz, Michel Tropper, Ronald
Dworkin and others.

In the articles and papers submitted for the competition for the academic post of
“professor” at the University of National and World Economy, Associate Professor
Kaneva analyses other philosophical and legal categories related to the measure of law,
such as the basis of law, the principle of law, legal interest and the purpose of law. The
in-depth philosophical-legal and theoretical analysis present in all her research is

particularly noteworthy.
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6. A summary assessment of the candidates’ main scientific and
applied scientific contributions

An indisputable contribution of the research on the measure of law is the
application of a phenomenological approach in the Philosophy of Law. Assoc. Prof.
Kaneva comprehensively develops and consistently applies this approach in her
research by elaborating on meaningful legal concepts, seeking the connection between
them within the framework of law as a system of meaning.

Another significant contribution lies in demonstrating the analytical-cognitive,
rather than merely normative-descriptive, nature of the concepts under investigation,
thereby advancing the epistemological cognitive strand within the General Theory of
Law. Last but not least, | accept the thesis put forward and analysed, according to which
the argumentative and semantic substance of law is contained not only in legal norms,
but also in legal principles, in legal interest, and in every legal form. In this way, the
research of Assoc. Prof. Svetla Kaneva effectively demonstrates the connection
between law and other social systems, whilst also enriching the dogmatic part of the

General Theory of Law.

7. Key critical comments and recommendations for the
candidates

The assessment of the candidate in the competition shared thus far gives me
grounds to note that I have no critical comments, but only one recommendation. It boils
down to including and simplifying, as far as possible, the analysis of the measure of
law in the Philosophy of Law textbook. This would enrich and broaden the legal
knowledge and intellectual horizons of students interested in the Philosophy of Law
and General Theory of Law. The recommendation made does not detract from the

academic contributions of the monograph or the generalisations made by the author.
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8. Conclusion
The assessment of all materials submitted for the competition shows that Assoc.
Prof. Dr Svetla Marinova Kaneva fully meets the requirements of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff, the Regulations for its implementation, as well as the
additional regulations of the UNWE concerning the conditions and procedures for

holding academic posts. The candidate’s indisputable expertise in the competition

ogives me grounds to give a positive assessment and to vote with conviction ‘For’

the appointment of Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Marinova Kaneva as ‘Professor’ in

professional field 3.6 Law, scientific speciality ‘Theory of the State and Law

(Philosophy of Law)”.
