1. Information about the competition

The announced competition for a professor is for the needs of the Department
of Public Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law of UNWE, in accordance with Academic
Council Decision No. 5/10 December 2025. | am a member of the academic jury for
the competition in accordance with Order No. 656/06.03.2026 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief Information on the Candidates in the Competition

The sole candidate in the announced competition is Associate Professor Dr.

Svetla Marinova Kaneva.

Assoc. Prof. Kaneva was born in Razgrad and graduated from the Faculty of
Law at Sofia University with a degree in law in 2002. Following a competitive selection
process in the Theory of State and Law, she joined the Department of Public Law
Sciences at the Faculty of Law of the University of National and World Economy
(UNWE) as an assistant professor. She defended her doctoral dissertation in 2010 on
the topic “The Principles of Law.” Since 2014, he has been an associate professor of
Theory of State and Law and has been teaching courses in General Theory of Law,

General Theory of the State, and Philosophy of Law to law students.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for holding the academic position

Associate Professor Svetla Kaneva has submitted the necessary documents

proving her fulfilment of the requirements for research and teaching activities in
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accordance with the Higher Education Act and the Regulations for the Implementation
of the Higher Education Act in professional field 3.6. Law, as well as the additional—
quantitative and qualitative—requirements for holding the academic position of
“professor” at UNWE. As evident from the submitted materials, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla
Kaneva exceeds the minimum number of points required by both the national criteria
and the additional requirements of UNWE, which demonstrates the necessary

expertise.

4. Overview of the Academic Works Submitted

In the competition, Assoc. Prof. Svetla Kaneva, Ph.D., submitted one
monograph, 11 articles, 15 conference papers, and one textbook on the course she
teaches—Philosophy of Law. The bibliography submitted by Assoc. Prof. Svetla
Kaneva also demonstrates the presence of numerous citations from various scholars,

which attests to her prominence in the field.

The main work with which the candidate is participating in the competition is the
monograph "The Measure of Law", UNWE, Sofia, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-861-0).
This is an analytical and comprehensive study of the concept of measure in the
Philosophy of Law and General Theory of Law. In this sense, the work fills a gap in the

doctrine and also represents a natural outcome of the author’s scholarly research.

The monograph addresses fundamental issues in the theory and philosophy of
law, such as the meaning, essence, and content of law, which are explored through
the concepts of principle, interest, and the measure of law. In her research, including
this work, Assoc. Prof. Svetla Kaneva identifies the meaning of law as a foundational
concept in the Philosophy of Law and in General Theory of Law. The measure of law
is grounded as a continuation and concretization of the meaning of law, which finds its
concentrated expression in legal principles. It is this meaning that law embodies and
concretizes in the measure of law as a fundamental quality of the legal system, pointing
to the function of law to distribute and measure the utility of goods for subjects. The
legal measure is presented as an expression of public consciousness, a state of the
general will, and the objective legal system established for the individual

consciousness of subjects.

The measure of law is defined as the vehicle for the content of law, for the extent

and scope of legal authority that the objective legal order assigns (grants or imposes)
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upon legal subjects with a view to the possession and exchange of legally significant
benefits. Given the benefit of these goods to the subjects, the measure of law is
analyzed as a qualitative and quantitative substantive criterion in law, as an expression

of the fundamental utility of law for the subjects.

From a philosophical and sociological perspective, the measure of law is
contrasted with the concepts of expediency and legality, and the thesis is advanced
that it is synonymous with the concept of legality. In line with the philosophical and
theoretical objectives of the work, the author concludes that the measure of law
embodies the model of law; it is a criterion by which the correspondence between the
regulated and the regulator is assessed; it transcends norms and encompasses
everything legal. The legal measure fulfills the function of law in measuring the volume
and quantity of utility of goods for subjects, given their legal status in distributive and
exchange relations. It is specified that the nature of goods and the different positions
of participants in social relations are the reason for the legal orientation and
measurement of social relations toward the individual consciousness of subjects

through the measure of law.

Associate Professor Svetla Kaneva is familiar with and draws upon the works of
prominent figures in contemporary legal theory and philosophy of law. By analyzing
Joseph Ras, Michel Tropper, Ronald Dworkin, and others, the candidate argues for the
semantic essence of law and legal standards, which constitutes her central thesis. It is
a fundamentally meaningful, legally concretizing, and legally distributive property of
law. At the same time, the author also proves another of her theses, according to which
law operates in sync with other social systems, drawing from them the reasons for its

operation.

The essence and genesis of the legal measure, as an expression of collective
legal consciousness, are derived through an analysis of the concepts of legal
relationship and legal connection. The conclusion is drawn that the legal measure is
contained within the legal connection, while the legal relationship expresses the

general binding nature (imperative character) of the legal order for legal subjects.

The articles and papers submitted to the competition analyze the characteristics
of the concept of the measure of law. They substantiate the conceptual and functional
connection between the measure of law and the concepts in general legal theory and
the philosophy of law previously examined by the candidate. In this sense, Assoc. Prof.
Svetla Kaneva has analyzed, through a phenomenological and epistemological
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approach to law, concepts such as legal principle, legal interest, basis of law, purpose

of law, and others.

5. Assessment of the candidates’ major scientific and applied scientific

contributions

The study of interrelated interdisciplinary concepts such as principle, interest,
and measure of law—which are traced and substantiated in their functional relationship
to law as a system of meaning, a fundamental task of the General Theory of Law—is

of significant value.

Through the phenomenological and epistemological approach employed, the
author substantiates the analytical-cognitive and argumentative-semantic substance

of law, rather than merely its normative-descriptive and formal essence.

6. Conclusion

My overall conclusion based on the materials submitted for the competition is
that Assoc. Prof. Svetla Marinova Kaneva fully meets the requirements of the
Academic Staff Development Act, the Regulations for its Implementation, as well as
the additional regulations of UNWE regarding the conditions and procedures for
holding academic positions. | give a positive assessment and strongly recommend that
the academic jury make a positive decision for Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetla Marinova
Kaneva to hold the academic position of “Professor” in professional field 3.6. Law,

scientific specialty “Theory of the State and Law (Philosophy of Law).”
