1. Information about the competition
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Faculty of Law at
UNWE in accordance with Academic Council Decision No. 5/10 December 2025. |
am a member of the academic jury for the competition in accordance with Order
No. 656/6 March 2026 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Briefinformation about the candidates in the competition
In the competition for the academic post of “Professor” in the professional
field 3.6. Law, scientific speciality “Theory of State and Law (Philosophy of Law)”
at UNWE, there is a single candidate - Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Marinova Kaneva, who
has submitted the required documents.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic post
3.1. Fulfilment of the quantitative requirements
From the ‘Chart for Fulfilment of the Quantitative Requirements for the
Academic Position of “Professor” at UNWE submitted by the candidate in the
competition, I have established the following fulfilment of the individual
indicators:
National minimum requirements pursuant to the Higher Education Act




(Article 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (Article 1a, paragraph 1):
Group A - 50 points, with a minimum of 50
Group B - 260 points, with a minimum of 100
Group D - 260 points, with a minimum of 100 for the Law programme
Group E - 380 points, with a minimum of 100
Group F - 165 points with a minimum of 100
A total of 955 points, with a minimum of 450 points for the Law programme,

which represents a significant excess of the minimum required number of points
in accordance with national requirements.

Additional requirements of the UNWE pursuant to the Higher Education Act
(Article 2b, paragraph 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Article 1a,

paragraphs 2-3):

Group G - 80 points, with a minimum of 40 required for the Law programme;

Group H - 570, with a minimum requirement of 260 for the Law programme;

Group I - 414, with a minimum requirement of 120

A total of 1,064 points, with a minimum of 420 points required for the Law
programme, which represents a significant excess of the minimum required
number of points in accordance with the additional requirements of the UNWE.

Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva has accumulated a total of 2019 points across
both sets of requirements, with a minimum requirement of 870 points for the Law
programme

As can be seen from the Performance Chart submitted, the total points scored
by the candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva, significantly exceed the minimum
number of points required under both the national and the additional
requirements of UNWE.

3.2. Fulfilment of the qualitative requirements

Associate Professor Dr Svetla Kaneva meets the quality requirements of
UNWE for the academic position of “Professor”. Further evidence of Assoc. Prof.
Dr Svetla Kaneva’s fulfilment of the additional quantitative and qualitative
requirements of UNWE for the academic position of “professor” is the Conclusion
of the UNWE Habilitation Council, as set out in point 1 of Minutes No.
11/06.11.2025.

The academic output with which the candidate, Associate Professor Dr Svetla
Kaneva, is participating in the competition meets - in terms of both quantity and
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quality - the minimum national requirements, as well as the requirements of the
University of National and World Economy (UNWE) for the academic post of
‘professor’.

In conclusion, I consider that Associate Professor Dr Svetla Kaneva meets
both the minimum national requirements for scientific and teaching activity as
set out in the Annex to Article 1a(1) of the Regulations for the Implementation of
the Law on the Academic Staff of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences (PPRASRB),
Scientific Field 3: Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, Professional Area 3.6: Law,
as well as the additional - quantitative and qualitative - requirements of UNWE
for the academic position of ‘professor’.

4. Assessment of teaching and research activity
Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva has been actively engaged in teaching and
academic activities since her appointment to the Faculty of Law at UNWE in the
2005/2006 academic year to the present day. Her teaching workload has varied
over the years (as shown in Official Note No. UDOK-2103/25.06.2025) and
comprises - 1,444 hours and tutorials - 3,390 hours across various academic
disciplines at Bachelor’s and Master’s degree levels. The experience and skills
accumulated by Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva over the years in teaching students
are reflected in the lecture courses on the philosophy of law she has developed, as

well as in her published textbook on the philosophy of law.

5. Brief description of the academic works/ publications submitted

For participation in this competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva has
submitted one monograph, one textbook, 11 articles and 15 papers, published in
non-indexed peer-reviewed journals or in edited collective volumes.

The work submitted for the competition, ‘The Measure of Law” (AP - UNWE,
Sofia, 2024, ISBN 978-619-232-861-0), is the first comprehensive monographic
study of the measure of law in Bulgarian legal theory. It comprises 209 pages and
includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and a bibliography. Through
an analysis of the concept of meaning in philosophy and legal theory, it is
demonstrated that the measure of law contains, follows and specifies the legal
meaning, which finds its concentrated expression in legal principles. The legal
measure is summarised as a qualitative-quantitative substantive criterion of law,
which selects, measures and prescribes what is due, and determines the nature
and scope of legal authority in legal positions (rights, obligations, commands,
prohibitions, imperatives) for legal subjects with regard to their legal standing in
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accessing the benefits of the law. The measure of law expresses the fundamental
utility of the law for legal subjects. The monograph substantiates the essence and
functional role of the measure of law as a fundamental distributive concept of the
legal system within general legal theory and the philosophy of law. The legal
measure is presented as an expression of public consciousness, a state of the
general will, embodying deliberate models of socially useful and acceptable
human behaviour, through which maximum justification is achieved in the mutual
positions of subjects regarding the distribution and exchange of benefits.

In the articles and papers presented, written after taking up the academic
post of “associate professor”, the candidate examines various manifestations of
the measure in law and various philosophical legal categories such as the basis of
law, the principle of law, legal interest and the measure of law.

6. A summary assessment of the candidates’ main scientific and
applied scientific contributions
[ regard the application of the phenomenological approach to the study of the
measure of law as a fundamental contribution to the monographic research. Assoc.
Prof. Dr Svetla Kaneva is the first theorist to apply this approach comprehensively
in her academic research. In the candidate’s publications, the phenomenological
approach to law and legal phenomena ultimately results in the substantiation of
the categories of meaning, essence and content of law, which are substantiated
and concretised respectively in the concepts of legal principle, legal interest and
measure of law. The conclusions drawn from the phenomenological and
epistemological approach to law go beyond and transcend the strictly normative
explanation of law; they provide new directions for legal thinking and enrich the
dogmatic part of general legal theory. In this way, the argumentative and semantic
substance of law is demonstrated, and the connection between law and other
normative social systems—with which it coexists in a common social context and
from which it derives the grounds for its operation—is substantiated.

7. Key critical comments and recommendations for each candidate
individually

A serious academic study is significant for the problems it raises and the

ideas it offers for further theoretical development. In this regard, comments and

recommendations may be directed to the candidate in the following two areas.

Firstly, it is necessary to expand the historical overview of the philosophical

concepts presented in the monograph. In this vein is the comment regarding a

more detailed examination of moderation as a means of achieving the purpose of
law. The recommendations made do not detract from the scientific contributions
of the monograph or the scholarly value of the conclusions drawn regarding the
meaning of moderation in law.

8. Conclusion

Having familiarised myself with the candidate’s overall teaching, practical
and research activities, as well as with the materials submitted for the
competition, the monographic research work and other academic publications,
and having analysed their significance and their scientific and applied scientific
contributions, I consider that the candidate, Assoc. professor Dr Svetla Marinova
Kaneva meets all the conditions and requirements to be appointed to the academic
post of “Professor” in “Theory of State and Law (Philosophy of Law)” in the field
of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6.
Law, and I give a positive assessment of her teaching, practical and research
activities.
