It has become a cliché to say that the COVID-19 pandemic has exacerbated existing
inequalities and created new ones. The following pages of this year’s edition make it clear that the
link between the pandemic and rising inequalities is far from trivial, but increasingly measurable
and worrying. The research also highlights that inequality is not just a one-off historical incident
linked to a specific crisis. In fact, it is the result of an economic model that, over the past three
decades, has gradually redistributed less and less wealth to the lowest income groups in society,
while accumulating more and more at the top. In other words, it is a structural problem. Given the

Over the past three years, the cumulative Consumer Price Index in Bulgaria has reached
nearly 35%, while inflation in the small consumer basket rose even more. Low and middle-income
earners spend an ever-increasing proportion of their income on essential goods, which have risen
significantly in price. Against this background, the trade unions in Bulgaria, through collective
bargaining and negotiations at national level, have taken a number of actions. These have led to
accelerated income growth that has largely offset the increase in the cost of living and prevented
a loss of real purchasing power in the medium term. In Bulgaria, the presence of a collective
agreement guarantees that the wage is at least 14% higher than in a situation in which there is
none.

The study was conducted in September - November 2024 based on official
documents, data and reports from Bulgaria, Germany and Slovenia. A comparative analysis was
made and a specific part of the directive was examined, which refers to teleworking and flexible
working hours as a solution for work-life balance. The results of the study show that the model of
implementing flexible working time schemes is best developed in Slovenia - 47% of employers
offer the option of flexible working hours.

The goal of the present study is to test the relationship between income inequality and the
degree of economic growth in the European Union in the last decade. The main research question
is whether there is an interdependence between income inequality and economic growth, and more
specifically, whether income inequality is a determinant of the rate of economic growth in the
European Union in the period 2010 - 2021. The research hypothesis is that in the period 2010 —
2021, income inequality in the EU had an unfavorable impact on economic growth in the Union.
The empirical study is conducted through a panel econometric method, based on a model,
including several indicators. The data used are from Eurostat, the EU-SILC and ECHP surveys.
The time limit of the study covers the period from 2010 — 2021, due to lack of data for all member
states for the years before 2010. The results show that the level of inequalities correlate negatively
with the level of economic growth, and the greater they are, the lower is the level of GDP. The

results fit into the debate on the topic, as the problem of inequalities in the EU has been significant

The purpose of this paper is to deepen the research of the minimum wage in the EU over the
last decade (2012-2022), analyzing the differences between the member states (in terms of
nominal minimum wage and minimum wage in purchasing power standard), as well as to look at
the problem through the perspective of the adopted in 2022 Directive on adequate minimum wages
in the European Union.

Economic shocks usually affect political support for populism around the world. This
support is usually expressed in higher election results. In recent years, more and more economists,
sociologists and political scientists have begun to pay attention to populist rhetoric as a means of
gaining the trust of voters. The present analysis aims to analyze the development of populism in
Bulgaria over the past 30 years using previously collected statistical information for this purpose.

The COVID-19 crisis will pose many challenges to modern societies in economic, social,
political and demographic terms. Social and macroeconomic shocks affect the development of
inequalities. According to the annual report of Oxfam (2020), 500 million people will be pushed
into extreme poverty as a result of this pandemic. These are people who have been in the second
or third quintile in terms of income until now. This is between 6-8% of the global population,

which will be forced into this situation as early as 2021 as a result of the slowdown in the

In the European context, the debate on the regulation of telework is entering a key phase,
pitting the social partners against each other on a number of components. At the same time,
Bulgaria, under pressure from the trade union movement, managed to achieve amendments to the
Labor Code, guaranteeing better regulation (but also protection) of the rights of teleworkers. The
changes achieved in the legislation of our country against the background of the ongoing European
debate can be presented as one of the good examples of successful coordination and acceptance of
compromise solutions by the social partners. The object of this study is the “telework” regime. The
subject of the study will be the legislative initiatives to regulate telework at the national and
European levels. The goals that the researcher sets for himself in relation to the telework regime
are: a) analysis of data on the implementation of telework for a ten-year period in Bulgaria and the
EU; b) review of the existing legislation in Bulgaria with an emphasis on the latest changes in its
content; c) analysis of the current European legal initiatives to regulate the telework regime. The
analysis aims to outline the newly expected lines of dialogue between social partners at European
level on the topic of teleworking. This will in turn open up a horizon for potential new lines of

dialogue at national level.

This report presents a summary of the analyses from a national survey within the framework
of the ImproCollBar project, coordinated by the CITUB in partnership with the University of Pisa,
Italy; Pantheon University of Social and Political Sciences, Greece; CNSLR-FRATIA, Romania;
Associated partners: ACV-CSC Confederation of Christian Trade Unions, Belgium; Force
Ouvriere, France; OWID (BRID), Croatia. The main objective of the project is to expand the
expertise in the field of industrial relations in 5 EU Member States (Belgium, Bulgaria, Romania,
Greece and Italy) through a comparative study of the factors and mechanisms covered by a
collective bargaining agreement in different industrial relations regimes, in the context of the
European Minimum Wage Directive and the Covid-19 pandemic. The results of the project will
contribute to rethinking national trade union strategies related to improving collective bargaining

in general.

By presenting the first comparative data of trade union and workers’ protests since Covid-
19, based on local sources, this article attempts to fill a significant gap in the empirical research
on cross-country comparisons of labour mobilizations. The findings indicate a high level of

labour protest activity, with trade unions driving most mobilizations. While elements of social

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movement unionism can be found in all analysed countries, their intensity and scope vary
significantly. We find two patterns in alliance building: the cross-movement coalition in Italy
and Greece, where trade unions, grassroots organizations, and social movements unite in
major campaigns and the trade union movement coalition pattern prevailing in Belgium,
Bulgaria, and Romania, where confederations and federations primarily ally within a given
sector or nationally in large-scale protests, with minimal engagement with other civil society
actors. Protest tactics also differ across national traditions. In post-socialist states, strikes have
diminished in favour of other forms of social movement repertoire, such as demonstrations
and rallies. In contrast, in Belgium, Greece, and Italy, strikes remain a key strategy for the
labour movement. Finally, our analysis highlights variations in systemic mobilization and
differences in public and private sector protests across countries, with Greece exhibiting the
highest level of systemic labour unrest, while other cases focus more on workplace-specific
issues; additionally, private-sector protests are more prevalent in Belgium and Italy, whereas
large-scale public-sector mobilizations, particularly in healthcare, education, and public

administration, dominate in Greece, Bulgaria, and Romania.
