Abstract

The monograph explores the relationship between armed conflict and food security in the
context of the UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), particularly in relation to the
achievement of SDG 2: Zero hunger.

The main goal of the book is to reveal whether contemporary armed conflicts lead to food
insecurity and in which countries — only in those torn by the conflict or even in countries distant
from them, and thus to hindering efforts to achieve the SDGs and in particular SDG 2. The
emphasis is on both the negative impact that an armed conflict has on the country or territory in
which it occurs, and on the actions taken by intergovernmental organizations and state authorities
to alleviate the suffering of the local population.

To achieve the above goal, the author sets several research tasks: (1) selecting basic
definitions and analyzing armed conflicts, (2) defining food security and clarifying its main
characteristics; (3) analyzing SDG 2: Preventing Hunger, (4) examining the impact of armed
conflicts on the achievement of food security and SDG 2, and (5) formulating key measures to
address the negative impact of armed conflicts on food security in the context of achieving SDG
2.

The object of the study is armed conflicts, and the subject of research is the impact they
have on food security in the context of achieving SDG 2: Zero Hunger.



As a major limitation of the study, the impact of armed conflicts on food security in view
of achieving the Global Goals is limited to SDG 2. The monograph is structured in five chapters,
each of which contributes to the understanding of the relationship between armed conflicts, food
security and the achievement of the UN Sustainable Development Goals.

Chapter 1 presents the essence of armed conflicts, including existing terminology, research
and statistics.

Chapter 2 sheds light on food security and its importance for the development of certain
regions and the world as a whole.

Chapter 3 presents the UN Sustainable Development Goals and the 2030 Agenda, with
particular attention paid to SDG 2, namely ending hunger and achieving food security.

Chapter 4 is dedicated to the impact that armed conflicts have on achieving food security,
and thus on achieving the UN Global Goals. Specific case studies are also included.

The final, fifth chapter presents specific measures and recommendations for addressing the
negative impact of armed conflicts on food security in the context of achieving the SDGs.

Abstract

In light of the Taliban takeover in Afghanistan in August 2021, this paper aims to analyze the
Bulgarian population’s attitudes toward newcomers and the Republic of Bulgaria's capacity to
manage mixed migration adequately. Toward this aim, a public perceptions survey was conducted
in the cities of Harmanli and Sofia, where four out of five migrant registration and reception centers
(RRCs) in Bulgaria are located. The paper argues that the state’s difficulties in coping with an
increased influx of migrants and their potential integration are primarily due to its apparent

Abstract

The invasion of Ukraine by Russia has resulted in the displacement of millions of
Ukrainians, leading to socio-economic and political challenges for the host countries. The Refugee
Response Plan, encompassing heavily affected EU Member States, has been the focus of this study,
examining how the issue of refugee integration was addressed, with a specific emphasis on flaws
and omissions in the approach. Various demographic and socioeconomic data and strategic
national documents related to refugee integration were compared for this analysis. Employment
was identified as a key tool for the integration of Ukrainian refugees. The findings revealed a lack
of a common refugee integration policy among the surveyed countries despite similar past and
current socioeconomic circumstances and security environments, including mixed migration.
Ambiguities across these countries, including local population perceptions hindering Ukrainian
refugee integration, were observed. Consequently, we assert the necessity for EU harmonized
measures, emphasizing their long-term implementation to alleviate the economic burden of the
war in Ukraine and provide predictability in the actions of individual governments.

Abstract

This article analyzes the EU’s approach to addressing irregular migration against the
background of a deteriorating security environment and other challenges such as climate change.
It argues that loopholes and flaws, both within and between member states, create incentives for
the instrumentalization of migration by third countries and political actors. At the same time,
although migrant movements caused by climate change are generally internal and temporary, the
lack of a commonly accepted term for climate migration and climate migrants hinders the
integration of climate-induced migration in EU migration policies, especially when it occurs
alongside armed conflicts.

Abstract

This paper analyses the current state of knowledge on the role of language in UN peace
operations. Through a narrative literature review, this study reveals the trends and gaps in research
on language skills in peace operations following the introduction of the Brahimi Report in 2000.
The paper highlights some common challenges faced by national military staff from several
countries across three continents when their native language differs from English and French,
suggesting that adequate language training prior to deployment remains of secondary importance
to the individual states. Therefore, it is recommended that national government and military
decision makers increase their efforts in this area, given that the protection of civilians is a core
objective of every mandate and considering the significant role of peace operations in the current
security environment.

Abstract

This paper argues that the idea of Common European Defence is still far from being
implemented in practice due to different national interests within the EU and the dependence on
the US-made armaments and military technologies. Against this background and given the rising
defence expenditures and the changes in the international political order and security environment,
the Republic of Bulgaria is on a crossroad: whether to continue to count on NATO and then on a



future enhanced Common European Defence, or to look for other solutions as well. The present
study suggests that Bulgaria should be aimed at achieving its national security through contributing
more actively to maintaining international peace and security. This means that the country has to
put a lot more effort in peace operations, including in UN-led ones, as well as in humanitarian
actions both through their funding and providing the necessary military and civil staff.

Abstract

This paper highlights the importance of the state’s role in refugee employment in Bulgaria.
In this line of thinking, it analyses the current labour market’s needs in Bulgaria and the
opportunity for more beneficiaries of international protection to compensate, at least to some
extent, the manpower shortage in the country. The present study shows that in the current political
and security context political actors and widespread local perceptions towards refugees negatively
affect the integration of the latter, hindering the adoption of a national integration policy in
Bulgaria. Concerning this, the paper argues that such a policy will improve refugees’ employability
in a long-term perspective as well as the relationship between them and the local population. Thus,
it will benefit the national economy and act as a preventive tool in terms of threats to national
security that may arise from the potential marginalization of beneficiaries of international
protection.

Abstract

Higher education plays an important role in sustainable development. Universities across
the globe have the potential to significantly contribute to progress towards the United Nations
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) by implementing sustainability practices on their
campuses and through their educational programmes. Concerning this and against the background
of a constantly declining number of students in Bulgaria, this paper seeks to analyse the Bulgarian
higher education institutions’ role in promoting sustainable development. It argues that most of the
existing bachelor’s and master’s programmes intended to be related to sustainable development,
are not clearly associated with the SDGs and taught in Bulgarian language only, which hinders the
opportunities for both the achievement of the Global goals and for the improvement of the
country’s higher education system.

Abstract

Mixed migration flows to the EU continue to pose a serious challenge to the Republic of
Bulgaria in terms of its national security as well as in political, economic and social terms. This
paper focuses on the Middle East and North Africa (MENA) region, which is not only a source of
irregular migration, but also a transit region for asylum seekers and other migrants arriving from
more distant conflict-affected and/or developing countries. The author argues that countering
irregular migration is rather sporadic, rather than part of a consistent and long-term policy of the



Bulgarian state. This is especially evident when considering the root causes of mixed migration,
including armed conflicts. Therefore, Bulgaria should pursue an active foreign policy aimed at de-
escalating armed conflicts in the MENA region, as well as avoiding rivalries at the regional level,
especially in relation to resolving migrant and refugee issues on European territory.

Abstract

The Arab Spring and subsequent armed conflicts in the MENA region resulted in
unprecedented mixed migration flows toward the EU. In response, a range of measures addressing
irregular migration have been proposed and implemented at both national and regional levels. This
paper analyses those measures that pertain specifically to the EU's relations with its neighboring
third countries. Particular attention is given to agreements involving the provision of financial
assistance to third countries in exchange for efforts to stem migrant flows. We argue that this
practice is inherently controversial and has not produced significant success in addressing irregular
migration, as it has already been observed on several occasions.

Abstract

The paper analyses the political, economic, and ethical reasons behind a government’s
decision whether to provide or not (lethal) military support to Ukraine in the context of the Russian
invasion that began on 24 February 2022. With thousands of civilians killed and many more
injured, millions of Ukrainians have sought refuge in other European states. The war has severely
affected many countries in both economic and political terms, which has been especially visible in
some of the EU member states. From an economic perspective, the most evident consequence has
been the sharp rise in prices of energy and other commodities. From a political perspective, the
war has led to further political divisions and an increase in populism and cynicism. Two main
topics have become a bone of contention: the economic sanctions imposed on the Russian
Federation and the (lethal) military assistance to Ukraine. For every single country, the decision to
support or reject such proposals is inextricably linked to choices that are also ethical in their nature.
Concerning this, the author looks at the possibility for an ethical response to what has been
happening in Ukraine since February 2022. Does each country have a moral obligation to protect
the UN Charter, in particular the right of another state to preserve its independence and territorial
integrity? Is it enough to simply condemn the Russian invasion and impose sanctions that we
consider in theory sufficient to make the aggressor change its course of action and seek a peaceful
resolution to the conflict? The list of questions can go on and on. In this line of thinking, the paper
tries to examine the EU member states’ provision of military support to Ukraine from an ethical
perspective. At the same time, it explores some economic aspects of doing so, and, respectively
upon refusal to provide such assistance.

Abstract

This paper focuses on the defensive stand that political actors, media outlets, and ordinary
citizens take when it comes to refugee and migrant flows and their ethical aspects. The authors
argue that such a position can be provoked by fears related to the unknown, some incidents,
insinuations, and even propaganda, which leads to the formation of certain generalized behaviors



towards newcomers. Still, both positions, in favor of or against refugee allocation and intensive
flows of asylum seekers, are widely diffused, hence they imply certain ethical concerns. In the EU
alone, the refugee and migrant flows have been regarded by many as a crisis involving different
political, economic, and social aspects, which inevitably involve ethical considerations. The paper
highlights that among these is also the ethical approach to trauma, which is more often than not
neglected against the background of political struggles and divisions among different groups of
the population of the EU member states.

Abstract

Higher education has been severely affected by the COVID-19 pandemic. Although the
transition to online learning was initially seen as a success, subsequently this form of education
and the ongoing ambiguities regarding the conduct of classes have been generating many critical
opinions from both teachers and students. This study is based on a survey among 194 university
professors from 20 higher education institutions from all statistical regions in Bulgaria about their
perceptions of the impact of COVID-19 on the higher education system in the country, including
in terms of their teaching and research activities. The respondents’ answers reveal generally an
unwillingness among the teaching staff to teach in an online form of education, especially when it
comes to quality. Based on the survey results, we claim that whereas the pandemic situation has
created new opportunities for the development of the higher education system, this sector should
not be limited to simply another form of business.

The study reveals some of the weaknesses associated with the Bulgarian higher education
system in a pandemic situation, therefore emphasizing that it is of great importance to carefully



review and sift out good practices, with constant and transparent communication between the
academic community and the state being of particular importance.

Abstract

This paper investigates defence spending in Bulgaria in the context of the COVID-19
pandemic. It analyses military expenditures on both regional and national scales and tries to
compare the post-financial and economic crisis period of the first decade of the 21st century to the
current pandemic situation.

Abstract

This paper aims to bring attention to some challenges and economic aspects of the refugee
integration in the European Union and address the integration of people granted refugee status and
subsidiary protection as an essential factor for their acceptance by the local population and for the
relief of the economic burden on all Member States. Failing to integrate the large number of

refugees would put at risk the integrity of the EU and increase the gap in economic and social
terms between natives and residents of third countries, creating a breeding ground for criminal and
terrorist groups. In this context, the paper argues that without a thorough analysis of the local
economy in the long term and without involving the local population in a transparent way in the
integration of refugees, not much success will be made while the current challenges will persist
and worsen.

The present study pays particular attention to the challenges of integrating refugees in Bulgaria
where political actors use the refugee and migrant crisis for its own purposes, thereby creating
tensions among the local people while regarding the country mainly as a transit one. Finally, the
study is aimed at raising awareness of the importance of education for all refugee children and
those who would like to pursue a university or higher academic degree, which thus are a suit to
follow. For the purposes of this paper a case study and statistical analysis have been used, while
any data available after 1 April 2017 falls outside its scope.

Abstract

The COVID-19 pandemic and the restrictive measures imposed with it have had adverse
effects on a number of sectors and aspects of the economy of many countries, including the
Republic of Bulgaria. Among the negative aspects affected was employment, which is reflected in
an increase in unemployment among the country's population. Entire industries considered
vulnerable and more vulnerable to the spread of the disease among the population, such as tourism
and other activities offering services requiring direct contact with an individual, remained closed
or severely restricted for months. In such a situation, and in order to mitigate the negative
consequences, the state has allocated significant public resources aimed at supporting those who
were severely restricted in their right to work. And while some of these measures can be perceived
as adequate and with some success, others can be considered rather unsuccessful or with an
unknown result for now. Given this, as well as the constantly changing environment, including the
possibility of a new pandemic or other similar situations, it is necessary to identify those measures,
including those from foreign experience, that could be adopted for implementation in Bulgaria in
the event of a new emergency epidemic situation.

Abstract

Every year, a large number of humanitarian workers, missionaries, journalists, diplomats,
staff of multinational companies, and tourists become victims of violence that has become
characteristic of many areas of the world. At the heart of this violence are various armed conflicts,
political and religious tensions, increasingly widespread forms of crime in the large African, Asian,
and South American metropolises, without excluding the influence of armed conflicts in other parts
of the world. Such phenomena often mix, causing chaos and violence on a large scale, and all this
makes risk an invariable component of the concept of traveling or working abroad, especially in
certain regions of the globe. Against this background, there are various structures worldwide that
deal with the training of humanitarian personnel, depending on the specific country. At the same
time, there are also countries in which there is no institutional mechanism to prepare employees of
non-governmental organizations (NGOs), religious missions, private (multinational) companies,
and anyone else traveling on business in areas with a complicated security environment.

This book offers those who are about to travel or are already in risk areas a knowledge base
useful for managing both their own security and that of the organization of which they are a part.
The focus falls on organizational aspects, providing a number of fundamental principles for



increasing the security of the respective mission, company, project or service for which managers
and administrators are responsible.

The book has eight chapters. The first chapter briefly presents humanitarian work and the
challenges it faces today.

Chapter 2 covers specifics of working in an insecure environment, which almost every
employee in a risk zone faces.

Chapter 3 presents security models to follow when conducting humanitarian missions and
justifies the importance of adhering to such models, indicating and describing their important
aspects.

Chapter 4 pays particular attention to the assessment, planning and organization of
humanitarian missions, with a special place given to the responsibilities in making decisions
related to the security of the mission and its personnel.

Interaction with different types of military actors is covered in Chapter 5, offering
approaches for building and maintaining relationships with them depending on whether they are
regular troops, militia, or armed escorts.

Chapter 6 includes two very important aspects of participating in civilian missions in the
field, namely negotiation and survival in various types of situations, from achieving price discounts
when purchasing and delivering a specific product to the return of a kidnapped employee from the
mission.

Chapter 7 examines security from the perspective of the individual and the group, and in
this regard, the interaction between them is a fundamental element of security. A special place here
is occupied by the importance of having and adhering to a code of ethics, since the behavior of
individual members of the mission can contribute to its better integration or rejection in the social
context in which it develops.

Chapter 8 contains other important features that anyone working or intending to work in
risk areas should be familiar with. This includes types of equipment, ways of thinking, and good
practices for application in the field.

Abstract

The textbook focuses on key issues related to operations in support of international peace
and security — from their planning and deployment to the factors behind a country’s decision to
participate in them. Particular attention is paid to some contemporary aspects that have an impact
on the security and defence sector beyond the operations under consideration, such as the role of
women, the issue of the use of force by international contingents in a given host country, and the
use of private companies to achieve the objectives set out in the mandate of an operation.

On this basis, the textbook draws attention to the usefulness of conducting peace operations
for achieving and maintaining international peace and security, including for the host country and
the countries participating in them with personnel or through the provision of financial resources.
This fully applies to the Bulgarian state, which is why the main goal of the textbook is to provide
important and necessary knowledge to students studying “Peace operations”. At the same time, an
attempt is made to draw greater attention to the need for a more active participation of the Republic
of Bulgaria in the planning and conduct of peace operations.

The textbook is intended for training in the discipline "Peace operations", taught to master's
degree students in the specialty "National and Global Security" at the Department of "National and
Regional Security" at the UNWE, but it can be useful in training in other disciplines in the field of
defence and security and international relations.

The textbook is divided into nine chapters, the structure of which aims to gradually present
the reader with specific knowledge and an advanced understanding of the essence of operations in
support of international peace and security.

Chapter 1 is devoted to basic terms and concepts from the field of peace and conflict
studies. Its purpose is to familiarize oneself with the key terminology directly related to the conduct
of peace operations, including the reasons for their formation and deployment, and the results they
lead to.



Chapter 2 presents the main organizations conducting peace operations. These are the UN,
NATO, EU, OSCE, and AU, which, due to their specificity (member states, geographical location,
historical justification, and expectations), deserve special attention. In order to better understand
the essence of the operations conducted by them, specific case studies (case studies) are presented
for some of them.

Chapter 3 is devoted to a less researched issue, namely, the economic aspects of the
conducted peace operations. Attention is drawn to both the economic consequences in the host
country and those arising in the countries providing personnel and/or financial resources for the
conduct of operations of the international community.

Chapter 4 provides an analysis of Bulgarian participation in peace operations. Specific
challenges facing decision-makers are highlighted, such as financial constraints, lack of public
support, and problems with recruiting and training the necessary personnel. At the end of the
chapter, two case studies are presented, relating to Bulgaria’s active participation in two peace
operations, respectively, UNTAC in Cambodia and the NATO “Resolute Support” mission in
Afghanistan.

Chapter 5 focuses on military-political and other aspects of decision-making regarding
Bulgaria’s participation in peace operations. Factors that influence both the individual and the
decision-makers are examined: from political, through economic and financial, to social and even
ideologically based. In this regard, the main challenges facing decision-makers are also
highlighted, including the need for public support.

Civil-military relations during peace operations are regarded in Chapter 6. Attention is paid
to the coordination between the military and civilian components within the UN, NATO, and the
EU. As an important element of conducting operations in support of international peace and
security, this chapter also presents some aspects of the interaction of personnel with the local
population.

Chapter 7 sheds light on the role of women in peace operations, including some positive
aspects of their presence in the field, as well as the challenges facing their wider participation. A
review 1s made of key strategic documents and guidelines within international organizations for a
more active inclusion of women in their peace operations.

Chapter 8 analyzes the issue of the protection of civilians during peace operations.
Approaches and guidelines for the protection of civilians are presented, and the role of the use of
civilians as human shields during armed conflicts is also taken into account.

Chapter 9 regards other major challenges to the (successful) conduct of peace operations,
arising primarily from the modern security environment, as well as from political, economic, and
demographic developments on a global scale in the last few decades. As such, the opposition
between the established international order and the modern dimensions of the world, the use of
force in peace operations, and the resort to the services of private military companies and private
security companies in achieving and maintaining peace and security are indicated.
