1. information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of a department of the UNWE in the
Professional Area 3.8. “Economics”, Scientific Specialty "Defence Economics, Armed
Conflicts and Migration", in accordance to the decision of the Academic Committee No.
5/10.12.2025, published in the Official Gazette, issue Ne 3 of 09.01.2026.

The participation in the scientific jury of the competition is in accordance with
Executive Order of the Rector of the UNWE Ne 654 / 06.03.2025.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

The candidate for the position in the competition, Atanas Dimitrov, PhD is a Chief
Assistant in the Department of National and Regional Security of the UNWE. He ouns an PhD
after a defended dissertation on the topic "Economic Aspects of Peacekeeping Operations" in
the Area of Higher Education: 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, Professional Area 3.8.
“Economics” and Scientific Specialty “Economics and Management (Economics of Defence
and Security)” in 2014.

In 2008, he obtained "Bachelor" degree in "Economics of Defence and Security" and
in 2009 "Master" degree in "Economics of Defence and Security" at the UNWE. Before his
election as Chief Assistant, he successively held the positions of part-time lecturer after 2015
and Assistant after 2020 in the Department of "National and Regional Security" at the UNWE.



3. Requirements for holding the academic position
3.1. Quantitative requirements

The analysis of the provided information in the card of the UNWE quantitative
requirements for the academic position "Associate Professor" shows that the candidate fulfilled
the Group A requirement after defended dissertation for PhD (50 points). The candidate
dissertation’s topic is "Economic Aspects of Peacekeeping Operations" in 2014in the Area of
Higher Education: 3. “Social, Economic and Legal Sciences”, Professional Area 3.8.
“Economics” and Scientific Specialty “Economics and Management (Economics of Defence
and Security)”.

The candidate has also fulfilled the Group B requirement - 100 points for development
a habilitation monograph with the title "Impact of Armed Conflicts on Food Security in the
Context of the UN Sustainable Development Goals" (166 pages), published in 2025 in the
Academic Publishing House of the UNWE with certified number ISBN 978-619-232-911-2.

In the Group D requirements for possessing a minimum of 200 points, the candidate is
fulfilling total of 338.75, for development and publishing:

75 points;

Group D requirements for possessing 50 points, the candidate obtain total 220 points:

. For citations or reviews in scientific publications in Referenced and Indexed
Databases with scientific information or in monographs and collective volumes - 9 with total
135 points;

o For citations in monographs and collective volumes with scientific review- 4
with total 40 points;

. For citations or reviews in non-refereed journals with scientific review -9 — with
total of 45 points.

Of the minimum requirements of Group H are 20 points, the candidate achieved 45
points;

For the minimum requirements for Group I 40 points, the candidate met 425 points:

. For citations in scientific publications, referenced and indexed international
databases — total of 205 points;

. For leading a scientific or educational projects — 40 points.

o For participation in a scientific or educational project with minimum
requirements of 40 points, the candidate achieved total of 180 points;

For Group K minimum requirements 100 points, the candidate achieved 427.5 points:

o For classroom work - 228 points;
o For developed lecture courses - 105 points;

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works

The presented scientific works and publications meet the requirements of the Academic
Staff Development Act and its Implementation Regulations for holding the academic position
"Associate Professor". The candidate's habilitation work topic is "Impact of Armed Conflicts
on the Food Security in the Context of the UN Sustainable Development Goals". It is published
in a monographic format with an introduction, five chapters and a conclusion. The author
presents the UN Sustainable Development Goals’ exceptional role of the in reducing hunger
and achieving a food security in areas of armed conflicts. With a focus on the destructive
impact of modern armed conflicts over the engaged countries and influenced territories, the
author admires the role of International Organizations and the countries’ Governments to
reduce the detrimental impact on the local population life and health. The author addresses the
research problems in a series of security area educational and qualification programs and
disciplines.

In his introduction, the author argues for the uniqueness of the goals and objectives of
the UN 2030 Sustainable Development Goals and the almost a certain impossibility of their
achievement. His focus is on the reasons for the need and opportunities for the implementation
of the Second Goal “Ending Hunger” at the same time when the world has increasing number
and depth of the conflicts’ destructive impact. The First Chapter is used by the author to present
the basic definitions and characteristics of the armed conflicts. For this purpose, is used a
description of the Geneva Conventions and theirs Additional Protocols, as well as publication
s of scientific research organizations and literature. Author concludes and highlights the
significance of the typology of conflicts for clarifying the legal and humanitarian aspects of
the studied problems. The Second Chapter of the book is focused on using nowadays
definitions and available statistical data to determine the food security significance. It is used
to illustrate the decreasing access to food and the need for long-term food security planning.

The Third Chapter presents the UN Sustainable Development agenda with an emphasis
on Global Goal 2: Zero Hunger. Evidence is presented for the expansion of the researched
problem and the need to significantly increase the sustainability of modern food systems. The
Fourth Chapter presents the impact of armed conflicts on the food security. Methods for
studying the links between armed conflicts and food security are examined. A retrospective of
the impact of armed conflicts in Yemen, Syria and Gaza on food security is consistently
outlined. In the Fifth Chapter, the author presents measures to reduce the negative impact of
the armed conflicts on food security in accordance with the UN goals. The conclusion
emphasizes the significance of the studied problem and finding scientific approaches for
further continuing researches for their resolution.
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The subject matter topics and content of the author’s publications are within the
professional area and scientific specialty of this competition. They expand a broad area and
deep engagement with the specifics of the author’s scientific research and academic
specialization.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions

In this opinion, I accept the authorship of the scientific and applied scientific
contributions of the submitted publications for participation in the competition by Chief
Assistant Atanas Dimitrov, PhD.
