1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced in compliance with the Act on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations, and the Rules for the Organization and
Conduct of Competitions for the Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and the Occupation of Academic Positions
at UNWE.

2.Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov (the sole candidate in the competition) is a successful
young scholar and lecturer with a clearly recognizable academic profile in the fields of economics of defence
and security, migration processes, sustainable development, and policies for international peace and security.
His professional development is closely linked to UNWE, where he has consecutively progressed through
the academic positions of Assistant and Chief Assistant Professor at the Department of National and Regional
Security, while simultaneously performing important administrative functions such as Scientific Secretary
of the Department and member of a Faculty Commission for the Promotion and Evaluation of Research
Activity.



His scientific qualification fully corresponds to the subject of the competition: he holds a defended
doctoral dissertation related to the economic aspects of peacekeeping operations, based on an in-depth
interdisciplinary approach combining economic, political, and security analyses. His academic career is
consistent and purpose-oriented within the professional field of Economics, with specialization in economics
of defence and security.

The international academic activity of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov is particularly
impressive. He has repeatedly served as a visiting lecturer and researcher at prestigious European universities
and research institutions in Italy, Spain, Poland, Austria, and the United Kingdom. He has participated in
initiatives of the United Nations, UNODC, OSCE, and European networks in the fields of security, anti-
corruption policies, and migration, which demonstrates the high level of trust in his expertise.

The scientific output of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov is substantial both in volume
and quality. Thematically, his works address important contemporary issues such as migration policies,
refugee integration, armed conflicts, food and national security, ethics, and sustainable development, and his
analyses are characterized by analytical depth and practical applicability.

Last but not least, Atanas Dimitrov stands out as an active leader and coordinator of international and
national research projects under the Erasmus+, CRDF Global, and National Science Fund programs, which
is an indicator of his efficiency, organizational skills, authority, and scientific standing.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov has an indisputable contribution to the development
of the economics of security and defence, which establishes him as an exceptionally promising and valuable
young scholar.

3. Fulfilment of the Requirements for Holding the Academic Position

3.1. Fulfilment of the Quantitative Requirements

According to the submitted Scorecard for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for holding
the academic position of “Associate Professor” at the University of National and World Economy (UNWE)
in scientific field 3. “Social, Economic and Legal Sciences”, the candidate has a total of 1,845 points, with
720 points required (more than 2.5 times the minimum requirement). The scorecard for the quantitative
requirements clearly demonstrates the presence of a significant number (for the position concerned) of
publications and citations indexed in the world-renowned scientific databases Scopus and Web of Science.
On the basis of this information, | state categorically and with full confidence that the candidate fulfils the
quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of “Associate Professor” at UNWE.

The submitted scientific output demonstrates that the candidate possesses excellent professional
training, is well acquainted with and correctly cites the main Bulgarian and foreign academic sources related
to the subject matter of the announced competition, skillfully applies statistical and econometric methods for
the purposes of his research, and on this basis obtains reliable results, formulates well-grounded conclusions
and appropriate recommendations. The results of the candidate’s scientific research are structured and
presented clearly, precisely, and logically, and may be used by lecturers, researchers, experts, consultants,
and analysts.

3.2. Fulfilment of the Qualitative Requirements

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov has submitted a completed Scorecard for the
qualitative requirements for the academic position of “Associate Professor” at UNWE, containing all the
necessary information. In accordance with the submitted Scorecard, I consider that the candidate fulfils the
qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of “Associate Professor” at UNWE. A positive
opinion has also been received from the Habilitation Council of UNWE.

4. Assessment of the Candidate’s Teaching Activity



The candidate, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov, has diversified teaching experience at
UNWE, acquired predominantly during the period 2020-2025. According to the attached reference issued
by the Academic Affairs Directorate of UNWE, he has taught 15 courses at the Bachelor’s and Master’s
degree levels at UNWE in Bulgarian, and has also taught in English at several foreign universities as a
visiting lecturer. At present, he is a full-time lecturer at the department that announced the competition.

During the period 2020-2025, the candidate conducted classes in the following disciplines:
Economics of Military Alliances; International Operations; Organization of Corporate Security;
Counteracting Irregular Migration; Internet Security; Security Management; Decision-Making Mechanisms
in the European Union; Research Ethics; International and National Security; Organization and Management
of the Security Services Business; Administration of Internal Order and Security; Current Issues in Defence
and Security; Defence and Security Management; Refugees and Forced Migration; European Security
Architecture.

According to an attached official certificate from the Department of National and Regional Security,
the candidate has updated the curricula of nine courses, for which he is a co-author together with various
members of the department. This specific type of “interdisciplinarity” on the part of the candidate is driven
by objective circumstances, yet it unequivocally demonstrates his ability to work in a team with different
course leaders of academic disciplines, which is an undeniable advantage for any young lecturer.

5. Brief Characterization of the Submitted Scientific Works / Publications

The research activity of Atanas Dimitrov is characterized by clear thematic continuity and
consistency, encompassing several leading scientific areas within the professional field “Economics”, with
a focus on the economics of defence, security, and migration.

A central place in the candidate’s research is occupied by the economics of defence and international
peace and security. This research area has been consistently developed since his doctoral dissertation, which
is devoted to the economic aspects of peacekeeping operations, and has subsequently evolved through a
number of scientific publications. Within this thematic field, he analyzes armed conflicts, defence
expenditures, international operations, military assistance, as well as the role of Bulgaria and the European
Union in maintaining international peace and security. These studies are distinguished by an economic
analysis complemented by political and strategic dimensions, which enhances both the analytical value and
the practical applicability of the scientific works.

The second main research area in the candidate’s scientific activity is migration, refugee processes,
and integration policies, examined through an economic perspective. The candidate has made a significant
contribution to the study of irregular and mixed migration, the integration of refugees and migrants, as well
as the interaction between migration flows and national and European security. He has analyzed both the
national context and the regional dimension (Central and Eastern Europe, the EU, and non-EU countries),
and his publications have been repeatedly cited in the international scientific literature. This research area is
the most internationally recognizable component of the candidate’s academic profile.

The third clearly delineated research area in the candidate’s scientific works concerns sustainable
development and its relationship with security, including food security, social policies, and the United
Nations Sustainable Development Goals. The candidate’s habilitation monograph, devoted to the impact of
armed conflicts on food security, provides an in-depth analysis of global and regional risks, as well as the
associated economic and social factors. This research direction is further supplemented by studies on the role
of public policies and European funds in promoting sustainable development.

The fourth research area in the candidate’s scientific profile is related to the economic and
institutional aspects of internal security, including the fight against illicit trade, corruption, organized crime,
and crisis management. Research in this area is characterized by a strong applied orientation, has been
implemented within national and international scientific projects, and has resulted in the development of
indicators, models, and policy frameworks.



The fifth research area of the candidate is devoted to higher education, security education and capacity
building, education for peace, the impact of crisis situations (such as COVID-19) on educational systems,
and the development of human capital. This fifth area complements the others and outlines the candidate’s
comprehensive and systemic approach to security-related issues, which constitute the core focus of the
announced competition.

On the basis of the above-mentioned research areas, it can be concluded that the research activity of
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov has developed in five interrelated and strategically significant
directions and has made a distinct contribution to the economics of defence, security, migration, and
sustainable development, fully corresponding to the requirements of the competition.

6. Synthesized Evaluation of the Main Scientific and Scientific-Applied Contributions of the
Candidate

After reviewing the scientific output of the candidate, I highlight the following significant scientific
and scientific-applied contributions, which are distinguished by interdisciplinarity and high social and
academic significance.

The first group of scientific contributions is related to the development of the economic analysis of
international peace and security. Through his doctoral dissertation and subsequent research, Chief Assistant
Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov enriches scientific knowledge on the economic dimensions of peacekeeping
operations, armed conflicts, and military assistance. His studies systematize and further develop scientific
understanding of the relationship between security, defence expenditures, and the resilience of states and
international organizations, introducing economic arguments into a field that has traditionally been
dominated by political and governance sciences.

The second significant scientific contribution is the enrichment of research on migration and refugee
processes through the lens of economics. In a number of publications, some of which are indexed in
international scientific databases, the candidate analyzes mixed and irregular migration, the integration of
refugees, the economic effects of migration flows, and the role of national and European policies. These
works contribute to the understanding of migration as a complex socio-economic phenomenon and are
characterized by a high number of citations.

A particularly significant scientific-applied contribution is represented by the candidate’s research in
the field of sustainable development and food security in the context of armed conflicts. His habilitation work
proposes an original model for examining the impact of conflicts on food systems and the achievement of
the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals. This contribution has practical applicability in the
formulation of public policies and crisis management strategies.

Another scientific-applied contribution arises from research developments in the field of internal
security, the fight against illicit trade, corruption, and crisis management. The candidate has been part of a
team that developed indicators, analytical tools, and policies for the assessment and mitigation of risks in the
above-mentioned areas, implemented within national and international scientific projects. These studies lead
to practical solutions with high added value for institutions and society.

The next significant contribution of the candidate’s scientific works within the framework of the
present competition is in the field of higher education and security education, including the analysis of the
impact of crises (such as the COVID-19 pandemic) on educational systems. This research area contributes
to the development of educational capacity and to the modernization of education in the economics of
security and defence.

The above-mentioned contributions are the result of five years of focused research activity by the
candidate and fall entirely within the scientific specialty “Economics of Defence, Armed Conflicts and
Migration”. They are distinguished by originality and interdisciplinarity and form a mature scientific profile
that corresponds to the requirements for holding the academic position of “Associate Professor”.



7. Main Critical Remarks and Recommendations to the Candidate
