(UNWE).

1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of National and
Regional Security at UNWE in accordance with Decision of the Academic Council No. 5 of
10.12.2025. | participate as a member of the scientific jury for the competition in accordance
with Order No. 654 of 06.03.2026 of the Rector of the UNWE.

2. Brief information about the applicant in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas
Dimitrov Dimitrov, a lecturer in the Department of National and Regional Security (DNRS) at
the UNWE.

Dr. Dimitrov successfully completed his higher education at the UNWE, obtaining a
bachelor's and master's degree in "Defense and Security Economics” in the DNRS, respectively
in 2008 and 2009. Between 2011 and 2014, he was a full-time doctoral student in the same
department. In June 2014, he successfully defended his dissertation on the topic "Economic
Aspects of Peacekeeping Operations".

The candidate's teaching career began in 2015 in the DNRS, as a part-time lecturer in
"International Peace Operations". In February 2016, he was appointed as an assistant professor
in the same department, and in December 2020, he was elected as a senior assistant professor.
During his academic career, Dr. Dimitrov has also lectured at several foreign universities, and
has participated in a number of training courses and academic projects abroad, including such
organized by the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC), Transparency
International, the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA), the Italian Institute for
International Political Studies (ISPI) in Milan, Italy, and the Kroc Institute for International
Peace Studies at the University of Notre Dame (USA).

In November 2022, Sen. Asst. Prof. Dr. Atanas Dimitrov, after a competition, was
appointed to the position of "Manager" of SDSN Bulgaria, coordinated by the UNWE and part
of the global Sustainable Development Solutions Network (SDSN). Since March 2024, the
candidate has been the Scientific Secretary of the DNRS.



3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

According to the Quantitative requirements card, the candidate meets the national
minimum requirements according to the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 1).
The required minimum is 400 points, and Atanas Dimitrov has a result of 708.75 points.

The candidate also meets the additional requirements for the UNWE. With the required
minimum of 320 points, he has 1136.25 points. In total, for sections I and Il of the Card
concerning fulfilling the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position of
"associate professor” at the UNWE with a minimum threshold of 720 points, the candidate
achieved a result of 1845 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

The candidate fully meets the necessary quality requirements for holding the academic
position of "associate professor” at the UNWE, as is evident from the card for their
implementation and the supporting materials attached to it. The card testifies to very active
academic activity not only in the country, but also abroad, as well as consistency in the
improvement of the teaching, research, and expert activity of Dr. Atanas Dimitrov.

He also has an active participation in the development of the Department of "National
and Regional Security”, the Faculty of "Infrastructure Economics™ and the UNWE through his
activities as a lecturer, researcher, scientific secretary and manager of SDSN Bulgaria, which
is also reflected in his contribution to the preparation of regulatory documentation and the
organization and conduct of important university, national and international events.

The fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements by the candidate is also
confirmed by the positive opinion of the Habilitation Council at the UNWE (transcript-extract
of protocol No. 11 of 06.11.2025), as well as by the first meeting of the members of the
scientific jury regarding the verification of compliance with the minimum national
requirements and the additional requirements of the UNWE for occupying the academic
position of "associate professor” in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty
"Defense Economics, Armed Conflicts and Migration”, at the UNWE (Protocol No. 23 of
11.03.2025).

4. Evaluation of the educational and teaching activities

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov has been teaching at the DNRS since
2015, during which time he has delivered lectures and seminars in several disciplines directly
related to the topic of the competition. He has delivered lectures in "International Peace
Operations"”, "Decision-Making Mechanisms in the EU", "Management of Irregular
Migration", "Refugees and Forced Migration", "Operations in Support of Peace and Security"
and "International and National Security”, as well as seminars in "Defense and Security
Management", "Security Management" and "Current Issues in Defense and Security".

The candidate also has a visible participation in teaching mobility abroad, and to date,
he has delivered lectures at several foreign universities, including the University of Calabria,
Luiss Guido Carli (Rome), University of Perugia, Niccoldo Cusano University in Italy, War



Studies University in Poland, and University of Salamanca in Spain. He has also been a guest
lecturer at prestigious international forums such as the Festival dello Sviluppo Sostenibile 2024
in Italy and within the framework of the UNODC Education for Justice initiative.

Dr. Dimitrov supports the educational process through the development of curricula,
as well as through my participation in the writing of textbooks. An example that deserves
special attention is his author's textbook "Operations in Support of International Peace and
Security”, which is intended for the discipline "Operations in Support of Peace and Security",
mandatory for students in the Master's programme "National and Global Security" at the
UNWE. The candidate is also very active in developing cooperation activities with foreign
universities and lecturers. In this regard, his role in concluding agreements for teaching and
student mobility within the framework of the international program "Erasmus +" should be
emphasized, as well as his assistance for incoming mobility of foreign lecturers in the
educational process in the DNRS.

5. Brief characteristics of the submitted scientific publications

For the competition, Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov has submitted a
total of 27 publications, including one independent monograph, an independent textbook and
a few co-authored articles indexed in Scopus. The following can be mentioned as the main
areas in which the candidate publishes:

e Armed conflicts, including their role in triggering refugee flows and mixed
migration; how to preserve and maintain international peace and security and the
role of international organizations in this regard.

e Refugees and forced migration, including opportunities for integration of asylum
seekers and beneficiaries of international protection.

e Defence economics, including defence spending, budget allocation, costs of and
building the necessary personnel for participation in peace operations and missions
and the defence industry development.

The candidate also addresses in his publications the growing role of sustainable
development in world affairs, including in the field of international peace and security, as
evidenced by his monograph. It is entitled “The Impact of Armed Conflicts on Food Security
in the Context of the UN Sustainable Development Goals”. The monograph examines the
interrelationship between armed conflicts and food security in the context of the UN Global
Goals, in particular with regard to the achievement of SDG 2 (No Hunger). Based on his
research, the author argues that the increase in the number of armed conflicts in the world and
the record number of people experiencing food insecurity is due “both to the inability of the
international system to act as a preventive and counterproductive factor, and to the desire of
numerous individual actors (e.g. states, individual terrorist and other armed groups) to achieve
their political and economic goals”. The structure of the monograph is logically constructed,
and the subject matter of the work undoubtedly covers issues significant for national, regional,
and global security. The conclusions drawn by the author are precise, and the proposals made
for resolving the problem under consideration are realistic.

The candidate is also the author of the textbook “Operations in Support of International
Peace and Security”, intended for the training in the master's course “Operations in Support of
Peace and Security”. The work “draws attention to basic issues related peace operations — from
their planning and deployment to the factors behind a country's decision to participate in them.
Particular attention is paid to some contemporary aspects that have an impact on the security



and defence sector and beyond the operations under consideration, such as the role of women,
the issue of the use of force by international contingents in the host country, and the use of
private companies to achieve the goals set out in the mandate of a peace operation”.

A number of publications by Dr. Dimitrov, including three that are indexed in Scopus,
are focused on the problems related to forced and mixed migration. In essence, they are directly
related to other main areas in which the candidate works, namely armed conflicts,
peacekeeping operations, defence spending, and the problems of achieving the UN Sustainable
Development Goals. All this demonstrates both the relevance and consistency of his research
and the efforts made to link a number of interdependent problems and challenges in the field
of defence and security. The same is the basis of the current competition, which gives me
reason to state that the candidate's publication activity fully corresponds to the topic of the
competition.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientifically-applied
contributions of the applicant

The main scientific and applied contributions of the candidate can be synthesized as
follows:

e Main contemporary political, economic, and social factors, as well as those in
the security field, which have an impact on the economic aspects of Bulgaria’s
defence, have been analysed.

e Anapproach has been proposed according to which the defence of the country,
including its economic aspects, should be developed on the basis of proactive
policies, which clearly emphasize the advantages for the country in the long
term at the expense of "comfort™ in the short term.

e The interrelationship between armed conflicts and food (in)security has been
studied and proven.

e A contribution has been made to expanding the literature in Bulgaria on peace
operations.

e The main weaknesses in Bulgaria’s government policies regarding irregular and
mixed migration to the country, as well as to recipients of international
protection in it, have been indicated and analysed. On this basis, specific
guidelines for building the necessary capacity have been formulated, especially
against the backdrop of the dynamic global security environment.

e The existing research literature and knowledge in Bulgaria related to refugee
and migrant issues has been supplemented.

e Specific solutions have been proposed at the EU level in relation to climate
change and its impact on irregular migration, especially in the context of armed
conflicts and attempts of third countries to instrumentalise it.

e A proactive approach at the national level towards recipients of international
protection and in general for the management of contemporary migrant flows
has been proposed and substantiated in detail, which takes into account, on the
one hand, the demographic problems of Bulgaria, and on the other hand, the
political, economic and demographic realities in the world, as well as the
constant changes in the security environment.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to the applicant
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Based on what has been noted so far, | have no significant critical remarks towards the
candidate. | recommend that Dr. Dimitrov focus in the future on the economic dimensions of
contemporary policies in the field of defence and security, specifically those related to the
defence industry and its place in peace operations. | believe that this will contribute both to the
candidate's academic career and the development of research in this increasingly important
field for the country and the world.

8. Conclusion

Based on all of the above, it is evident that the candidate meets the requirements of the
Law on the Protection of the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation, and the additional requirements of the UNWE. Given the teaching, research,
and expert profile of the candidate, I propose with full conviction to the esteemed scientific
jury to select the candidate Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Atanas Dimitrov Dimitrov as
Associate Professor in the professional field 3.8. Economics, in the scientific specialty
"Defence Economics, Armed Conflicts and Migration™, at the UNWE.
