1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of National and
Regional Security / Faculty of Infrastructure Economics of UNWE, according to
Decision of the Academic Council No. 5/10.12.2025. | participate in the scientific jury
of the competition according to Order No. 654/06.03.2026 of the Vice-Rector for
Research and Development of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

Only one candidate participated in the competition — Senior Assistant Professor Dr.
Atanas Dimitrov Dimitrov, born in 1984 in the city of Yambol.

The candidate received a bachelor's and master's degree in "Economics of Defense and
Security"” in 2008 and 2009 and a doctorate at the National Academy of Sciences of the
Republic of Bulgaria in the period 20011-2014 in the professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty "Economics and Management (Economics of Defense
and Security). The candidate's dissertation is on the topic "Economic Aspects of
Peacekeeping Operations”.

In 2015, he was a part-time lecturer, and in the period 2016 - 2020, he was an assistant
at the CNRS. After 2020 and until now, he is a chief assistant at the CNRS. He has
performed the duties of a senior expert at the Center for Research and Educational
Projects of the UNWE, Manager of the National Network for Sustainable Development
Solutions of SDSN Bulgaria (coordinated by the UNWE). He is the Scientific
Secretary of the CNRS after 2024 and a member of the Faculty Commission for
Promotion and Evaluation of Scientific Research Activities of the Faculty of
Infrastructure Economics.

In the period from 2017 to the present, he has participated in initiatives of numerous
universities and organizations. He is a guest lecturer at: War Studies University,
Warsaw (2019); University of Salamanca, Salamanca, Spain (2021); Department of
Political Sciences, Luiss Guido Carli, Rome (2023); Universita degli Studi di Perugia,
Perugia (2023); Festival dello Sviluppo Sostenibile 2024, organized by Luiss Guido
Carli Universita, Rome, (2024); Universita degli Studi Niccolo Cusano, Rome (2025);
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Department of Political Sciences, Luiss Guido Carli, Rome (2025). Participated as a
consultant and participant in a number of educational initiatives in the country and
abroad.

He received additional qualifications in courses on: security and defense policy;
migration; humanitarian issues; transparency and integration; peacekeeping; nuclear
security; youth in action; innovation.

He participated in the development of international projects: anti-corruption; diversity
and inclusiveness; dual-use technologies; economic, anti-corruption and conflict
education; nuclear and security in conflict zones. He has worked on five national and
four UNWE projects.

He worked for eight months as a volunteer in a center for the accommodation of
children separated from their families by court order.

He is fluent in English, Italian, Spanish and German to varying degrees.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The proposed card for fulfilling the quantitative requirements for occupying the
academic position of "associate professor"” at the UNWE shows 1845 points, which is
about 2.5 times more than the minimum threshold of 700 required points.

3.2. Fulfillment of qualitative requirements

The card for qualitative indicators and their supplement shows that the candidate
fulfills the qualitative requirements for the new academic position. He is an established
researcher, an experienced lecturer with university and international contribution to
teaching activities, author and lecturer of a number of courses and a textbook on the
discipline "International Operations™, who actively works and contributes to
strengthening the good name of the UNWE, to strengthening and developing good
management practices, academic traditions and spirit at the university.

The Habilitation Council of the UNWE with Protocol No. 11/06.11.2025 decides that
the candidacy of the head. Assoc. Prof. Atanas Dimitrov Dimitrov complies with the
quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council of the
UNWE. Proposes to the National Council of National and World Universities to
initiate a competition for the academic position of Associate Professor in "Defense
Economics, Armed Conflicts and Migration" at the UNWE.

4. Assessment of teaching and learning activities

The candidate in the competition has gained significant teaching experience, including
participation and co-participation in the development of curricula in a number of
disciplines, authorship and co-authorship of textbooks and monographs.

In the period 2015/2020, as a full-time lecturer, he has 284 hours of lecture work out of
1290 hours of exercises. He teaches in the following disciplines: Corporate security;
Media and national security; Fundamentals of security policy; Security management;
International operations; Current problems of corporate security; Decision-making
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mechanisms in the EU; International and national security and Organization of
corporate security.

In the period 2020/2025, there are 893 hours of lectures and 600 hours of exercises. He
teaches in the following disciplines: Economics of military alliances; Internet security;
Decision-making mechanisms in the EU; International and national security; Internal
order and security administration; Defense and security management and European
security architecture.

In the previous 10-year period of work as an assistant at the National University of the
Republic of Bulgaria, he has built the necessary level of preparation to occupy the new
academic position. This preparation fully meets the specifics of the announced
competition for an associate professor in the specialty "Defense economics, armed
conflicts and migration”.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific works/publications

5.1. Main areas of research

The candidate systematizes his research into 7 groups — A, B, C, D, G, Z, |, K.

Group A includes documents for the defense of the dissertation work of the candidate
for the ONS Doctor on the topic “Economic aspects of peacekeeping operations”.
Group B contains the habilitation work on the topic “Impact of armed conflicts on
food security in the context of the UN Sustainable Development Goals™.

Group D includes published chapters of collective monographs:

1/ Section 6 “Employment support measures during the COVID-19 pandemic”, co-
authored with Dr. V. Pavlov from “Modeling, analysis and socio-economic measures
to reduce the negative consequences of the Covid-19 pandemic”. The section analyses
the impact of measures at European level, measures in the country, good practices from
the experience of other countries and a conclusion on the negative effects on the
country.

2/ Chapters 1 and 2 of the “Guidelines for the security of humanitarian workers in risk
areas”, including Chapter 1.

Working in a deteriorated security environment. These sections include

the characteristics and challenges of humanitarian work and the specificities of
working in an insecure environment.

(D. Dimitrov, G. Penchev, K. Pudin, G. Pavlov, A. Dimitrow, V. Pavlov, T. Penkova,
N. Petrov). The section presents indicators for illegal trade, designed to visualize and
track the global framework for this trade. The indicators integrate data, smuggling
activities, related risks and illegal practices.

Group H includes three sections from the textbook Corporate Security The first
examines the essence of industrial and countermeasures against economic espionage
and economic espionage (20). The second — the essence and measures to increase the
personal security of the corporation (21). The third — the essence and measures to
counter organized crime of the corporation (22).

Group | includes official notes for participation in 12 international, national and
university projects.

The candidate has submitted 31 publications, of which 4 in Scopus for his research
activity. They will be analyzed with their serial number in the list proposed by the
author.

The analysis of the candidate's works provides grounds for distinguishing the following
three main and 3 supporting areas of his research activity:

» Defense Economics — habilitation work - 6 and works - 2, 5, 9, 11, 15, 16, 19, 24, 30.
» Armed conflicts — papers 6, 7, 12, 28

» Migration problems — papers 1, 4, 8, 10, 13, 14, 27, 28, 29.

* Economic crime — papers 3, 22, 26, 31.

* Problems of: Higher education — papers 18, 23; . Corporate security — papers 20, 21
and Change management — papers 16, 25; Social problems — papers 16, 17.

5.2. Summary of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The scientific and scientific-applied results of the publication and research activity are
related to a large number and broadly focused supporting works of the candidate. A
large part of them are indicated in the contributions proposed by the candidate. The
review of the presented works in the list of the candidate, incl. its addition in the
context of the competitive specialty allows us to draw the following conclusions about
the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results.

The first direction of research "Defense Economics™ includes 9 publications, including:
two independent monographs "Operations in Support of International Peace and
Security" and "International Operations in Support of Peace and Security", which will
be analyzed in the next subsection; one participation in a collective monograph,
published by the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences and six publications in various
publications (Language Skills in UN Operations — 8 pages; Demographic processes and
their significance for national security — 6 pages; Providing Military Assistance to
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Ukraine — ethical and economic aspects — 17 pages; COVID-19 Pandemic and Defence
Spendings — 14 pages; Teaching Pace Studies in Higher education — 14 pages. This
group of publications contributes to the clarification of critical processes and effects of
measures for the development of the defense economy.

The second area “Armed Conflicts” includes the habilitation work “Impact of Armed
Conflicts on Food Security in the Context of the UN Sustainable Development Goals”,
the monograph “Guidelines for the Security of Humanitarian Workers in Risk Areas”,
which will be discussed in the next subsection and two more publications: Impact of
Armed Conflicts in the MENA Region on Irregular Migration — 8 pages and Protected
conflicts in OSCE Area - 8 pages. This group of publications expands knowledge and
mastery of factors for resolving military conflicts

The third area of research includes 8 publications examining migration issues: Refugee
Access to Education in Bulgaria — 8 pages; The EU’s Approach to Irregular Migration
- 9 pages; Refuge Employment in Bulgaria — 12 pages; Economic Challenges to
Ukrainian Refugees — 20 pages; EU-Third Countries Cooperation in Managing
Irregular Migration — 6 pages; Mixed Migration After Taliban in Afghanistan — 18
pages; Refugee Integration- EU Alternative — 16 pages and Migration in the EU —
myths and realities — 6 pages. Publications on migration issues are a significant
condition for improving the national policy to deal with it.

The fourth direction unites works with different focuses: 1/Three publications on
corporate security: Socio-economic Aspects of Illicit Tabaco Trade — 4 pages;
Challenges of Illicit Trade in Tobacco — 15 pages. The first focuses on the socio-
economic aspects of the illicit tobacco trade, and the second on changes in the fight
against the illicit tobacco trade; 2/One publication on higher education issues: COVID
— Impact on Higher Education — 11 pages; 3/0One publication “Resistance in Managing
Change” — 9 pages in the Collection of Change Management, Publishing House of the
UNWE. These publications are a response to emerging current problems in national
politics and the activities of the CPRF.

In general, the candidate's works have a significant contribution to the detailed study of
the problems of the defense economy, armed conflicts and migration in the country and
the improvement of related policies. The results of the research are useful and also
support the training of students in the subject of the competition.

5.3. Assessment of monographs as an independent object of review.

The candidate's works include three independent and one collective monographic work.
The habilitation monographic work under the competition "Impact of armed conflicts
on food security in the context of the UN Sustainable Development Goals" from 2025
with 165 pages. explores the relationship of conflicts with food security of critical
regions and countries in the world. It focuses on the definitions and characteristics of
the types of armed conflicts. It defines the category of food security, hunger index at
the household level. It presents the UN Sustainable Development Goals and the 2030

Agenda. It assesses the impact of armed conflicts on food security in selected regions.
The resulting result is a proposed review of methods for studying the relationship
between conflicts and food security, supported by lessons learned from the practice of
armed conflicts in Yemen, Syria and Gaza. The study concludes with rational
proposals for addressing the negative impact of conflicts on food security. The scope,
novelty for the national publication and the quality of this study are grounds for its
acceptance as the main habilitation work of the candidate in the announced
competition.

The first work of the candidate is a personal publication from 2015 with 218 pages on
the topic "International Operations in Support of Peace and Security", which was used
to train students at the Faculty of Infrastructure Economics and the National Research
Council of the Republic of Bulgaria. The work examines the types and role of
operations in support of peace and security by those implementing them - the UN,
NATO, the EU and other regional and national organizations. It analyzes the economic
and other aspects of these organizations and the participation of our country in them.
The monograph emphasizes the importance of international cooperation and
cooperation in efforts to guarantee peace in critical regions of the world. The
contribution of the work is the critical assessment of national participation in UN
operations in the period 2000 - 2015.

The second personal work "Operations in Support of International Peace and Security"
from 2024 with 247 pages deepens the study of international operations. It
complements the author's previous research with basic concepts and terms for peace
and security research, mainly on armed conflicts and the types of operations for their
prevention, recovery, protection, enforcement and peacebuilding. It deepens the
analysis of the participation, role and effects of the activities of the main organizations.
It clarifies and analyzes the relationship between peacekeeping activities and the
affected economies, as well as the organizations conducting the operations. The study
expands the analysis of Bulgarian participation in a longer period in the context of the
country's ambition to join the EU and NATO. Changes the previous negative to active
assessment of national participation in operations, mainly on the results of the
"Resolute Support™ mission in Afghanistan. The work complements the study with an
analysis of military-political and other aspects of decision-making for national
participation in operations. Evaluates political, social, financial, and personnel factors.
Does not miss the emerging challenges to participation. Complements the study with
the role of civil-military relations, the role of women, the protection of civilians and
other means of force for conducting operations.

The 188-page collective monograph from 2025 on "Guidelines for the security of
humanitarian workers in risk areas" focuses on the care of humanitarian workers
participating in operations. After presenting humanitarian activities and describing the
deteriorated security environment, the work presents applicable security models for the
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missions being conducted. Emphasizes the assessment, planning, and organization of
the mission security policy. Clarifies the scope of activities for interaction with the
military, the art of negotiation, survival, and behavior in groups. The study is in the
nature of a guide, which concludes with recommendations for specific practical actions
to ensure the security of those participating in humanitarian operations.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

In the materials for the competition, the candidate indicates a number of contributing
results in the areas of Defense Economics, Armed Conflicts, Migration and Training. |
accept the proposed contributions and consider the following to be the most significant:
* Specific political, economic and social factors influencing the defense economy
studied.

* Researched and tested the relationship between armed conflicts and food security in
the context of the Sustainable Development Goals and in particular the prevention of
hunger of the UN.

* Revealed the lack of an efficient national policy for the integration of refugees and
the need to create a new national program for their integration in the country.

» The new discipline "Refugees and Forced Migration" was created, showing the
construction and perspective in the CNR for the development of research and academic
capacity on migration processes.

* The research, publications and management of SDSN Bulgaria and assistance at
national and international level to achieve the UN Sustainable Development Goals.
These contributions characterize the candidate as an experienced researcher and
lecturer in the specialty "Defense Economics, Armed Conflicts and Migration”. They
are a basic guarantee for future successful future development in the professional field
and specialty.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

The following notes can be made to the candidate's works:

* The ongoing transition from liberal to mercantile-realist politics and the
intensification of military conflicts in the world cast doubt on the successful
achievement of the UN Sustainable Development Goals and the deterioration of food
security, not only in regions and countries involved in conflicts, but also in those
outside the directly affected areas. | recommend expanding the author's subsequent
research to these areas.

* The results of the candidate's work undoubtedly represent a significant contribution to
understanding the global and limited national policy for participation in military
conflicts and international operations in support of peace and security. National
participation is the result of the country's foreign policy and the specific strategic,
organizational and operational decisions and actions of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
for the country's participation in global and regional initiatives. This information needs
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analysis and public presentation. | recommend the candidate's subsequent publications
to analyze the national policy for international operations.

* Even less attention is paid in the scientific literature to the issue of the positions of
national non-governmental organizations in achieving the Sustainable Development
Goals, emerging military conflicts, migration and refugees. The analysis of the
activities and activity of these organizations is a prerequisite for building and adequate
national policy on these critical issues.

* | also recommend that future research emphasize the global and national economic
aspects of the policy and specific operations for global, regional and local security. Of
great interest is the study of the economic aspects of the policy of the EU and our
country for participation in peacekeeping operations between Russia and Ukraine, as
well as the country's participation in the Peace Council for Palestine initiated by
President Trump.

The comments and recommendations made do not change the high positive assessment
of the results achieved and contributions from the candidate's research and educational
activities. They have value as recommendations for his future research activities.

8. Conclusion

The analysis of the documents from the competition for the academic position of
"Associate Professor” in the scientific specialty "Defense Economics, Armed Conflicts
and Migration”, from the scientific direction 3.8 Economics of the scientific field of
Social Sciences at the UNWE with a single candidate, Senior Assistant Professor Dr.
Atanas Dimitrov Dimitrov, gives grounds for the conclusion that the same meets the
requirements of the Law on Academic Degrees, the Regulations for its implementation
and the Regulations for the organization and conduct of competitions for the
acquisition of scientific degrees and for occupying academic positions at the UNWE. |
propose that the scientific jury for the competition propose to the academic
management of the University to appoint the candidate for "Associate Professor™ in the
specified specialty "Defense Economics, Armed Conflicts and Migration” in the CNRS
of the UNWE.
