Information about the competition

The competition has been announced in the State Gazette, issue. 75 / 25.08.2020, for
the needs of the Department of Economic Sociology, Faculty of General Economics, UNWE,
in accordance with the Decision of the AC Ne 5/ 08.07.2020. /

My participation in the scientific jury for competition is based on the decision of the
Deputy Rector for Research of the UNWE (No0:2540/23.10.2020).

Information about the participants in the competition

The only participant in the competition is Assoc.Prof. Vyara Borisova Stoilova, PhD,
who is employed on main labor contract as Lecturer at the Department of Economic Sociology,
Faculty of General Economics at UNWE. Assoc. Prof. Stoilova works as Lecturer at the
Department of Economic Sociology, UNWE since 1988. In 1988 she has acquired her PhD,
since 1994 she has been appointed Chief assistant professor and since 2003 - Associate
Professor. Her term of service with UNWE to date is 31 year and 9 months.

During her work at the Department Assoc.Prof Stoilova has been one of its most active
staff members in all professional aspects. Along with her teaching engagements Assoc.Prof
Stoilova has been actively involved in various university management activities as: Deputy
Dean of level I university education, Academic Council member, Faculty Council member,
Scientific Secretary of the Department of Economic Sociology, Deputy Dean for Research of
the Faculty of General Economics. These circumstances clearly demonstrate that Assoc.Prof
Stoilova is a respected member of the Department and the General Economics Faculty as well
as an established scientist and expert in the community of sociologists in the country.

Fulfilment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position



For the competition, Assoc.Prof. Stoilova has presented documents and publications
showing that she categorically fulfils all criteria for acquiring the academic position
“Professor”.

Quantitative evaluation criteria have been fulfilled for each of the elements of the
evaluation (published monographs, papers, textbooks, citations, etc.). The candidate has
acquired 903.2 points (550 points required) in the “National minimal requirements” section,
and 889 points (420 required) in the “Additional UNWE requirements” section. The total points
in both sections amounts to 1792 (970 required).

With respect to qualitative criteria, Assoc.Prof. Stoilova fullfils the requirements for
the “Professor” position. This conclusion is based on the following arguments:

- Active participation in the editorial boards of several UNWE publications

- Active participation in the activities of the professional community - Bulgarian
Sociological Association, Bulgarian Union of Scientists

- Participation in the activity of public organizations - expert with the National
Assembly, Secretary General of the National Audit Office

- Participation on a number of international research projects aimed at the education of
public officials

- Participation in the management bodies of the Department of Economic Sociology
and UNWE

The Habilitation Council at UNWE has issued a positive assessment for Assoc.Prof.
Stoilova as participant for the competition, stating that all quantitative and qualitative
requirements for the “Professor” position have been fulfilled.

Assessment of teaching activity

In the last 10 years, Assoc.Prof. Stoilova has delivered a total of 2898 hours of lectures
and 126 hours of seminars before UNWE students. The quality and level of her teaching is
exemplified by her published work - textbooks and other research material:

- Sociology of markets (2020)
- Economic Sociology (2016) - Chapter on Market Order in Contemporary Societies

- Economic Sociology (2017) - Chapters on Society and Institutions and Exchange and
Markets

During her work at the Department of Economic Sociology, Assoc.Prof. Stoilova has
been one of the most active staff members. She has designed and delivered courses on:

- Sociology of Markets
- Sociology of Globalization

- Sociology of Social Transformations



As staff member of the Department of Economic Sociology, Assoc.Prof. Stoilova has
also delivered courses on Economic Sociology for all students at UNWE.

Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

Assoc.Prof. Stoilova has authored a number of publications and is well known and
respected by the scientific community. In the current competition she has presented for
evaluation a total of 32 publications in Section A (List of publications submitted for the
professor competition) and a total of 15 publications in Section B (Other scientific and applied
work/publications. Section A publications include 2 monographs, 3 textbooks, 4 studies, 13
papers and 10 scientific reports.

The publications of Assoc.Prof. Stoilova demonstrate consistency in her defined areas
of scientific interest. The principal research field is sociology of markets, which is new to the
Bulgarian scientific community. Assoc.Prof. Stoilova is among the pioneers in this field in the
country both from the perspective of teaching and from a theoretic sociological point of view.

The specific role of the institution of the market is being developed, defined and
analyzed as a principal element of the social order and as a factor forming individual roles and
coordinating individual and group activities. These topics have been systematically developed
in the two monographs presented for the competition and also in the newly published textbook
(Sociology of Markets). In addition, separate elements of this subject area have been elaborated
in many of the publications resented for evaluation.

In addition to the central topic of Assoc.Prof. Stoilova’s work, the publications
presented cover the following principal areas:

First, market and society. Several publications cover various aspects of the structures
of society and the role of markets. This includes topic as:

- Markets, society and social order.

- The formation of the market as a social institution and a structural element of society,
including the “marketisation of society”.

- Evolution of digital technologies and the resources exchanged at markets. The
evolution of individuals as actors and objects of market activities.

- The impact of the market of labor migration
- The embeddedness of markets in social transformations

Second, market and individuals (personalities). This includes the elaboration on how
individual actors integrate into society mediated by the market environment and related
institutions. Specific attention has been devoted to socialization in a market environment,
motivational structures and the emergence of specific perceptions regarding social justice,
poverty and wealth, criteria for success and the legitimacy of success aspirations.

Third, a specific focus of the scientific work of Assoc.Prof. Stoilova is the link between
education, socialization and acquisition of relevant values. In this respect, several papers cover
issues related to individual ethics and its relation to education and knowledge, the ethics of



educators and secondary socialization through knowledge and leaning, effectiveness of
educational socialization and prerequisites for achieving optimal results.

Synthesis of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicants

The research of Assoc.Prof. Stoilova touches issues topical for the reintroduction of
Bulgarian society to market institutions. Her works shows she is a researcher capable of in-
depth analysis, possessing individual opinion and a broad theoretical culture. With regard to
the theoretical contributions of Assoc.Prof. Stoilova, I would mention the following:

First, Assoc.Prof. Stoilova is author of the first Bulgarian textbook on Sociology of
Markets. The value of this publication is twofold. On the one hand, this is a publication that
summarizes international experience in the field and transfers it to students of Sociology and
Economic Sociology. On the other, an in-depth sociological analysis is made of the market as
part of the institutional structure of society which regulates the exchange of public and private
goods in the context of the game theory approach.

Second, the sociological methodology employed in the analysis of the market makes it
possible to delineate its impact on the sociocultural environments people choose to live in.

Third, an analytical novelty that should be mentioned is the specific elaboration of the
role of market actors. The sociological approach identifies the specific rationalities linked to
this role within the role set of individuals.

Fourth, an extensive analysis is made on the process of marketisation of society and its
consequences - alienation, identity issues, attitudes towards money, happiness, satisfaction and
success. This is combined with a proposed new definition of individual interest of market
actors. As a result, this gives a different perspective on the legitimation of market mechanisms
and social regulators and moral values.

Fifth, an issue of specific value is the elaboration of the dual nature of the principles of
justice under market conditions - balancing justice and justice based on success, both of which
provide diverging distribution phenomena.

Key remarks and recommendations

The main recommendation for the future scientific endeavors of Assoc.Prof. Stoilova
is to continue her work in the field of sociology of markets and eventually to complement this
research with additional empirical knowledge on Bulgarian markets and market
conditionalities.
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Conclusion

The application of Assoc.Prof. Stoilova for the competition fulfils all general legal and
UNWE requirements for appointment to the academic position of “Professor”. The positive
assessment provided above, as well as the teaching and scientific research qualities of the
candidate, allow me to express my firm support for Assoc.Prof. Vyara Stoilova. I would
propose the distinguished members of the scientific jury to support the appointment of
Assoc.Prof. Vyara Borisova Stoilova, PhD to the academic position of “Professor” in the
scientific specialty “Sociology (sociology of markets)", Professional field 3.1. “Sociology,
anthropology and culture sciences” at UNWE.
