1. Information about the Competition

The competition for professor is announced by UNWE, according to
the decision of the Academic Board Ne 5/08.07.2020. | participate in the
scientific jury of the competition according to Order Ne 2540/23.10.2020 of the
Vice-Rector of UNWE and was elected a reviewer at the first meeting of the
scientific jury on November 2, 2020.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova graduated from “Karl Marx” Institute
of Economics, Sofia, majoring in Political Economy, Profile “Economic
Sociology* in 1982. The candidate was elected Ass.Professor in 1988 and
Sen.Ass.Professor in 1994 at the University of National and World Economy.
In 1998 she defended her Ph.D, and in 2003 was elected Associate Professor at
the University of National and World Economy. Since then, Assoc. Prof. Dr.



Vyara Stoilova has been a member of the Faculty Board of Department
Economic Sociology and the Faculty Board of General Economics at the
University of National and World Economy. In some periods she has been also
member of the Academic Board of UNWE.

At present, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova is Deputy Dean of Research
at the Faculty of General Economics. In the period 1997-2005 Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Vyara Stoilova was an Expert at the Economic Commission of the 38th and
39th National Assembly, and in the period 2005-2011 - Administration
Secretary of the Bulgarian National Audit Office. The candidate is fluent in
German language, and uses sufficiently English and Russian.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic
position

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova fulfills the National Requirements
according to the Law and the Regulations for its application (Art. 1a, paragraph
1). She is presenting evidence for obtaining 903.2 points for the six groups of
indicators A-E and 889 points for groups G, H and I. The Council for
Habilitation of UNWE at its meeting on 13.05.2020. has given a positive
opinion for the fulfillment of the requirements of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara
Stoilova and has proposed her candidature to the Department of Economic
Sociology to become an applicant for the academic position of "professor" at
UNWE.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activities

According to the data of the Department of Educational
Documentation, Reporting and Control at the University of National and World
Economy for the last 10 years, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova has fulfilled all
teaching requirements in the Bachelor and Master Programs. The candidate also
has a course in the Sociological Ph.D Program. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova
has been Research supervisor of three Ph.D students from the Department of
Economic Sociology, who have successfully defended their theses.



All mentioned above legitimizes sufficient evidence for the candidate’s
application for the academic position of "professor" in the competition.

Bearing in mind the professional field and the specifics of the
competition, namely - 3.1. "Sociology, anthropology and culture science" and
scientific specialty "Sociology" (sociology of the market), my understanding is
that the candidate meets fully and unconditionally the requirement for high
academic competence in the requested field of knowledge.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers /
publications

The presented scientific papers are united in five separate groups —
monographs, textbooks, studies, articles, reports. The main direction in the
research activity of the candidate could be most clearly reduced to the title of
the last of the textbooks of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova - "Sociology of the
market”. In practically the entire period of her academic realization, Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova has been studying the specifics, operation and
development of the market as an economic institution and its relationship with
other institutions. The personal contributions of the candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Vyara Stoilova will be discussed in length in the part where we review the
scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the candidate.

The candidate has presented for reviewing 3 monographs, 1 authored
textbook and 12 chapters from 5 co-authored textbooks, 5 long papers, 20
papers (articles), 10 published scientific reports and 4 scientifically applied
woks — strategies and training materials.

In the two main monographs [The Game of Market Exchange] and
[Consumer Choice: The Design Factor] [Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova
discusses similar topics, but uses different emphases in interpreting and
analyzing the social reading of the market as an exchange, but also a game
environment. An environment that expresses the sociality of the market, in
which there is both competition and cooperation and different value
Interactions.

The definition of the value-semantic basis of the game is very precise,
providing protection of the self-interests of the acting subject, but also stating

his social-role positions as a“ market actor”. According to Assoc. Prof. Dr.

Vyara Stoilova, although the main role of the “market actor” is the professional
/ labor role, it intertwines a number of other social roles, among which the role
of a group member stands out most clearly. The latter satisfies the need for
security through belonging to certain social groups. The game of market
exchange seeks to ensure reciprocity, dialogue, trust. It is an effort to create
equivalence in the relations between "market actors™ by following certain rules,
consistent with the relevant time and culture.

The rules of the game determine the limit of freedom of the participants,
but at the same time they ensure mutual recognition of the needs for the
realization of the interests of all participants. The assessment of the impact of
the exchange naturally includes the expected benefits for the participants, and is
measured by the assessment of satisfaction of the need for autonomy, status and
the degree of instrumentality of the exchange (the ability to obtain other
benefits).

In other words, it is an assessment of the activities of the "market actor"
as a social entity, a participant in the market and non-market game of
exchanges. The social influence may be traces in the phenomenon of the
“bounded rationality,” as well as in the idea of the social capital, influencing the
games of exchanges. According to the author of the monographs, the social
networks, describing the existing social capital, create the feeling of belonging
and affirm the identity of market actors.

The analysis of the consumer’s social role, although presented in a
monograph based on the defended theses for obtaining Ph.D in Economics,
clearly demonstrates the sociological imagination of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara
Stoilova. She interprets the behavior of the consumer predominantly in terms of
his social roles and his needs to identify himself with certain social groups.

The analysis of the behavior of the “product” consumer is explained
through the choice he makes, seen by the author as “a specifically structured
form of reaction to a multivariate situation”. The variability is due to the
different profiles of product benefits and the different profiles of consumer
expectations. The relationship between these profiles is determined by the
characteristics of the product, the types of users and the type of situation.

The product design is the main object of interest in the last presented
monograph of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova. It is discussed in connection
with the user’s communication process. Thus, the "language" of the product
design becomes the subject of special consideration. The author defines the
"language™ of design as modeling the transmission of language systems that are
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constantly changing. The very specificity of the "language" of design can be
perceived as a remark, question, comment, monologue, exposition or lexicon,
which in turn gives grounds to typologically distinguish the main groups of
product design following the same division.

Of interest is the idea of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova to study the
question of product design function reflected in company policies. The
proposed examples of successful strategies — the company policy of "Brown"
and "Xerox" (especially their Model 1075) clearly demonstrates good
reflections of the functions of the product design.

The design itself has a role as an information tool for the consumer value
of the product. It generates specific benefits for the product and creates non-
utilitarian, social benefits for the consumer. Design actually determines, and not
only contributes to the market success of the product, because it is the basis of
the communication process running between the consumer and the product. In
my opinion, this conclusion is very important since it broadens the general
understanding of the role of design.

The textbook chapters presented for reviewing situate the interests of
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova in the field of macro-sociological analysis of society
and sociological reading of the market as a cultural product, a system of
institutionalized and informal rules reflecting the moral values of the respective stage
of social development. Their language and style of presentation clearly state who the
users are — students following Bachelor's Programs in Sociology, Economic
Sociology and Psychology. It is worth mentioning that both author's monographs
are aimed at the same audience and are consistent with the topics of some of the
curricula read by Assoc.Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova courses at UNWE. | find this a
positive feature, because the meaning of any type of scientific production is
determined by its ability to be specifically targeted and to disseminate information to
as wide a range of users as possible.

The main articles of the candidate concern sociological problems related to
justice in market relations, personal and public interpretations of private and public
interest, non-utilitarian exchanges outside the money system, etc. Everywhere the
analysis and the chosen methodology reflect the sociological paradigms for
explanation of the observed phenomena, regardless of whether it is about the
institutional changes in the transition period in our country or about the globalization
problems in the free movement of people and capital in modern society.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions
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Assoc.Prof.Dr. Vyara Stoilova is an active and productive researcher and
lecturer, a pioneer in the field of theoretical and applied specialization in market
sociology in Bulgaria. She is a defender of the introduction of innovative
components in the teaching of economic sociology for the needs of modern
education of economists and sociologists.

The applicant's scientific contributions are correctly described in the self-
evaluated list of contributions, part of the required files for review. The outlined
seven contributions in the author's self-assessment emphasize the main theme in
her scientific work — sociological analysis of the market. The focus on the
phenomenon of the game relationships within the market exchange is relatively
new in Bulgarian sociology. Its inclusion in the market analysis was carried out
by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova more than ten years ago, but even today this
interpretation remains relevant, not only in the analysis of sociologists and
psychologists, but also of economists.

The social role of "market actors" as buyers and sellers reproduces the
militancy of the role, and hence the duality of the assessment of rational
behavior. This is another important moment in the work of the candidate.

The very consideration of the market in terms of justice, which brings
balance and achieves the distribution of chances for access to resources —
money and other goods of market actors, is an innovative perspective, revealing
a sociological view of this traditional economic object of interest.

Last but not least, the proposed understanding of the interpretation of the
personal interest of the market actor through the prism of his autonomy, but
also of the public interest through his legitimacy to the group to which he
belongs, is an additional argument in favor of the candidate's sociological
orientation and sociological analysis.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

| have no critical remarks about the candidate in the competition.

As a colleague of Assoc.Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova in the Department of
Economic Sociology at the University of National and World Economy, | have
direct observations on her behavior and attitudes when defending scientific
issues as a member of the Faculty Board of the Department of Economic
Sociology and Faculty of General Economics. | am personally familiar with
part of her scientific output, as far as | have periodically participated in
discussions of her works at the Department of Economic Sociology.
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Assoc.Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova marks a growth in the direction of
discovery and successful transition from classical sociological thinking for
public institutions to rediscovery and realization in the paradigm of modern
economic sociology. And this is best seen in the emphasis (in market analysis)
on the thesis of taking into account the principles of balanced fairness and
distribution of access to resources, on the sociality of the role of market actor,
on "decomposing” the product-consumer relationship by introducing the
evaluation role of design, as well as on the social consequences of the
“overmarketization" taking place in modern public life.

| would recommend Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova to prepare a new
course for the master's program in “Economic Sociology and Psychology” titled
"Design and Consumer Choice," which can skillfully combine classic and latest
views on the role of design and designers in creating technological products to
meet the market demand for education for modern specialties such as
"Interactive design™ and others.

8. Conclusion

Given the high candidate’s achievements stated in my review, it is with
pleasure that | recommend Assoc. Vyara Stoilova to be elected as a "professor"
in the professional field 3.1. "Sociology, anthropology and culture science” and
scientific specialty "Sociology" (market sociology).
