Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Economic
Sociology on 25.08.2020 in issue 75 of the State Gazette, pursuant to Decision No.
5/08.07.2020 of the AC (Academic Council) of the UNWE.

I am a member of the scientific jury, pursuant to Order No. 2540/23.10.2020 of the
Deputy Rector for RDAs of the UNWE.

1. Brief information about the applicants in the competition

Applicant in the competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Borisova Stoilova, born on
June 26, 1958. Vyara Stoilova is a longtime lecturer at the Department of Economic
Sociology at UNWE since 1988 and so far with 32 years of experience at the university. She
started her work at the UNWE as an assistant, senior assistant - 1989, chief assistant - 1994,
associate professor - 2003. In 1998 she was awarded the scientific degree of “Doctor of
Economics”. Assoc. Prof. Stoilova graduated from the Karl Marx Higher Institute of

Economics with a degree in Political Economy, majoring in Economic Sociology.

Assoc. Prof. Stoilova is currently Deputy Dean for Research and Development
Activities at the Faculty of General Economics, was Deputy Dean of the first degree of
university education, is a member of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of General
Economics, was a member of the Academic Council and Scientific Secretary of the

Department of Sociology.
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From 2005 to 2011, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova was Secretary General of the
National Audit Office of the Republic of Bulgaria, and from 1997 to 2005 she was an expert
at the Economic Commission of the 38th and 39th National Assemblies of the Republic of
Bulgaria. During all these years, Assoc. Prof. Stoilova successfully combined teaching and
research with the high responsibilities of a leader and expert in one of the most important
institutions of state power.

2. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position:

The review of the map of the quantitative and qualitative requirements shows that the
application is in full compliance with the national requirements according to ADASRB /Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria/ (Art. 26) and its
Implementing Regulations. Assoc. Prof. Vyara Stoilova is the author of a dissertation, two
monographs, one individual university textbook and two textbooks in a team of authors,
where five chapters have been developed. Four studies and 13 articles were presented in the
competition, most of which were published in science journals peer-reviewed and indexed in
Scopus and other international databases; 10 published scientific papers from participations
in national and international conferences.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Stoilova has been quoted in both Bulgarian and foreign publications.
Her work has been cited in scientific peer-reviewed monographs (10), in peer-reviewed
journals and science peer-reviewed journals (11), which definitely proves Assoc. Prof.
Stoilova to be a well-known and prominent author in the field of sociology, economics and
social sciences.

Assoc. Prof. Stoilova participated in an international research project (COST Action
IS 1007 Investigating Cultural Sustainability 2011-2014) and in two national educational
projects related to the problems in the support and development of young scientists, doctoral
candidates and postgraduates, and the problems in student internships (both projects under
“Human Resources Development” Operational Programme of the European Social Fund).

Assoc. Prof. Stoilova, in her capacity as Secretary General of the National Audit
Office of the Republic of Bulgaria, was the leader of the project “Further strengthening of the
management and administrative capacity of the National Audit Office of the Republic of
Bulgaria” within the Twinning project BG/03/IB/FI/02/ “Further development of the

independent public sector external audit institution - the National Audit Office of the
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Republic of Bulgaria and the National Audit Office of Germany”, where standards, strategies
and programs for training and qualification in the field of communication and information
technology were developed.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Stoilova was the tutor of three successfully defended doctoral
students in Sociology at the UNWE in 2014, 2018 and 2019.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova is a longtime lecturer at the Department of Sociology
at the UNWE. She teaches and has taught classes in the disciplines of “Economic
Sociology”, “Organizational Behavior”, “Market Sociology”, “Social Stratification and
Mobility”, “Sociology of Globalization”, “History and Development of Social Institutions”.
She delivers lectures at both Bachelor's and Master's educational qualification degree classes.
In the last ten years as an associate professor she has had 2,898 lecture classes and 126
seminar classes. (Almost three times more than the norm). In these disciplines she has
developed author's curricula and lecture courses. She has also developed a course for the
doctoral curriculum of the scientific specialty of Sociology in the discipline “Sociology of
Social Transformation”. Assoc. Prof. Stoilova is a capable and interesting teacher and
lecturer, with outstanding oratory qualities; she captivates the audience and enjoys the
respect and esteem of her students and colleagues.

Based on all the above, | am convinced that the applicant’s teaching experience and
degree of academic competence fully meet the criteria for holding the academic position of
professor and correspond to the scientific specialty and the additional specification of the
competition.

Assoc. Prof. Stoilova actively works in national scientific and public organizations
and state institutions. She is a member of the Bulgarian Sociological Association and the
Union of Scientists in Bulgaria. Her many years of work as an expert at the Economic
Commission of the National Assembly and in the management of the National Audit Office

of the Republic of Bulgaria are proof of her public and practical realization.

3. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications and scientific
contributions
The work of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova covers research studies on a significant

and current problem in Sociology - Market Sociology. The main focus of Assoc. Prof.
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Stoilova’s publications is Market Sociology. In all her studies, articles and sections of
collective textbooks, Assoc. Prof. Stoilova consistently researches and develops
accumulatively and improvingly the topic of the market in terms of its sociological
characteristics, manifestations and consequences. The sociological knowledge developed by
Assoc. Prof. Stoilova places the market in the list of those cultural products that have the
nature of a system of institutionalized and informal rules which embody shared moral values,
traditions and civilizational choices for the solution of common problems.

In methodological terms, the applicant adheres to the classical research tradition in
sociological science, which has two dimensions: first, the way people organize economy in
society depends on non-economic conditions resulting from the actions of the state which
creates legitimate institutional standards for all socially significant activities, and secondly,
the analysis of any socially significant activity - economics, politics, education, healthcare,
etc. - includes the consequences that such socially significant activity has for the
reproduction not only of itself, but also of society. This connectivity between the individual
socially significant activities raises the need for another type of interpretation which takes
into account both their mutual influence on each other and their combined impact on the lives
of people in society.

It should be emphasized that this research approach is definitely in line with the
methodological and theoretical principles of the latest economic theories of ‘“new
institutionalism” and “new political economy”, which reject the limitations of neoclassical
analysis and enrich the mainstream with methodological pluralism; which take into account
the complex socio-cultural, legal and historical relations in the society, and incorporate the
economic processes in the institutional environment. On the other hand, the significance of
such a study of market sociology from the point of view of political economy is its location
and development in a particular stage in the scope of application of the theory of “economic
imperialism” - in the aspect of studying social interactions between market actors, while, at
the same time, taking into account the effects and results on all other institutions towards the
tendency of expanding market relations to the non-economic spheres.

In the monograph presented as a habilitation paper entitled “The Game of Market
Exchange”, the thematically focused multifaceted research studies of Assoc. Prof. Stoilova

on market sociology find their natural summary and creative development.
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The monograph work offers a sociological reading of the market in the context of the game
phenomenon - a modern research approach in modern research studies. The author examines
the market as one of the many “games of exchange” that are organized in modern society and
presents the knowledge of the market exchange “game” essentially as knowledge of man, his
non-self-sufficiency, his freedom of choice and the limits of such freedom, of the nature and
meaning of specific exchange relations that people create with each other, but are also
“created” by them.

This understanding goes beyond the instinctive perception of the market as a place
where people meet to exchange goods, as well as beyond its explanation as a mechanism for
balancing the demand and supply of goods. The emphasis is on the special cognitive order
and discourse through which people communicate with each other and create certain
practices that will allow them to achieve their goals and satisfy their needs. Such sociological
knowledge places the market in the ranks of those cultural products that have the nature of a
system of institutionalized and informal rules which embody shared moral values, traditions
and civilizational choices for the solution of common problems. Within the specificity of the
market game rules, an important place is given to competition as a constituent rule of the
market exchange “game”. The object of a comprehensive and original analysis is the social
role of the “market actor”, as an element of the market institution, its ambivalence and
dominance in the role ensemble of man. The issues related to morality in the market
exchange “game” are presented and analyzed in a specific perspective. With her inherent
open, direct and critical tone, Assoc. Prof. Stoilova boldly enters into a “conflict” with the
established and imposed neoliberal notion of market comprehensiveness and “marketization”
of public relations and firmly presents her position: “If we want to make the world a better
place to live, we must keep getting to know it in order to be able to change it. ... to take at
least fifty-three minutes in which we are not market actors and we don’t think about money.”

The second monograph of Assoc. Prof. Stoilova, “Consumer choice. The design
factor”, focuses on the study of the social role of man as a consumer, as one of his most
important social roles, which largely determines a man’s way of life. Through it, he realizes
both his physical and his social reproduction. It is on the basis of the knowledge about man
as a consumer that the marketing strategies of the market actors - producers of goods and

services are built. In the monograph, the author tries to get to know the consumer’s behavior
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through the specific communication process that takes place between the product and him.
Among the various tools that the producer has to give its product the benefit profile sought
by the consumer is the product design. The author reviews product design as a strategic
marketing resource and a competitive market factor. The research study has a certain applied
nature and is significantly useful for the development of theoretical models for marketing
research related to the role of design in product realization.

In her studies and articles, as well as in her participation in numerous scientific
forums, Assoc. Prof. Stoilova is consistent in her interest in the social aspects of the market.
The main topics in the focus of her attention are the value dimensions for the market; the
inherent dual nature of the market actor and the resulting relationship between individual and
public interest, the antinomy of market freedom - justice, the ideas of poverty and wealth and
the related attitudes to working in oligarchic structures, including data from empirical
research. The market institution was studied in depth through the prism of social connectivity
which it builds and the diminishing contributing role of the “invisible hand” for the
realization of the public interest. An original author's thesis was developed regarding the
basic values and modifications of the entrepreneurial spirit in the conditions of the digital
economy and its limited potential for solving the problems of modern coexistence. Special
attention was paid to the social consequences of marketization on the man’s living world,
such as alienation, identity problems, attitudes towards wealth and the subjective feeling of
happiness and satisfaction. A valuable scientific interpretation was given to the topic of
socialization in the context of the marketization of public life, which transforms the values
and rules of coexistence towards which people should socialize; as a kind of continuation is
the original reading of the (non-)compatibility of the models of “homo economicus” and
“homo culturalis” and the position of Assoc. Prof. Stoilova about the crisis of the social as a
crisis of trust in the institutions.

The textbook “Market Sociology. 2020. UNWE Publishing Complex” designed
mainly for students majoring in “Sociology” and “Economic Sociology” at UNWE deserves
high praise as a serious scientific contribution to the work of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Stoilova. It
examines the genesis, nature and mechanisms of the market institution, through the prism of
the value choice for the solution of that social problem for which that same institution was

created. It examines the set of rules which, in their unity, build the market institution and lead
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to the implementation of the value choice. Particular attention was paid to the social role of
the “market actor” as an element of the market institution and the specificity of market
exchange and the problems associated with the role of the state in the building of market
order, market power and market morality.

All works of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vyara Stoilova show scientific competence and in-
depth knowledge of the studied problems and orientation in the vast field of research in the
foreign and national sociological and economic sciences. The applicant’s work contains
original author's interpretations and conclusions and a clear position and commitment.

In terms of style, the works of Assoc. Prof. Stoilova deserve high praise. They are
distinguished by a high scientific style and, at the same time, are clear, figuratively argued
and written in a rich literary language.

In the publications submitted for peer-review, a number of scientific, methodological
and practical applied results of a contributing nature can be identified, which are duly and
precisely presented by the applicant in the competition. Among them, the most significant are
the following ones:

1. The sociological analysis of the market as an institutional value solution to one of the
major problems of society - the production and distribution of non-public goods with the
purpose of satisfying the needs of members of the society. The game model was successfully
applied as a modern research approach.

2. The sociological reading of the market includes an interpretation of the problems caused
by the non-self-sufficiency of man in economic, philosophical and sociological terms. Such
methodological approach allows for getting to know the market in the research perspective of
its contribution to the “production” of that social sufficiency due to which one chooses to live
in a particular society.

3. A comprehensive scientific understanding of the market actor was proposed, whose “own
interest” in the public environment is related to the public interest in terms of market choice
as a value solution to certain problems. This also gives moral legitimacy to one of the basic
values of the market - the freedom of the market actor to pursue his own interest.

4. The author's understanding of the two principles of fairness inherent in the market is of
paramount importance: the principle of equalizing (balanced) justice, which is related to the

specificity of exchange relations between market actors, and the principle of distribution of
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market actors' chances to money; and through them — also to goods, according to their
achievements, which ensues from the competitive market operation mechanism.

5. On the basis of the studied experience in universities from member states of the European
Union, a course on the subject “Market Sociology” was developed for students majoring in
“Sociology” and “Economic Sociology”, and this is the first textbook on “Market Sociology”
in Bulgaria.

In addition to all her significant theoretical and methodological contributions listed
above, the work of Assoc. Prof. Stoilova is a clear manifestation of the strive of knowledge
to design a better future by preserving moral values and incorporating them into an
acceptable and effective transmission called upon to bring social development through the
difficult path of today's uncertainty and unpredictability.
