1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced on the basis of a Decision of the Academic Council Ne 5 /
8.07.2020, promulgated. in the State Gazette, issue 75 of 25.08.2020 for the needs of the
Department of Private Law of the Faculty of Law of UNWE, field of higher education 3.
Social, economic and legal sciences, professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law).
Pursuant to Order N22539 / 23.10.20 of the Vice-Rector for Research at the University of
National and World Economy, | participate in the scientific jury of the competition.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tania Nikolova lossifova from the Department of Private Law at the Faculty
of Law of UNWE participates as the only candidate in the competition. She graduated from
the Law Faculty of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski ”in 1998. Since 2005 he has been a
Doctor of Civil and Family Law, and since 2008 - an Associate Professor of Civil and Family
Law. She has passed successively through the stages of teaching and research growth at
UNWE as an assistant, senior assistant, chief assistant, associate professor. From 2012 to
2016 she was the head of the Department of Private Law at the Law Faculty of the
University of National and World Economy. She has participated in a number of scientific
conferences with reports. He is the supervisor of three successfully defended doctoral
students.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

From the submitted Card for fulfillment of the quantitative requirements it is established
that the candidate not only fully meets the minimum criteria in the competition for
"professor"”, in accordance with the national minimum requirements according to ZRASRB



(art. 2b) and the Regulations for its application (art. 1a, para. .1), but also many times
exceeds them. According to indicators from Group A there are 50 points, indicators from
Group B - 100 points, indicators from group D - 175 points, indicators from group D - 225
points, indicators from group E - 270 points, total - 820 points of the required national
minimum of 450 points The candidate in the competition Assoc. Prof. Tania lossifova also
meets the additional requirements for UNWE, according to ZRASRB (art. 2b, para. 5) and the
Regulations for its application (art. 1a, para. ), as the total amount of the indicators under
ZRASRB, the Regulations for its implementation and the additional requirements of UNWE is
1377 points.

She has conducted exercises and lectures for law students in
Obligation Law, Notary Law, Comparative Civil and Commercial Law, as well as lectures and
exercises in English on Fundamentals of Law, Civil Law, European Contract Law and
International European and Business Law. Apart from the fact that the presented report
proves this, | also have a personal impression of the students' assessment of the teaching
skills of Assoc. Prof. Tania lossifova. | am convinced that she fully meets the requirements of
the announced competition for "professor" in the professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and
Family Law), as well as that she is an extremely competent and responsible lecturer for the
academic position of "professor" for which the competition was announced.

5. General assessment of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions

Assoc. Prof. Tania lossifova participated in the competition with one monograph, two
studies, nine articles (four of which are in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
other international databases with scientific information), one textbook and co-authorship
in another university textbook, two papers in scientific conferences. Assoc. Prof. lossifova's
publications are dedicated to current topics of contract and commercial law, and the
candidate is scientifically tempted by the challenges of capital market law. The author offers
scientific solutions that are evidence of serious theoretical knowledge and creative thinking.

5.1. Monograph "The effect of the contract on individuals", Sofia: Sibi, 2019, ISBN: 978-
619-226-106-1

The presented work is the first in the Bulgarian legal literature comprehensive monographic
study dedicated to the effect of the contract in relation to third parties. The research is
imbued with the author's independent handwriting. He does not accept those already
known in the literature, but questions them and seeks his own legal-logical constructions.



Through a critical analysis of the Bulgarian literature and serious foreign research, many
controversial topics in the theory and practice in this field are touched upon and clarified.
The habilitation thesis contains the following main scientific contributions. A critical analysis
of the concept of "contract" in Bulgarian civil law has been made, as it is considered as a
legal fact, legal relationship and document. The known principles of contract law are further
developed through the prism of modern economic relations. The author's "internal" and
"external" action of the contract, which was originally formulated by the author, is an
undoubted contribution. The internal effect of the contract is analyzed through the
comparison of Art. 20a of the OCA and its predecessor in the French Civil Code. While the
external action is presented through the prism of the opposition of the contract, understood
as an advantage in competition of rights. The author goes into depth, analyzing individual
hypotheses of this opposition in the law of obligations and in property law. The
contradictory case law on Paul's claim has been critically examined. An indisputable
contribution point is the study of relative invalidity in general. The liability of third parties
who in bad faith prevent the non-performance of the contract under Art. 21, para. 2 of the
OCA has been thoroughly studied, as the author's argument that it is a special composition
of tortious liability has an indisputable contribution.

5.2.Studies

5.2.1. For the opposition of the contract and the responsibility under art. 21, para. 2 of the
Law on Obligations and Contracts, Legal World Magazine, 2014, issue 1

By studying the terms and its manifestations, the opposition of the contract to the current
law is outlined. The liability under Art. 21, para. 2 of the Law on Obligations and Contracts,
through the prism of the opposition of the contract, is a little studied institute and a
significant contribution of the author is both its coverage and justification of the conclusion
that it is a special tort liability. The elements of the factual composition and the limits of this
responsibility are outlined in detail.

5.2.2. Legal status of the creditors on Paul's claim, according to the French and Bulgarian
civil law doctrine, Legal World magazine, book 1 of 2013.

The study presents different views of French legal doctrine on the legal status of creditors
who are the holders of Paul's claim. Through a critical analysis of the relative invalidity of
Pavlov's claim in comparative law and in Bulgarian law, it is concluded that the relative
invalidity of Pavlov's claim is reduced to the emergence of a transformative right in favor of
the creditor, which is a scientific contribution.

5.3.Articles:

5.3.1. For the internal effect of the contract - Legal World magazine, 2012, issue. 1.
Scientific contribution is the consideration of the contract as a legal fact and as a legal
relationship. The theories that explain the legal nature of the contract (individualist theory,



universalism, economic liberalism, utilitarian theory, empirical theory) are presented. The
author's contribution is the study of the principles of the relative and obligatory action of
the contract in the light of the autonomy of the will and the freedom of negotiation.

Scientific definitions are derived, based on legal analysis, definitions of the terms "party to
the contract" and "third party".

5.3.2. Liability under Article 21, paragraph 2 of the Law on Obligations and Contracts,
Commercial and Obligation Law Magazine, Book 7 of 2014.

The analysis of the individual elements of the factual composition of the liability under Art.
21, para. 2 of the OCA, as well as the conclusion that there is a special composition of the
tortious liability for damages. The author's conclusion that in case of violated negative
interest the liability is not limited only to the suffered losses, but also includes the lost
benefits, is also contributing.

5.3.3. The concept of "accurate information" in the trade of inside information, Trade and
Obligation Law Magazine, Book 6 of 2013.

The clarification of the concept of "inside information" of the issuer of financial instruments
in the light of Article 1, paragraph 1, item 1 of Directive 2003/6 and Article 1, paragraph 1 of
Directive 2003/124 and the practice is of a contributory nature. of the Court of Justice.

5.3.4. Trade in inside information, Trade and Competition Law Magazine, Book 12 of 2012.

Undoubtedly, the analysis of the Judgment of the Court of Justice of the EU of 23.12.2009 in
case C-458/08 Spector Photo Group NV, Chris Van Raemdonck v. Commissie voor het Bank-,
Financie- en-Assurantiewezen (CBFA) and the issues raised in it related to the use of inside
information by one person in order to prevent loss or profit.

Consideration of legislative approaches in different countries in order to avoid abuses in the
illegal use of inside information is of a serious contribution nature. The analysis of the
factual composition of the prohibited transactions in relation to the persons who perform
them and of the material actions included in these transactions is also contributing.

5.3.5. Liability of a joint stock company for inaccuracy of information contained in the
prospectus for subscription of shares, Commercial and Debent Law Magazine Book 3 of
2015

The judgment of 19 December 2013 in Case C-174/12 Hirmann v. Immofinanz AG and the
problems raised in it related to the invalidity of the share purchase agreement and the
company's liability in case of cancellation of the agreement due to inaccuracy of information
contained in the share subscription prospectus.

The proposal to create a national legal framework to provide for a refund to the shareholder
of the price paid, together with interest on the termination of the contract as civil liability



for damages caused under equal treatment of shareholders has a significant contribution
character.

They
show the author's excellent literary awareness, his ability to clearly formulate his tasks, skills
for deriving theses and their convincing argumentation, indisputable ability to analyze with
skill the case law and to formulate sound and convincing scientific conclusions. The
contributions are of great scientific-applied and scientific-practical significance. The
recommendations made to the monograph do not in any way reflect on this assessment.

8. Conclusion

Given the above, | strongly recommend to the scientific jury that Associate Professor Tania
Nikolova lossifova be elected to the academic position of "Professor" in the professional
field 3.6. "Law”, specialty" Civil and Family Law "at the Faculty of Law of the University of
National and World Economy.
