REFERENCE: Competition to occupy the academic position "Professor" in the professional
direction 3.6. "Law", a scientific specialty "European Union Law", promulgated in SG. 99
from 17.12.2019.

Candidate: Associate Professor Dune Jivko Ivanov Draganov
1. Information about the competition

The competition was declared for the needs of the Department “International Law and Law
of the European Union ", Faculty of Law of the UNWE, according to the decision of the
Academic Council No Ne 5/04.12.2019. The basis for the writing of this opinion is my
participation in the scientific jury of the competition under the Order Ne 355/14.02.2020 of
the Vice-Rector for Scientific Research Activity of the University for National and World
Economy (UNWE).

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

In the announced competition for professor participates one candidate — Dr. Sc. Jivko Ivanov
Draganov, associate professor in the Department of International Law and European Union
law, UNWE Law faculty.

The submitted documents meet the basic requirements of the Law for the development of
academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the rules for its implementation for the
occupation of the academic position "Professor " in the professional direction of the
competition.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for occupation of the academic position

According to the information presented by the candidate in the competition, the quantitative
requirements for the occupation of the academic position "Professor " are fulfilled, according
to the national minimum requirements under the Law for the Development of Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria (art. 26) and its rules of application (art. 1a, par. 1), as well as
according to the additional requirements of UNWE under the Law for the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b, para. 5) and the regulations for its
application (art. 1a, para. 2-3).
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It should be noted that I highly appreciate the fact that in almost all groups Assoc. Prof.
Draganov exceeds the minimum national requirements at times. So in group "D"
(monographs, studies and articles) Assoc. Prof. Draganov generates 460 points, in group "D"
(citation) generates 485 points (from the required 100), in Group "E" collects 386 points. (of
the necessary 100), and in part "I" presenting the specific university quantitative requirements
impress the results concerning the teaching activity of the candidate — Assoc. Prof. Draganov
collects 529 points, with minimum required 120 points.

The applicant thus meets and exceeds the minimum requirements for the occupation of
professor. The sum of the points from groups A to E is 1581, which is at times above the
minimum required number, and the points for the additional requirements for UNWE under
the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b, para.
5) and the rules for its application (art. 1a, para 2-3) are 2750 and exceed three times the
minimum threshold of 770 points.

In this sense, the efforts and work of Assoc. Prof. Draganov deserve admiration and support.
Proof of the achievements of the candidate as a scientist and lecturer is also the fact that in
2016 he was awarded the scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences”, which testifies of serious
scientific successes, appreciated high by the authoritative jury.

These achievements are impressive and indicate bright and prominent scientific and teaching
work, as well as a successful creative research on topical issues of modern legal science.

In this respect, it should be noted that Assoc. Prof. Draganov has provided a review of a
significant number of scientific papers, a total of 21, namely:

-One (1) monography presented as habilitation work;

-One (1) published monography, which is not presented as a major habilitation work
(university textbook);

-Nine (5) articles and reports published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
international databases with scientific information;

-Eleven (12) articles and reports published in non-referenced journals with scientific review
or in edited collective volumes;

-Two (2) published chapters of collective monographies

Three (3) of the materials are in English, the rest are in Bulgarian. All of them are published
in renowned publishers and magazines.

To the indisputable merits in the scientific and research activity of the applicant contributes
his participation in international and national scientific and research projects. Assoc. Prof
Draganov has participated in the implementation of four international projects and in seven
national scientific and educational projects, which supports the conclusion for active attitude
towards work and dynamic professional development in the scientific and educational field

The qualitative requirements for the occupation of the academic position “Professor " are also
convincingly satisfied by the candidate in both main directions — research and teaching
activity.
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All this testifies to the consistent and profound scientific and teaching activity of Assoc. Prof.
Draganov, in the field of international and EU law.

The claim for a successful scientific and teaching career is also supported by the Professional
biography of Assoc. Prof. Draganov, who successfully copes with his position as Dean of the
Faculty of Law of UNWE (2015 — 2019), preceded by the position of Deputy Dean of the
Law faculty of UNWE (2011-2013). His consistent scientific and administrative work
includes an activity as a scientific secretary of the Department of Private Law of the Faculty
of Law of UNWE (2008-2010), chief assistant professor of Civil and Family Law (2006 —
2008), assistant professor in Civil and Family Law (2005 — 2006), Associate Assistant
professor (2000 — 2005).

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

Associate Professor Jivko Draganov has twenty years of teaching experience (including five
years of honorarium), all in UNWE, where he receives a PhD, consistently developing and
deepening his knowledge and skills in the field of international and EU law.

During the years of his teaching career Assoc. prof. Draganov accumulated considerable
educational and methodological experience and established himself as an authoritative
lecturer and educator in lectures and seminars on disciplines: "Intellectual property Law",
"European Union Law", "Construction Law", "International Trade Law", "Basics of Law",
"International Trade Law", "European Union Law". He participates actively in the
preparation of curricula, as well as reports on accreditation of doctoral programs. As a
meaningful contribution to teaching and university administrative work, | appreciate the fact
that since 2012, Assoc. Prof. Draganov is the director of the Regional Center for Distance
Learning at UNWE-Sofia in Haskovo.

In addition, Assoc. Prof. Draganov is a guest lecturer at the American University in Bulgaria,
Blagoevgrad, where he prepares and conducts a lecture course on Business law. He is an
associate Lecturer/Associate professor at Academy of the Ministry of Interior, Sofia, where
he presents lectures on "EU law" and in "International public law", as well as at the Varna
Free University "Chernisets Hrabar", where he teaches "Intellectual property law", "EU Law"
and "International commercial law".

It is important to note that Assoc. Prof. Draganov is a researcher at the Catholic University of
Brussels, Belgium, in the framework of a research on the protection of industrial design in the
European Union.

These professional engagements testify to the active work of Assoc. Prof. Draganov in the
scientific and teaching sphere, as well as for his contribution to the development of training
programs in a number of universities in Bulgaria.

For the merits of the candidate as an educator speaks the fact that he was a scientific leader of
three doctoral candidates who successfully defended their PhD thesises (in 2017 and 2018),
all of them in the scientific specialty of the competition for professor.

5. Summary of the scientific papers/publications presented

The scientific papers presented for review are in the professional direction 3.6. "Law", a
scientific specialty "European Union law™ and with them the applicant did not participate in
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other competitions for the occupation of academic positions or the award of scientific
degrees.

The scientific production included in the competition contains information and evidence for
the thorough research and research work of the candidate, which is subject to a meaningful
theme of EU law and examines the issues relating to the rights of EU citizens and issues of
EU and national law on Intellectual property Law, Patent, Copyright and Commercial law. In
this sense, the scientific publications submitted for the competition remain entirely
meaningful in the field of the scientific specialty "EU law".

These professional engagements testify to the active work of Assoc. Prof. Draganov in the
scientific and teaching sphere, as well as for its contribution to the development of training
programs in a number of universities in Bulgaria.

As a basic, the research activity of Assoc. Prof. Draganov, the following areas of EU law can
be defined:

-Intellectual property law (including the legal framework of the trade mark, industrial design,
patents and copyrights) in the context of national legislation and EU law. Presented for
evaluation in this area are 8 articles and reports and one chapter of the collective monograph;

-Fundamental rights of EU citizens (citizenship, free movement of persons, internal market,
diplomatic and consular protection). Presented for evaluation are seven (7) articles and
reports, a textbook and a monograph;

-The applicant has included among the evaluated scientific works an article in the field of the
right to education in English and a chapter of a book in a collective monograph in the same
field, as well as two articles in the field of commercial law. They all address the issues raised
in the context of EU law;

-The presented monograph "Intellectual property and fundamental rights in EU law" is in the
field of both areas of law in which Assoc. Prof. Draganov works.

The monographs and articles presented for the competition (written in the period 2008-2019,
most of them created in the last three years) cover a wide range of topics and show interests
and competences in different areas of EU law.

| particularly note and highly appreciate the fact that a textbook on EU law, which presents
systematically the main issues of EU law, is included among the results of the research
activity in this main strand. It represents an important scientific and theoretical contribution
to the development of the selected research strand. Important in relation to the selected strand
"EU law" is the presentation of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the EU as well as the
guarantees provided by EU law for the fundamental rights of citizens.

Last but not least, | should also mention the monograph proposed as a service work dedicated
to the topic of intellectual property and the protection of fundamental rights. The book is a
complete monographic study, which has not been done before in the Bulgarian legal literature
and is devoted to a relatively new and still poorly researched problem of European Union
law-the protection of intellectual property as a fundamental right. The author examines the
problem through the prism of two interrelated challenges. On the one hand, the ways in
which the protection of the intellectual property right may affect other fundamental rights by
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restricting the access to and use of intangible goods which is the result of a person's creative
activity and, on the other, the exercise of fundamental rights may lead to infringements of
intellectual property rights. In his monograph the author seeks an answer to the question
whether the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights can justify additional restrictions and
exceptions beyond those provided for in the derivative law, on the basis of which he also
built his basic scientific ones.

In his monograph Assoc. Prof. Draganov examines the links between the functioning of the
internal market and the establishment of a system of incapacitated market competition on the
one hand and the protection of intellectual property at EU level, on the other.

6. Comprehensive assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the
candidates

In the context of Bulgaria’s membership in the EU, the development of EU legislation is
important because of its impact on the national legal norms. Intellectual property right is
among the rights that receive immediate protection from EU law after the Charter of
Fundamental Rights of the EU was recognized as part of EU primary law. In this sense, the
monograph "Intellectual property and fundamental rights in EU law" is a novelty not only for
the Bulgarian legal literature, but also in foreign literature there is no monographic study,
which, when carrying out the analysis of the characteristics of intellectual property as a
fundamental right, takes into account the relationship with the internal market on the one
hand, and on the other hand the connection with international legal protection, in particular
the European Convention on Human Rights. An important contribution to the monograph is
the analysis of the case law of the Court of the EU regarding the interpretation of the
derivative law in the field of intellectual property.

The protection of intellectual property as a fundamental right guaranteed by the Charter of
Fundamental Rights of the EU is an interesting and somewhat investigated legal issue that
provides a large number of opportunities for analysis and scientific research in the context of
the global discussion on the problem.

In this sense, the publication contains valuable contributions that give it research and
scientific value. Admiration deserves a skillful combination of analyses and theoretical
reflections with practical aspects of the problem, drawn from the case law of the Court of
Justice and the ECTHR.

As moments of greatest importance, the following scientific and applied results of the
monograph can be distinguished:

-Carrying out an analysis of the characteristics of intellectual property as a fundamental right
which takes account of the relationship with the internal market on the one hand and, on the
other hand, the link with international legal protection and in particular the ECHR;

-Clarifying the relationship and importance of intellectual property for the internal market
and competition in the EU;

-A comprehensive analysis covering EU law, international law, intellectual property law and
constitutional law;
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-Examining the specific issue of EU competence to adopt acts of harmonisation of
intellectual property rights and to create supranational intellectual property rights that have a
direct effect on the territory of the Member States;

-The analysis of international instruments in the field of fundamental human rights
concerning the emergence and development of understandings of the place of intellectual
property in the catalogue of fundamental rights;

-The analysis of the case-law of the ECtHR in matters relating to the protection of intellectual
property, which is the main factor in determining the place and role of intellectual property in
the system of fundamental rights, including in the EU legal system;

-Examining the particularities and characteristics of intellectual property protection as a
fundamental right in the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights;

-A thorough examination of the existing case law of the Court of Justice on the application of
the Charter of Fundamental Rights in the situations of conflict between intellectual property
rights and other fundamental rights;

-Detailed analysis of the implications for the EU legal system of incorporating intellectual
property into the catalogue of fundamental rights and outlining possible future guidelines for
the development of EU legislation in this area. In this respect, the answer to the question of
which of the two constitutional or regulatory approaches must prevail in determining the
protection of intellectual property in the EU;

-Justifying the proposition that intellectual property rights in the framework of the protection
of fundamental rights of the EU are not natural rights;

-The disclosure of the shortcomings of the balancing approach and the need for the Court of
Justice to maintain its role in which it has the power to disclose the content of those rights in
accordance with the objectives of the normative acts which govern them and on that basis to
assess the extent to which their fundamental rights are adversely affected, but not to legislate.

The large number of scientific contributions and the wide range of issues that have been
addressed within the monograph is quite impressive. This result is not surprising for the
scientific approach of Assoc. Prof. Draganov, also visible from other publications showing a
lasting affinity for new, unexplored areas of EU law. The choice of such a new and
unexplored topic, such as the link between intellectual property rights and fundamental EU
law, demonstrates the scientific courage and flair for interesting and provocative topics.

7. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

| have no major critical remarks to change my positive assessment of the candidate's
presentation in the competition.

My recommendation is to continue his scientific research on EU law and to develop new
approaches for research and teaching.
