Regarding competition for Professor of European Union Law at UNWE

1. Information about the competition
The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of
International Law and Law of the European Union of the Law Faculty of the
UNWE in accordance with the Decision of the Academic Council No. 5/04.
12. 2019 | am a member of the scientific jury for the competition according
to Order Ne355/ 14. 02. 2020 of the Rector of UNWE.
2. Information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr.Sc. Jivko
Ivanov Draganov. The candidate has graduated an English language high
school and is fluent in English and Russian. He has Master of Laws degree.
He holds a PhD in Law in the specialty “Inventive, Copyright and Patent
Law” and is a Doctor of Science in Intellectual Property Law. He has a
number of specializations at home and abroad, such as the Management
Skills Development Center at the IPS at UNWE, the Asia Pacific University
in Japan, the World Intellectual Property Organization in Geneva, and others.
He is Head of the Department of International Law and EU Law at the
University of National and World Economy. He has served as Dean of the

Law Faculty of the UNWE. He has held other important scientific positions
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at the UNWE, such as Deputy Dean of the Law Faculty, Director of the
Regional Center for Distance Learning at UNWE, Secretary General for
Internal Rules of the UNWE. He is a board member and Vice President of
the European Law Faculties Association. He has been a guest lecturer and
researcher at a number of Bulgarian and foreign universities and institutions
such as the American University in Bulgaria, Varna Free University (and
currently teaches there), the Academy of the Ministry of Interior, the
Catholic University of Brussels, the World Bank. He is the scientific
supervisor of eight PhD students, three of whom successfully defended their
dissertation. His activities and responsibilities show that Assoc. Prof.
Draganov has a very extensive teaching and research experience, including
international, in the scientific field in which he applies for a professorship
and is well qualified to fill this academic position. He is well acquainted
with the practice in this field. He has received recognition in his country and
abroad for his scientific and teaching activities.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The applicant has submitted a filled in form for fulfilling the quantitative
requirements for occupying the academic position of "professor” at UNWE.
The minimum number of points of the national minimum requirements
according to the ZRASRB and the Rules for its implementation and the
additional requirements for UNWE for the academic position of "professor"
are 970 points. The candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr.Sc. Draganov has 2,750 points
and exceeds the required minimum standard many times, and therefore fully
meets the quantitative requirements for occupying the academic position of
"professor” at UNWE.
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3.2. Fulfillment of the quality requirements for occupation of the academic
position of "professor"

The applicant has submitted a filled in form for compliance with the
qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of "professor"
at UNWE. He meets the requirements to be a recognized researcher with
contributions to the development of knowledge. He only misses honorary
titles and awards. But this is not a disadvantage, because he is still too young
to receive honorary titles, and on the other hand, his entire legal science
development work in which he specializes is very impressive. Assoc. Prof.
Dr.Sc. Draganov also fulfills the requirement to be a recognized lecturer
with a university contribution to teaching, learning and pedagogical
development. The requirements for innovation in developing an effective
learning environment and student support strategies, recognized and
evaluated outside the university, as well as recognition in student surveys,
are not met. In my opinion, the reason is that there are no conditions in our
country, including technical ones, for such requirements. The applicant also
fulfills the requirement that he has received public recognition in the practice
of his professional achievements. He has also made a significant
contribution to promoting the goodwill of the UNWE, the faculty and the
department in which he works and directs. In this area, he has other
contributions, such as the promotion and development of good management
practices at the university, as well as the promotion of university traditions
and the academic spirit. All contributions are backed by faithful and fact-
based evidence.

The applicant fully meets the necessary qualitative requirements for
occupying the academic position of "professor”.

4. Assessment of teaching activity

The applicant has extensive teaching experience and a high degree of
proficiency for the academic position of "Professor” in the professional field
"Law", a scientific specialty "European Union Law". He has a large number
of publications in this field, including teaching aids.

He has lectured and lectured on many disciplines in the field of European
Union law, such as lectures and seminars on the following subjects:
"Intellectual property law", "European Union law", "Construction law",
"International commercial law", " Fundamentals of Law, International Trade
Law.

He has also been involved in the preparation of curricula, the preparation of
accreditation reports for doctoral programs and others in the field of
European Union law. The conclusion from the evaluation of the teaching and
educational activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr.Sc. Draganov is that he fully meets
the requirements for occupying the academic position of "Professor” in
European Union law

5. General characteristics of the scientific publications presented

The main directions in the research activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr.Sc. Draganov
is the intellectual property and fundamental rights of the European Union,
the law of the European Union, the right of diplomatic and consular
protection of EU citizens, the approximation of laws in the field of the EU
internal market, the regulation of the EU trade mark, issues of Bulgarian
membership. in EU, EU citizenship, registration of EC design, industrial
design, Brexit and EU citizenship, protection of trade secrets, free movement
of persons and Brexit. Two separate monographs are presented. One is
habilitation work - Intellectual property and fundamental rights in EU law.

The second is a textbook on European Union law.
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6. Evaluation of scientific contributions

The habilitation work is the first monographic study on the topic in Bulgaria.
It is also a scientific novelty abroad. Below, I will list only his most
important contributory points, without being exhaustive. The highlight is the
clarification of the relationship and importance of intellectual property for
the internal market and for EU competition. This also applies to the
argument that the interpretation of the protection of fundamental rights
guaranteed by the EU Charter should be restricted in cases where it could
lead to changes in the secondary legislation regarding the scope, exceptions
and limitations of intellectual property rights. Contributions also include
exploring the specific issue of the EU's competence to adopt acts on the
harmonization of intellectual property rights and to create supranational
intellectual property rights that have a direct effect on the territory of the
Member States. Contribution is also made to the analysis of international
human rights instruments on the emergence and development of intellectual
property perceptions in the catalog of fundamental rights. | also consider as
contribution the argumentation of the concept that intellectual property
rights are not natural rights within the framework of the protection of EU’s
fundamental rights.

A major contribution is the study of the features and characteristics of
intellectual property protection as a fundamental right in the EU Charter of
Fundamental Rights. Contributions include a detailed analysis of the
implications for the EU legal system from including intellectual property in
the catalog of fundamental rights and outlining possible future directions for
the development of EU legislation in the field. The exploration of the
specific issue of the EU's competence to adopt acts on the harmonization of

intellectual property rights and to create supranational intellectual property
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rights that have a direct effect on the territory of the Member States has also
contributory character. This also applies to detecting the shortcomings of the
balancing approach.

The work entitled “European Union Law” is also contributive. A
contribution of the work is the original structuring of the material. Another
contribution is the distinction between the EU legal system and public
international law and national law. An important aspect of the work is a
detailed examination of the legal framework of citizenship, both in primary
and in basic acts of EU secondary law. The analysis of the free movement as
one of the main issues of EU law is also a contribution. Last but not least, it
should be noted that the textbook covers the subject of competition
protection, without which no understanding of the role of competition law in
the development of internal market relations can be established.

Ten articles and reports were also submitted for review. | will present the
scientific contributions they contain. A contribution can be found in the
outline of the problems that hinder the exercise of the right of diplomatic and
consular protection by Union citizens and in finding possible solutions to
overcome them / in the article "The right to diplomatic and consular
protection of EU citizens" /. The contribution of the article "Approximation
of EU Internal Market Legislation" is the study of the evolution of legal
regulation of the EU internal market and its stages.

The article "New EU Trade Mark Legal Framework under Regulation
2017/1001" contributes with the analysis of the changes to the EU trade
mark law as a unitary law, and in particular with the study of some entirely
new provisions such as the removal of the requirement for graphic

representation of the mark , the protection of EU certification marks, etc.
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A contribution of the article “Ten years of Bulgaria's EU membership: have
we understood the principles of building and functioning of the Union?” is
the analysis of the principle of solidarity as one of the fundamental
principles of the structure of the European Union. In the study ,,.Emergence,
Development, Nature and Scope of the European Union Citizenship” the
contribution is the analysis of the emergence and development of the
European Union Citizenship rules in the context of integration processes.
The article "Features of the EC design registration procedure before the
Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market" contributes with an
analysis of the stages of the proceedings, as well as of the difficulties
associated with the introduction of unitary protection of a registered and
unregistered design of the European Union. The article "Features of the
protection against infringements of industrial design rights of the European
Community" also has contributive character. It contains an analysis of the
European Union industrial design rights remedies when sought before the
national courts of the Member States.

A contribution in the report “Brexit and Permanent Citizenship of the
European Union” is the analysis of the problems arising from the withdrawal
of an EU Member State, and in particular the negative consequences for
citizens of such a country as a result of their EU citizenship being lost. In the
report “The New EU Directive on the Protection of Undisclosed Trade
Secrets and Some Issues Related to Its Transposition™ a contribution is the
analysis of the requirements of the Directive on the protection of undisclosed
trade secrets in relation to the state of protection of business secrets in our
country.

In the report “Solidarity, Brexit and the Free Movement of Persons” a

contribution is the analysis of the principle of solidarity in EU law and its
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application in the context of the decision for withdrawal of Great Britain
from the Union and of the referendum held in Switzerland a few years
earlier to limit the EU workers' access to the labor market in the country.

In conclusion, I believe that the scientific and applied contributions of Assoc.
Prof. Dr.Sc. Draganov may receive very high evaluation and make him a
qualified candidate for the academic position of "Professor"” in the scientific
specialty "European Union Law"

Critically, I would also recommend that the applicant publish an updated

edition of his textbook on European Union law.

In conclusion of this review, | am convinced that the candidate Assoc. Prof.
Dr.Sc. Jivko lvanov Draganov should be elected for the academic position of
"Professor" in the professional field "Law", in the scientific specialty

"European Union Law" at the Law Faculty of the UNWE
