L. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of International Law
and EU Law of the Faculty of Law of UNWE according to Decision of the Academic Council
Ne 5/04.12.2019. I am a member of the scientific jury of the competition according to Order
No. 355 / 02/14/2020 of Vice-Rector for Scientific Research Activity of UNWE Professor
Diana Kopeva.

I1. Information about the candidate in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Assoc. Dr.Sc. Jivko lvanov Draganov.

Assoc. Prof. J. Draganov was born in 1973. He graduated from Foreign Language High
School “Prof. Dr. A. Zlatarov” in Haskovo. He has a Master's Degree in Psychology from
1997 and a Master's Degree in Law from 1999 from South — West University “N. Rilski”. In
2006 he obtained a doctorate degree in the field of “Inventive, Copyright and Patent law”, and
in 2016 a “doctor of sciences” in professional field 3.6. Law, scientific specialty “Intellectual
Property Law”.

From 1999 to 2005 he was a part-time assistant, successively assistant and chief
assistant professor in civil and family law at UNWE. Since 2009 he is Associate Professor of
“Inventive, Copyright and Patent Law”. He was the scientific secretary of the Department of
Private Law at the Law Faculty of the UNWE, Deputy Dean of the Faculty of Law of UNWE
(2011-2013), and from 11.2015 to 11. 2019 Dean of the same Faculty of Law.

He has numerous specializations abroad: at the World Intellectual Property

I11. Meeting the requirements for the academic position

Meeting of the quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition for “professor” fulfills the National Minimum
Requirements under the ZRABRB (Art. 2b) and the Rules for its application (Art.1a, para 1).
According to indicators from Group A there are 50 points, indicators from Group B - 100
points, indicators from group B-100 points, indicators from group D - 450 points, indicators
from group E - 386 points, total-1581 points of the required minimum of 550 points.

“Intellectual Property Law*, “Fundamentals of Law*, “Commercial Law*, “Commercial and
Bond Law* and Internet Law* for the period 2016 — 2020. During the same period he has
lectured in English on "EU Law", "Intellectual Property Law", "International and National
Legal Framework Regulating Nuclear Security”, "International Commercial Law" and
"International and European Business Law"

It should be noted that Assoc. Prof. Dr.Sc. Draganov is also the author of a textbook on
EU law, which proves the high quality of his teaching activity.

In conclusion of this section, | consider that the teaching and academic
competence of Assoc. Prof. D.G. Draganov fully correspond to the specifics of the
announced competition for ""professor™ in the professional field 3.6. Law, specialty "EU
law™.

V. General characteristics of the scientific papers presented

In the announced competition the candidate Assoc.Prof. Dr.Sc. J. Draganov has
presented 21 works: one monograph, one textbook, two chapters of collective monographs, 5
articles and reports published in scientific journals, abstracted and indexed in international
databases of scientific information and 12 articles and reports published in non-refereed
journals with peer review or published in edited collective volumes.

Papers related to obtaining the educational and scientific degree of “Doctor”, for the
occupation of the academic position of Associate Professor and for obtaining “Doctor of
Science” degree are not included in the scientific production presented for the competition

Applicant's scientific output can be summarized in several areas: intellectual property
law, EU law, legal problems of education and science, as well as some overlapping issues in
intellectual property law and EU law.

Intellectual property law
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In this field of research, Assoc. Prof. Dr.Sc. Draganov presented 8 works that touch on
various aspects: the new EU trade mark regulation (No 8 in the list of publications
participating in the competition), features of the registration procedure of EU design (No 11 in
the list), features of protection against infringements of European Community design rights
(No 12 in the list), the development of the Bulgarian trademark legislation (No 13 in the list),
amendments to the Copyright Act (No 15 in the list), justification of a single branch of
intellectual property law (No 18 in the list), problems of plagiarism and measures against
academic plagiarism (No 19 in the list), issues of the EU Directive on the Protection of
Undisclosed Trade Secrets (No 20 in the list).

In the subject matter of EU Law, Assoc. Prof. Draganov has presented 7 works.

The EU law textbook concentrates on the main issues and problems of EU law: the
concept, fundamental principles, sources, institutions, European citizenship and fundamental
rights, proceedings before the Court of Justice, as well as a special section on the internal
market and rules about competition.

In addition to the textbook above, 6 articles were presented in the competition. The
main thematic areas of interest for the author are the problems of the internal market (Article 7
and Article 16 in the list of publications), the emergence, development, nature and scope of
EU citizenship and the diplomatic and consular protection of European citizens (Articles 9,
10). Particularly successful Assoc. Prof. Dr. Sc. J. Draganov upgrades his research on the
principle of solidarity in EU law with Brexit issues (Articles 16, 17 and 21)

From the scientific production presented in this thematic circle, it can be concluded
that the author selects especially relevant and of great theoretical and practical importance
issues that are important for both Bulgarian and specialized literature on the subject abroad.

Assoc. Prof. Draganov's long teaching career and his involvement with various
administrative positions in the higher education system also determine his lasting interest in
the legal problems of education and science.

In this thematic area Associate Professor Dr.Sc. J. Draganov has presented a chapter in
the collective monograph Review of Bulgarian Legislation in the Field of Education and
Recognition of Non-Formally Acquired Competencies., in: Markov, M., Vasileva, E.,
Todorov, T., Draganov, J. and and others Validation of Competences Acquired at the
Workplace in Bulgaria., Publishing Complex - UNWE, S., 2012, pp. 74 — 93. It reviews the
legislation in the field of education in Bulgaria, and in particular the regime defining the terms
and conditions for recognition of professional qualifications on the basis of acquired
professional experience and the compliance of this legal framework with European measures
aimed at improving access and improving the quality of labor market qualifications in the
European Union.

The second Chapter of collective monography presented is The New Regulation of
Plagiarism in the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, in: Salkova, E., Zinovieva, D., Draganov, J., Banov, Hr. Legislation on Academic
Development in the Republic of Bulgaria, Institute for Legal Studies, Sofia, 2018, pp.51 — 67.
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It contains a critical analysis of the measures provided against plagiarism in the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria from May 2018, which,
despite the legislator's good intentions, will rather have a detrimental effect on the scientific
development in Bulgaria.

The monograph "Intellectual Property and Fundamental Rights in EU Law" is
presented, Publishing Complex - UNWE, Sofia, 2019, ISBN 978-619-232-242-7, 238 p.

The subject of the monograph is the up-to-date and unexplored issue of intellectual
property rights and their place in the EU's fundamental rights system, as well as their
connections with other EU fundamental rights.

The problem of intellectual property rights in the context of the internal market has
been quite successfully addressed. The objective fact that intellectual property restricts access
to intangible goods resulting of a person's creative activity may lead to an encroachment on
other rights and interests recognized by law, which poses a challenge to theory and practice.
The opposite is also true: freedom of expression and unrestricted access to the Internet are
constantly violating intellectual property rights

The author clearly formulates the main subject of research and research, namely to
analyze the collision of intellectual property rights (as set out in the EU Charter of
Fundamental Rights) with other fundamental rights. Important theoretical and practical
questions have been raised: whether the Charter of Fundamental Rights can justify additional
restrictions and exceptions to those already established by secondary law, if this is necessary
to safeguard other fundamental rights. What should be the protection of intellectual property
and what should be the approach to it

The author has adopted the only correct method: to explore the regulation of
intellectual property rights in universal international law, in regional law created under the
auspices of the Council of Europe (in particular the ECHR) and then in EU law.

The monograph is logically constructed in four chapters

Chapter one is on the role of intellectual property in the development of the EU internal
market and the guarantee of free competition. The regulation of EU primary and secondary
law is followed, as is the relevant case law of the Court of Justice.

Chapter Two analyzes the connection between intellectual property and fundamental
rights in public international law. The results of a person's creative activity are gradually being
recognized as a fundamental right that must be guaranteed and protected. The author correctly
adopts a methodological approach to trace the evolution of the framework in universal
international law (Universal Declaration of Human Rights, The International Covenant on
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Economic, Social and Cultural Rights), the regional regulations (the European Convention on
Human Rights) and the relevant case law of the European Court of Human Rights.

Chapter Three examines the regulations of the Charter of Fundamental Rights in the
EU, as well as the case law of the Court of Justice on its application in intellectual property
cases.

Chapter Four is analytical and predictive. It addresses the implications for the EU legal
system of including intellectual property in the catalog of fundamental rights, as well as
possible future directions for the development of the case-law of the Court of Justice and of
EU law in the subject matter being examined.

V1. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

In this section | will focus mainly on the contributions of the monograph submitted for
review.

The first undoubted merit of the monograph presented is the subject of scientific
research: the nature of intellectual property rights and their protection in EU law in the context
of the internal market and competition rules.

Despite intense discussions, foreign literature lacks such a comprehensive monograph
on intellectual property rights.

As | have already pointed out, a contribution is the discussion of the problem of
intellectual property rights in the context of a properly and smoothly functioning EU internal
market. Crucial to the study is the conflict between the territorial protection of intellectual
property rights and the nature of the internal market, which is a borderless space in which the
free movement of persons, goods, services and capital is ensured. The territorial effect,
combined with the exclusive nature of intellectual property rights, allows the holder to restrict
the movement of goods within the territory concerned

For the first time, the essence of the intellectual property right in the EU Charter of
Fundamental Rights has been clarified. The author's argument that the interpretation of the
protection of fundamental rights guaranteed by the EU Charter should be limited in cases
where it could affect the scope, exceptions and limitations of intellectual property, is justified.

An important theoretical contribution is the study of the issue of the EU's competence
to adopt acts on the harmonization of intellectual property rights and to create supranational
intellectual property rights that have a direct effect on the territory of the Member States. It
also influences the development of secondary law in the matter and the implications for the
national protection of intangibles in the Member States

Another theoretical issue that has not been developed in public international law is the
emergence and development of an understanding of the place of intellectual property in the
catalog of fundamental rights. Well-grounded conclusion has been made that while the right to
creativity guarantees the possibility for a human to obtain a personal intellectual expression,
intellectual property rights that are included in the scope of property rights have primarily
property character and their subject matter is not the protection of creative expression, but the
protection of property.
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A significant merit of the monograph is the discussion of the case law both of the
European Court of Human Rights and of the EU Court of Justice in the matter being
examined. The author proves that it is the practice of the ECtHR that is the main factor in
determining the place and role of intellectual property in the system of fundamental rights,
including in the EU legal system

A theoretical contribution is the justification that intellectual property rights are not
natural rights within the framework of the protection of fundamental EU rights.

The prognostic elements of the study are contributory: outlining possible future trends
for the development of EU legislation in the field of intellectual property rights.

Substantial practical contribution is the critical approach to assessing the role and case
law of the Court of Justice. The author correctly resolves the conflict between intellectual
property rights and fundamental negative rights in favor of the latter. In his view, the Court
should declare the relevant intellectual property right invalid, giving preference to the
fundamental right concerned, and the legislature will have to exercise its jurisdiction to
provide for intellectual property protection that complies with the requirements of the rules on
the protection of fundamental rights.

Key critical notes and recommendations

My main recommendation to the author is to continue to work on the subject in the
future. Of particular interest is the question he raises: whether constitutionalization can justify
the recognition of subjective intellectual property rights not provided by the EU law, and in
particular the moral rights of authors of works. | believe that this problem deserves the
attention of the author in his future research.

The monograph provides a broad basis for even larger theoretical conclusions. One of
these areas could be whether the intellectual property right is not a new generation right in
relation to the development of new information and communication technologies
Conclusion

The Documents and the materials presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Sc. Jivko
Draganov meet all the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRARB).

The candidate submitted a sufficient number of scientific papers published after the
materials used in the defense of the degree of Doctor of Laws and the occupation of the
scientific position of Associate Professor at the UNWE. The candidate's works have original
and applied contributions that have received authoritative international recognition. A
significant part of them were published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
international databases of scientific information (5 of the submitted publications).

What can be summarized from the scientific output presented by Assoc. Prof. Jivko
Draganov is the depth of his research in the field of intellectual property rights and EU law.
The candidate in the competition proves his ability to choose to develop significant and
current problems of great theoretical and practical importance. An important element of the
reviewed scientific works is their thoroughness, interrelationship and practical orientation.
