1. Information about the competition.

The competition has been announced for the needs of the International Law and EU

Law Department at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE in accordance with Decision No. 5 of



04.12.2019 taken by the Academic Council. I am a member of the academic board of examiners
under the competition convened by virtue of Order No. 395 of 02.14.2020 by the Rector of the
UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

Only one candidate - Zhivko Ivanov Draganov - has submitted documents for the

competition.

Zhivko Ivanov Draganov was born in 1973. In 1992, he graduated from “Prof. Dr.
Assen Zlatarov” High School in the town of Haskovo. Master of Psychology since 1997.

Master of Laws since 1999.

Since 2006, he has held the higher education and academic degree of Doctor of
Philosophy under the scholarly speciality: 05.05.13. — Invention, Copyright and Patent Law,
based on a defended dissertation on the topic: “Legal regime of designations”. In 2016, he was
awarded the academic degree of Doctor of Science under the scholarly speciality of Invention,
Copyright and Patent Law for a defended dissertation entitled “ltems Subjects to Intellectual
Property. Theoretical Foundations”.

He has held and holds successive academic positions at the UNWE. After working as
a part-time Assistant Professor from 1999 to 2005, he was an Assistant Professor in Civil and
Family Law from 2005 to 2006; Chief Assistant Professor in Civil and Family Law from 2006
to 2008. He takes part in the competition as an Associate Professor in invention, copyright and

patent law.

He was appointed and held the position of a Scientific Secretary of the Private Law
Department at the Faculty of Law of the UNWE from 2008 to 2010; Deputy Dean of the Law
Faculty of the UNWE from 2011 to 2013; Dean of the Law Faculty of the UNWE from 2015
to 2019. Since 2017, he has been the Head of the Department of International Law and EU
Law at the Law Faculty of the UNWE.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements to hold the academic post.

3.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements.
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As it is evident from the File for the fulfilment of the quantitative requirements to hold
the academic post of a “Professor” at the UNWE, the candidate Zhivko Ivanov Draganov meets

all the quantitative requirements.

As regards the minimum national requirements envisaged in the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act, Article 2b, and in the Rules for its
implementation, Article la, Paragraph 1, A to F groups, he not only fulfils, but also
significantly exceeds the required number of points. The total amount is 1,581 points — almost

three times more than what is necessary.

Pursuant to the guidelines to draw up a review, | state that the candidate does not give

account of:

- articles and reports published in scientific publications which have been referenced

and indexed in world-renowned scientific information databases;

- studies published in scientific journals which have been referenced and indexed in

world-renowned scientific information databases;

- studies published in non-refereed scientific peer-reviewed journals or published in

edited collective volumes;
- management of a national scientific or educational project;
- management of an international scientific or educational project.

As regards the Additional requirements of the UNWE pursuant to the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act ZRARBB, Atrticle 2b, Paragraph 5, and to the
Rules for its implementation, Article 1a, Paragraphs 2 and 3, G to | groups, the total amount
equals to 1,169 points, which is also approximately three times more than what is necessary.

Accordingly, the overall result shows the same triple excess.

The candidate does not give account of articles published in scientific journals

referenced and indexed in Scopus and/or Web of Science.

Based on the above-stated, | believe that the quantitative requirements to hold the

academic post of a “Professor” at the UNWE have been fulfilled.
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3.2. Meeting the quality requirements.

The documents under the competition also include a File for the fulfilment of the
quantitative requirements to hold the academic posts of a “Professor” and an “Associate
Professor” at the UNWE.

According to the requirements for writing a review, | would point out the following

items regarding which non-compliance has been detected.

In Item 1 “Acknowledged researcher with contributions to national/international
knowledge development”, | find that the requirements included in 1.1 through 1.11 have been

met with the exception of 1.1 “Acquired national/international reputation and recognition”.

In Item 2 “Distinguished lecturer with a university/national contribution to teaching,
learning and pedagogical development”, | find failure to perform in: 2.5 Innovations in the
development of effective learning environment and student support strategies, as well as in 2.6
Continued interest in the elective courses conducted by the candidate. Recognition in student

surveys and other student forums can be established.

In Item 3 “Acquired public recognition in the practice of the candidate’s professional
achievements”, | ascertain non-fulfilment of criterion 3.2 “Election of a member of parliament,

mayor or his appointment as an advisor/assistant to senior state officials”.

In Item 4 “Candidate’s contribution to the promotion of the good name of the UNWE,
to the promotion and development of good management practices, academic traditions and

spirit at the University”, there is failure to perform in:
4.1.3. Participation in broadcasts/discussions on/in national electronic and print media.

4.3.3. Participation and work in self-organized structures of lecturers and students at
the University, the activities of which aim at the development of student self-government,

academic freedoms and raising the reputation of the academic community at the UNWE.

In conclusion, | can state that the candidate satisfies the Qualitative Requirements

established by the Academic Council. | base my conclusion on the following arguments.
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Zhivko lvanov Draganov has undisputed authority in the fields he works in. His
activities, revealed in the file that has been submitted to me, fulfil the highest academic and
teaching university standards. | have checked, to the best of my ability, the details of the
publications indicated by the candidate and I can confirm their accuracy.

The publications listed in the file and enclosed thereto constitute a significant
contribution to science. The teaching and administrative activities serve as convincing proof

of Assoc. Prof. Draganov’s qualities publicly recognised by the academic community.

I have indicated the actual non-fulfilment of several quality requirements. Adhering to
Part Two of the Qualitative Requirements established by the Academic Council, “Assessment
Principles”, I have found that the candidate does not meet all of the enumerated criteria. Taken
in their entirety, the fulfilled and unfulfilled requirements show a clear and steady prevalence
of the fulfilled ones, both in terms of quantity and substance and quality of the requirements.

I consider the candidate’s contribution to the management and administrative activities
at the UNWE as significant.

Tracked over time, the candidate’s academic, teaching, and management achievements
reveal show an ongoing commitment to achieving the highest university standards established
at the UNWE.

4. Assessment of teaching activities.

The candidate Zhivko Ivanov Draganov is involved in teaching activities mainly at the
UNWE. He has completed all levels of academic positions, starting as a part-time Assistant
Professor in 2005 and becoming an Associate Professor in invention, copyright and patent law
in 20009.

His training as a lecturer has been complemented by specializations in prestigious
academic and international institutions. These include the Catholic University, Brussels; the
Ritsumeikan Asia Pacific University, Beppu, Japan; and the World Intellectual Property

Organization.

His constant pursuit of professional improvement has found its manifestation in his

main activity as a lecturer. He reads lectures and conducts seminars in the following

disciplines: Intellectual Property Law, European Union Law, Construction Law, International

Trade Law, Fundamentals of Law.

As an additional and intrinsic activity, | can point out his participation in the preparation
of curricula, the elaboration of reports for doctoral programmes accreditation, as well as his
work at the Centre for Management Skills Development of the UNWE and at the Institute for
Postgraduate Studies at the UNWE.

Zhivko Draganov is a requested and reputable lecturer. His teaching activities at the
American University in Bulgaria, Blagoevgrad and at VVarna Free University serve as proof
thereof, and, quite recently, he has been a lecturer in EU Law and Public International Law at

the Academy of the Ministry of Interior.

The competition is for holding the academic post of a “Professor” in the scholarly field
of European Union Law. The candidate has submitted a list of publications for participation in
the competition. More than half of them are closely related to EU law. The monograph entitled
“Intellectual Property and Fundamental Rights in EU Law” and the textbook under the heading

“EU Law”, which have been presented, are of high and decisive importance.

One of the important requirements to occupy the academic position of a “Professor” is
the academic tutorship of doctoral students. It is evident from the presented certificate bearing
outgoing ref. No. H-D-13/10.2019 that Zhivko Draganov is the academic supervisor of eight
PhD students. Three of them have successfully defended their dissertations and have been
awarded the higher education and academic degree of Doctor. They are Antitsa Kirilova

Geneva, Victoria Lyudmilova Rusanova and Petar VIadimirov Petrov.

| believe that the candidate’s academic competence is fully in line with the scholarly

speciality of the competition.

5. General description of the submitted academic papers/publications.

The main directions of the candidate’s research can be traced in the subject matter of
the two successfully defended doctoral theses for acquiring the academic degrees of Doctor of
Law and Doctor of Juridical Science, in the indicated specializations, and in the submitted
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publications. Intellectual property law has been the main area of research. Later, a second track

has emerged relating to public-law issues within EU law.

Viewed in their entirety, the results achieved in the presented publications, which are
relevant to science, can be divided into two groups.

The first includes those results that constitute indisputable novelty for the Bulgarian
scientific literature. An example of this might be the choice of a complex and interdisciplinary

topic for the monographic research.

Another set of results relates to the enrichment of existing knowledge and has applied
value, as evidenced by the publications devoted to the right of diplomatic and consular
protection of EU citizens; to the institute of EU citizenship; to the 10th anniversary of

Bulgaria’s EU membership.

In addition, the candidate’s diverse interests include legislation in the field of education,
the new regulation of plagiarism, Brexit and the free movement of persons, as well as Brexit

and EU citizenship.

The candidate Zhivko Draganov has submitted as his habilitation work the monograph
entitled “Intellectual Property and Fundamental Rights in EU Law”, Sofia, Publishing
Complex — UNWE, 2019, 238 pp. The work is the first monographic research not only in the
Bulgarian law literature, but also in the literature in English and French accessible to me in the
EU. As the title shows, the author addresses a relatively new problem of law — the protection
of intellectual property. The monograph examines the problem in its entirety, and this includes
EU law, international law, constitutional law and intellectual property law in the three legal

systems.

Logically, the author begins his analysis with the international instruments in the field
of fundamental human rights regarding the emergence and development of intellectual
property. He reaches the correct conclusion that, while the right to creativity guarantees the
possibility for a person to obtain a personal intellectual expression, intellectual property rights
that are included in the scope of property rights are of mainly property character, and their
main subject matter is not the protection of creative expression but the protection of property

interests.
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The ECtHR’s practice in intellectual property cases represents an important part of the
study. Its place is determined by the Court’s concept of the ‘living organism’ and, therefore, it
is impossible to analyse the rights protected by the ECHR without it. The author concludes that
itis the ECtHR’s practice that is the main factor in determining the place and role of intellectual
property in the system of fundamental rights. He extends this conclusion to the EU legal system
as well. This is where the path to have an impact on the implementation and development at

the national level goes.

A central issue in the monograph is the study of the characteristics of intellectual
property protection as a fundamental right in the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights. To clarify
it, a comparison has been made with the protection of property under the European Convention

on Human Rights.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions.

Although the candidate does not formally divide his contributions into scientific and
applied, I believe that such a division is in place, insofar as his contributions relating to his
publications on the case law of the EU Court of Justice, the new legal regulation of the EU
trade mark, or on the particularities of the design registration proceedings have practical

dimensions.

The contributions are well-covered in the author’s reference. | confirm their correctness

and accept them.

7. Critical notes and recommendations.

I have no critical notes or recommendations.

8. Conclusion.

On the basis of the above-stated, | am of the opinion that the application of Assoc. Prof.
Zhivko Ivanov Draganov, Doctor of Science, meets the criteria for research and teaching
activities and fulfills the requirements stipulated in the Development of Academic Staff in the

Republic of Bulgaria Act and the Rules for its implementation. | present a positive review
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under the competition and propose to the academic board of examiners to take a decision that

the candidate Zhivko Ivanov Draganov should hold the academic post of “Professor”.
