3.3. Political sciences (Theory and Practice of Political Advertising) at UNWE.

1. General information about the competition
The competition has been initiated by the Department of Political science / Faculty of
International Economy and Politics at UNWE and formally sanctioned by the Decision of the
Academic Council Ne5 / 04.12.2019, announced in the State Gazette, issue 99, 17.12.2019. I take
part in the completion jury under Order Ne 357 / 14.02.2020 of UNWE Vice-Rector for Scientific
Research.

2. Brief Information about the Applicants
The sole applicant in the completion is assoc. prof. Georgi Lyubenov Manolov, Dr.Hab.
The applicant holds a PhD in Political science (1996), the academic title of Associate professor,
and Doctor habilitatus in thefield of political science (2008) awarded by the Higher Attestation
Commission of the Republic of Bulgaria. In 2011 the applicant elected in the academic position
of “professor” at the Higher School of Security and Economics (HSSE) where he holds high
positions (Rector and President) in the School management.

The applicant has been teaching at UNWE since 2007 — initially as a part-time lecturer,
and since 2010 as an assoc. professor in the Department of Political Science in the Faculty of
International Economy and Politics.

Georgi Manolov’s CV reveals an abundant academic and professional career of university
lecturer, researcher and productive academic author and active member in a number of academic
originations, expert councils and editorial boards.

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for Holding the Academic Position “Professor”

The documentation and records, duly provided by the applicant demonstrate that he is not
merely covering the necessary minimal national requirements (set in The Academic Staff
Development Act) and additional UNWE requirements, but exceeds them considerably. None of
the requirements remains unfulfilled.

In regards to the quantitative requirements where the minimum threshold is 970 points,
that applicant scores 2867 points which is nearly 3 times more that the required amount of pints.

The submitted information about the fulfilment of the qualitative requirements reveals a
long-standing and versatile professional career of university lecturer and researcher featuring
high public engagement and national and beyond-national recognition. It encompasses
membership in professional and scientific organizations, participation in numerous national and
international scientific fora, contribution to the development of new research fields focused on
political advertising and political marketing, political party financing, etc. Georgi Manolov takes
an active part in the national academic life and contributes to the development of various
academic and expert organizations.

Assoc. prof. Georgi Manolov had received a positive opinion from the Habilitation
Council of UNWE on his fulfilment of the national and university requirements for the position.



4. Evaluation of the teaching activities of the Applicant

Assoc. prof. Georgi Manolov has a long and varied experience as a university lecturer in
two institutions of higher education in Bulgaria - HSSE and UNWE. Since 2010 when he
acquired a full-time teaching position in the Department of “Political science” at UNWE, he has
been having a work load of more than 200 academic hours annually. He has authored and
thought more than 10 courses in the BA, MA and Doctoral programs including: “Structure and
functions of the modern state” (a faculty discipline delivered to all students in the professional
field of “Political sciences” in UNWE), “Political image”, “Public power and policies”, “Election
campaign”, “Election technologies and party financing”, and others. All the disciplines
developed by the applicant are in the field of “Political sciences” and mostly correspond to the
field and subject area of the present competition. It should be pointed out that all his disciplines
are “covered” by a number of also authored studies, textbooks and tutorials. Building on personal
impressions and students feedback I can state that assoc. prof. Manolov maintains good
communication with his students and is a respected and valued lecturer.

My acquaintance with the presented materials, as well as immediate impressions and
experience of working with assoc. prof. Manolov within the Faculty of International Economy
and Politics at UNWE, give me grounds to claim that in regards to this indicator he is fully
prepared - for quite some time - for the academic position of "professor".

5. Brief Characteristics of Submitted Scientific Production/ Publications

First, 1 should mention that assoc. prof. Georgi Manolov is an extremely productive
academic author when it comes to writing and publishing. His rich authored bibliography reveals
exceptional consistency and accumulation in the development of his scientific and research
interests. Indicative in this sense is the list of publications he submitted for this competition.

The applicant participates in the competition with an impressive volume of scientific
production: one monograph, 4 research papers, 14 scientific articles, 4 textbooks and study
materials, 8 reports from scientific conferences and 15 publications abroad (one monograph from
the previous period, published in Greek and English) , as well as 13 scientific articles in English).

The works presented are in the field of political science and focus on three main and
largely interconnected research issues:

- Political advertising in the general context of political marketing and political
management - this group includes the main monograph with which the candidate
participates in the competition, three of the submitted studies, 8 articles, 1 textbook
and 1 report;

- Political market, the problems of party financing and political corruption - one of the
studies, 12 articles and 3 reports;

- Political elites and leadership - Greek and English editions of additional monograph, 4
articles and 3 reports.

In all three problem areas assoc. prof. Georgi Manolov has established himself as an
authoritative and significant author in Bulgarian political science.

In the habilitation work “Political Advertising - Between Reality and Manipulation”, the
issue of political advertising has been comprehensively and thoroughly elaborated. It is
conceptualized in its relation to other elements of political marketing such as political image and
political propaganda. At the same time, the study presents and analyzes the practical aspects of
political advertising - language, style, techniques, manipulation strategies, election campaigns,
and more. In addition to theoretical and analytical terms, the topic of political advertising has
been retrospectively considered by means of a "systematic historical review", which covers the
development of political advertising from the onset of the Third Bulgarian State to the present
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day, identifying and analyzing three main periods in the development of this phenomenon in
Bulgaria. Last but not least, the focus is on political advertising funding, thereby linking to the
author’s previous research in political marketing and his research on party financing and political
corruption.

6. Synthesized Assessment of Major Scientific and Applied Contributions of the

Applicant

The Report on the Original Scientific Contributions submitted by the applicant correctly
reflects the main contributions in the scientific publications relevant to the present competition.
The emphasis is justly placed on the contributions in the habilitation work "Political Advertising
- Between Reality and Manipulation".

The following contributions can be considered as theoretical and methodological in
nature:

- First comprehensive and complex scientific study of political advertising in Bulgaria
with general systematization of scientific knowledge in this field, summary of theoretical
positions and comparison of theoretical perspectives;

- Definition and precision of the conceptual apparatus by conceptualizing the terms in
view of their connections and distinctions to other concepts such as political advertising, political
communication, political image, political brand, etc., as well as the varieties of political
advertising - anti-advertising, counter-advertising, etc.;

- Theoretical justification of the distinction between political marketing and the political
market and the problems of theorizing of Bulgarian political marketing after the democratic
changes;

Contributions of applied and analytical nature:

- A systematic historical overview of the development of political advertising in Bulgaria,
distinguishing three periods from the Liberation to the present;

- Analytical presentation of language manipulation strategies and the use of language play
for political purposes as elements in political advertising;

- A comprehensive and in-depth analysis of the parliamentary and presidential election
campaigns in Bulgaria after 1989, highlighting the positive and negative aspects of political
advertising;

- Research and analysis of the forms and methods for the legitimate and illegitimate
financing of political advertising in particular and of political parties more generally;

7. Main Critical Notes and Recommendations to the Candidate

Since I have no principled objections of a theoretical, methodological or analytical nature,
I will refrain from formulating critical remarks. Such, of course, can be referred to any scientific
work within the framework of collegial and constructive discussion, but in this case they will in
no way change my overall assessment of the application of assoc. prof. Georgi Manolov.

Given Georgi Manolov's strong drive for writing and publishing, it is hardly necessary in
this case to make the traditional recommendation to continue and deepen the research on the
topic. I am convinced that after the competition he will continue to be a productive academic
author. Moreover, the problem area in which Prof. Manolov works is very dynamic. The
development of information and communication technologies, the proliferation of social
networks, etc. inevitably raise new research questions regarding political advertising - both as a
technology and substantially.



8. Conclusion
Based on my personal impressions from assoc. prof. Georgi Manolov as a colleague and
lecturer, and after acquainting myself with the materials and documentation he submitted for the
competition, I believe that he fulfils all the national and university requirements for the
occupation of the academic position "Professor". I am therefore in favor of his application and
strongly support that Georgi Manolov take the academic position of Professor in the professional
field 3.3. Political Science at UNWE.
