10.Information about the CANDIDATE in the competition

The ONLY candidate in the competition is: Georgy Liubenov Manolov

o A brief biographical note is presented, according to the standard form of CV. The candi-
date’s work experience after 1983 is presented.

e The candidate’s academic work starts in 1989, at the University of Plovdiv, as a full-
time political science assistant. In 1996-2003 he worked at SWU-Blagoevgrad, Center for
External Training in Plovdiv, a lecturer in Political Science. Since 2003 he has been work-
ing at VUSI-Plovdiv as a full-time associate professor and professor. Since 2007 he is
an Associate Professor of Political Science at the UNWE. Since 2010 he has been
working as a regular associate professor in Political Science at the UNWE.

e The candidate has the following scientific degrees: 1996, defended dissertation thesis,
Doctor of Political Science Degree from the SSC of the Higher Attestation Commission.
2008, defended dissertation thesis and the degree of Doctor of Political Science from the
SSC of the SAC.



e The candidate has the following academic positions: 1989, full time Assistant Profes-
sor in Political Science at the University of Plovdiv. 2003, Associate Professor at VUSI-
Plovdiv. 2010, Associate Professor at UNWE. 2011, full professor at VUSI-Plovdiv.

11. Fulfillment of the REQUIREMENTS for occupation of the academic position

11.1. Fulfilment of the QUANTITATIVE requirements

According to the completed and approved by the Habilitation Council card for covering the
guantitative minimal national requirements, plus the Additional Requirements of the UNWE, the
colleague Manolov reports: dissertation and habilitation works, articles and studies - both in
refereed and indexed editions, peer reviewed; citations in monographs and collective volumes;
citations in refereed and indexed editions; citations and reviews in non-refereed peer-reviewed
journals; tutoring of successfully defended PhD students; management and participation in sci-
entific and educational projects; published textbooks; reports of scientific conferences in Bulgar-
ia and abroad; completed auditorium activity; developed lecture courses.

The total sum of the points is more than 2 times above the minimum national requirements.

11.2. Fulfillment of the QUALITY requirements

According to the completed and approved by the Habilitation Council card for covering the
guality requirements, for the occupation of the academic position of "professor” in UNWE, the col-
league Manolov reports: participations and statuses as a well-established researcher with per-
sonal contribution to the national and international development of scientific knowledge, incl.
new research areas; participation in editorial boards of peer-reviewed academic journals; par-
ticipation in scientific and professional organizations; member of scientific jury; expert partici-
pation in government institutions and business organizations; high and established personal par-
ticipation in teaching at universities and other organizations; a number of university lecturing
courses; textbooks and teaching materials at a significant level; personal innovation in develop-
ing an effective learning environment; public recognition in practice; personal contribution to the
promotion of the public image and goodwill of the UNWE; contribution to the development of
good management practices and good academic spirit.

In summary, the colleague Manolov undoubtedly covers the qualitative requirements for the
academic position of "professor" at UNWE.

12. Assessment of TEACHING activity

The colleague Georgi Manolov has an undeniably extensive teaching experience in a wide
range of university disciplines.

This has been proven in practice in his academic work since 1989 so far, at several universi-
ties, through over 10 core courses.

Now, at UNWE, according to the updated curriculum, the colleague Manolov teaches the fol-
lowing 10 subjects: structure and functions of the modern state; public authority and politics;
political science; contemporary political theories; modern political systems; elections and
election systems; political image; election campaign; election technology and party financing;
here | would also add political marketing.




All these disciplines are in the field of the scientific speciality of the contest and also in the
trend of the development of modern political science in the last three decades - not only in Bulgar-
ia, but also in Europe and in the World. This should be particularly emphasized.

In all these courses, colleague Manolov has his own monographs - the reference for the pe-
riod 2001-2019 lists 9 monographs, 2 of them in a foreign language. In addition, the colleague Ma-
nolov has 8 textbooks and teaching materials.

In total, according to the reference, colleague Manolov reports of over 150 scientific publica-
tions, incl. 14 studios and many papers. He has also published abroad — his scientific work is pub-
lished in 14 countries. All this is impressive as an author's scientific and analytical output.

According to the Note No. 2103/30 September 2019 of UNWE, Assoc. Prof. Manolov has the
required academic load — lectures and seminars. 11 lecture courses in which he is engaged in re-
cent years at UNWE are listed.

The Note No. H-D / 27 September 2019 proves that Assoc. Prof. Manolov was tutor of 4 PhD
students, 3 of whom have already defended their doctoral theses

13. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS of the scientific publications presented

13.1. The main areas of research

The titles of the monographs, textbooks and studios of colleague Manolov, show the broad
range:

« from the general horizon of science, political science and theory of political systems, and
of the political class, for the state in theoretical and structural-functional terms, for Globalization
as a macroprocess, for the political oligarchy,

« through the stratification angle of the political class and party branding in Bulgaria,
« through the specific dimensions of political marketing and electoral behavior,

« through the specificity of political management, both in theory and in practice - especially
in situations of crisis and acute conflict,

« through the problems of "ideal leadership" in practical comparison with political statesmen,

» to completely pragmatic projections of party financing and election campaigns, political
advertising forms and effectiveness,

» moreover, the specificity of political corruption, the specific practices of vote trading,
« it also leads to the pragmatism of the refugee waves and the contemporary problem, in the
context of national security and national challenges.

There is a monograph for the political elites, translated and published in Greek and English.
The reference lists 13 articles in English, most of them longer than 10 pages.

13.2. SUMMARY of the scientific and applied author's results

In his academic work, colleague Manolov covers a wide fan of theoretical-methodological,
empirical-analytical and methodological-applied problems.

In this sense, he is a complex scientist. And as such he can and lectures with wide erudi-
tion. In this way he also carries out his consulting work with doctoral students, masters students
and active students.
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13.3. EVALUATION of monographs as a separate subject for review

The aggregate assessment of the monographs of colleague Manolov can only be positive.
Not only the wide-spread from problems, not only the coverage of topics from theoretical to em-
pirical, not only the precise referencing of other authors and established authorities in science and
analysis, not only the application of a historical approach and the achievement of a factually rich
historical retrospection are impressive.

The ability — in a moderate and collegial, but at the same time a categorical style — to ex-
press and state his analytical, paradigmatic and methodological position is also impressive. In this
respect, Manolov’'s monographs and studies are a good example.

The language of the monographs is a balanced match between academic and terminological
preciseness and, at the same time, the ease of presentation for a wider audience. It is a kind of
"golden section" when the work is directed at both students and young colleagues.

The scientific apparatus in the works of colleague Manolov is precise. The diligence and abil-
ity to adhere to high academic standards for citation and bibliographic description of the particular
issue are obvious.

As the main monograph for this competition, colleague Manolov presents "Political Adver-
tising. Between reality and manipulation." 2017. 515 pages.

A huge empirical material both from older and recent sources is presented in the mono-
graph. The archive of advertising materials and photographs from the time of the Monarchy (1911-
1944), beginning as early as 1880, as well as from the last political decade are of particular value.
There is a large and valuable application of photos of political advertisements, pp. 455-511, most
are colored. There are also many different photos in the main text - they are also mostly colored.
There is also a valuable application to the legal framework for political advertising - from the King-
dom of Bulgaria (1921) to contemporary Bulgarian and world Codes of ethics for loyal political ad-
vertising, pp. 391-436.

The analysis of advertising political materials and forms in 15 Bulgarian newspapers, from
the period 1878-1947 is an indisputable contribution of colleague Manolov. A comparative analysis
is made. The purpose is to highlight the general features and characteristics of this type of adver-
tising in the given period. The key ideological formulas and values that the parties of that time were
incorporating into their messages and influences are highlighted.

The theoretical frame of the research is based on the concepts of political marketing and
image, as well as on political communication. The author has worked and upgraded paradigmati-
cally and analytically classics in this field, such as Hopkins and Reeves, Ogilvy and Sigel, Humber-
to Eco and Mark Twain. Special emphasis is placed on professional discussion in this field.

An original classification of political advertising types is made. Emphasis is placed on
current forms in and through the Internet.

Along with the language of advertising, the dimension of style, the distinctive winning style
in political advertising, is also searched. This is a particularly important emphasis and a necessary
shift of attention as we live today in an age of stylelessness, of mix-forms, of hybrid blends, of a
principled loss of sense of high and aristocratic. | think this is a problem of the ineffectiveness of
contemporary political advertising, of its low mentality, of its simplification, despite its claims for de-
sign diversity. The above is visible in recent election campaigns, posters of individual parties, post-
ers of individual candidates.

Five periods have been historically clearly distinguished, described and analyzed — after
our Liberation (1878-1937), the evolution of political advertising around World War 11 (1938-1945),
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the specificity of advertising during the socialist period (1947-1989), the outbreak the political ad-
vertising according to the Western models and the mentality in public communication (1990-2000),
as well as the forms and effectiveness of advertising in our new 21st century (2001-2017). Of
course, this monograph also does not miss the problem of financing of political advertising - offi-
cial and unofficial, legal and corrupt, under the law and in violation thereof.

This monograph is claiming to first authorship — as a comprehensive and systematically
constructed scientific study of political advertising as an element of political marketing, in the
establishment and validation of branding in the political process, and as a systematic combi-
nation of conceptual-theoretical and practical the analytical. And all of this is not ending in itself
but is aimed at a wide range of practical fields and different practices. The idea is realized as a
good combination between theoretical and historical, between staging and empirical, as a prac-
tical experience and applied heuristic.
