Proof of this
is the numerous scientific publications on a wide range of problems, as well as
analytical materials in the public space, which affirm him as a recognized
scientist and expert.

"professor”, according to the ZRASRB (Article 2b and Article 29) and the
Rules for its application (Art. 1a, para 1) as follows:

Acquired PhD in Political Science (diploma Ne 24296 / 02.07.1996, BAK), post
of associate professor at UNWE for more than 2 years, published monographs
and other publications that do not repeat the submitted scientific papers and
publications for participation in previous academic growth procedures.

The minimum national requirements for the occupation of the academic
position of "professor" of Political Sciences in PN 3.3 are fulfilled.. In groups



of indicators G, D and E, the applicant significantly exceeds the minimum
thresholds required for each of them. The total number of points for all
indicators is 1574 points, which exceeds almost three times the minimum
required of 550 points for occupying the academic position of "professor”.

The applicant fulfills the additional quantitative and qualitative requirements of
UNWE (in accordance with Article 34, paragraph 5 of the Rules for the
organization and holding of competitions for the acquisition of academic
degrees and occupation of academic posts in the UNWE):

The quantitative requirements were fulfilled by all indicators, which formed
1293 points, with the minimum required 420 for occupation of the academic
position of "professor” in the University of National and World Economy. An
additional advantage of the candidate is that he / she holds a PhD degree
(diploma No. 32618 / 08/18/2008, Higher Education Administration). It is a fact
that in such competitions for the academic position of "professor", doctors of
science rarely participate, which again confirms the proven professionalism of
Georgi Manolov.

Quality requirements were also met, in accordance with the set indicators and
activities. The candidate holds certificates of participation in authoritative
international conferences, holds membership in the governing bodies of
national academic organizations, editorial boards of several scientific journals,
of the Faculty Council and the attestation committee of the Faculty of
International Economics and Politics, and is a member of scientific juries at
UNWE and other universities and others.

The Council for Habilitation at UNWE has given a positive opinion on the
fulfilment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying an
academic position of "professor"” by the potential participant in the competition
Assoc. Georgi L. Manolov.

Evaluation of teaching activity for each applicant individually

The candidate has 26 years of experience as a teacher, out of which 10 years
contracted to UNWE. He has been an associate professor since 2003 (Protocol
No 9 / 19.05.2003, BAK). The reports provided prove that during this period
Georgi Manolov covers the required auditorium. It is rated highest. For the
period 2010-2019 he has developed 13 curricula - 7 in Bachelor's Degree
Program, 4 in Master's Degree Program and 2 in Doctor's Degree Program. The
thematic content of most of them is related to the profile of the announced



competition. He has also taught and continues to teach at other colleges in the
country, which is also a testament to his recognized teaching and research
skills. Essential for the evaluation and quality of G. Manolov's teaching activity
Is the fact that he is the author of 6 separate university textbooks.

Some of them, in their subject matter and content, were developed and
published for the first time. They are also used in other higher education
Institutions in our country where political science is taught. This is further proof
of his high degree of readiness for the academic position of "professor".

Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications

The candidate participated in the competition with a total of 29 publications.
Most of them have been developed in the last 4 years and have not been
included in previous procedures and are highly up-to-date. The presented
scientific monographs and publications are stand-alone studies and are
structured according to their type.

The thematically presented publications are oriented in the following
professional directions:

Political advertising - a comprehensive study of its theoretical and practical
aspects, genesis, evolution, financing and manipulative strategies, in the context
of the subject area and the structural scope of political marketing.

Election Process, pre-Election and Party Funding - Emphasis on the legitimate
and illegitimate sources of funding and the corruption practices associated with
them.
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Political management - theoretical, methodological and applied issues.

Elitist theories, leadership and statehood in politics - historical and
contemporary dimensions.

No evidence of plagiarism was found in the applicant's submitted scientific
papers.

Synthesis of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicants

The information submitted by the contestant reflects correctly and correctly the
main contributions to his scientific publications. Emphasis is placed on the
scientific contributions to the presented habilitation work "Political Advertising
- Between Reality and Manipulation”, which emphasizes the scientific
achievements of the candidate in the professor competition.

Scientific contributions of theoretical and theoretical and methodological
character:

The theoretical discourse that underpins the relevance of the topic of political
advertising, convincingly defines it as an independent concept and specific
activity in the field of political marketing.

The connections and distinctions between political advertising and other
elements and activities of the structural parameters of political marketing -
political communication, political propaganda, political image, political brand -
are formulated.

The terms "election advertising”, "political anti-advertising” and "political
counter-advertising” have been theoretically defined and compared. Their
content features and heuristic possibilities are revealed.

The typological approach defines the types of political advertising according to
a wide range of criteria and makes its own classification of political advertising
in the online environment (the so-called internet political advertising).

A historical retrospection and systematization of the political advertisement in
Bulgaria from the Liberation up to 2017 was made, through which three periods
in its development are substantiated.

Scientific contributions:

The possibilities and specifics of the political language and the psychological
techniques for information and impact used by political advertising in the
context of the reality-manipulation relationship have been discovered and
proven to be applicable. They may be part of future policy practice and
research.
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In retrospect, the practical dimensions of advertising in Bulgarian political life
and the elections up to 1989 are examined. The political model is formulated, in
which its forms, methods and specific features find their place and
interdependence.

The increasing importance and expansion of political advertising in the
parliamentary and presidential election campaigns in Bulgaria for the transition
period 1990 - 2017 are analytically justified. Its dynamics, forms and
techniques for influencing voters are well formulated. The analytical process
also determines the objective conclusions, whose emphasis is placed on the
manipulative advertising strategies and practices used.

The illicit sources, mechanisms and practices for financing political advertising
in contemporary Bulgarian democracy are explored and a practical model of
measures to limit them is proposed.

Key critical notes and recommendations for each candidate individually
Political advertising is an essential part of the unprecedented research space of
political marketing. At the same time, this topic is also part of applied political
science. Given the limitless possibilities of this as yet unexplored field, in
which the candidate is a good first-mover, the main expectation of him is to
continue to model, formulate and outline pragmatic paths to address the
challenge of being an essential part of all types of elections, namely political
advertising. It is a fact that the works of Georgi Manolov answer many
guestions of a scientific and scientific-applied nature. Recommendations to the
applicant are in two directions. The first to continue to explore the
underdeveloped political advertising opportunities. The second is to pass on his
rich experience to PhD students who continue the good tradition of Georgi
Manolov - professionalism, objectivity and proven opportunities for effectively
defending the pragmatic positions needed for social development.

Conclusion

The candidate in the announced competition meets all legal and internal
normative requirements of UNWE for occupation of the academic position of
"professor". The positive assessment made in the review and the conclusions
about his teaching and research activities give me reason to give his strong
support for his application. | suggest the distinguished members of the scientific
jury to support the selection of Assoc.
