I am member of the
scientific jury for the competition in compliance with Order no. 358 of 14.02.2020 of the Vice -
Rector for Research Activity of UNWE.



2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Koleva Aleksandrova — Zlatanska is the only candidate in the
competition. She is a full-time lecturer at the Department of International Relations and Business,
Faculty of International Economics and Politics of the UNWE. The candidate graduated the
specialty of National Economy Planning at the University of National and World Economy (then
Higher Institute of Economics “Karl Marx™). In 1998, she defended her dissertation on the
subject "Macroeconomic Stabilization and Liberalization of Foreign Trade" and received her
doctoral degree (then "candidate of science"). She has passed numerous scientific specializations
in the USA, Denmark, Italy, Belgium and other countries, including one year of specialization in
the European Commission.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Aleksandrova — Zlatanska has a rich professional biography. She
has been a full-time lecturer at the UNWE since 1995. In 2006, she received the academic title of
Associate Professor in the scientific specialty “World Economy and International Economic
Relations”. Her main teaching activity is in the department of International Economic Relations.
She has also been a lecturer at the New Bulgarian University and at the Institute of Agricultural
Economics at the Agricultural Academy. She has participated as a leader and team member in
numerous university, national and international research projects. She has collaborated as a
consultant and as a member of expert working groups with reputable international organizations
such as the World Bank, Bulgarian ministries and banks. In 2013 and 2015, she was at the head of
the Managing Authority in Bulgaria under the Rural Development Program. She was also a chief
economist at the Institute for Market Economics.

Zlatanska's high scientific and professional qualifications, her ability to work with people, to
successfully handle responsible economic and social tasks.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for taking the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Aleksandrova — Zlatanska reaches the required minimum
threshold for all groups of quantitative indicators. This conclusion applies both to the national
minimum requirements (Act on Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
Art. 2b; the rules for application of the ADASRB, Art. 1a and Annex 1 thereto), and additional
requirements for the UNWE (ADASRB, Art. 2b para. 5). The candidate scores for groups A-F
(national minimum requirements) 942 points with a minimum threshold of 550 points, which
indicates 171% fulfillment or 71% over-fulfillment. The situation is similar with the additional
requirements for UNWE. The reported performance by these groups of indicators is 813 points
with a minimum threshold of 420. The performance in this case is 194%, i.e. we have almost
double performance of the requirements. For both sections (national and university minimum
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requirements), a total of 1755 points was reported, with a minimum threshold of 970 points,
indicating that in general, the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for the occupation of the
academic position of Professor by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Aleksandrova is not only a fact, but
we have a significant over-performance.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

Report No. 3 of the meeting of the UNWE Council of Habilitation held on November 13,
2019 show that the application of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Koleva Aleksandrova - Zlatanska for
participation in a competition for the occupation of the academic position of Professor in
professional direction 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "World Economy and International
Economic Relations"”, corresponds to the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the
Academic Council of UNWE. The same report states that the Habilitation Council gives a positive
opinion on Assoc. Prof. Aleksandrova-Zlatanska as a candidate in the current competition for the
academic position of "Professor" at the UNWE.

4. Assessment of education and training of the candidate

Assoc. Prof. Aleksandrova-Zlatanska has more than 25 years of lecturing experience at
UNWE. The completed academic work load for the last 5 academic years is equal to 1541 hours
(equated to Bachelor's Exercise Classes).

Assoc. Prof. Aleksandrova-Zlatanska successfully lectures in both Bulgarian and English.
During the period after the academic year 2010/2011, she gave lectures and exercises in the following
disciplines: Business Financing (Bulgarian and English); International Finance (Bulgarian and
English); Stock Exchanges (Bulgarian and English); Financial Market Forecasting Models
(Bulgarian); Financial Market Forecasting Methods and Models (Bulgarian and English); International
Capital Markets (Bulgarian); Management of EU-Funded Projects (Bulgarian); International Trade
Financing (Bulgarian); Currency Markets and Fundamental Analysis (Bulgarian); Financial
Management in International Business (Bulgarian); Economic Psychology of the Financial Markets
(Bulgarian); Currency Options - Trading and Strategies (Bulgarian); Financial Markets and
Forecasting (English).

The reviews of Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Aleksandrova - Zlatanska as a lecturer are very good.
She has the respect of both her students and her colleagues in the department.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/ publications of the candidate

The list of publications submitted by the candidate includes a total of 22 titles. Among
them are 2 monographs. One is presented as a major habilitation work and is dedicated to current
trends in the development of global financial markets with a focus on the euro area. The second
monograph examines the economic impacts that climate change has on the economy and the tools
to counter these changes. The list of publications also includes 2 authors' chapters in collective
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monographs, 2 articles in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned
scientific information databases (one article is under print), 14 articles and reports published in
other scientific publications, 1 study and 1 university textbook. A considerable part of the articles
are in English.

The publications submitted by the candidate may be conditionally grouped in the
following scientific fields:

e Development of the financial system and the financial markets at global, regional (euro
area) and national level (individual countries). This topic is devoted to the habilitation
work (320 pages), participation in a collective monograph and one article.

e Impacts of climate change on the economy and mechanisms for financing counter-
measures in this area. Here we could list the second monograph (288 pages), one study and
3 articles.

e Financial aspects of EU Cohesion Policy at national, regional and municipal level, with an
emphasis on financial measures to support rural, small and medium-sized businesses. We
can associate with this area one participation in a collective monograph, one study, 13
articles and one textbook.

The review of the submitted publications shows that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Aleksandrova -
Zlatanska has a sufficient volume of scientific output to meet the requirements of the UNWE
competition for the title of Professor. The content of the submitted works corresponds to the
scientific specialization stipulated in the competition. The works contain original observations and
conclusions, the result of the author's application of quantitative and qualitative methods of
scientific analysis.

9. Synthesized assessment of the candidate’s major scientific and practical

contributions

In the first of the above directions in Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Aleksandrova — Zlatanska’s
research activities the following generalized and applied scientific contributions can be
highlighted:

e Through the application of a serious qualitative analysis and a sound systematic approach,
theoretical conclusions have been drawn that enrich the methodological framework for
studying contemporary processes in the global and European financial system after the
2008-20009 crisis.

e Valuable forecasts and recommendations have been formulated regarding the development
of new segments of the financial markets related to cryptocurrency trading and the spread
of the instruments of Islamic financing, as well as the application of collective financing



schemes and financial risk assessment methods to specific financial markets — the euro
area, USA, China.

Concerning climate change and countermeasures, the following contributions of the candidate
can be mentioned:

Based on quantitative analysis and using a comparative approach, conclusions are drawn
regarding the effects of applying different models for assessing the economic impact of
climate change (DICE, RICE, general and partial equilibrium models, cost-revenue
analysis, etc.)

Through evaluation of various financial instruments and climate change-related insurance
products, recommendations have been formulated on the role of these instruments and
products for green architecture and eco-investment.

Regarding the financial aspects of the Cohesion Policy at regional and municipal level, the
following can be cited as contributions:

Developing a model of fiscal stability for municipalities, especially in rural areas, which is
intended to be used to reduce the negative effects of crisis financial shocks and to more
effectively absorb European subsidies.

Enriching the theory of territorial cohesion by further developing the concept of territorial
investment as an approach to decentralize the financial measures used by European funds.

10. Basic critical notes and recommendations to the candidate
