Gazette, issue 99 of 12.17.2019, according Decision of the Academic Council
No. 5/04.12.2019

1. Information about the competition
The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of “International

Economic Relations and Business” of the Faculty of International Economics and Politics
of UNWE, according to Decision of the Academic Council No. 5/ 04.12.2019. | am a
member of the scientific jury for the competition in compliance with Order no. 358 /
14.02.2020 of the Vice-Rector for Research Activity of UNWE Prof. Dr. Diana Kopeva.

2. Brief information about the competition applicants

The competition is for the academic position of “Professor” in professional field 3.8.
“Economics”, scientific specialty “World Economy and International Economic
Relations” (International Finance) in UNWE.

The only candidate in the competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Koleva
Alexandrova-Zlatanska. She is a full-time lecturer at the Department of International
Economic Relations and Business, UNWE from 1995. The candidate has graduated in
Management and Planning of the National Economy from the Karl Marx Higher
University, currently UNWE. She defended her dissertation on "Macroeconomic
Stabilization and Liberalization of Foreign Trade" at the Specialized Scientific Council on
Economic Theory and Macroeconomics in 1998 and received a doctorate degree in
professional field 3.8. Economics, specialty "World Economy and International Economic
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Relations”. In 2006, she received the academic position of Assistant Professor in the
scientific specialty "World Economy and International Economic Relations". Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Svetlana Alexandrova-Zlatanska has specialized in a number of scientific programs
and projects in the USA, Denmark, Belgium and others.

Her expertise and experience in the practice are due to her many years of work with
the state administration on various projects, as a key expert, team leader and trainer in
various international and national projects. In recent years and currently she is engaged as
a World Bank project expert.

She has worked under a second employment contract as Chief Economist at the
Institute for Market Economics (1995-2000), which helps her to form the expertise and
gain experience in applied research and in various types of scientific analysis on projects

of international organizations, national and local administrative structures.

She has held senior administrative positions and served as Director of the Rural
Development Directorate at MAFF and Head of the Rural Development Program (2013-
2015).

Since 2018, she has been supporting the implementation of the Operational Program
for Competitiveness and Innovation as a consultant to the Ministry of Economy; she is a

member of the Board of Directors of Jeremy Bulgaria Holding.

She has worked on a second employment contract from 2015 -2018 at the Institute of
Agricultural Economics and participated in serious analyzes in the scientific projects of
the institute - "Innovative Models for Agricultural Management in Mountain Areas"
(2016-2018), “Impact of Investment Support on Farms Economic Viability” (2015-2016).

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

The attached documents of the candidate show that she fulfills and exceeds the
quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of
"Professor”. She covers the minimum national requirements under the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b) and the Rules
for its application (Article 1a, paragraph 1) (section | of the card) and the additional
requirements of the UNWE, pursuant to Art. 2b, paragraph 5 of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and Art. 1a, paragraph 2-
3 of the Rules for its application (section Il of the card). She fulfills the requirements for a

Professor; the number of points is 1755, with a minimum of 970 points.



4. Assessment of the educational and teaching activity

Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Alexandrova has considerable teaching experience - more than
25 years. The completed employment in the last 5 years (from the academic year 2013/14
until now) of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Alexandrova is 1563 hours of lectures, such as 275
hours in Bachelor's Degree Program, 1108 hours in Master's Degree Program and 180

hours of English Lectures at Bachelor Degree.

Currently, Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Alexandrova is a lecturer in the Bachelor's degree
course on the subject "Financial Markets and Forecasting” (Bulgarian and English), which
was developed in two previous disciplines "Stock Exchanges™ and “Methods and Models
for financial market forecasting”. Among Master's Degree Programs she teaches “Capital
Markets” (Bulgarian), “Management of EU Funded Projects” (Bulgarian), “Currency
Markets and Fundamental Analysis” (Bulgarian), “Economic Psychology in Financial

Markets”, “International Finance".

The presented information about the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova
gives me reason to assert that she has a serious commitment to teaching, has teaching

experience and preparation for the academic position of "Professor".

Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova has provided scientific guidance to three doctoral students
who have obtained the educational and scientific degree of PhD at the Department of
International Economic Relations and Business of UNWE.

. Brief characteristics of the submitted scientific works/ publications of the candidate

In order to participate in the competition, Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Alexandrova has
presented a total of 22 scientific publications, including 1 habilitation work, one
monograph, an independent textbook, 2 articles in referenced journals, one collective
study, 2 collective monographs and 14 articles and reports, published in non-referenced
peer-reviewed scientific journals.

Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova's publications are diverse and they are the result of applied
research on projects and of her administrative experience. Thematically, publications of
the author can be classified in the following directions:

- International finance and financial markets;
- Financing business and agriculture (it is important to note that in addition to traditional
bank financing, public financial mechanisms and instruments are considered);

- Impacts of climate change on the economy

- European policy for financing the economy

The common between the submitted publications is the presence of financial thematic
field with a focus on financial markets, financial instruments and modern forms of
financing the economy, national and European policies.

Regardless of the variety of topics presented in the publications, they are directly
related to the direction of the competition.

The presented in the competition habilitation monograph entitled "Financial Markets
Globalization, Integration and Innovation” has a volume of 320 pages, including an
introduction, 6 chapters, generalizations summarized in a conclusion.

The monographic research is undoubtedly up-to-date, showing the ongoing processes
in the financial markets and the emergence of new segments on financial markets -
exchange-traded funds, cryptocurrencies and Islamic financial instruments, alternative
forms of financing. Changes in financial markets on a global scale are the result of
regulations introduced by the ECB and international financial institutions for financial
supervision, the rapid pace of digitalization and information transformation on financial
markets, as well as the ongoing processes of globalization and financial integration.

The monograph outlines the theoretical and practical-applied aspects of financial
markets development, the financial system restructuring and the emerging financial
instruments, which create for investors new opportunities for profitability and risk
management. In the monograph, through analysis, the author raises questions about the
degree of risk diversification for investors, as a result of the integration of European
financial markets, the extent to which EU and ECB regulatory and supervisory policies
(quantitative mitigations, low interest rates, financial supervisory mechanism) ensure the
stability of the financial markets and of the international financial system. The potential
risks from the increase in corporate debt issuance, from the demand for return from
alternative financial instruments (cryptocurrencies, securitized financial products, index
financial instruments, etc.) are outlined as well. The comparative analysis highlights the
difference in the dynamics of traded financial instruments in different geographically and
territorially segregated financial markets (Asian financial markets, European and American
financial markets).

The monograph is a systematic, in-depth study of specific topics that characterize the

profile and structure of financial markets in the context of an ever-changing economic and
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political global environment. Theoretical and applied elements are based on a considerable
amount of analytical and research work.

The monograph “Climate Change Adaptation - Management Policies and Impact
Instruments” is an in-depth study of the economic effects of climate change on the
economy and nine economic sectors (Agriculture, Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services,
Energy, Forests, Human Health, Tourism, Transport, Urban Environment, Water). Issues
related to climate change adaptation policy and mitigation effects, practices and models
for financing climate change policies at national and international level have been

analyzed.

A comparative analysis has been made of the application of the different types of

integrated impact assessment models, based on the general economic equilibrium model.

Financial Efficiency Models - Cost Benefit Analysis (CBA), Cost Effectiveness
Analysis (CEA), Multicriteria Analysis (MCA) are tools used to quantify the costs and
benefits of adaptation policy or of climate change mitigation, the benefits from avoiding
losses from climate change are derived from the damage function and (i.e. the effects of
climate change are monetary) and the function on the factors of production. A cost-benefit
analysis has been developed, based on a linear function to calculate the elasticity between
the main indicators of economic sectors and the parameters of the temperature change

scenarios.

The application of the models is illustrative in the collective study (Sebnem Sahin,
Badri Narayanan and Svetlana Aleksandrova, “Top down and bottom-up approaches to
climate change adaptation in Bulgaria”, 2019, Conference Paper GTAP Resource). The
overall economic equilibrium model for Bulgaria has been developed on the basis of the
modeling framework and the database of the Global Trade Analysis Project (GTAP).

The Global Economic Equilibrium (CGE) is elaborated on the base of 'input-output'
matrices that track the cross-sectoral links, making them appropriate for a comprehensive
assessment of the climate change impacts. The results of the simulations of the selected
global warming scenarios and the effects on economic sectors have been summarized.

In conclusion, | consider that the monograph is an original and up-to-date scientific
study, based on a considerable volume of scientific literature, the study is justified by the

models used to assess the effects of climate change for Bulgaria.
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In addition to the monographic work, Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Alexandrova has
presented her participation in collective monographs and publications in indexed
referenced and non-referenced editions.

Articles in referenced and indexed editions are devoted to specific scientific
hypotheses, which have been proven by the use of statistical tools (correlation, descriptive
statistical analysis, multiple regression).

Empirical analyzes of the financing of agriculture (public and private) and of rural
areas economic potential are worthy of note.

The submitted scientific publications are distinguished by the evaluative nature of the
researched issues, which is based on analyzes that defend the author's thesis. Author's
contributions to the theory and recommendations for the practice have been outlined in the
publications.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the applicant's major scientific and applied
contributions

Scientific and applied contributions could be grouped in the following thematic areas:

Financial markets:

- Systematization of current trends for financial markets development and restructuring on

a global level;

- Enriching existing scientific knowledge with the development of new segments of the

financial markets - cryptocurrency markets and Islamic financing;

- Summarizing trends regarding the development of alternative investment funds and

alternative approaches to financing from the capital markets, thanks to the application of

innovative information technology for stock trading.

Impact of climate change, adaptation and funding approaches:

- The theoretical and methodological plan evaluates the applied integrated impact
assessment models (optimization and integrated evaluation models, general equilibrium
models and DICE general and partial equilibrium models; RICE).

- Structured Cost-Benefit Analysis (CBA) model, which shows the social benefits of
monetary adjustment for economic sectors and for natural capital under different scenarios
of temperature change, based on linear functionality between temperature rise and effects
for economic sectors in a situation of implementing climate change adaptation actions.

- Systematized approaches to financing policies and measures to mitigate the negative

effects of global warming and adaptation to climate change.
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Financing agriculture and business
- Enriching existing knowledge of business and agricultural financing with the
theoretical and methodological basis of public financial instruments (loss ceiling and
loss-free portfolio guarantees); equity, risk financing and guarantee schemes for the
business.
- systematizing the problems of agricultural risk management and presenting possible
solutions for insurance of agricultural income and yields.
With regard to the publications and the textbook (European Funding and Project
Management) examining EU cohesion policy and the specifics of ESF-funded
projects, we should underline as a contribution the comparative analysis and the
impact analysis in theoretic-applied aspect of integrated territorial investments and of
multi-funding for integrated local strategies (CLLD).

7. Critical comments and recommendations
I do not have critical comments to the presented by the applicant scientific

publications for the participation of the competition.

8. Personal impressions of the candidate
I have known Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Alexandrova since 1976 as fellow students in one
stream. As a student and then as a teacher and scientist, she was constantly proving her
abilities as a researcher and teacher. Always polite and correct in her relationships, she
was always loved by her colleagues. Assoc. Alexandrova is a typical university scientist -
firmly and constantly connected with the beloved UNWE.
9. Conclusion
The submitted materials for the competition show in an indisputable way that Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Svetlana Alexandrova is a reputable lecturer at UNWE. Considering the qualities of
the scientific and research activity of Assoc.
