1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of “International Economic
Relations and Business” of the Faculty of International Economics and Politics of UNWE,
according to Decision of the Department Council Ne364/21.01.2020 and to Decision of the
Council of the Faculty “International Economics and Politics” of UNWE (Ne5 /21.01.2020),
grounded on Art. 29a of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria and Art. 35 of the rules for the Organization and Leading of Competitions for
obtaining scientific degrees and for holding academic positions in UNWE and Order
Ne283/07.02.2020 of the rector of UNWE. | am a member of the scientific jury for the
competition in compliance with Order no. 358 / 14.02.2020 of the Vice-Rector for Research
Activity of UNWE.

2. Information about the competition applicant

The only candidate in the competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Koleva Alexandrova-
Zlatanska. She began her professional career of economist with a degree in National
Economy Planning from the Karl Marx Higher Economic University Karl Marx. (now
UNWE) in 1981. She graduated from the Economic Institute of the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences in the period 1992-1998. In 1998 she defended her dissertation on
"Macroeconomic Stabilization and Liberalization of Foreign Trade" (Defended by the
Specialized Scientific Council in economic theory and macroeconomics; Approved by the
Higher Attestation Commission with a diploma with number 25167 from 04.05.1998) and
received an educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty "World Economy and International Economic Relations”.

Since 1995 Svetlana Alexandrova is in the University of National and World Economy,
and in 2006 she received the academic title of "Associate Professor" in the scientific
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specialty "World Economy and International Economic Relations. (Diploma 25848 /
04.08.2006).

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Alexandrova is a full-time lecturer (Assistant) in the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business at UNWE. Her
professional biography is totally related to this Department.

She has specialized in various research programs and projects in the United States,
Denmark, Italy, Belgium, including a one-year specialization of the European
Commission - for the management of European Structural Funds.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. SVETLANA ALEKSANDROVA-ZLATANSKA has fully and
consistently realized her academic career at the University of National and World
Economy with a total of almost 20 years of work experience, of which 13 years as an
Associate Professor. She deservedly won the prestige of an established university lecturer
and researcher with highly professional authority in the field of international economic
relations and international finance among the academic board not only of UNWE, but in
its field and in other institutions, incl. state institutions such as the Ministry of Economy,
the Ministry of Environment and Water, the Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Forestry,
as well as scientific institutes such as the Institute of Agricultural Economics at the
Agricultural Academy, New Bulgarian University, the Institute for Economic Research of
Bulgarian Academy of Sciences and a number of non-governmental organizations and
foundations.

Purposefully and consistently she has prepared and led lecture courses in basic subjects in
bachelor's and master's programs at UNWE, in both Bulgarian and English.

She has developed and leads courses in "Financial Markets and Forecasting"”, including in
English, as well as two disciplines for a master's program. Since 2016 she participates in
the development of a new master's program Forex, which has a current practical-applied
focus.
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She is actively employed as a lecturer at the Institute for Postgraduate Qualification (IPQ)
of UNWE and training on specific projects and others. From her trainings in connection
with the implementation of international scientific-applied and institutional projects under
European programs and international exchange he has acquired a number of diplomas and
certificates, which are correctly reflected in the submitted documentation.

Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova actively participates in the organization of the current
educational activity, updating and accreditation of the bachelor's, master's and doctoral
programs of the faculty, as well as in the development of the curricula for teaching in
English etc.

With her overall teaching activity Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova contributes to the strategic
development of teaching and research activities, through her public engagement at
UNWE and other Bulgarian institutions, as well as with her participation in the
sustainable development of target specialties and foreign language training programs.

Maintaining her qualification at a high professional level, Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova
successfully combines the raising of her teaching activity level with the expanding of her
research activity. Along with teaching, she realizes a number of participations in
international projects and consulting on EU policy issues and their implementation. This
is evidenced by the significant number of its participation in international projects funded
by EU programs and funds, as well as by the World Bank and other international
institutions. The documents of the candidate for the competition correctly reflect the
participation of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova in national and international projects with
the official notes presented by UNWE, Scienttific Research Fund of the Ministry of
Education and Science, Operational Program "Human Resources Development™ etc.

Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova speaks excellent English and very good Russian and Polish.

She is a research supervisor of doctoral students and under her scientific guidance 3
doctoral students have successfully defended the scientific degree "Doctor" in the period
2013-2019. According to this indicator, it exceeds the minimum quantitative
requirements for holding the scientific position of "Professor” and confirms its merits as
a responsible lecturer who contributes to the career development of students at UNWE.

Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova has indisputable qualities of an erudite university lecturer,
who is distinguished by her active involvement in applied analyzes for the needs of
economic policy. He has accumulated significant and useful experience in applied-
practical activity in the implementation of scientific and applied projects.

From 1993 to 2000 she works as a chief economist at the Institute for Market Economics
on projects funded by USAID, IMF and WB, incl. research on liberalization of
international trade in the conditions of transition and assessment of the shadow economy

Director of the RDP Directorate at the Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Foresry and the
chairman and member of the Advisory Board of the Guarantee Scheme at the NGF. She
is the Chairman of the Advisory Board of the Guarantee Scheme in the Agriculture
Sector, National Guarantee Fund, Bulgarian Development Bank (2013 and 2015). Since

forthcoming MFF (2021-2017). Since 2018 she has been a member of the Board of
Directors of Jeremy Bulgaria EAD Holding.

As an expert in preparation and implementation of EU-funded projects, Assoc. Prof. S.
Alexandrova has over 20 years of specific experience in financial analysis, cost-benefit
analysis, public-private partnership, financing of investment projects, evaluation of
programs and projects; economic and social analysis; regional policy, planning and
strategies; project monitoring and evaluation.

She has skills in project team management and project administration and coordination.
She has certificates for completed training at the Training Center of the International
Labor Organization in 1999-2000.

Her skills for teamwork and intercultural environment have been acquired through
experience working on national and international projects funded by international donor
institutions since 1995 so far.

To participate in the competition, | believe that all publications submitted by Assoc. Prof.
Dr. S. Alexandrova-Zlatanska as publications and papers published after the award of the
scientific title "Associate Professor" and non-repeating the publications submitted for
acquisition of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor” and for holding the academic
position "Associate Professor”.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

3.1.  Fulfillment of quantitative requirements
On the basis of the data submitted by the candidate in the competition in the card for

fulfillment of the quantitative requirements, according to the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff 1in the Republic of
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Bulgaria / art. 26 / and the Regulations for its application / art. 1a, para 1 /, it should
be noted not only reached compliance, but results exceeding the required threshold values
for individual indicators, as follows:

1/ for the requirements of Group A / 50 p./ and Group B /100 p./ Assoc. Prof. S.
Alexandrova completely satisfies the national requiremens.

2/ for the requirements of Group C at a minimal required threshold of 200 p., Assoc.
Prof. S. Alexandrova has reached 307 p., as.incl. 1 monograph, which is a habilitation
thesis, 2 articles published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases of scientific information, 14 articles and reports published in non-referenced
journals with scientific review or published in edited collective volumes, 1 study in a non-
referenced journal with scientific review and in edited collective volumes, 2
participations with chapters in collective monographs.

In fulfillment of the additional requirements for UNWE, according to the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria /art. 26b, para 5/ and the Regulations for its application / art. 1a, para 2-3 /
Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova also exceeds the required minimum thresholds, as follows:

5/ for the requirements of Group F_/3 defended PhD students/ at a minimal
threshold of 80 p., Assoc. Prof. S.Alexandrova has 120 p.

6/ for the requirements of Group G, Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova has totally 335 p.,
at a minimal threshold of 220 p.

In this group are presented as follows: 2 articles published
in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in Scopus and
/ or Web of Science; 6 articles published in scientific
journals, referenced or indexed 1in other international
databases; 6 Articles published in scientific Jjournals,
referenced and indexed in other international databases of
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scientific information; 2 Papers published in proceedings of
scientific conferences held abroad or in Bulgaria, organized
by international scientific or professional organizations;
11 citations, established in scientific journals, referenced
in other international databases of scientific information,
2 manuals of international scientific and educational
projects, 3 participations 1in national projects and 1
participation in an international project of UNWE, as well
as 1 university textbook.

7/ for the requirements of Group ,,H* with a minimum threshold of 120 points,
Assoc. Prof. has a total of 358 points. Thus, she exceeds the mandatory requirements
for: completed educational employment as a habilitated scientist at the University of
National and World Economy; elaborated programs of lecture courses for bachelor’s and
master's programs / some of them are in English /. Impressive is the reported activity of
Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova with participation in international, national and university
projects.

The total balance of the reported by Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova for all groups of
requirements from Section | and Section Il amounts to 1755 points, with a required
threshold of 970 points.

3.2. Fulfillments of qualitative requirements

The map for fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for holding the academic position
"Professor" has been filled correctly by Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova and gives a clear
justification of her compliance with the required criteria.

With its overall teaching and research activity at the University of National and World
Economy, she has an active participation in the development of the educational, research
and scientific field "World Economy and International Economic Relations", specifically
in the field of international finance. . There is a stable interest from the students in the
mainly elective subjects taught by her. In addition to the lecture courses for the training at
the University of National and World Economy, she has developed specific training
courses for project management specialists, as well as specialized trainings for the
personnel potential of state institutions. She participates in the program of IPC at UNWE
for employees of the Customs Agency.

Recognized dignity of her courses is the current interpretation of the problems.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Alexandrova is responsibly engaged in the ongoing work on updating
programs and trainings with practical cases, new topics and methods of analysis. For
example, she has been participating since 2016 in conducting an up-to-date master's
program at the Department of Forex with a practical orientation. She has actively
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participated in the held scientific conferences, realized international projects and
implementation of contracts under Research and Development activities of UNWE and
other scientific events of UNWE. The practical experience and advantages of her teaching
are given by the experience gained from her practical work and consulting on projects of
state institutions in the conditions of Bulgaria's accession to financial intermediation and
monetary and financial integration within the EU.

Based on the participation of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova in governing bodies of national
institutions as a manager of institutionally significant projects with European and other
international funding / EU, World Bank, international funds and foundations /, she has
accumulated significant practical and applied experience. This experience is especially
useful for her teaching work, as well as for the development of her interests in specific
research areas.

Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova has been a member of the Board of Directors of the Jeremy-
Bulgaria Fund since November 2018 and currently. She was the head of the Management
Board and an expert of the National Guarantee Fund of BDB / May 2013-November
2014/. She was the Director of the Rural Development Directorate at the Ministry of
Agriculture, Food and Foresry and a member of the Council for Coordination and
Management of EU Funds at the Council of Ministers / 2013/2014 /. In 2018-2019 she
actively participates in an expert group at the Innovation and Competitiveness Directorate
of the Ministry of Economy and Trade for the programming of the new EU MFF for
2021-2027. Through her consulting activities on projects (for example for the Ministry of
State Administration the administrative reform under the Project "Promotion of systems,
tools and good practices for quality management of administrations / 2001-2003 /, for the
Ministry of Environment and Water / 2010-2012 / and many other projects. She
contributes to the transfer of knowledge to business practice and to the development of
the capacity of state institutions in the field of management of EU funds. She has active
participation in Expert working groups at Ministries, executive agencies and other state
institutions to promote absorption of EU funds, including in favor of stimulating SMEs in
Bulgaria.

She actively participates in the organizational life of UNWE as a member of the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business and the Faculty Council of
International Economics and Politics, etc. She has high motivation and skills in teamwork
with her colleagues on developed projects, as well as in research.

With the achieved results the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Alexandrova for the
current competition for the position "Professor” in the professional field 3.8. Economics,
scientific specialty "World Economy and International Economic Relations / International
Finance /" fully satisfies the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the AC
and applied in UNWE in accordance with the current legal and regulatory framework for
academic development.
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4. Assessment of the educational and teaching activity

The teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova has distinguished her overall career
development since 1995 so far. In terms of quantity and quality, the main results of her
work as a teacher have the following merits, as follows:

On first place are the university courses for bachelor's and master's programs (full-time
and distance), realized by Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova, and for continuing education at
the University of National and World Economy in both Bulgarian and English in several
scientific disciplines, incl. "Financial markets and forecasting” (in Bulgarian and
English); "Capital Markets”, "International Finance”, "Management of EU-funded
projects”.

Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova has teaching activity in other academic institutions also. She
was a part-time lecturer until 2014 at NBU in the disciplines - European Project
Management, Project Funding and a specialized course for employees of state and local
structures. She has been a lecturer in specialized trainings for employees of the state and
local administration in the field of Project Management, incl. investment projects,
Financing of public projects, Financial analysis, etc.

In the period 2015-2018 she worked as an associate professor on a second employment
contract at the Institute of Agricultural Economics at the Agricultural Academy.

On second place, the positive point is that on the problematic of teaching subjects,
Asso. Prof. S. Alexandrova has 1 published textbook, 2 monographs and several
scientific publications and researches on international finance and European
financial integration. Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova has presented correct information in the
documentation for the competition about these publications. The textbook "European
Financing and Project Management” is dedicated to the main theoretical and
methodological and practical aspects of project management funded by the European
Union. The thematic scope of her textbook fully meets the need to increase scientific
knowledge in the field of European funds and meets the current interest in improving the
capacity to absorb European funds. / see Svetlana Alexandrova, European Financing
and Project Management, UNWE, 2019, ISBN 978-619-232-245-8 (items 31, 31.1 of
the quantitative map).

Thirdly, the merit of the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova is that she
has under her scientific leadership 3 doctoral students who have successfully defended in
the period 2013-2019, which testifies to her intensive employment with the training of
doctoral students.

Fourthly, Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova takes part in the active research activities of the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business, in the field of
international finance. She has been the leader of the following research projects at the
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University of National and World Economy: "Systems for Financial Stability and Fiscal
Discipline of Municipalities in Bulgaria”, Department of Finance and Department of
International Economic Relations and Business (2017-2019) and "Problems of
International Finance and its Importance for the Education of Students of Economics in
European Universities" (2014-2016). She was also a member of the research team of the
project "Debt Crisis in the European Monetary Union and Effects for Bulgaria™ led by
Professor Yordanka Stateva.

In conclusion, we can summarize that undoubtedly Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova has
academic contributions with the developed lecture courses, textbook and other scientific
publications, in which as an author she confirms the high degree of her scientific
competence, teaching experience and specialization in international finance and European
integration for the academic position of "Professor".

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific works/ publications of the

candidate
5.1.Main areas of research activity.

To participate in the competition, the candidate submits a total of 22 scientific
publications, of which 2 main monographs, a textbook and participation in collective
publications - 2 items., collective study - 1 item. In indexed journals - 1 publication in
journal with impact factor — Web of Science and 1 item in Journal of Economic Research
accepted for publication, 14 publications in non-referenced journals. The scientific works
of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova-Zlatanska, presented for participation in this competition
include the following main areas in which her research work is concentrated in recent
years after taking the position of "Associate Professor” in 2006. Assoc. Alexandrova has
grouped her scientific contributions in the following 4 thematic areas: 1) Financial
Markets; 2) Financing of Business, Agriculture and Rural Areas; 3) Impacts of Climate
Change, Adaptation and Financing Instruments; 4) Cohesion Policy, Funding from the
European Structural Funds.

Although in each of the 4 thematic areas there are separate subsections, in general Assoc.
Prof. S. Alexandrova has approached with scientific modesty, choosing an approach to
distinguish the issues of mainly considered financial and economic problems in a global
and European context within the European integration and the global change.

In my opinion, in the systematization of the presented results from the research activity of
Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova should include another direction, which reflects the issue of
the evolution of international and European policies to regulate the financialization of
the modern economy. This way, through the assessment of her research field, we can
clearly outline her contributions to the new priorities of European integration and
globalization.
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In general, we can summarize as merits of the research work of Assoc. Prof. S.
Alexandrova the existence of evolution and enrichment of the issues of her research with
new directions after the acquisition of the scientific position of "Associate Professor”. We
should pay attention to the fact that in her research there is a current statement on the
orientation of economic development in a global and European context towards new
priorities and transition to innovation, but with increasing attention to the uncertainty of
economic development.

In this sense, the focus on theoretical-methodological and system-applied problems of
new economic categories such as risk sharing, uncertainty, vulnerability, sustainability is
relevant and compatible with the new directions of world economics. For economic
analysis, better analytical knowledge of risk will undoubtedly be of increasing importance
in the future, as a potential opportunity for real consequences in a situation of high pledge
and uncertain results, taking into account the diversity of values. In this sense, we must
understand the commitment that Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova makes with her latest
research on climate change and its economic impacts, which are to impose significant
changes in the social hierarchy of values depending on the conflict of natural risks and
the need for sustainable economic development.

First of all, an important direction in the research of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova is the
analysis and assessment of the trends in the financial markets and the financialization of
the economies, which are a dynamic factor for deepening the globalization and European
integration. Undoubtedly, attention worths that the candidate’s publications focus on the
essential changes that are relevant in the regulation and supranational supervision of the
functioning of financial markets in recent decades. The most significant contribution on
this issue is the presented analysis of methodological and analytical-applied aspects of the
mechanism on the financial markets, incl. on the EU financial markets both in the
habilitation work and in other publications of the candidate in this competition. (See
Publications - 3.1 Financial Markets: Globalization, Integration, Innovations, Editor:
ATL-50, 2019, ISBN 978-619-7194-52-4). The research contains scientific contributions
to the Bulgarian economic literature on specific characteristics of modern financial
markets. The topics in the scope of the research include: integration of financial markets,
dynamics of capital and money markets, alternative forms of financing, new market
segments - cryptocurrency market and Islamic financial instruments.

Secondly, the scientific researches of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova are characterized by
current focused attention on a new thematic area - climate changes and their impact on
the financing of the economy, socio-economic problems and the mechanisms and tools of
financing.

For the purposes of medium-term forecasting of the effects of climate change, Assoc.
Prof. S. Alexandrova uses the modeling of these processes, which allows her to interpret
several scenarios for future development in close connection with the current
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development of economic and financial integration in the EU. It is important to
emphasize that there is a logical consistency in the scientific interest of Assoc. Prof. S.
Alexandrova to the issue of climate change and the problems of macroeconomic
development in relation to financial markets. Inevitably, with the adaptation to climate
change, a number of changes in the financialization of the economy and the development
of the financial markets are forthcoming. In addition, the analysis of climate change
includes important conclusions at the level of sectors and industries, especially for
agriculture.

On third place, financing business, agriculture and rural areas. The publications
dedicated to the in-depth comparative analysis of the last post-crisis last decade with an
emphasis on the essential problems of agricultural financing have a scientific
contribution. It is positive that Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Alexandrova has a significant number
of studies dedicated to agriculture and the implementation of the common agricultural
policy in this regard. At the same time, before the perspective of climate change, the
analysis and the specifics of their impact on agriculture are also the subject of analysis
and interpretation, which has important cognitive value.

Fourth, consistently and thoroughly Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova works on the problems
of cohesion policy, funding from the European Structural Funds.

5.2. Assesment of scientific and/or scientific-applied contributions

The acquaintance and evaluation of the works and results from the educational and
scientific activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Alexandrova, presented for the competition,
allow us to conclude that the characteristic merits of her work are the scientific
consistency, practical and applied orientation and her creative dedication to
research of modern trends in the development of international finance and integration.

Specific scientific contributions of the candidate in several main areas of research and
evaluation of the issues in which she specializes, incl. with a current focus on the wide
range of financial and economic problems of EU integration of Bulgaria.

o Theoretical and methodological interpretation and assessment of the modern
dynamics of development of the financial markets with identification of the factors
determining their modern characteristics on the financial markets after the Global
Financial Crisis;

o Current enrichment of existing scientific knowledge in the financial field on: the
development of new segments of financial markets / - e.g. cryptocurrency markets and
Islamic finance and Islamic financial instruments on international markets processes in
the field of collective financing scheme (investment funds of monetary and capital
markets /;
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o Analytical and prognostic assessments and recommendations for economic policy
in the field of financing of agriculture and business in Bulgaria. The theoretical and
methodological bases of the financial instruments in support of the European Structural
Funds are analyzed (e.g. equity financing, portfolio guarantees with a loss ceiling and
without a loss - Jeremy and the guarantee scheme for agriculture). The analysis regarding
the change in the way of financing business and agriculture with the introduction of the
advantages and disadvantages of equity financing and guarantee schemes is up-to-date.

o Theoretical and methodological substantiation of the applied integrated models for
impact assessment (models for optimization and integrated assessment - DICE; RICE,
models for general and partial equilibrium. (Publications 4.1. Monograph “Adaptation to

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5.3. Assessment of the monograph as an independent subject of review

The habilitation work, submitted by Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova for the participation in
the competition is a monograph with a volume of 320 pages, which confirms the high
professional level she has achieved in the field of international finance and the current
trends of their development. /see Alexandrova - Zlatanska “Financial Markets:

The monograph is a total of 320 pages (Group B, item 3, item 3.1. from the quantitative
card).

The habilitation work is dedicated to the analysis and interpretation of the current
structural and technological-economic changes in the financial markets on a European
and global scale, both from the point of view of financial toolkit and from the point of
view of their radical transnational and global orientation in relation to technological
progress, artificial intelligence and financial innovation. The topicality of the presented
issues for the development of financial markets in the presence of global interdependence
between them is indisputable, given the global risks of financial instability, as well as
changes through new regulations in risk management of financial markets and the
investment fund sector worldwide..

Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova has managed to study the current dynamics and potential
transformations of the global financial markets and to highlight their modern
characteristics in the conditions of globalization and technological innovations. The
relevance of the presented issues for the development of financial markets is indisputable,
given the global financial instability, the growing high-risk debt sector, the regulations for
risk management in the financial markets and in the sector of investment funds
worldwide.

The scientific contributions of the habilitation work are significant and are characterized
by the topicality of the interpretation of modern financial markets and their regulation.
The most important merit is the successful interpretation of the links in the triad
"economic and financial innovation - regional integration and globalization". The latest
concepts for the specific features of the many types of financial risks are taken into
account and a comparative analysis of traditional risk measures and new modern
approaches, methods and models for their assessment is made.

In practice, with his habilitation work Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova not only redevelops
previous research and macroeconomic analysis of financial markets, but rethinks and
justifies the new specific approaches and methods for analyzing global changes in
regulation within European and global context. She correctly used sources and works of
other authors. The analyses, conclusions and summaries made are an independent work of
Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova.
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6. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

Regarding the works submitted by Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Alexandrova for participation in
the competition, along with the positive evaluations of her activity and researches, could
be asked several questions that are of interest in the context of the discussion on
evaluations of the role of financial markets and the development of EU integration.

Firstly, given the fact that, despite the over twenty years of operation of the Euro area,
there is a strong segmentation of the financial markets of individual Member States, how
can the impact of European integration be assessed in the presence of higher risks of
asymmetric shocks in individual Member States? What hinders the realization of further
integration of the markets in the EU through the Banking Union, as well as the Union of
Capital Markets?

The research of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova outlines positive trends in the financial
markets at the current stage of development of the mechanisms and tools and the
technostructure of financial intermediation. At the same time, | believe that there is room
for a more critical approach to the stagnation of European integration, especially with
regard to the relationship between economic growth in the EU, economic integration and
the level of integration achieved in the financial markets of individual Member States. It
is true that the second chapter of the habilitation work states that the financial markets in
the EU "have not been sufficiently integrated since the financial crisis of 2008", but a
more in-depth analysis of the unrealized ideas for financial integration in the EU could be
made. The EU, despite the progress in achieving compliance through regulatory change
in the EU.

Secondly, the analysis of the impact of climate change and its reflexion on European
economies assesses a number of challenges and risks for economic growth in the EU as
well as for Bulgaria. What problems and risks are there before the new stage of the
financialization of the EU countries, incl. in Bulgaria, in connection with the prospects
for "green" finances? Are there new challenges for economic growth given the changes in
financial markets, related to the management of systemic risks in a macroeconomic
context?

| believe that the research interests of Assoc. Prof. S. Alexandrova so far and the
scientific contributions made in the field of EU integration should motivate her to
continue to expand research on new trends in international financial markets and
Bulgaria's financial integration into the EU. | recommend her to publish more boldly in
referenced international editions.
