1. Information for the competition

358/14.02.2020, signed by the Vice Rector for Research activity at UNWE Prof. Dr. Diana
Kopeva.

There is one applicant for the announced competition — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana
Koleva Alexandrova — Zlatanska, who is currently a full-time lecturer at the Department of
International Economic Relations and Business, Faculty of International Economics and
Politics, UNWE.

2. Information for the competition applicant

In 1981 she graduated in ,National Economics Planning” at Karl Marx Higher
Economic University (UNWE). In the period 1989-1991, Svetlana Alexandrova was a
doctoral student at the Institute of Economics at the Polish Academy of Sciences. From the
next year she was a PhD student at the Institute of Economic Researches at Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences. In 1993, she joined the Institute for Market Economics as Chief
Economist, where she worked under an employment contract until 2000.

She has specialized in a number of scientific programs and projects in the USA,
Denmark, Belgium and others. She had a specialization in the EU in 2000 for a work with
European Structural Funds.

Since 1995, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Alexandrova has been working on a basic

employment contract at UNWE, Department of International Economic Relations and
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Business. During the period 1995-1997 she held the academic position of "Assistant”. As a
doctoral student at the Institute of Economic Researches at Bulgarian Academy of Sciences,
in 1998, the candidate in the competition defended a dissertation on "Macroeconomic
stabilization and liberalization of foreign trade” on economic theory and macroeconomics and
a doctoral degree in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty "World Economy
and International Economic Relations”. From 1998-2006 Dr. Alexandrova was "Chief
Assistant™. In 2006, she obtained the academic position of Assistant Professor in the scientific
specialty "World Economy and International Economic Relations”. The academic
development / growth of Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Alexandrova is associated with the
International Relations and Business Department at UNWE, where she is currently Assistant
Professor. Has over 25 years of academic and teaching experience.

In the period from 2015 to 2018, the applicant for the competition has worked on a
second employment contract at the Institute of Agricultural Economics (IAE) at the
Agricultural Academy (AA). As a member of the research team she participated in the
analytical development of the main national scientific projects of the Institute, assigned by the
AA, among which are "Innovative Models for the Management of Agricultural Farms in
Mountainous Areas" HTAI 143 and "The Impact of Investment Support on the Economic
Viability of Agricultural Farms" HTAI 130. | allow myself to express positive personal
impressions of the active participation of Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova in the academic life of
IAE. As a member of the Scientific Council at the IAE, she responsibly incorporated her rich
teaching and research experience in the training of doctoral students and in the creative
growth of young colleagues. On the international scientific forums, organized by the IAE she
has been a regular and interesting speaker on topics related to finance, cohesion and
agriculture.

Svetlana Alexandrova is a part-time lecturer in the New Bulgarian University.

The fluency in English, Polish and Russian enable the applicant to participate in the
implementation of projects of international organizations. The documents attached for the
competition represent a diverse consulting ability of the candidate in the field of project
management, financial, economic and social analyzes, regional policy, planning strategies.
Her expert experience in the practice is the result of a combination between academic
preparation and administrative routine, acquired after many years of work in national and
international institutions: UNDP - UN Project Expert (2000-2003), World Bank Project
Expert on climate change and contribution of insurance business for holding their impact on

the environment, participation in the elaboration of a report on the analysis of the current state
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of the insurance business in Bulgaria in 2013, in the preparation of a National Strategy and
Action Plan for Adaptation to Climate Change 2017-2019 and Project “Flood Risk
Management” 2019-2020.

In the period 2013-2015 Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova-Zlatanska is Director of the Rural
Development Directorate of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Food. From 2018, she
supports the implementation of the Operational Program for Competitiveness and Innovation.
She is a member of the Board of Directors of Jeremy Bulgaria Holding. Alexandrova is the
Deputy Head of a team of UNWE scientists, which, on the basis of a tripartite agreement
between UNWE, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Food and Ministry of Education and
Science, develops a Social and Economic Analysis, the main document for the development
of the Strategic Plan for Agriculture (2021-2027).

The detailed information provided reveals the active participation of the applicant in a
number of projects is the evidence of the diverse research interests of Assoc. Prof.
Alexandrova, part of which resulted into two monographs and dozens of scientific works
presented for her participation in this competition.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

The attached to the documents Card for the fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements for occupation of the academic position of "Professor” in the UNWE shows that
the applicant fulfills the National Minimum Requirements, according to the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b) and the Rules for
its application (Article 1a, paragraph 1). In almost all groups of requirements there is a
registered significant exceeding of the criteria, amounting to between two and three times.
The complementary requirements of UNWE, according the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 26, par. 5) and the Rules for its
application (Art. la, par. 2-3) are exceeded by the applicant again between two and three
times.

The Card for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements contains information on
innovative practices, used by Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova for the preparation of students to
make investment decisions and to address major challenges in currency exchange trading. The

rich experience and contribution to the development of other organizations stands out in the
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applicant's consulting activities. Thanks to the knowledge transfer that she implements, the
Council of Ministers, the Inspectorate of the Council of Ministers, the Ministry of
Environment and Water and other administrations draw up a number of successful strategies
and implement specific projects. Dr. Alexandrova is a member of the Scientific Council, a
Faculty Council, the head of successfully defended PhD students, a participant in scientific
juries.

In accordance with the fulfilment of the aforementioned requirement for eligibility to
participate in the competition, we refer to the opinion of the UNWE Habilitation Council. At
its regular meeting on November 13, 2019, after a secret vote, the Council made a decision
according to which the application of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Koleva Alexandrova-
Zlatanska corresponds to the quantitative and qualitative requirements of the AC for
participation in a competition for academic position of professor in the professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty "World Economy and International Economic Relations™ at
UNWE.

4. Assessment of the educational and teaching activity

The attached documentation (official notes from the Department of Educational
Documentation, Accountability and Control at the UNWE) proves 1563 hours of lectures,
completed by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Alexandrova over the last 5 years. There are 275
hours at Bachelor Degree, 1108 hours at Master Degree. The applicant also has 180 hours of
English language courses at Bachelor Degree. The teaching experience of the last 10 years
allows her to read lectures in a number of disciplines: Business Financing, Stock Exchanges,
International Finance, Methods and Models for Financial Market Outlook in Bulgarian and
English, Models for Financial Market Forecasting, International Capital Markets, EU-funded
Project Management, International Trade Financing, Foreign Exchange Markets and
Fundamental Analysis, Financial Management in International Business, Foreign Exchange
Options - Trade and Strategies, Economic Psychology of Financial Markets in Bulgarian,
Financial Markets and Forecasting in English. Information is available in the documentation
that Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova has provided scientific guidance to three PhD students who
have obtained the educational and scientific degree of Ph.D. The presented teaching activity
testifies to the rich experience gained and the high degree of readiness of the candidate to

occupy the academic position in the competition.
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The content and cognitive specificity of the training courses, conducted by Assoc.
Prof. Alexandrova, is in accordance with the theme of the announced competition for
occupation of the academic position of "Professor" in the scientific specialty "World

Economy and International Economic Relations (International Finance)" at UNWE.

General characteristics of submitted scientific works/publications

In this competition Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova participates with scientific production
including a total of 22 publications, incl. two main monographs, a single textbook - 1 issue,
participation in collective publications - 2 issues, one collective study, one article published in
a journal with Impact Factor registered in Web of Science, one journal article referenced in
Scopus and 14 publications in non-referenced journals. From the mentioned, 12 are without
co-authors.. Most of the scientific publications of Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova are in English and
have been published in databases of scientific information, including: Scopus, Web of
Science, Index Copernicus, ERIH Plus, EBSCO, RePec, Econbiz, Google Scholar. A
considerable part of the publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Alexandrova are available
online.

The data from the card for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for
occupation of the academic position of "Professor” at UNWE show that the applicant is a
recognizable author in the research circles in Bulgaria and abroad. The result of the citations
exceeds the required threshold twice. She has been cited by well-established authorities in the
research area of the competition and by novice researchers. This is a kind of marker of the
quality of the scientific works presented in the competition and proof of the author's
confirmed style.

The publications illustrate / cover the defined by the applicant four thematic areas:
1.Financial Markets (publication 3.1 ,Financial markets: globalization, integration,
innovation®,Editor ATL-50, Sofia, 2019. 320 p., ISBN 978-619-7194-52-4); 2. Funding of
business, agriculture and rural areas (publications 7.2, 7.3, 7.6., 7.11, 7.12, 7.10, 31.1 and
textbook); 3. Impacts of climate change, adaptation and financing instruments (publications
4.1, 7.8, 8.1, 7.14); 4. Cohesion policy, funding by European Structural Funds (publications
6.2, 7.13, 7.7. 31.1. and textbook). The mentioned thematic areas correspond to the research
profile of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Alexandrova and meet the requirements of the announced

competition.
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The scientific publications presented in the competition reveal scientific and applied
results in the main thematic areas of the candidate's research interests:

v An analysis based on empirical data has been made and an assessment is accomplished
of the development of financial markets with a focus on the changes that have taken
place since the global crisis of 2008. Innovative segments have been identified -
cryptocurrency markets, Islamic funding and Islamic financial instruments, Analysis
of potential factors that could lead to the risk of a future debt crisis;

v’ Enriching research on the role of financial instruments in the implementation of the
European Structural Funds and the development of the economic activity of producers
in the primary sector. Use of author's empirical material from field studies.
Identification of problem areas in agricultural risk management, related to the applied
insurance practices;

v" A high financial dependence of rural municipalities on the received European
Structural Funds has been outlined. A model of fiscal stability with practical relevance
has been developed. The specific impact of integrated territorial strategies with a
positive impact on rural development has been studied;

v Evaluation of the results of the implementation of integrated models for assessing the
impact of climate change on certain economic and socio-economic impacts. Exploring
the importance of specialized debt instruments with a focus on building green
architecture, eco-innovations, introducing elements of the circular economy model.
Highlighting good practices in the use of a variety of insurance products in climate
risk management;.

v" Enriching EU cohesion policy with theoretical assumptions on regional development
and implementation of financial instruments. Investigation of economic and social
differences in the development of the regions. Integration of investments in certain

territories, analysis of the Bulgarian practice.

The two monographs, which have the nature of separate researches, are of great
importance among the scientific works attached to the competition. Through monograph
studies, the applicant shares her scientific expertise and accumulated diverse and specific
experience from her work in current and dynamically developing different fields of
knowledge. The relevance of the monograph "Financial Markets: Globalization, Integration,
Innovation™ (Group B, item. 3, item 3.1 of the quantitative card) is derived from the process

of global financial instability, the growing share of high-risk debt, risk management
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regulations for financial markets and in the investment funds sector. The aim of the author of
the monograph is "to explore the current dynamics and potential transformations of global
financial markets and highlight their contemporary characteristics in the context of
globalization and technological innovation.” Many years of research, teaching and expertise
allow Assoc. Prof. Alexandrova-Zlatanska to present a contemporary profile on the financial
markets. The topics in the scope of the monographic work are: integration of the financial
markets, dynamics of the capital and money markets, alternative forms of financing, new
market segments: cryptocurrency market and Islamic financial instrument, as well as the

development of the financial assets market globally, regionally and nationally.

The applicant participates in the competition with a second monograph, not presented
as a main monographic work "Adaptation to Climate Change - Management Policies and
Impact Instruments”, in a total volume of 288 pages, Editor ATL-50, Sofia. 2019. ISBN 978-
619- 7194-54-8 (group B, item 4, item 4.1 of the quantitative card). In this study the applicant
shares her experience and incorporates the results of numerous projects in which she has
many years of experience. The aim of the author is "to make a thorough theoretical and
practical study of methods for assessing the effects of climate change on the economy and
identifying funding mechanisms." The monograph examines the economic aspects of the
impacts of climate change, of policies on adaptation to climate change and the mechanisms
for financing economic activities to limit the effects on the economy and on humanity. In a
number of the applicant's analytical judgments, references can be made to the Vernadsky
noosphere doctrine, which proves the need for more interdisciplinary research on issues
related to protecting the quality characteristics of the human living environment and
maintaining sustainable development in economic, social and environmental plan. The
relevance of the thematic field of the study is proved by the Paris Climate Agreement, the
Green Deal and other international political decisions. The structure of the monograph
includes an introduction, five chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography and annexes. Each
chapter has an introduction and a summary. Chapter One, “Climate Change - Challenges of
Our Time”, focuses on extreme weather events that can occur as a result of climate change. A
distinction is made between two processes - one is to limit / mitigate climate change by
reducing carbon emissions and the transition to a carbon-neutral economy and other climate
adaptation. The link between climate change and sustainable development coordinates with
the development of the current circular economy concept. Chapter Two, “Climate Change

Impacts”, denotes differences between the concepts of sensitivity, vulnerability and exposure
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to climate change. These concepts characterize different countries of climate change. They
have been identified in the reports of the UN Intergovernmental Panel on Climate. These
concepts determine the likelihood of the extent to which a system will be affected by climate
change and the corresponding consequences for the sustainability of the system. Direct and
indirect effects are defined. In the theoretical and methodological plan, for the purposes of the
analysis, are presented the economic theories with adaptation to climate change: the theory of
transaction costs, the theory of the free market, the equilibrium of the market and others. The
adaptation and the theory of public choice of effective solutions are interrelated. Climate
action funding is included in all funds. The special focus is oriented to the primary sector.
The agriculture is at the input and output of the climate change assessment / impact system.
The European Agricultural Fund for Rural Development devotes over half of its total support
to climate action - 57.1% of the Fund's financial resources. Chapter Three, " Assessment
Models for Climate Change Impact,” covers key features of integrated climate change impact
assessment models. The implementation of the bottom-up approach builds on the top-down
approach, the use of general equilibrium (CGE) models; integrated valuation models are
implemented - Dynamic Integrated Model for Climate and Economics (DICE); Regional
Integrated Climate and Economy model RICE, general and partial equilibrium model and
financial equilibrium models - Cost-Benefit Analysis (CBA), Cost-Effectiveness Analysis
(CEA), multicriteria analysis (MCA). The general equilibrium models are developed on the
basis of cross-sectoral relationships, ie. input-output matrices, making them suitable for
overall assessment of the impact of climate change. These models also allow the use of
statistics to evaluate the potential effects of the implementation of a measure or of a financial
investment. Chapter Four, “Financing Policies for Climate Change Impacts Adaptation”
focuses on funding sources for climate change management activities. Funding options have
been reviewed by European, international financial institutions, governments and the private
sector. The description introduces new approaches to financing - mixed financing and debt
financing. International funds have been systematized and are directly involved in financing
to reduce the negative effects of global warming. These are the UN Funds, the World Bank
Group (the Climate Fund and the Adaptation Fund). The Global Environment Fund is an
independent organization. The review of financial institutions shows the growing role of
international financial institutions - the African Development Bank, the Asian Development
Bank, the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, the European Investment
Bank, the Islamic Development Bank and more. Evaluation has been made of EU funding -

EU Strategic Investment Fund, European Energy Efficiency Fund (EEEF), LIFE Program,
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European Investment Bank (EIB): Natural Capital Funding Facility (NCFF), Private
Investment Fund for Energy Efficiency and European Structural Funds. The EAFRD made
the largest contribution to the climate for the current programming period (29%). The mixed
financing is a new model of encouragement for sustainable development projects, unifying
national, private and European or international institutions, it is flexible to other approaches
due to the diversification of the used financial instruments such as debt, equity guarantee
schemes, securitization etc. Green bonds are appropriate debt instruments for investing in
climate action; they are attractive for investors as they ensure stable bond profitability.
Chapter 5 "Risk Management™ focuses on insurance as a risk management approach that can
facilitate the adaptation to climate change. The insurance is an approach to preventing losses
(adjusting) and reducing emissions (mitigating). An overview of the risks that insurance faces
is its dual role in adaptation. Insurers' revenues decrease if the net projected premiums did not
adequately reflect the main risk. In particular, the demand for insurance policies is
diminishing due to the increased value of risk coverage and, respectively, the insurance
market becomes difficult to access for small and medium-sized enterprises. For the current
programming period, one of the thematic objectives is the prevention of the risk of future
impacts of climate change, in particular "promoting adaptation, prevention and risk
management”. In this connection, a characteristic of the insurance models and the degree of
risk distribution is made. The models are heterogeneous and are classified according to the
degree of coverage of the risks and their different origins. Therefore, a classification of

insurance models has been made and the specifics of each of them have been described.

The monograph is a study revealing the impacts of climate change, the adaptation to
these processes and mitigation of the consequences, possible policies, approaches, impact
tools to limit future adverse effects on the environment, economic growth and social
development. The bibliography includes a total of 157 scientific sources: books, scientific

publications, reports, electronic sites, and others.

6. Assessment of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The scientific papers presented by Assoc. Prof. Svetlana Alexandrova reflect her
diverse research interests and outline the directions in her academic development after the
acquisition of the academic position of Assistant Professor. | accept the contributions
formulated by the author in these thematic areas. Given the requirements of the procedure, |

allow myself to highlight the following scientific and applied scientific contributions:
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» Through a systematic analysis, the candidate expands the theoretical field to study
current processes in the financial system that emerged after the 2008 global crisis. She
enriches economic knowledge with the analysis of innovative financial transactions:
cryptocurrency trading, Islamic finance and Islamic banking system;

» ldentification is made of the potential risk of a debt crisis, given the accumulated debt
and increased volume of debt bonds simulated by low interest rates and the policies of the
ECB and the US Federal Reserve;

» Implementation of a scientific approach to the study of financial instruments in
support of EU Structural Funds. Analysis based on empirical information reveals market
defects in the financing of business in the primary sector, as well as problems in the
management of risks in agriculture. The model of fiscal stability of rural municipalities, the
enrichment of the concept of territorial investment is a contributive moment, which shows the
need to combine economic and social models when assessing the used financial resources
through European and national funds.

The mentioned scientific results and contributions allow the positive assessment of the
quality of the scientific publications, presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Alexandrova-Zlatanska,

expression of her diverse teaching, research and expert competences.

7. Critical comments and recommendations

Given the current global crisis and its impact on the economic environment and the
world economy, | dare to address some recommendations to the applicant. Based on her high
expertise, years of teaching experience, broad creative interests, Assoc. Prof. Svetlana
Alexandrova-Zlatanska could upgrade her previous studies, which are based on the theoretical
schools of globalization and on the axis of finance-economic activity-natural capital, to
highlight the role of socium through the prism of contemporary theories of alter-globalization.

Such research could enrich economic literature funds with its author's vision.

8. Conclusion

The assessments presented in the review for the research, teaching and educative
activities of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Svetlana Koleva Alexandrova-Zlatanska have convinced me to
