1. Information about the competition

The competition was launched for the needs of the Department of International
Relations, Faculty of International Economics and Politics of UNWE in accordance with the
Decision of the Academic Council Ne5 / 04.12.2019. The reason for writing this Statement is
my participation in the jury of the competition according to Order No. 357 / 14.02.2020 of the
Vice Rector for Research of the University for National and World Economy.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

In this competition for “professor”, there is one candidate - Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva,
Assistant Professor in the Department of International Relations, Faculty of International
Economics and Politics of UNWE.

The submitted documents meet the basic requirements of the Law on the Development
of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation
for the academic position "professor" in the professional field of the competition.

3. Meeting the requirements for taking the academic position

According to the information submitted by the candidate, the quantitative

requirements for taking the academic position "professor" have been met according to the



national minimum requirements in compliance with the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 26) and the Regulations for its application
(Art. 1a, para. 1), as well as according to the additional requirements of the UNWE pursuant
to the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b,
para. 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 2-3).

I highly appreciate the fact that in group "D" - quotes, Assoc. Prof. Vasileva exceeds
the national minimum requirements two and a half times by generating 255 points. In the part
presenting the specific university quantitative requirements, her results in group "I"
concerning the teaching experience of the candidate are impressive - Assoc. Prof. Vasileva
collects 411 points, with the minimum required 120.

The scientific papers submitted for review are 24, with a volume of 928 standard
pages. Of these - 2 monographs, 1 university textbook, 7 studies (one in a journal with impact
factor), 14 scientific articles and papers in scientific conference proceedings. Five of the
materials are in English; the remaining 19 are in Bulgarian. All of them have been published
by reputable publishers.

The qualitative requirements for the academic position "professor" are also met by the
applicant in both main aspects - research and teaching.

4. Assessment of teaching activities

Associate Professor Evgeniya Vasileva has fifteen years of teaching experience
(including three as a freelancer), all at UNWE, where she received bachelor's, master's and
doctoral degrees, consistently developing and deepening her knowledge and skills in the field
of international relations. In the Department of International Relations, she grew as a lecturer
from assistant to currently being associate professor.

Over the years in her teaching career, she has managed to gain considerable teaching
and methodological experience and has established herself as a respectable lecturer in all the
courses she has developed and taught, which are: 9 for Bachelor's degree program, 12 for
Master's degree, and 1 for Doctor’s degree.

As a significant contribution in her teaching activities, | appreciate the development
and introduction of a new Master's program in Conflict Management for the International
Relations specialty.

The undisputed merits in this field of the candidate’s work include the development of
three new subjects: "International Political Economy", "Political Economy of International
Relations", "Problems in Economic Security" for the specialties "International Relations" and

"European Studies".



I admire the expressive creative approach and the use of the innovative principle in her
teaching both through the consistent introduction of new research areas in the study of
international relations ("Problems in Economic Security"; "Neurobiology in International
Relations, Evolutionary models for social interactions and the impact of the latest technology
and industries in politics "; “Feminism as an Approach to Analysis in International
Relations") and by applying modern and new methods and techniques of teaching and
examining for Bulgaria and UNWE.

The merits of the candidate as an educator and teacher are evidenced by the feedback
in students’ questionnaires, over 90% of which give maximum marks on different indicators
of the quality of training and the teacher's achievements in the learning process. In addition,
students seek her scientific advice on educational or business projects unrelated to the
learning process, including after their studies have been completed.

Assoc. Prof. Vasileva was the scientific advisor of two successful PhD students (in
2018 and 2019) in the same scientific specialty as this competition for “professor”.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications

The scientific papers submitted for review are in the professional field 3.3 Political
sciences and have not been used by the candidate to participate in other competitions for
academic positions or awarding scientific degrees.

The scientific materials submitted for this competition contain information and
evidence of the applicant's research and applied work, which by its nature can be defined as
interdisciplinary, but remaining meaningful in the field of the scientific specialty of the
competition "Political science (theory of international relations and economic security
problems) "

The main aspects in Assoc. Prof. Vasileva’s research are:

o International political economy — presented for assessment are 2 articles and 1
study (in the quantitative map: Group G, indicator 7, numbers 8, 12 and indicator 9, number
6)

o Problems of economic security — presented for assessment are monographic
research as a habilitation work (in the quantitative map: Group B, indicator 3); 3 articles and 3
studies (in the quantitative map: Group G, indicator 7, numbers 7, 9 and 10, and Group G,
indicator 9, numbers 1, 2, 3)

o Neurobiology in international relations, evolutionary models for social
interactions and the impact of the latest technology and industries in politics - presented for

evaluation are a university textbook (in the quantitative map: Group E, indicator 20); a



monographic survey (in the quantitative map: Group G, indicator 4); 3 articles and 2 studies
(in the quantitative map: Group G, indicator 7, numbers 3, 4, 11; Group G, indicator 8 and
Group G, indicator 9, number 4)
