1. Contest information

The competition was announced for the needs of the UNWE Department International Relations in
accordance with Decision of the AU No. 5/ 4.12.2019. | am a member of the scientific jury for the
competition according to Order # 357 / 02/14/2020 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The competition is attended by 1 candidate - Assoc. Prof. Evgeniya Vangelova Vasileva from
UNWE, Department of International Relations, Faculty of International Economics and Politics. She
holds a PhD in World Economy and International Economic Relations. Since 2008 she has developed
as a successful member of the university (assistant, assistant prof. and assoc. professor) and has
managed to build an impressive scientific profile. She has experience as a junior expert on
international cooperation at the Ministry of Energy and Energy Resources and at the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, NATO and International Security Directorate. Winner of the Time Heroes (2017)
Award in the Force of Spirit category and Diploma as a Consultant and Trainer at the Animus
Association Foundation.

It is a privilege for every department to have a lecturer like Assoc. Prof. Evgeniya Vasileva, a person
with a critical mind, analytical and innovative thinking, provocative and seeking for new knowledge.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

The application of Assoc. Prof. Evgeniya Vasileva for participation in the competition for
occupying the academic position of "Professor” in the professional field Political Sciences, scientific
specialty "Political Science' (International Relations Theory and Problems of Economic Security)
meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements, adopted by the AU. The applicant fulfils and
exceeds the minimum requirements, in accordance with the Law on Professional Academic
Development, to occupy the position of "Professor” with a minimum threshold of 970 points, she has
1873.5 points. The requirement for occupation of the academic position is fulfilled, as an associate
professor she has 7 years and 4 months of work experience at UNWE. There are 270 citations in
abstracts, collective volumes and monographs. In the competition he participated with two
independent monographs and co-authored book chapters, 7 studies and 14 articles in specialized
scientific editions, one of them in Web of Science. Participant in 6 research and business projects,
leader of 2 university projects, participant in international and national scientific forums, with
developments in the main areas of her scientific interests. She is a supervisor of four PhD students,
two of whom successfully defended and received their doctorate degree. She has not only national but
an international visibility as a member of the European International Studies Association and
Geopolitics Magazine. The additional qualification and expertise as a civil affairs mediator and
consultant to Animus Association is impressive, as well as a mentor in social projects, demonstrating
her scientific, research and advisory contributions to other organizations through knowledge transfer.
She is the co-organizer of the Scientific Forum "Security and Cooperation in the Middle East" and is
actively involved in organizing anniversary scientific conferences and celebrations of the department,



thus contributing to the strengthening of the academic spirit of the University. Her teaching skills, her
innovative teaching practices and scientific and theoretical developments are highly appreciated by
her students and colleagues.

4. Assessment of teaching activity for each applicant individually

According to the presented quality indicators, it corresponds to the highest scientific and teaching
standards of UNWE, with the introduction of five new research areas, developed textbooks ("Applied
transformation of International Relations Theory" for IR), new curricula for IR and European Studies,
a new master's program “Conflict Management”, updated existing disciplines, and the introduction of
three new, proposed innovations for developing an effective learning environment (“Impact
Assessment Development Guide - Impact Assessment policies”, and “Policy Management Impact
Assessment and Analysis”), as well as students' continued interest in elective courses in "Global
Economics" and "Economic Security Issues." Evgeniya Vasileva is not the standard type of teacher,
but a real innovator, offering innovative for UNWE teaching methods and techniques (9 in total). She
introduces a new form of exam - a structured debate, which aims to provoke students' interest in the
material taught, creativity, associativity, approbates game type of case studies, with the possibility of
presentations, as well as the possibility of successful profiling through the professional tests
developed by her. It succeeds in breaking the traditional student-teacher framework with the proposed
UNWE Master and Student classes, as an innovative way of accessing potential candidate students. It
also contributes to the development and validation of good management practices at the University
through the development of guidelines for conducting state exams in the bachelor's and master's
degrees and doctoral minimums in the doctoral degree, design and content of a brochure for the IR
department (2016), preparation of documentation for accreditation of the “Political Science” Degree
and a doctoral program in World Economy and International Economic Relations.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications

The textbook ,,Applied Transformations of International Relations Theory* serves as a scientific and
theoretical contribution to the development of a new research area. Main theoretical approaches in the
field of IR: realism, liberalism, radical theories, constructivism and postmodernism are being verified
by political analysis, which also contributes to defining the IR as social reality and theory in its
ontological, epistemological and normative dimensions. Particularly interesting is the exploration and
analysis on poverty, charity and power. Within the theoretical framework of complex systems, social
and political problems are skilfully analysed. The diverse theories and ideas of leading researchers in
four areas- politics, society, personality, and trendy technology are systematized, which helps her
refine and very accurately transform her knowledge into practical tools for assessment, analysis and
prognosis regarding the principles of behaviour and motives for action by various IR actors, including
political science forecasting.

An applied scientific achievement is the theoretical modelling of organized crime, which she
developed both as a discipline and as a textbook "Organized Crime - Stereotypes, Trends Patterns"”, in
order to more adequately counteract and measure harms at the individual, social and political levels.
Particularly impressive is the approach adopted by the author to define the concepts in order to
investigate cause and effect relationships, which contribute to the demythologization of organized
crime and the classification of models, as a continuum of structures and activities, into three groups:
structural, ethno-cultural, economic. The empirical material studied, analysed and systematized serves
to distinguish organized crime from phenomena, such as the grey economy, corruption, social
exclusion, data and facts from perceptions and stereotypes. The two chapters in the textbook are
devoted to specific theories of liberalism, such as the International political economy and
globalization, international goods, problems of cooperation, international regimes and integration,
which attempts to widen the boundaries of the study of politics and economics and attempts to



explore how to manage the complexity of IR through liberal and a neoliberal perspective. Particular
attention has been paid to integration theories and models, in order to make integrative dynamics
more manageable.

The submitted studies and articles (written in 2012-2020) cover a wide range of topics, showing
interests and competencies in various fields some of which include: analysis of the transformation
processes in the IR, the impact of digitalisation and new technologies on international politics,
cyberspace and security , foreign policy analysis refined through complex systems theories, analysis
and evaluation of organized crime, social nature and behavioural effects of inequality as economic
and political characteristics of societies in the global world and application of business models to the
analysis of international relations.

The documents provided by Evgeniya Vasileva indicate that the proposed publications for the
competition if professor do not replicate the publications for associate professor.

6. Synthesis of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicants

Extrapolates the IR into the role of mediator in solving real problems, outlining their scientific and
applied value. Innovatively applies the principles of chaos and complex systems in a learning
environment, making the discipline of IR easier to adopt, giving it a personal profile. This is a long-
term investment that will provide public benefit and support. With ease mediates international
relations theory through philosophy, turning it into applied philosophy, which evaluate social
problems and an approach measure of economic success, emphasizing the need to combine economic
independence and economic interdependence.

Introduces new objects of study at the IR through the exaptation of other scientific fields — using the
theoretical framework of complex systems, which enables her to propose algorithms for analysis and
forecasting in the political sciences, experimenting with technologies such as Al ,,machine learning*.
Develops an author's model for analysing the effects of the “grey economy”, on the basis of which
theoretical modelling and classification of organized crime have been carried out. Through a
sociological and psychological analysis of its resilience over time, she constructs evolutionary models
of social interactions and examines the social dynamics of minority groups in the Balkans,
contributing to regional economic security research.

Applies analytical tools in the field of business management and corporate strategic planning to the
analysis of the IR, diplomacy and policymaking as an asymmetric and networking process,
developing the idea that innovation is due to the "Medici effect" and examines what the international
system would look like in a similar model according to basic paradigms such as realism, liberalism,
radical and critical theory, constructivism and postmodernism.

Furthermore, she analyses inequality as a social and political problem, through the mechanism of
"learned helplessness™, as a way for responding to confrontation when frustrating conditions arise , to
strike a good balance between risk taking and public profit.

Applies feminism as a new approach to analysis in the MO when addressing issues in the Middle
East, insofar as women's creative potential is an opportunity for risk prevention and loss of value
orientations.

Develops new research areas for the study of MA, creates and introduces new disciplines and
programs, as well as innovative teaching and examination methods and techniques for Bulgaria and
UNWE.
