1. Contest Information

The contest for appointment to the academic position of a Professor in the
scientific field 3.3. Political Science (Theory of International Relations and Problems
of Economic Security), announced in the State Gazette, issue 99, 17.12.2019, has
been called for the operations of the Department of International Relations, Faculty of
International Economics and Politics, UNWE, pursuant to the Academic Council
Decision No 5/ 04.12.2019. | participate in the jury of this contest under the Order No
357/ 14.02.2020 issued by the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief Information about the Candidates in the Contest

The only candidate in this contest is Associate Professor Evgeniya Vangelova
Vasileva, PhD. She is a tenured lecturer at the Department of International Relations
at UNWE. She holds Bachelor’s and Master’s Degrees in International Relations
(UNWE, 2004), and PhD degree in World Economy and International Economic
Relations (UNWE-SAC, 2008). Dr. Vasileva has been Assistant Professor at the
Department of International Relations at UNWE since 2008, Senior Assistant
Professor (2009), Associate Professor (2012). In 2003-2004 she has been working as

Junior Expert in International Cooperation at the Ministry of Energy and Energy



Resources. In 2002 she had been an intern at NATO and International Security
Directorate at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

Since 2017 she has been a Consultant at Association Animus Foundation for
people suffering violence. Since 2019 she is a Mediator on civil cases at the Center
for Conciliation and Mediation at Sofia District Court and Sofia City Court. Since
2013 she is a certified mediator, registered at the Single Registry of Mediators to the
Ministry of Justice. In 2017 she was awarded a prize in the category “Volunteer of the
Year” at the First Annual Awards of Time Heroes. Besides what has already been
stated, Evgeniya Vasileva has volunteered in many initiatives and social projects,
which proves her empathy, civil commitment and high ethical standards. She has had
short-term fellowships in negotiations, mediation and conflict resolution, certificates
and participations in Master Classes. She had participated in several national and
international projects. She is a member of national and international professional

organizations and networks.

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for Holding the Academic Position

The records that the candidate has duly provided demonstrate that she fulfills
the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of a Professor at
UNWE. According to the mandatory requirements (APASRB, Art. 29), she had
obtained PhD degree in World Economy and International Economic Relations, has
more than seven years of experience as Associate Professor in UNWE, and has
published a monograph/ book on the title of the present contest. According to the
additional requirements of UNWE, the candidate fulfills all criteria, envisaging
minimal threshold, and her total points number 1873.5 is twice above the minimal
number of 970 points. Associate Professor Evgeniya Vasileva, PhD, also meets the
criteria of the qualitative requirements and had received a positive opinion from the
Habilitation Council of UNWE.



4. Evaluation of Teaching Activities of the Candidate

Associate Prof. Dr. Vasileva has more than 2000 classes of teaching load thus
far (lectures and seminars in total). She had participated (in co-authorship as well) in
developing eight undergraduate courses and twelve graduate courses. She had
conducted lectures and seminars in the following courses: Theory of International
Relations, Problems of Economic Security, International Political Economy, Foreign
Policy Analysis and Forecasting, International Disputes and Conflicts — part 2,
Political Economy of International Relations, Governance Assessment and Public
Policy Impact Analysis, International Economics, Theory and Analysis of
International Relations and Public Policies, Public Policy and Economic Security,
Conflict Management, Political Economy of Conflict, etc. Associate Professor Dr.
Evgeniya Vasileva has a considerable teaching experience and is highly qualified to
hold the academic position of Professor. She has been a supervisor of two PhD

students who successfully defended their doctoral dissertations.

5. Brief Characteristics of Submitted Scientific Production/ Publications

The main fields of research and teaching activities of the candidate in this
contest Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva include Theory of International Relations,
Organized Crime, Hidden Economy, Financial Crises, Poverty, Inequality, Behavioral
Economics, Conflict Resolution.

In this contest the candidate participates with one individual monograph, one
monograph in co-authorship, a book, seven studies and fourteen articles in specialized
scientific editions, five papers at scientific conferences in the country and abroad,
participation in six national projects, management of two projects, elaboration
(individually and in co-authorship) of twenty syllabi for undergraduate and graduate
courses.

The main habilitation monograph (130 pages) submitted for this contest —
Organized Crime. Stereotypes, models, trends — emanates from Assoc. Prof. Dr.

Vasileva’s major research and scientific interests. The author analyzes organized
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crime with the purpose of modelling its principles of operation and structural
characteristics. This analysis demonstrates that the organized crime undergoes a
process of deep diversification, obscure of everyday social interactions, becomes
more transnational and even more unorganized.

Another major publication with which Assoc. Prof. Evgeniya Vasileva
participates in this contest is the book “Applied Transformation of Theories of
International Relations” (210 pages). The book has been written in line with the
course syllabus on Theory of International Relations, which is a part of International
Relations undergraduate curriculum. The book contents are supplied in an original
and innovative way in order to provide understanding of theorization of international
relations, on one hand, and interpretation of these theories in everyday life — on the
other.

The list of other submitted publications also corresponds to the thematic field

of the announced contest.

6. Synthesized Assessment of Major Scientific and Practical Contributions of
the Candidate
The candidate has indisputable scientific, practical and teaching contributions.
Among these, one can list the analysis of international relations, social and political
problems in the theoretical framework of complex systems; theoretical modelling and
classification of organized crime, and an authored model for analysis of the effects of
the hidden economy, sociological and psychological analysis of organized crime;
political analysis of time and space; analysis of arts and science in the general
theoretical framework of creating ideas and changing the world through innovations;
enhancing the application of international relations theories in everyday situations, as
well as personification of theories, and also applying business management models to
the analysis of international relations and inequalities. Assoc. Prof. Vasileva has also
contributed to the academic tradition of the Department of International Relations in

UNWE by introducing new research fields like International Political Economy,
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Problems of Economic Security, Family and Trade Mediation in Conflict
Management, Neurobiology in International Relations, evolutionary models of social
interactions and influence of the newest technologies and industries on politics,
Feminism as an approach to international relations analysis.

Assoc. Prof. Vasileva has participated in developing a new MA program —
Conflict Management, as well as introducing three new courses and updating two
existing courses in BA programs in International Relations and European Studies. She
initiated and applied innovative methods and techniques for teaching and examination
— in the form of debates, role games, simulations, student conferences, master classes,
etc.

Assoc. Prof. Vasileva has elaborated and applied original research approaches
in which methods of international relations theory are matched with various types of
algorithms for analysis and forecasting in Political Science, researching the impact of
technologies on social interactions and neurobiology in international relations.

Undeniable evaluation of Assoc. Prof. Vasileva’s contributions is her
remarkable citation record, which exceeds twice the necessary number of citation
points (255/100).

7. Main Critical Notes and Recommendations to the Candidate
In view of future work one can recommend that the candidate invests efforts in
international mobility, including delivering lectures abroad, and bigger international
exposure based on the solid teaching, research and scholarly expertise, which has the
potential for enlarging and upgrading the analysis of alternative approaches to
theorizing international relations. In this regard, the scholarly work of Assoc. Prof.

Vasileva has a productive potential for forthcoming development.

8. Conclusion
The candidate in this contest, Associate Professor Evgeniya Vasileva, PhD, has

demonstrated undisputable research and teaching capacities. She has undeniable
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academic and personal integrity and has proven her allegiance to the academic
tradition of the Department of International Relations at UNWE since the time of her
education as a student to her teaching career and academic promotion.

All assessments and evaluations made thus far lead to the general conclusion
that the candidate fulfills all requirements related to the present contest. | therefore
determinedly and solemnly give a positive stance and recommend that the reverend
jury vote in favor and propose Associate Professor Dr. Evgeniya Vangelova Vasileva
to be promoted to the academic position of Professor at UNWE contest in scientific
field 3.3.
