3. Fulfilment of the requirements for occupation of the academic

materials and organization of alternative resolution of real historical cases,
development of documents of the type “Policy Impact Assessment” on real
public and international problems, author’s stories about IR based on
associations and phrases from the “Concept” game, a modification of the
“Dixit” game and two Escape room games (“Prison Break” and “Nuclear
Threat”) for the purposes of the Theory of International Relations course,
assistance for student’'s presentations Pecha Kuha type (20 slides, 20
seconds per slide).

As follows, Assoc.Prof. Evgeniya Vasileva has written and published
textbooks (all saled) — published. No 2 and No 3. | would like to emphasize
again that Assoc. Prof. Vasileva is very popular and respected by her
students. As well as from the colleagues from the department and from
UNWE.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific
publications

In the competition, Assoc. Prof. Evgeniya Vasileva participates with
24 of her publications (928 standard pages), including. 3 monographs and
textbooks (1 co-authored), 7 studios (3 co-authored), 14 articles; 4
publications in English (3 abroad). Thematically the presented publications
support the participation in a competition on the announced topics.

5.1. the main areas of research are related to teaching activities and
the constant updating and development of lecture courses, reflected
through 17 publications (including 2 textbooks); impressive is the interest
that has emerged over the last two years in new approaches and methods
of analysis (7 publications).

5.2. In summary, the obtained scientific and / or applied scientific
results have been achieved in the published research of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Evgeniya Vasileva, and correspond to the two above mentioned directions.
But they can also be grouped as follows:

- Introduction of new research directions in the study of international
relations, the first of its kind for Bulgaria and UNWE (Quality Scorecard:
1.1);

- Introduction of new objects / subjects of research into the science of
international relations — the first of its kind for Bulgaria and UNWE, incl. by
exaptation from other scientific fields;
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- Expanding the practical applicability of international relations
theories (security — combating organized crime, liberalism as a theory —
foreign policy, international conflicts — mediation / mediation practice).

The textbooks (No 2 and No 3) could not support a claim for scientific
contributions; they are, indeed, very good, but university textbooks, yet
there is no clearer, more complete and up-to-date presentation of liberalism
as a doctrine in international relations and foreign policy by a Bulgarian
author.

5.3. Assessment of the monograph (Vasileva, E., Organized crime.

Stereotypes, models, trends, IK-UNSS, S., 2018, ISBN 978-619-232-095-
9).
The book is a summary of ten years of research (in an area in which the
author is recognized as an authority) as the main suggestion to a reader is
the applied focus - how to distinguish organized crime from and link to
phenomena such as corruption, the hidden (gray and black) economy,
social exclusion, respectively how it can be countered at the individual,
social and political levels.

The structure and approach of the book follows the logic of:

- up-to-date definition and analysis of concepts;

- development of a theoretical framework for organized crime analysis
that includes organizational, ethnic and business explanations;

- classification of organized crime by structure, function, etc.;

- analysis of causation and cases based on primary data from public
sources.

The stories (the empirical material) are presented in models,
principles and patterns of behaviour. This explains the evolutionary trends
of organized crime, which seems to be becoming increasingly disorganized
and unrecognisable, but at the same time more widespread and with more
and various negative effects. It is because, the author argues, the
geography of crime is also in the stereotypes and perceptions that make the
Godfather and Pablo Escobar (as well as many of our “yellow press”
heroes) a role model.

Modern crime groups are poorly structured, operate as “cells” and as
corporations with their own foundations and training. And whether
motivation is economic, social or cultural, there is something that holds
these loose invisible structures together. Although related to poverty,
discrimination and vulnerable groups in society, they are also a symbol of a
good standard of living, social status and access to opportunities for
realization. And violence, which is the price or the means of this realization,
Is considered normal by societies, without being a distinguishing and
repulsive feature of organized crime.

As well, the analysis of organized crime in order to model the
principles of action and its structural characteristics shows that this crime is
becoming more indistinguishable from everyday social interactions,
increasingly trans-national and increasingly disorganized. In addition, the
adoption of certain trends for the long term, just because they are new,
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becomes more transient and quickly loses its relevance. The investigation
of organized crime groups usually occurs when such a group is already
broken down or subjected to more targeted persecution by law
enforcement, which means that the conclusions of the analyses are always
post-factum.

The study shows that the transformation of traditional hierarchical
crime groups into clusters core or network clusters, follows a recognizable
logic that provides guidance for monitoring and formulating appropriate
measures. The fact that organized crime is dynamic does not mean that all
groups in all places go through the same stages of development at the
same time.

Statistically and emotionally, societies continue to accumulate the
harms of organized crime, but the questions is, Assoc.Prof. Vasileva states,
what exactly should be pursued in the fight against it — places, people,
skills, access to technology, financial resources. Sharing assets, tactics,
and networks allows the criminal community to build up power, undermine
security, and exercise political and economic control over large spaces. The
traditional understanding that the organized crime uses the state but does
not seek to govern because it would not be a profitable business begins to
diverge from the observed trends.

The research offers a significant by amount, structure and
accessibility information, respectively validity and evidential force of both
analyzes and models, and recommendations. So far it is the only research
in our country.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

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- Expanding the practical applicability of international relations
theories - first of its kind for Bulgaria, for example, applying business
management models to the analysis of international relations and inequality
(Nos: 19, 20, 24).
