1. Information about the competition

The competition was launched for the needs of the Department of
International Relations, Faculty of International Economics and Politics of UNWE
according to Decision of the Academic Council Ne 5 / 04.12.2019 of the Vice
Rector for Research of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition - Associate Professor Dr. Evgeniya
Vangelova Vasileva is a lecturer in the Department of International Relations of
UNWE.
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She was born in Sofia and completed a Bachelor's Degree in International
Relations in 2002, a Master's Degree in the same specialty in 2004, and a PhD in
World Economy and International Economic Relations on the topic “Impact of the
informal economy on the competitiveness in the transition to a market economy
(following the example of the countries of Central and Southeastern Europe and the
former Soviet Union)" in 2007 at UNWE.

From 2004 to 2019, she acquired many additional qualifications, reflecting
her diverse interests and greatly contributing to the enrichment of her personal and
professional qualities and skills. In the Department of International Relations,
Assoc. Prof. Evgeniya Vasileva was a part-time lecturer (2005-2008), after which
she subsequently took the academic positions of Assistant (2008 - 2009), Assistant
Professor (2009 - 2012) and Associate Professor (since 2012 to date). The
documents presented show that the academic career of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vasileva
has been accompanied by active research and educational work, as well as the
establishment and maintenance of cooperation and contacts with institutions in the
public sphere. She is a mediator in civil cases at the Center for Agreements and
Mediation at the Sofia District Court and the Sofia City Court, a research fellow of
the European International Studies Association, a member of the editorial board of
Geopolitics Magazine, a consultant to the National hotline for victims of violence
from the Animus Association Foundation, volunteer in book distribution initiatives
and logistics for donations to various settlements in Bulgaria, volunteer mentor in
social projects, research member of the Bulgarian Political Science Association,
research member of the International Studies Association, as well as a mediator
listed in the Unified Register of Mediators of the Ministry of Justice.

The active civic participation and the systematic work of Assoc. Prof.
Vasileva in the above-mentioned organizations are evidence of her high value
system as a person and an educator. She was awarded the Time Heroes First Year
2017 Volunteer of the Year category, as well as the Certificate for Consultant and
Trainer at the Violent Hotline at Animus Association Foundation, 2017.

She speaks and uses in her work English, German, Spanish and Russian,

which undoubtedly provides a broader horizon for work and opportunity for
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participation in various international scientific fora, such as seminars, round tables

and national and international scientific conferences.

3. Meeting the requirements for taking the academic position

3.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements

The candidate to be awarded the academic position “professor” at UNWE —
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vangelova Vasileva has met all mandatory requirements
in compliance with Art. 29 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria.

She received her Doctor’s degree in World Economy and International
Economic Relations in 2008. She has been an Associate Professor for over 7 years
(since 2012), which means that she not only meets but also exceeds the
requirements with two extra academic years. She has submitted a published
monograph entitled "Organized Crime. Stereotypes, Models, Trends” which has not
been submitted for her PhD degree or for the academic position ‘“‘associate
professor”. Other original research papers are also available that are relevant to the
development of international relations theory and practice, political analysis, and
security theory.

The analysis of the submitted map for the fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements for taking the academic position of "professor" (in accordance with
Article 26 of the Law on Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria and Article 1, paragraph 1 of the Regulations for its implementation)
shows that the candidate fully meets the quantitative requirements - she has 1020
points (at a required threshold of 550 points).

Assoc. Prof. Dr. E. Vasileva fully meets the additional requirements for
UNWE and achieved 853.5 points (at a minimum of 420 points):

She is the scientific advisor to two successful PhD students. She participates
in the competition with 24 scientific publications with a total number of 928
standard pages. Citation was found in five publications in scientific publications,
referenced and indexed in international databases of scientific information. She has

led one and participated in six research and education projects. It is important to
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note that she has completed the required classroom horarium. She has developed a
total of 23 lecture courses, 9 of which are in Bachelor Degree, 12 in Master's
Degree and 2 in Doctoral Degree programs. She is a member of The International
Studies Association (2013-2016), Bulgarian Political Science Association, and
European International Studies Association.

The total points generated by the two groups of indicators are 1873.5,
whereby Assoc. Prof. E. Vasileva has fulfilled all the quantitative requirements for
participation in the competition for “professor".

3.2.  Meeting the qualitative requirements

The information contained in the map for the fulfillment of the quality
requirements shows that the achievements of Assoc. Prof. Dr. E. Vasileva are in
accordance with the standards adopted by the UNWE. She is a distinguished
lecturer with a contribution to the formation of a high level of education and an
effective learning environment at UNWE. Her professional work is characterized
by the development of new research fields and her active participation in the
agenda of scientific and civic organizations, in which her work contributes to the
promotion and continuation of good academic practices and the imposition of high
public standards.

The positive statement prepared by the UNWE Council on Habilitation
(Minutes No. 3 / 13.11.2019) states that the application of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Evgeniya Vasileva for the academic position "professor” fully complies with the
mandatory requirements under Art. 29 of the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the additional requirements of the
UNWE, pursuant to Art. 15, para. 1 of Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and Art. 60, para. 3 of the Regulations for its

implementation.

4. Assessment of the educational work
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva's multifaceted scientific career, as well
as her extensive 15 years of teaching experience, is a prerequisite for her success in

the teaching field. She is a brilliant innovative colleague, teaches 9 lecture courses -

6 at Bachelor's Degree and 3 at Master's Degree, and her scientific interests are
focused in the fields of international relations theory, business and diplomacy,
economic development and financial crises, social exclusion, economic security,
organized crime, the hidden economy and corruption.

According to the attached note from the Department of Educational
Documentation, Accountability and Control of the UNWE, Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Vasileva has completed auditorium of 1456 hours of lectures and 580 hours of
exercises in the Bachelor’s Degree, and 562 hours of lectures in the Master's
Degree. She is the author of curricula for the Bachelor’s degree (International
Relations Theory, Economic Security Issues, International Political Economy,
Foreign Policy Analysis and Prognoses, International Disputes and Conflicts - Part
2, Political Economy in International Relations, Management Assessment and
Analysis of Policy Impact, Policy Impact Assessment, World Economy), for
Master’s degree (Theory and Analysis of International Relations and Public
Policies, Public Policy and Economic Security, Conflict Management, Political
Conflict Economy, Psychological Aspects of Conflict, Conflict Theories,
Sociology of Conflict, Family and Trade Mediation, Countering Organized Crime,
Organizational Behavior and Conflict Management in Organizations, Economic
Security in EU Practices) and for the Doctor’s degree (International Relations and
Foreign Policy Theory).

According to information from the Science Directorate, in addition to the
two successful PhD students, Assoc. Prof. Vasileva is currently counseling two
other PhD students from the Department of International Relations. Following her
habilitation, she published a textbook (Applied Transformation of International
Relations Theories) and a collective monograph, Theory of International Relations,
which, in its content, fully covers the scope of the subject she teaches.

Assoc. Prof. Vasileva’s educational work and her academic achievements
and competences are fully in line with the requirements and specifics of this

competition.
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5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific works

and publications

I accept for evaluation all the 24 publications mentioned by the candidate,
with which Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vassileva participates in the competition for
the academic position "professor", as they correspond to the subject area of the
current competition. They can be grouped in: an individual monograph “Organized
Crime. Stereotypes, Models, Trends ” (habilitation work); a collective monograph
“International Relations Theory” in which she participates with two chapters; one
textbook “Applied Transformation of International Relations Theories ”, 14 articles
published in non-referenced journals or in reviewed collective works, 1 study in a
scientific journal, referenced and indexed in Web of Science, 4 individual and 2 co-
authored studies, published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
national and international databases with scientific information and in proceedings
of scientific conferences organized by national and international scientific
organizations. The citation of the publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vasileva shows
that her research achievements have found publicity and recognition among the
scientific community.

In terms of content, the works presented are related to the development of
existing and the generation of new knowledge in the undoubtedly significant and
fundamental field of science, such as the theory of international relations and
economic security. Taking into account that, from the point of view of the
researched topics and the stated ones, they are interconnected, even though with
some conditionality we can structure them in three main directions: International
Relations Theory (No 2, 3, 12, 13, 17, 20 ), socio-political problems of modernity
(No4,7,8, 11, 14, 15, 16, 23), and economic security (No 1, 5, 6, 9, 10, 18, 19, 21,
22, 24) . All publications are distinguished by the study of current and significant
phenomena of our time and bear provoking, original titles.

The forefront place in the presented scientific production belongs to the
habilitation work of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva “Organized crime.
Stereotypes, Models, Trends”, IC-UNWE, S., 2018 (ISBN 978-619-232-095-9) in

130 pages, which in my opinion is the scientific result of her focused creative
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efforts in the field of economic security. The purpose of the monographic work is
by revealing the nature and basic characteristics of organized crime to present the
possibilities for counteracting this contemporary threat to the security of society.

The structure and approach demonstrated by the author are scientific -
defining concepts, setting a theoretical framework, investigating causality, built in
a logical sequence. The text in the reviewed monograph contains an author's
interpretation of methods and approaches aimed at characterizing and typologizing
organized crime, explaining the reasons for the existence and expansion of
organized crime, presenting the models and principles of action of this type of
organizations, and new trends and forms of development of this phenomenon under
modern conditions. It should be noted that the author's theses are successfully
illustrated by tables, figures and boxes, which in most cases either belong entirely
to the author, or are interpreted and adapted by the author for the purposes of the
study. The text, written in an academic and, at the same time, readable language,
contains facts and evidence that are analyzed through the prism of organized crime,
based on primary information from public information, and serve as a guide in
countering at individual, social and political levels and play the role of a basis for
decision-making that is essential to limit its scope and dissemination.

The conclusion highlights that organized crime enjoys enviable prospects - it
is constantly evolving and growing. This, in turn, sets the imperative for its further
study and analysis in order to build an objective assessment and find adequate
forms and mechanisms for limiting damage and effectively countering in the public
interest.

As a whole, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vasileva’s monograph work is devoted to a
painfully current problem for the modern society, presented with scientific
thoroughness, well-maintained argumentation of the advocates and characterized
by a clearly expressed practical orientation.

My assessment of the publications submitted for review is entirely positive.
The scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva is thematically
diverse and broad in scope. An important distinguishing feature of her research

approach is its theoretical depth and analyticity. The works she created are
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interesting, up-to-date, and differ with the original author's theses, related to the
disclosing, analysis and summarization of various aspects and dimensions of
international relations and economic security.

In its entirety, the scientific works of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva
fully correspond to the topic of the current competition and present the author as an
established lecturer and researcher on these problems under Bulgarian conditions,
and the titles presented for review completely cover the academic requirements and

standards.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The scientific publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva contain
significant contributions, which testify to her outstanding qualities as a researcher
in the field of international relations and economic security. They prove the
theoretical knowledge and high competence of the author, as a result of which the
main scientific results are related to the development of the existing and the
generation of new knowledge in the problematic field of the research. In this
context, the reference presented by Assoc. Prof. Vasileva reflects in detail the
achievements in her publications, which can be summarized in the following three
directions:

Theoretical and applied contributions.

Original and innovative achievements for the Bulgarian and international
science can be found in the scientific publications proposed for review, which are
dedicated to the introduction of new subjects of research in the science of
international relations, incl. by exaptation from other scientific fields (publications
No. 1,4, 5,6, 7, 11, 12, 14, 15, 18, 21, 23), and expanding the applicability of
international relations theories (publications No. 2, 3, 13,16, 17, 19, 20, 24).

Scientific and applied contributions to academic practice.

Innovative for the Department of International Relations and for the UNWE
are the applicant's achievements aimed at creating an academic tradition related to
holding a traditional annual conference with international participation on the

problems of the Middle East through the introduction of an innovative conference
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format and introducing new for the UNWE and for Bulgaria research areas in the
study of international relations (see Map for the implementation of quality
indicators: 1.1, 1.9 and 4.3.1).

Applied scientific contributions to teaching in an academic environment.

The original achievements of Assoc. Prof. Vasileva are related to the creation
and introduction of new master's programs, new disciplines and complete updating
of existing disciplines in the Bachelor's programs in International Relations and
European Studies (see Map for the implementation of quality indicators: 2.3; see
Map for meeting the quantitative requirements Group I, item 33), and introduction
of innovative methods and techniques for training and examination for Bulgaria
and UNWE (see Map for performance of the quality indicators: 2.2, 2.5, 2.6 and
4.3.1).

I accept (with some conditionality regarding the formulation) the
contributions made by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Vasileva, since the focus is on the
specific practical results having the character of contributions of a scientific and
practical nature. They are original and useful, and represent theoretical
generalizations and solutions of crucial importance for the study and analysis of

international relations and economic security issues.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

Having found no significant weaknesses in the overall construction of the
research papers proposed for review, I would recommend that Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Evgeniya Vasileva diversify the form of her production, seek wider international
recognition of her developments through publications abroad and international fora,
and expand her participation in the implementation of scientific and applied

projects, given the quality of her expertise.

8. Conclusion
The creative potential and social commitment of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgeniya
Vangelova present her as a person and a lecturer with high professional

competence, collegial tolerance and principles. In her work, she is distinguished by
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a continuous striving for development, analyticity, systematic approach and
accuracy to the investigated problems. I believe that the works presented in the
competition are her own and they successfully defend the claims made in the
reference for original scientific contributions, so my assessment of the
documentation and scientific production provided by the applicant is "positive".
Assoc. Prof. Evgeniya Vangelova Vasileva fully complies with the
requirements of the Law on Development of the Academic Staff and the
Regulations for its implementation, and of the authoritative academic position for
which she is applying, which gives me grounds to propose that she be elected and
occupy the academic position "Professor" in the Department of International
Relations of UNWE in the professional field "Political Sciences", scientific
specialty "Political Science (Theory of International Relations and Problems of

Economic Security)".
