1. Information about the competition
The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Finance of the UNWE
in accordance with the Decision of the Academic Council Ne 3/10.07.2019.
This statement is drawn up in accordance with Order Ne 2488/12.11.2019 of the Vice-
Rector of the UNWE and the decision of the Scientific Jury.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Silvia Trifonova Trifonova - Pramatarova, lecturer in the Department of
Finance of the UNWE is the only candidate in the competition.

Born in 1973, Silvia Trifonova graduated specialty “Finance” in the UNWE in 1995.
Since 2001 she has been a Ph.D. in scientific specialty “Finance, monetary circulation, credit and
insurance”, and since 2006 she has been an “Associate Professor”. She has over 17 years of work
experience at the UNWE, of which over 13 years as an Associate Professor in the Department of
Finance at the UNWE.

Since November 2019 she has been the Deputy Dean for Quality and International
Cooperation of the Faculty of Finance and Accounting (FFA) of the UNWE. Since December
2019 and currently she is a member of the Control Council of the UNWE. She also held the
position Chairperson of the General Assembly of the FFA of the UNWE (2011-2019) and
Deputy Dean for International Cooperation of the FFA of the UNWE (2007-2011).

Since 2014 she is the Chairperson of the Control Council of the National Trade Union for
Higher Education and Science at at the Confederation of Independent Trade Unions of Bulgaria.
She participates in Expert Groups at the Standing Committee on Economic Sciences and
Management at the National Evaluation and Accreditation Agency. She was the National
Contact Point of the Republic of Bulgaria of the EU’s Seventh Framework Program for Research
and Technological Development (2007-2013).

Assoc. Prof. Silvia Trifonova - Pramatarova has extensive practical experience in the
financial sector. She has worked at the Sofia Stock Exchange, at the Savings Bank “Caisse des
Depots et Consignations”, the Research Directorate, Paris, France, at the Bulgarian National
Bank (BNB), the Banking Policy Directorate, at consulting companies, corporate companies,
non-governmental organizations, etc. She is the founder of the “Payment Systems Oversight”
Division at the Banking Department at the BNB. She is involved in the development of
numerous investment projects, business and financial plans, statistical analyzes and more. She
has held many other positions inside and outside the university.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for holding the academic position
3.1.Meeting the quantitative requirements



Regarding the quantitative requirements for the occupation of the academic position
“Professor” and the national minimum requirements the following can be taken into account.
According to the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria the
fulfillment, respectively the over-fulfillment of the national minimum requirements by the
candidate - Assoc. Prof. Silvia Trifonova - Pramatarova, is as follows:

- ingroup A (dissertation work for the educational and scientific degree “Doctor”’) — 50 points
(at a minimum 50),

- ingroup C (habilitation work - monograph) — 100 points (at a minimum 100),

- in group D (published monographs other than habilitation work, articles, papers, studies and
chapters from collective monographs) — 1497 points (at a minimum 200).

- ingroup E (citations) — 635 points (at a minimum 100),

- in group F (leadership of three successfully defended doctoral students, leaderships and
participations in a number of national and international projects, and published two
university textbooks ) — 463 points (at a minimum 100).

- ingroup G (successfully defended doctoral theses) — 120 points (at a minimum 80 points).

- in group H (articles in refereed and indexed journals, papers published in proceedings of
international conferences, citations, leaderships and participations in university, national and
international projects, and published university textbooks) — 713 points (at a minimum 220
points).

- in group | (completed auditorium employment and developed lecture courses) — 423 hours
(at a minimum 120 hours).

The total sum for all groups (A to 1) is 4 001 points (at 970 minimum required).

Documents and official notes were presented for all groups, and the documents were
checked by the Commission on Quantitative Requirements for Occupation of Academic
Positions at the UNWE.

3.2.Meeting the quality requirements

The candidate fulfilled the qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position
“Professor”, which is also evident from the positive assessment of the UNWE Habilitation
Council (Transcript of Protocol Ne 2 from the UNWE Habilitation Council meeting, held on
15.05.2019).

Acknowledgment of national and international reputation of Assoc. Prof. Silvia
Trifonova - Pramatarova, are her membership in the Management Board of the Bulgarian
Macroeconomic Association, in the Board of Trustees of the “Atanas Burov” Foundation, in the
Union of Economists in Bulgaria, in the Bulgarian Association for European Community
Studies, in the Balkan Institute for Strategic Forecasting and Risk Management, as well as in the
editorial boards of international and Bulgarian authoritative journals, collective monographs and
proceedings of scientific articles. Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova participates in 8 international, 10
national and 11 university research and practical projects, and in 9 of them she is the project
manager.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Silvia Trifonova - Pramatarova, was nominated in 2001 by the “Eureka”
Foundation for the Science Achievement Award. She has been awarded many international
awards, including: “Best Paper Award” by the International Scientific Conference "i-Cosbit
2019", Malaysia, 2019, “Best Lecturer” by the Fourth International Multidisciplinary Scientific
Conference SGEM 2017, “Outstanding Conference Participant Award” by the Business and



Economics Society International (B&ESI), USA, 2014, “Best Case Study Award” by the
Institute for Academic and Business Studies (AABRI), USA, 2010 and more.

4. Assessment of the educational and teaching activities of the candidate

Based on the documents presented, it can be concluded that Assoc. Prof. Trifonova has
serious teaching and pedagogical experience.

The total employment in the disciplines in the Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees,
read in Bulgarian language (“Bank Risk Management”, “Banking”, “International Finance”,
“International Financial Organizations”, “Monetary Theory and Monetary Policy”, “European
Monetary and Financial Integration”, “International Financial Organizations and Programs”,
“Finance”, “Fundamentals of Finance”, etc.) is 1830 hours (lectures and seminars in the
Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees) and those read in English (“International Finance”, “Bank
Risk Management” and “International Financial Management™) are 1245 hours.

Taking into account the specifics of the competition, it can be considered that the courses,
which Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova has read, fully meet the needs of the Department of Finance and the
University. In this sense, the profile and experience of the candidate correspond to the
characteristics of the position for which the competition was announced.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/publications

The scientific fields in which Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova works and publishes are
grouped in the following three areas:

1. Area ,.Banking”

The focus of the scientific works included in this area is on the study and analysis of
various aspects of the development of the banking sector, payment and settlement systems, and
banking risk management, as a large part of its publications (including Monographic habilitation
work), are devoted to the analysis of the theoretical, methodological and practical problems in
managing the different types of risks in banks, with an emphasis on specific management
techniques and tools for risk assessment and analysis of the banking system’s capacity to meet
capital and liquidity pressure in terms of negative economic shocks.

Of particular interest to me are the publications of Assoc. Prof. Trifonova on the
problems of the development and functioning of payment and securities settlement systems, with
particular emphasis on the oversight of these systems. It should be noted that the author does not
establish facts, but creates a methodology that is implemented in the Bulgarian National Bank
(Assoc. Prof. Trifonova is the founder of the “Payment Systems Oversight” Division at the BNB)
— she is also among the few authors who are actively working on the above issues.

2. Area ,International Finance”

In the field of international finance, Assoc. Prof. Trifonova is an innovator in Bulgarian
financial science with her research on innovative unconventional monetary policy of global
leading central banks. Her scientific works are distinguished by a thorough theoretical,
methodological and practical research, including a critical analysis of the highly diversified
programmes and measures of the unconventional monetary policy of the four leading central
banks in the world.

Particularly relevant and with a number of scientific and practical contributions are the
publications on current changes in the monetary policy of the BNB, in which she analyzes its



specific features in a functioning currency board, taking into account the impact of the global
financial and the debt crisis, as well as the ECB’s unconventional monetary policy. Empirical
studies of the impact of zero and negative nominal interest rates of the leading central banks on
the yield on long-term government securities of a wide range of developed and developing
countries, including Bulgaria, deserve special attention.

3. Area ,,Methodological issues of higher education in finance, accounting and financial
control”

Research in this area is devoted to the problems of the educational standards of higher
education in finance, accounting and financial control, and to the adaptation of the curricula in
financial disciplines to the requirements of the leading international professional organizations —
the Institute of Chartered Accountants in England and Wales (ICAEW) and the Association of
Chartered Certified Accountants (ACCA). The educational standards of higher education in
finance, accounting and financial control, published by Assoc. Prof. Trifonova, are highly
appreciated and used in program and institutional accreditation procedures in our country.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the candidate’s major scientific and applied contributions

In my opinion, the main scientific and applied contributions of Assoc. Prof. Dr. S.
Trifonova can be searched in the following directions:

1. Enrichment of the existing knowledge about the modern functioning and development
of payment and securities settlement systems through in-depth theoretical and
practical research, including critical analysis of payment services, instruments,
infrastructure and payment oversight.

2. Based on systematic and summarized operational characteristics and empirical
evidence of payment and securities settlement systems functioning at national and
European level, major risks and challenges in their activity have been identified, and
recommendations have been formulated to improve their security, reliability and
efficiency.

3. The scientific theory is enriched with the deduced theoretical and methodological
foundations and conceptual statements of the banking risk management from the
point of view of the theory of banking regulation and the specific methods,
approaches and models for assessing banking risks, taking into account the transition
from traditional to modern risk indicators and their advantages and disadvantages.

4. Analysis of problematic aspects in the contemporary Bulgarian banking practice in
measuring the different types of banking risks and the application of specific
techniques for reducing and managing them, with formulated proposals and
guidelines for improving the overall risk management at banks in Bulgaria.

5. Enriching the scientific theory with a detailed analysis of the goals, scope, types,
measures and instruments of the unconventional monetary policy of the leading
central banks around the world, with applied critical analysis and outlined
problematic aspects of the impact of this policy on a number of countries, including
on Bulgaria, through various transmission monetary channels.



7. Critical notes and recommendations
It is difficult to make significant critical comments on the research of Assoc. Prof.
Trifonova, and in the rare cases where we have different views on a topic, we have discussed our
comments in scientific forums and in informal settings.
My personal recommendation to Assoc. Prof. Trifonova is not to slow down the pace of
her specific research, but to continue her scientific pursuits, which I hope will in the near future
be the basis for further scientific advancement in a scientific degree.

8. Personal impressions
I know Assoc. Prof. Trifonova from her work in the “Payment Systems Oversight”
Division at the BNB when building the supervisory mechanisms of Bulgaria’s modern payment
system. My personal impressions over the years allow me to assert, without any doubt, that she is
a proven professional, erudite scientist, excellent lecturer and teacher, and last but not least — a
wonderful and valuable person. This also gives me the inner conviction to stand firmly behind
every word and opinion expressed in this document.

Conclusion

As a result of the above, | strongly believe that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Silvia Trifonova
Trifonova - Pramatarova meets the criteria and possesses all the necessary qualities to occupy the
position “Professor” in the professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty “Finance,
monetary circulation, credit and insurance” (Banking and International Finance).
