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Assessment (FCQAA) at the Faculty of Finance and Accounting (FFA) of the UNWE, Sofia,
and a member of the Faculty Committee for Assurance and Approval of Training Programs
(FCAATP) at the Faculty of Finance and Accounting (FFA) of the UNWE, Sofia. Since
March 2015, Assoc. Prof. Trifonova has been a member of the Advisory Board of the
Research Center for Monetary and Economic Research at the UNWE.

She is actively involved in the management of the UNWE in her capacity as Chairperson of
the Control and Audit Council of the Trade Union Organization of the National Branch
Union of “Higher Education and Science” at the Confederation of Independent Trade Unions
in Bulgaria at the University of national and world economy (UNWE).

Since September 2015 and at present Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova-Pramatarova is the
chair/expert of Expert Groups at the Standing Committee on Economic Sciences and
Management (SCESM) at the National Evaluation and Accreditation Agency (NEAA). Since
October 2013 and now Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova is National Representative of the Republic
of Bulgaria in the Helsinki Group on Gender in Research and Innovation (Gender in
Research and Innovation), an individual expert, appointed to personal capacity within the
Helsinki Group — Permanent official body of the European Commission, Directorate for
Research Innovation (RTD — DG Research and Innovation).

Prof. S. Trifonova has completed specializations at the Kiel Institute for the World Economy
in Kiel, Germany (2006, University of Athens (1998), Bank “Caisse des Depots et
Consignations”, Paris (1996), as well as short-term academic specializations in her scientific
profile. It is positive that with her specializations in foreign universities on the side of
academic exchange she contributes both to the development of the UNWE’s international
relations and to the establishment among the partner institutions of the prestige of the UNWE
training and research in the field of international finance, monetary theory and banking.

She has a significant number of participations in international conferences and other
scientific events abroad and in Bulgaria, as well as in other international initiatives, where
she has been invited as a member of scientific and organizational committees, moderator,
member of editorial boards, expert and others.

Keeping her professional qualification high, Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova successfully combines
the enhancement of her teaching activity with the expansion of her research activity. In
addition to teaching, she realizes a number of participations in international projects and
international scientific conferences and other events, as evidenced by the significant the
number of her publications abroad from these contributions.

In the period 2006-2019 Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova participated in the implementation of
research and applied projects with international, national and university scope. She is active
as an expert and participant in the implementation of European Union-funded university
research projects. Her high professional culture and collegiality is reflected in the success of
her work on projects in which she skillfully cooperates with her colleagues not only from the
Department of Finance, but from other departments at the UNWE and other institutions.

In addition, as a result of the projects implemented, she has achieved significant publishing
activities in co-authorship with her colleagues, and this confirms her creative and
organizational skills to work in teams that can “deliver” scientific products. This allows her
to integrate her values as a teacher and researcher in the most emphatic way.

It should be noted that Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova has implemented 9 university research
projects on science research activity in the UNWE and other Bulgarian institutions, 5
national projects with the support of the National Science Fund of the Ministry of Education
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and Science, the Operational Program “Human Resources Development”, European Social
Fund and national co-financing. Also in the period (2007-2013) Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova-
Pramatarova implemented 5 international projects as a National Contact Point (NCP) of the
Republic of Bulgaria in the Seventh Framework Program for Research and Technological
Development (FP7) of the European Union in the Specific Program “Capacities”, Sub-
Program “Science in Society”. Significant as research topics and research content are a
number of projects implemented such as:

Documents of the candidate for the competition correctly reflect the participation of Assoc.
Prof. S. Trifonova in national and international projects, with the annexed official notes from
the UNWE, the IPQ at the UNWE, the National Science Fund of the Ministry of Education
and Science, Operational Program “Human Resources Development” and others.

Prof. S. Trifonova is fluent in English and French. In practice, this contributes significantly to
her ability to master creative knowledge and skills by actively using original foreign sources
and works. It also allows her to participate actively in the UNWE’s Bachelor’s and Master’s
degree programs in foreign languages, as well as to benefit from her work on international
cooperation.

She is the supervisor of seven Ph.D. students, some of whom will be defending their doctoral
theses. Under her scientific guidance, 3 Ph.D. students successfully defended their Ph.D. in
the period (2013 — 2019). According to this indicator, it exceeds the minimum quantitative
requirements for occupying the scientific position “Professor” and confirms her merits as a
responsible lecturer who contributes to the career development of the students at the UNWE.

Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova is a member of a number of professional organizations and
scientific associations such as the Bulgarian Macroeconomic Association (BMA), the Union
of Economists of Bulgaria (UEB) the Bulgarian European Community Studies Association
(BECSA), the Bulgarian Association of University Women (BAUW), the International
Federation of University Women, and in 2013 is a founding member of the Balkan Institute
for Strategic Risk Forecasting and Management (BISRFIM), Sofia.

In order to participate in the competition, | believe that all publications presented by Assoc.
Prof. S. Trifonova-Pramatarova as publications and works published after the award of the
scientific position “Associate Professor” and non-repetitive publications submitted for the
acquisition of educational and scientific degree “Doctor” and for the occupation of the
academic position “Associate Professor”. The total of 85 scientific publications included are
as follows: 1 habilitation work — monograph, 7 participations with chapters in collective
monographs which are not habilitation work, 3 articles and papers in refereed scientific
journals, 49 articles and papers in non-refereed journals with peer review or in edited
collective volumes, 2 studies in scientific journals refereed and indexed in world-renowned
databases, 12 studies in non-refereed scientific journals with peer review, 7 chapters in
collective monographs, 2 textbooks, 2 papers in scientific conference proceedings abroad and
in Bulgaria, organized by international organizations.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for holding the academic position
3.1. Fulfilling the quantitative requirements
On the basis of the data submitted by the candidate in the competition in the card for the
fulfillment of the quantitative requirements in accordance with ZRARB /Art. 26/ and the
Rules for its implementation /Art. 1a, para 1/ the presence of the achieved compliance should
be noted as follows:

Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova achieved 1497,07 points, including: 7 monographs which are
not habilitation works, 2 articles published in scientific journals, abstracted and indexed in
world-renowned scientific information databases, 48 articles and papers published in non-
refereed scientific peer-reviewed journals or in peer-reviewed volumes 2 studies in peer-
reviewed journals in world-renowned scientific peer-reviewed databases, 13 studies in non-
refereed scientific peer-reviewed journals or in edited collective volumes, 7 chapters in
collective monographs.

S. Trifonova achieved a total of 635 points with the noted citations of her works as an

projects; 6 participations as a member in national projects and 17 participations as a member
in international projects, as well as 2 university textbooks.

Prof. S. Trifonova has a total of 423 points. Thus, she exceeds the mandatory requirements
for: completed auditory employment as a habilitated scientist at the UNWE; developed
lecture courses for Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programs (some of them are in English).
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The activity of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova with participation in international, national and
university projects, as well as her membership in professional organizations and associations,
is also impressive.

The total balance of the reported points by Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova for all groups of
requirements of Section | and Section Il is 4001.32 points at a required threshold of 970
points.

3.2. Fulfilling the qualitative requirements
The card for fulfilling the qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position
“Professor” is correctly filled in by Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova and gives a clear justification
of the achievement of her compliance with the required criteria. Prof. S. Trifonova has made
significant contributions to the development of the research and educational field of
“Finance, monetary circulation, credit and insurance” specifically in the field of banking and
international finance through her entire teaching and research activities at the UNWE. In this
field, she has also contributed to the scientific growth of several Ph.D. students with an
emphasis on Bulgaria’s involvement in financial intermediation and monetary and financial
integration within the EU with conclusions and assessment of Bulgarian problems.
She is a member of the editorial board of the scientific papers, organizing and programme
committees and of the Expert Working Group on the Promotion of Science and Education
with the support of EU funds.
She actively participates in the organizational life of UNWE as a member of a habilitation
jury, a member of the Programme Council, a member of organizational and programme
committees of scientific conferences, and others. She has the prestige of being a certified
lecturer in international programs and courses at foreign universities where she has been a
guest lecturer. Recognized dignity of her courses is the current interpretation of the problems.
She has a high level of motivation and is committed to working in teams with her colleagues
on developed projects as well as in research.
By participating in the organizational and managerial-administrative work at the UNWE, she
contributes to the development of good management practices and the promotion of
university traditions and academic spirit at the UNWE.
The application of Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova for the current competition for the position
“Professor” in the professional field 3.8. “Economics”, scientific specialty “Finance,
monetary circulation, credit and insurance” is not only in compliance, but also exceeds with
the achieved results the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic
Council and applied in the UNWE in accordance with the current legal framework for
academic development.

4. Assessment of the educational and teaching activities

The evaluation of the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova-Pramatarova is
undoubtedly high on the basis of several specific reasons, which objectively reflect in
quantitative and qualitative terms her career development and academic growth, including as
follows:

First are the university courses developed by Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova for Bachelor’s,
Master’s programs and for continuing education in Bulgarian as well as in English for 15
academic disciplines, including “International Finance” (in Bulgarian); “International
Finance” (in English); “Bank Risk Management” (in Bulgarian); “Bank Risk Management”
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(in English), “International Financial Management” (in English); “International Financial
Organizations” (in Bulgarian), “International Financial Organizations and Programs” (in
Bulgarian), “International Financial Organizations and Programs” (in English), “Banking”
(in Bulgarian), “European Economic and Monetary Union” (in Bulgarian), “European
Monetary and Financial Integration” (in Bulgarian), “Fundamentals of Finance” (in
Bulgarian); “Finance” (in Bulgarian), “Monetary Theory and Monetary Policy - first and
second level” (in Bulgarian).
Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova has lectured courses for Bachelor’s programs for 5 university
majors and for Master’s programs in 6 majors (including teaching English in Bachelor’s and
Master’s programs).
Second, it is positive that Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova has 2 published textbooks on the
subjects that she has taught, as well as over 140 scientific publications and studies in
banking, monetary theory and policy, international finance and European financial
integration. In terms of academic excellence, her involvement as an author and co-
author of 2 textbooks and many up-to-date scientific publications in the major
university disciplines she teaches is of scientific dignity. Correctly in the documentation
for the competition Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova presents information about the chapters with
which she participates as an author and co-author in textbooks. The thematic scope of the
university textbooks is within the scope of the announced competition and includes as
follows:

1. In textbook: Trifonova, S., et al., International Finance, Textbook for Distant
Learning at the UNWE, Centre for Distant Learning, Publishing Complex -
UNWE, Sofia, 16.04.2018, 401 pages totally, ISSN: 978-619-232-067-6. Total volume
of published pages by S. Trifonova — 13.4 publishing pages, total author pages — 197
pages.”

It is positive that, for the first time, in the Bulgarian specialized academic literature there is a

focus on the analysis of current trends in the development of international finance in the

context of the process of globalization of financial markets and the changing role of
international financial organizations and regulatory practices. The emphasis on comparative
analysis of the different types of exchange rate regimes operating in the International

Monetary Fund (IMF) member countries complements the analysis of the problems of

interaction between international finances and economic growth. In this connection, the

contemporary aspects of the credit mechanisms, programs and approaches to stabilization, as
well as the relations with Bulgaria of the key international financial institutions — the IMF
and the World Bank — are revealed.

The work presents for the first time in the Bulgarian specialized financial literature the

theoretical, methodological and practical aspects of the ECB’s monetary policy in the euro

area, of monetary financial institutions (MFIs), and of the Eurosystem’s consolidated balance
sheet and monetary aggregates in the euro area, with critical analysis of the monetary policy

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instruments in the euro area (open market operations in four forms and a number of
implementing instruments, two standing liquidity facilities and minimum required reserves),
as well as the wide range of procedures for the implementation of all instruments (various
tender and settlement procedures). Of current importance is the detection of changes and
challenges in the ECB’s monetary policy strategy and operational framework in the global
financial crisis.

Third, the merit of the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova-Pramatarova is that she
has under her supervision 7 doctoral students, 3 of whom successfully defended their
dissertations in the period 2013-2019, which testifies for her intensive employment with
doctoral training. In a sense, this distinguishes Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova from other lecturers,
as she assumes a considerable responsibility as a research supervisor for several Ph.D.
students while committing herself to sharing her knowledge and experience with adolescent
colleagues.

Fourth, the active research activity of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova-Pramatarova in the field of
teaching and training in finance is a confirmation of her responsible attitude towards the
trainees. She is the co-author of two publications (Publications N 78, 75) on the analysis of
the compliance of curricula and study materials in financial disciplines with the requirements
of the two leading international professional organizations — the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of England and Wales (ICAEW) and the Association of Chartered Certified
Accountants (ACCA) for the purpose of recognizing curricula taught at the Faculty of
Finance and Accounting (FFA) at the UNWE.

Regarding the adaptation of the curricula in the field of finance, accounting and financial
control, her contribution is specifically based on two in-depth studies, in particular on their
scope, thematic areas, expected learning outcomes, exam content and assignments, with
detailed analysis and evaluation of the correspondence of the courses taught at the FFA of the
UNWE with the requirements of ICAEW and ACCA. The publication on the problems of the
educational standards of higher education in finance, accounting and financial control as a
methodological guide is repeatedly cited and highly appreciated in the ongoing procedures
for program and institutional accreditations in the UNWE by the Expert Group of the
Standing Committee on Economic Sciences and Management (SCESM) at the National
Evaluation and Accreditation Agency (NEAA).

In conclusion, undoubtedly the significant academic contribution of Assoc. Prof. S.
Trifonova with the developed lecture courses and textbooks in which she is the author
confirms the high degree of her scientific competence, teaching experience and specialization
in banking and international finance for the occupation of the academic position “Professor”.

5. General characteristics of the provided scientific works/publications

5.1. Main areas of research

The scientific works of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova submitted for participation in this
competition include in a certain chronology the following main areas in which her research
work is focused in recent years after taking up the post of Associate Professor in 2006.

First, an important area in the research of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova is banking and the
essential changes that the changes in its regulation and functioning have been observed in the
last decades. The most significant contribution to this issue is the presented analysis of
banking risk management, which, as a habilitation work, makes scientific contributions to the
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Bulgarian financial literature on specific methodological, analytical, applied and evaluation-
system approaches to banking analysis.

On this issue, the author has also made scientific contributions in a number of publications on
the Bulgarian banking sector, on the development of European integration in the field of
payment systems, etc.

Second, the research of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova concentrates on the comparative analysis
of central banking and monetary policy in the context of globalization and the observed
higher frequency of financial and banking crises in a global context. The problems of
modern central banking are addressed in two respects: on the one hand, the development of
monetary policy for the sake of stability and of the macroprudential policy with the central
banks’ commitments to the prevention and management of financial and banking risks. On
the other hand, a study of changes in central bank monetary policy goals and monetary policy
instruments outlines the specifics of modern central banking with a view to overcoming the
effects of the Global and European financial crises.

It is important to emphasize that in this field of international finance, the analysis of the
ECB’s monetary policy and its implementation in the light of changes in the strategic choice
of its objectives plays an important role in the scientific field under which Assoc. Prof. S.
Trifonova works. Thus, in close connection with the current development of economic and
financial integration in the EU, the scientific interests of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova are fully
and deeply related to a thorough interpretation of the modern theory of money and banking
and international finance.

Third, the research area is the analysis of the current unconventional monetary policy of
leading central banks. Scientific contribution have the publications which are devoted to an
in-depth comparative analysis of unconventional monetary policy in the post-crisis last
decade, with an emphasis on the essential features of the ECB’s single monetary policy and
its impact on the EU financial and economic integration, including in Bulgaria in the course
of its preparations for joining the Eurozone.

Fourth, Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova consistently and thoroughly works on the problems of the
Bulgarian banking and monetary system in relation to the evaluation of: the functioning and
impact of the currency board arrangement, the preparation of Bulgaria for participation in the
European Economic and Monetary Union (EMU), Bulgaria’s EU membership, the impact of
the Fiscal Pact, the impact of the European integration and international economic processes,
including the global financial crisis on the Bulgarian economy.

5.2. Assessment of the scientific and applied contributions

The introduction and evaluation of the works presented in the competition and the results of
the teaching and research activities of Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova make it possible to
conclude that the characteristic merits of her work are the scientific consistency, deep
analyticity and her creative dedication to the study of contemporary trends in banking and
international finance and integration.

The analysis of the publications reveals the specific scientific contributions of the candidate
in several main areas of research and evaluation of the problem in which she specializes,
including with an up-to-date focus on the wide range of financial and economic problems of
Bulgaria’s integration into the EU.

Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova has grouped her scientific contributions into 3 thematic groups,
including Banking, International Finance and Contributions Related to Training and
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Teaching. Although there are separate subdivisions in each of the three thematic areas, in
general it has been approached with scientific modesty, objectively giving priority to the
problems that are the subject of analysis in the monograph, which has the character of
habilitation work, as well as of others important problems of banking and international
finance in the context of European integration and global changes.

In its present form, the Report on Contributions does not fully represent the theoretical and
methodological problems of analysis and interpretation of the financial problems to which
she draws attention in most of her scientific publications, especially in the monograph
habilitation work, chapters in collective monographs and scientific studies and papers, etc.
From the point of view of the overall evaluation of the scientific merits of the works of
Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova the scientific contributions can be outlined in the following
main directions:

First, the candidate’s scientific theoretical and methodological contribution is to enrich our
financial literature by uncovering the theoretical and methodological foundations and
conceptual statements for managing banking risks in the context of banking theory.
regulation. The advantages of applying the methodology for calculating the key risk measure
“value at risk” by the method of “variance-covariance” on the assessment of currency risk in
banks are proved, together with a practical examination of risk factors, the specific stages in
the assessment process and the specific techniques required to secure the measure of value at
risk (Publication M 1).

The proposed approach for the interpretation and application of modern new methods and
models for assessing banking risks is justified and practical. The management tools and
methods and techniques for assessing operational risk are evaluated (Publications M 26, 27),
and the role of internal control in banks and the banking information system is disclosed for
providing reliable protection against certain types of operational risk (Publication N2 54). In
theoretical and practical terms are presented the specificity of credit risk management
(Publication Me 44), the recognition of the effects of collateralized safety in measuring
counterparty risk (Publication Ne 50), the control of the risk on problem loans, and in
particular non-performing consumer loans (Publications Ne 58, 29), and the budgeting of
certain assets (Publication Ne 56). Contribution is the assessment of the impact of the global
financial crisis on the manifestation and management of banking risks.

Second, for the first time in the Bulgarian financial literature analyzes of the problems of the
supervision of payment and settlement systems have been made (Publication MNe 85)
(Trifonova, S., “Financial Innovations in the Euro Area Payment and Securities Settlement
Systems”). The key operational characteristics of payment and settlement systems in
Bulgaria are systematized and summarized — Real-time gross settlement system — RINGS,
System for servicing client transfers to be settled at a designated time — BISERA, System for
servicing bank card payments on the territory of the country — BORICA, the National System
Component of TARGET2 (TARGET2-BNB), etc., with the formulation of conclusions and
summaries on their compatibility with international standards, and the effectiveness of the
implemented payment oversight by the BNB (Publications M2 49, 52). An in-depth empirical
analysis of the national payment systems RINGS, TARGET2-BNB, BISERA7-EUR, etc.,
has been made, by main statistical payment indicators, with an indication of the role of
Bulgaria’s EU membership, the improvement of the Bulgarian payment systems with
financial and technological innovations (for cross-border, large and small payments) as well
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as the impact of the global financial crisis and the prospect of country membership in the
euro area (Publications Ne 52, 67, 51, 74).

Third, an in-depth theoretical, methodological and practical study of the effects of the
Financial Stability Pact (Fiscal Pact) on the EU Member States and mainly on Bulgaria has
been made. Assessments of the suitability of the economic integration of individual
countries, the main channels of impact, problems and challenges for the Bulgarian financial
sector from the implementation of the Fiscal Pact commitments are summarized and the most
appropriate policies to stimulate economic growth under the Pact are identified (Publication
M 4). Critical analysis of the pros and cons of Bulgaria’s accession to the Eurozone is
justified (Publication M 69), with outlined main risks and challenges related to Bulgaria’s
membership in the EMU and possible solutions for the convergence of the Bulgarian and the
European economy (Publication Ne 16).

Fourth, scientific contribution is to substantiate the characteristics of the Currency Board
with a critical rethinking of the factors that determine the choice of the optimal exchange rate
regime and evaluating the thesis that the currency board is optimal regime for the Bulgarian
economy (Publications Mo 63, 80). The comparative and analytical approach of analyzing
currency regimes is of high cognitive value. Based on the disclosure of the role of the
Currency Board during the crisis, through a comparative analysis with the monetary policy
rules such as the Taylor rule and the various forms of targeting, conclusions are drawn about
the effectiveness of the Bulgarian currency board.

Fifth, in the field of the analysis of the theory and practice of international finance, scientific
contributions have been made by Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova in the analysis of the complex
processes of modern central banking based on a comparison of central banks in a number of
countries. An important scientific result is the evaluation of the ECB’s unconventional
monetary policy, highlighting the role of the negative interest rate on banks’ excess reserves
and the zero base interest rate in Bulgaria (Publications M 2, 3, 5, 17, 66). The author has
developed a methodology for analyzing and quantifying the effects of the IMF member
countries’ exchange rate regimes, grouped in four groups, and in particular the effects of the
currency board regime, on the government public finances and government debt management
(Publication M2 9).

The “new normality” of the low, “zeroing” base interest rates, as well as the implementation
of central banks’ unconventional monetary policy through quantitative easing, have been
strongly considered in the context of the Global Financial Crisis and the subsequent “new
normality” and has made a concrete contribution to the clearer interpretation of the processes
in the Eurozone in the post-crisis period (Publications Ne 2, 3, 5). It is positive that Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Trifonova has a considerable amount of research devoted to the Currency Board in
Bulgaria and the changes in the central banking in Bulgaria in this regard. At the same time,
in the face of the prospect of our country’s joining to the euro area, the analysis of the
specifics of the ECB’s monetary policy has a cognitive importance (Publications M 36, 59,
65, 72, 77).

Sixth, in relation to training and teaching activities, the scientific and applied contributions
are given to the assessments and recommendations of Assoc. Prof. Dr. S. Trifonova on the
basis of a study and comparative analysis of curricula and study materials in financial
disciplines with the requirements of the two leading international professional organizations
— the Institute of Chartered Accountants in England and Wales (ICAEW) and the Association
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of Chartered Certified Accountants (ACCA) for the recognition of study programs taught at
the Faculty of Finance and Accounting (FFA) of the UNWE.

On the basis of two specific studies, respectively, of the ICAEW’s “Business and Finance”
module and of the ACCA’s “Financial Management” module F9, a detailed analysis and
assessment of the compliance of the subjects taught at the FFA of the UNWE with the
requirements of ICAEW and ACCA has been made (Publications M 78, 75).

5.3. Assessment of the monograph as a separate subject for review

The habilitation work, with which Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova participates in the competition,
is a 418 page monograph, which confirms her high professional level in the field of banking.
/see Trifonova, S., Bank Risk Management, “Trakia-M” Publishing House, Sofia, 2015,
418 pages, ISBN: 978-619-7003-10-9/ (Publication M2 7).

The work is devoted to the current problems of risk management in banks with a view to
identifying the types of risks and applying modern methods, approaches and models for
assessing, managing and controlling bank risks. In doing so, the analysis is subordinated to
the goals of evaluation of the contemporary Bulgarian banking practice, which gives the work
the advantages of enriching the specialized financial literature with the presented complete
and complex theoretical, methodological, practical and applied scientific study of the
banking risks and their management.

The scientific contributions of habilitation work can be summarized in several aspects:

1/ The specific features of many types of banking risks have been defined and a comparative
analysis of traditional risk indicators and new modern approaches, methods and models for
assessing banking risks has been made.

2/ Conceptual and methodological interpretation is derived for each of the methods,
approaches and models currently used by banks to measure bank risk — VaR based on the
variance/covariance (Var/CoVar) method, historical simulation method, Monte Carlo
simulation method, Stressed VaR, factor models, sensitivity analysis, Delta-Var method,
stress test approach, back (comparative) test approach, scenario analysis and others.

3/ A methodologically sound analytical framework for analyzing the contemporary banking
regulation /Basel I, Il and 111/ and the contemporary changes in it are proposed in connection
with the change in the paradigm of financial intermediation, as well as the approaches and
tools for managing banking risks after the global and European financial and banking crises
over the last decade. A novelty for the Bulgarian specialized financial literature is the
application of the methodology for calculating the key risk measure “value at risk” by the
method of “variance-covariance” on the assessment of currency risk in banks, together with a
practical examination of risk factors, the specific stages in the process and the specific
techniques required to secure the measure of value at risk.

4/ Critical analysis of trends and problematic aspects of risk management in banks in
Bulgaria in the period after the country’s accession to the EU, as well as formulating
conclusions and recommendations on their overall policy and risk management in credit and
other activities with view of compliance with the Basel 11l Global Regulatory Framework in
preparation for Bulgaria’s accession to the euro area and the Banking Union.

An important scientific result is the study of the Bulgarian banking practice in terms of its
compliance with the changing international and European requirements for managing
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banking risks, as well as the effective implementation of new methods, approaches and tools
for the assessment of multiple banking risks and their management.

The habilitation work is an original work of the author, which contains an innovative,
complex and analytical interpretation of the systematically conducted analysis of the
contemporary approaches and methods for assessing banking risks and their applicability in
the banking sector in our country. In practice, with her habilitation work, Assoc. Prof. S.
Trifonova not only further develops her previous research and analyses in the banking sector,
but rethinks and substantiates new specific approaches and methods for analyzing banking
risks in relation to regulatory requirements for the Bulgarian banks and their implementation.
The language is clear and precise. The sources and works of other authors have been properly
used. The analyses, conclusions and summaries made are an independent work of Assoc.
Prof. S. Trifonova.

6. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions
| have no critical comments on the works submitted by the candidate for participation in the
competition, but based on the entirely positive results of the activity and scientific research of
Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova | would make recommendations that may be the subject of further
research of Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova.
My recommendation is based on my assessment that the areas in which Assoc. Prof. S.
Trifonova presents her contributions does not separately include the section devoted to the
theoretical and methodological foundations of the analysis of banking and finance, although
she has significant interests and contributions in this area. This is a direction that she did not
identify as a separate area of her scientific contributions in the submitted self-assessment
Report on Contributions. As | stated in the opinion above, in practice she has also contributes
in this direction. | recommend Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova to devote her further research to the
interpretation of this line of analysis of banking and finance in view of the fundamental
changes that are taking place in the global economy in relation to the transition to climate-
neutral economic growth, green economy and the challenges to financial intermediation in
this regard.
Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova’s entire scientific work is based on thoroughly mastered theoretical
and methodological foundations of the analysis of money, banks and credit. At the same
time, she pays considerable attention to the modern conceptual and methodological
approaches and interpretations that underlie the changes in the paradigm of banking
regulation, the financial sector and, in general, the management of systemic risks in a
macroeconomic context.
In this sense, | believe that Assoc. Prof. S. Trifonova has accumulated a significant part in the
direction of the theoretical and methodological analysis of modern finance and banking. |
believe that her creative achievements so far and the scientific contributions made in this
direction should motivate her to continue expanding her publications on conceptual and
methodological issues of banking, contemporary international finance and financial
integration.
