1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Political Economy,
UNWE, Faculty of General Economics in accordance with the Decision of the Academic
Council No 3/10.07.2019 | participate in the academic board of the competition according to
Order No 2491/12.11.2019 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Associate professor, Doctor of Historical
Sciences Pencho Denchev Penchev from University of National and World Economy
(UNWE), a lecturer in the Department of Political Economy, section Economic History.
Assoc. prof. Penchev was born on 24.04. 1971 in Kazanlak. In 1994 he graduated with a
Master's Degree in History at VTU “St. St. Cyril and Methodius”, Veliko Tarnovo, received
a PhD in History in 2004, and in 2016 - Doctor of Science (Economic History). Assoc. Prof.
Penchev has 19 years of work experience at the UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic post:

The review of the quantitative requirements card shows that the applicant exceeds twice
the national minimum requirements according to the Law for the development of the
academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 26) and its Implementing Regulations.
Assoc. prof. Penchev is the author of two dissertations, two monographs, he participates as a
co-author in the collective of a published Anniversary monograph for the 90th anniversary of
UNWE, he is the author of separate chapters in the textbook on Economic History for
UNWE, and of the textbook on Economic History for distance learning students, also he
authored the textbook on Economic History for English language students.

In the competition for professor Assoc. prof. Penchev participates with two

monographs (one in co-authorship), with 27 articles and studies in reputable Bulgarian and



foreign editions, most of them referenced and indexed in world-renown databases, and with
part of a collective monograph.

Assoc. prof. Penchev has been cited in many Bulgarian and foreign peer-reviewed
publications, which proves his popularity as an interesting and well-established researcher in
the field of economic history and theory.

There are two reviews published for the works of Assoc. prof. Penchev: Review for:
Penchev, P., The Region of Kazanlak during the Revival, Academic Publishing House
“Marin Drinov”, published in the Historical Review journal, 2005, vol. 5-6, and a Review of
the monograph "How the Foundations Were Laid. Towards the History of the Early
Bulgarian Corruption”, Riva Publishers, 2011, published in: Bulgarian Historical Review,
2012, 3-4.

Assoc. Prof. Penchev is the tutor of two successfully defended doctoral degrees in
Economic history. He has participated in an international project on the topic: Development
of peripheral economies: the importance of ideas in historical perspective, headed by prof.
Estrella Trincado at the Compultense University of Madrid, he participated in a number of
International conferences in Bulgaria and abroad (France, Russia, Balkan countries). Assoc.
Prof. Penchev participates in the organizing committee for the International Conference on
New Business Models, June 2-28, 2018, he was the chairman of the Organizing Council for
the scientific conference "Economy and Society: Global and Regional Challenges for
Bulgaria”.

Assoc. Prof. Penchev actively participates in International and national scientific
organizations: he is a member of the European Society for the History of Economic Thought
(ESHET), of CRIISEA, a member of the Governing Board of the Center for Economic
History Research and of the Executive Board of the Monetary Research Center.

4. Evaluation of teaching activity

Assoc. Prof. Penchev is a renowned lecturer at UNWE, and also has international
recognition as a lecturer at foreign universities. At UNWE he lectures on Economic History,
History of Economic Theories (in English) and Comparative Political Economy. For these
disciplines he has developed author's curricula and lecture courses. He is also the author of
new curricula on Theory and History of Social Change, for Law students at UNWE; on

Theory of Economic History - for doctoral students in Economic history at UNWE, and on



Comparative Political Economy for students in the specialty Political Economy. His teaching
load is double the legal requirements.

In 2017, Assoc. prof. Penchev was a visiting professor at the University of Picardy “Jules
Verne”; he has given lectures and seminars at the University of Ghent (Belgium) and at the
University of Sofia Antipolis in Nice (France). As a Vice-dean (two terms) of the Faculty of
General Economics on Quality and International Cooperation and editor-in-chief of the
Economic Alternatives journal, he works actively to establish and maintain relation with
foreign institutions of higher education, and to improve the quality of teaching at the Faculty.

Assoc. prof. Penchev has made a certain contribution to the preparation and signing of a
joint PhD program agreement between the UNWE and the Free University - Brussels and he
is currently the coordinator for the implementation of this contract at the UNWE. As a result
of the contract, three PhD theses were successfully publicly defended and the PhD students
have a diploma from UNWE and the Free University of Brussels. Some of them are currently
teachcng at the UNWE.

Assoc. prof. Penchev has been a member of the academic boards 15 times and a reviewer
in public defense of PhD theses and habilitations at UNWE, Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski”, VTU "St. Cyril and Methodius”, University of Library Studies and Information
Technologies, University of Economics - Varna and others.

In September 2018, he was awarded the Economic History Contribution Award by the
Center for Economic History Research.

In the academic community, Assoc. prof. Penchev has a high reputation, and is known as
a capable lecturer and researcher, and a good colleague, who has always had the necessary
respect and academic tolerance for his colleagues, and helped to create an appropriate
atmosphere for their development.

5. A Brief description of the submitted scientific works/ publications and scientific

contributions

The review of assoc prof. Penchev's publications presented in the current competition
and of his teaching activities, leads to the conclusion that his interests are focused on two
main areas:

1 /Economic history and theory, and

2 [ History of Economic Theories.



The monograph "How the Foundations Were Laid. Towards a History of the Early
Bulgarian Corruption (1879-1912)”, Sofia, 2011 reveals a problem that is in the focus of
attention of all contemporary societies and explores historically the roots and evolution of
corruption practices in Bulgaria in its political and historical past from the Liberation period
to the beginning of the Balkan Wars.

The second monograph (co-authored) “Danube Bridge. One Hundred Years of
Diplomacy and Politics”, Sofia, 2006 is the first attempt at a comprehensive scientific study
of the history of ongoing political and diplomatic efforts for the construction of the Danube
river bridge between Bulgaria and Romania.

The articles and studies of Penchev discuss problems of the Bulgarian economic
thought, the evolution of the German History School in Bulgaria, the constitutional structure
of the Bulgarian state, the economic history analysis and lessons from the Bulgarian Revival,
the aftermath of the Russo-Turkish War of Liberation, the economic role of the state and the
alternative to the market, the theoretical debate on dirigiste economy and economic planning
among Bulgarian economists, and the theoretical debate on socialism.

All the works of assoc. prof. Penchev are indicative for his thorough knowledge of
the problems studied, they are supported by a huge volume of factual material, and contain
original author's interpretations and conclusions.

We could identify the following important contributions in the publications submitted
for review:

1. The prerequisites for the appearance of a various corruption practices in Bulgaria
after the Liberation from Turkish rule up to the beginning of the Balkan wars were examined
and analyzed. The conditions and causes for its emergence are clarified, the development and
consequences of corruption in Bulgaria for the period 1879 to 1912 are traced.

2. The main features of Bulgarian economic liberalism as theoretical concepts,
constitutional principles and economic policy, have been clarified.

3. An attempt has been made to reconstruct the theoretical alternatives of the
Bulgarian economic development during the interwar period —the main focus being on the
increasing influence of planning and on the peculiarities of the market economy.

4. The economic consequences of key events in Bulgarian history are outlined - the
Russo-Turkish Liberation War and the 1923 coup d'etat.



5. The topic of local money production by Orthodox Bulgarian communities during
the period before the Liberation was raised and analyzed for the first time.

6. Critical notes and recommendations

While expressing my positive assessment of the scientific achievements of Assoc. prof.
Penchev, | would like to make following recommendations:

1. To orient his future works towards improving the balance between economic history
and the history of economic theories as a professor of economics.

2. To avoid a scientist and researcher political biases in favor of objective presentation
and scientific evaluation of historical facts.

3. To focus his efforts towards organization of the staff of the Economic history Section
in order to prepare a new Economic History textbook that will live up to the contemporary
teaching requirements of UNWE, and would rely on the creative capabilities of the academic
team.

Conclusion

In conclusion, I would like to express my positive assessment of the teaching and
research activities of Assoc. prof. Penchev, for his activity and participation in a
number of scientific and educational institutional structures at home and abroad, for
his dedicated work for the development of Political Economy Department, for his
gualities as a profound scientist and researcher with creative abilities and orientation
towards current problems of economic theory and practice, and | recommend to the
other members of the distinguished academic board to select an associate professor,
Pencho Denchev Penchev, D.Sc. as a Professor on Scientific Specialty 3.8. Economics
