Statement

Subject: Competition for the position of “Professor” in the Economics faculty. (History and
Theory of the Economy), professional field 3.8 Economics at UNWE.

1. Contest information. The competition was announced in the State Gazette, No. 79 /
13.09.2019, for the needs of the Political Economy Department of the Faculty of Economics,
in accordance with the decision No. 3 / 10.07.2019. Ne 249 / 12.11.2019 of the Rector of
UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidate in the competition. The competition is
participated by Assistant Professor, Doctor of Science in Business History, Pencho Denchev
Penchev, a lecturer at UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the occupation of the academic position.
3.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements

The proposed card for quantitative requirements, which is in compliance with the
requirements of the Law for the development of the academic staff in Republic of Bulgaria,
shows that P. Penchev fully covers all the requirements of the law and the specific university
requirements. The presented evidence, converted to quantitative dimensions, shows that in
the two separate groups we have respectively 1255 and 864.5 points, or a total of 2119.5
points, which exceeds more than twice the requirements of the law and the ones set by the
UNWE.

It is extremely important to emphasize that the above mentioned evidence not only
corresponds to the existing requirements, but also to each of the sub-indicators. Once again
this shows Assoc. Prof. P. Penchev as a comprehensively developed scientist and teacher,
who does not underestimate any of the natural fields of the development in the academic
sphere.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements.

Assoc. Prof. Pencho Penchev is a nationally recognized researcher in the field of business
history. He has international recognition and is one of the leaders in his field. He endeavors
to develop the theory of business history and political economy. This makes him a desirable
participant in the editorial boards of a number of journals and publications. He is a member
of the leadership of both national, scientific and public organizations. He is well known in the
scientific world and his expertise is recognized by a number of universities, in which he has
participated in 15 different procedures for awarding degrees and titles.



Assoc. Prof. P. Penchev is a professor with authority at UNWE and other higher education
institutions, contributes to the quality of education at the university, and participates
actively in university structures and in the development of new courses in three
undergraduate courses and one course in doctoral programs. Some of his courses are being
taught in foreign languages. He has been a guest lecturer at foreign universities and has
participated in international projects and conferences. He is also experienced to an extent in
educational management and process at different levels in the university structure.

4. Assessment of educational activity.

The candidate in the competition is an active teacher and participates in the development of
new courses, curricula and is the author of a textbook on a basic discipline. The applicant has
sufficient teaching load such as lecture courses and nineteen years of teaching experience at
UNWE. His role in the creation and development of the joint doctoral program with the Free
University of Belgium is undoubtedly a proof of the latter. The achievements shows that
Asso.Prof. Penchev meets the university requirements for the professor's department.

5. Characteristics of the submitted scientific works.

The main works submitted for the competition are the monographs called "How the
Foundations Were Built. Towards the early history of Bulgarian corruption." Riva
Publishing House, 2011, and the “Danube Bridge. One Hundred Years of Diplomacy and
Politics (co-authored with D. Sazdov)", IM "Economy", 2006. The first one examines the
roots of corruption in the contemporary life in Bulgaria. In three chapters, a detailed
examination of the Bulgarian social, economic and political life is made, with very accurate
depiction of the corruption practices of our political elite and the parameters of the offenses
in this delicate sphere and how corruption shapes the main characteristics of the Bulgarian
economic and social life. The conclusion is that "for the 34 years of independent existence in
the period 1879 - 1912 in Bulgaria a systematic corruption was formed and developed,
covering all levels of government. It has compromised early Bulgarian democracy, benefiting
the unscrupulous at the expense of respectful and law-abiding citizens. "

The book on the construction of the Danube Bridge near Ruse - Giurgevo has not only a
historical significance, but it is also a complete study of the extensive road leading to the
construction of the Danube River Bridge. Thus it shows not only the long-standing failures of
trying to implement this project, but it is also a clear indication of why for a long time the
connection between the Danube River is considered closer to the medieval understanding
than to modern times and why bridges were being built for geo strategic and political
reasons only.

The presentation of another 29 articles, studios and chapters of monographs were
presented, 10 of which were in a foreign language, making Assoc. Prof. Penchev one of the
most recognizable specialists in Bulgarian business history in an international aspect.

6. Synthesized evaluation of major scientific and applied contributions

The prerequisites for the appearance of various corruption practices in Bulgaria after the
Liberation from Ottoman rule and the emergence, development and consequences of
corruption in Bulgaria for the period from 1879 to 1912 are thoroughly examined and
analyzed.



Another trend in the research of Assoc. Prof. P. Penchev, which is evident from the
presented series of articles and studies, is the clarification of the basic characteristics of
Bulgarian economic during the period from the 19th century up until 1944. Among them are
the original contributions to the theory of protectionism by K. Bobchev, and the
contributions of Naum Dolinski. Foreign economic is also cited. Serving as contributing pages
is the theoretical input of the Russian economist Boris Bruckus to the debate on socialism
during the period between the two wars, as well as an analysis of the theoretical views of L.
Robins, Wilhelm Reppke, and Richard von Strigl on the Great Depression during the 1930s.
His article touches the subject of the economic nationalism and the characteristics of
Bulgarian economic liberalism. Such are the theoretical concepts, constitutional principles
and economic policy, as well as the reconstruction of the theoretical alternatives to the
Bulgarian economic development in the period between the two world wars. One of them -
encompassing the strong influence of planning and the other is the one of the market
economy, and the economic consequences for key events in Bulgarian history - the Russo-
Turkish War of Liberation and the 9th June coup d'état of 1923 . Also, for the first time, the
topic of domestic production of money from the Bulgarian Orthodox communities in the
period before the liberation comes up

7. Critical notes

The chief critical note that | can make to the contestant is more of a recommendation. In my
opinion, the diverse subject matter of his theoretical developments in business history
should take on a larger monographic type, which may form the basis of a new branch in the
development of this science area

8. Conclusion

Assistant Professor Pencho D. Penchev, who participates in the competition, fully meets the
criteria set out in the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
and the specific university requirements for acquiring the academic title of "Professor".
Based on this opinion, | will firmly vote” for “the academic title of "Professor" to Assoc. Prof.
Pencho D. Penchev and recommend that the Faculty Council makes the appropriate choice.
