1. Information about the Procedure

The competition is announced in the State Gazette, Ne 72 / 13.09.2019 for the needs
of the Department of Political Economy at the UNWE Faculty of Economics according to the
Decision of the Academic Council Ne 3 /10.07.2019. I am a member of the scientific jury of
the competition according to Order No. 2491 / 12.11.2019 of the Deputy Rector of the
UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate.

Assoc. Prof. Pencho Denchev Penchev, who is the only candidate in the "Professor"
competition, graduated with a degree in History from VTU "St. Cyril and St. Methodius* in
1994 with a Master's degree in History. In 2004 he defended his dissertation and received a
Ph.D. in History. Since 2016 he is also a Doctor of Science in Economic History. He has
been a lecturer at UNWE since 2000, and since 2010 he has been Assistant Professor in
Economic History and History of Economic Theories. Assoc. Prof. Penchev is a member of
reputable scientific organizations such as the European Society for the History of Economic
Thought and the Monetary Research Center. He is one of the founders of the Center for

Economic and Historical Studies. He is a member of the editorial boards of Economic



Alternatives and of the Center for Economic and Historical Studies. He was also the Vice-
Dean of the UNWE Faculty of Economics. Assoc. Prof. Penchev is a respected teacher and
scholar with proven authority in his field. He is a member of a jury at several universities, an
active participant in national and international scientific forums. In 2018, the Center for
Economic and Historical Research honored him with the Award for Contribution to

Economic and Historical Research.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position.

3.1. Fulfillment the quantitative requirements

From the information in the card for fulfilling the quantitative requirements for occupying
the academic position of "professor" at UNWE, it is clear that Assoc. Prof. Pencho Penchev
exceeds the requirements on all criteria several times.
With the reported 1255 points in the National Minimum Requirements section according to
the law and the Regulations for its implementation, it exceeds the fixed minimum by 705
points.

By 864, 5 points in the second section "Additional requirements for UNWE" it again exceeds
the minimum requirements, this time by 444.5 points. It is important to note the high citation
rate of the publications of Assoc. Prof. Penchev.

3.2. Fulfillment the quality requirements.

The presented card for fulfilling the qualitative requirements for occupation of the academic
position of "Professor" at UNWE shows that Assoc. Prof. Pencho Penchev fully meets the
requirements of "approved researcher with contributions to national and international
knowledge development"” and ™approved lecturer with national and international
contributions. "It is evident that as a member of the Board of Directors of the Center for
Economic and Historical Research and of the Museum Councils of the Shipka-Buzludzha
National Park Museum and of the Kazanlak Museum of History, he has received high public

recognition for his professional achievements. The candidate also has a proven track record



in promoting the goodwill of the university in which he has been teaching for two decades, as
well as developing good management practices through his activities as Deputy Dean,
Editor-in-Chief and Scientific Secretary of the Department. It also contributes to the
consolidation of the academic spirit of UNWE as well as the good university traditions.
Therefore, at its meeting held on May 15, 2019 (Minutes No. 2), the Habilitation Council of
UNWE fully decided that “the application of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Pencho D. Penchev for
participation in a competition for borrowing the academic position of "Professor" ... meets
the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council."”

4. Assessment of teaching activity for each applicant individually.

The attached reports, published by UNWE, show that Assoc. Prof. Pencho Penchev conducts
classes in the disciplines "Economic History”, "Comparative Political Economy" and
"Theory and History of Social Change"” in Bulgarian, as well as in the subjects " Economic
History " and "History of Economic Theories" in English. As a lecturer, he has both high
academic background and sufficient professional experience (20 years of experience) in the

field of the announced competition for professor.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications.

In the competition for professor Assoc. Prof. Pencho Penchev participates with 31
publications, the first two of which are monographs. In the book How the Foundations Pour.
Towards an Early History of Bulgarian Corruption (1879-1912)”, monograph, Sofia, 2011,
Riva Publishing House, 278 pages, ISBN 978-954-320-354-3, Assoc. Prof. Penchev focuses
his research interest on one a little-known topic. It seeks to "identify the main units of state
and municipal structures that are subject to corruption or intentionally creating corruption™. A
separate and relatively long period from the creation of the new Bulgarian state to the Balkan
wars is considered. The author's conclusions are substantiated and lead to the conclusion that
the stated goal is largely fulfilled. P. Penchev rightly concludes that during the first 34 years
of his independent existence (1879 - 1912) a systematic corruption was formed and

developed in the Bulgarian state, covering all levels of government. It has compromised early



Bulgarian democracy, benefiting the unscrupulous at the expense of law-abiding and law-
abiding citizens.

The Next Study (Pencho D. Penchev, D. Sazdov, "Danube Bridge. One Hundred Years of
Diplomacy and Politics”, Sofia, 2006, University Publishing House, ISBN - 10: 954-494-
718-3, ISBN - 13: 978 -954-494-718-7, separate author sections: pages 11-17, 59-74, 118-
203, total 106 pages) is the first attempt at a complete and complete scientific follow-up of
the long road to the construction of the Danube River Bridge. The different ideas and
approaches of Bulgaria and Romania to the question of the location of the future bridge are
outlined, the different goals that the two countries are pursuing are analyzed. The reasons for
the long-term failures in trying to implement this project have been sought. The conditions
that ultimately allow the Danube bridge between Ruse and Giurgiu to be built are also
indicated. In the development of the study, the most accessible, mainly Bulgarian source

material was used as far as possible.

It should be pointed out that Assoc. Prof. Penchev is one of the young but consistent
adherents of the new, different, but well-reasoned reading of topics and scientific issues
already studied, such as: the economic consequences of the Russo-Turkish War (1877-1878).
), as well as the 1923 coup d'etat of 1923, the Bulgarian-Turkish agreement of March 26,
1904, possible alternatives to the Bulgarian economic development in the period between the
two World Wars, the Bulgarian-Greek territorial dispute after the Second World War, etc. He
is known for his contributions to clarifying discussion issues. For example, he states that
economic nationalism does not necessarily imply the existence of a nation-state (P. Penchev,
Defining Economic Nationalism on the Basis of the 19th Century Bulgarian Experience.
