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Subject: Competition for Professor at UNWE.

1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the UNWE Department /
Faculty in accordance with the Decision of the AU Ne 3 / 10.07.1019. I am a
member of the scientific jury for the competition according to Order No. 2491 /
dated 12.11.2019 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

Pencho Denchev Penchev, born in 1971, graduated from history at VTU “St. St.
Cyril and Methodi” in 1994. He has a PhD in Economics since 2004 and a PhD
in History (Economic History) in 2016.

He has 19 years of experience at the University for National and World
Economy (2000 - 2019), where since 2010 he is an Associate professor of
economic history and the history of economic thought. Since 2011, he has been
Deputy Dean for International Affairs at the Faculty of General Economics, and
since 2016 - Editor-in-Chief of the English-language journal Economic
Alternatives. He previously worked as a history teacher for five years, from
1995 to 2000.



3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

The quantitative requirements for the occupation of the professorship and the
national minimum requirements may be taken into account. In the publications,
monographs and dissertations, studies and articles are divided into four groups;
the applicant has the results as follows.

In-group A the candidate has 50 points (at least 50 required), in-group B - 100
points (the required minimum - 50), in-group B - 100 points (required minimum
100), in-group D - 605 (minimum 200). For quotations, in Group D he has 210
points (minimum of 100) and for Group E - 190 points (minimum of 100). The
total sum is 1255 points, of 550 required minimum, this achievement exceeds
the norm more than twice.

In addition (under Group G), two dissertations were defended under the
guidance of Associate Professor Penchev (Rositsa Zlatinska in 2017 and
Mariana Drumeva in 2018). This gives 180 points with a minimum of 80 points.
In-group H (represented by articles in refereed and indexed journals, as well as
by citations) the points are 397.5, and the required minimum is 220. The last
group, the one for the auditorium is also twice above the norm - Assoc. Prof.
Penchev has 287 hours of the required 120 hours. All the necessary documents
and notes were presented to all groups, and the Commission on Quantitative
Requirements for Occupation of Academic Posts in UNWE checked the
documents.

Regarding the qualitative requirements for occupying the position of professor,
it can be noted that P. Penchev is a well-established researcher with national
and international reputation. Nationally, he is an active participant in the Center
for Economic History Research, and has been awarded for his contribution to
historical science. With this award, his colleagues emphasize the merits of
giving new, modern directions for economic history, the theory of economic
change, for comparative political economy and for the history of economic
thought. Penchev is the editor-in-chief of one of the major journals in Bulgaria,
as well as a member of a number of editorial boards. He is also a member of
two museum councils. He was a reviewer and participant in the jury for the
award of doctoral degrees.

Internationally, 1 would like to emphasize his active participation in the
European Society for the History of Economic Thought (ESHET), including the



leadership of the Local organizing committee for organizing the annual
conference of the same association in Sofia in May 2020. Again internationally,
Penchev is a participant in several scientific projects, guest lecturer in France
and Belgium. He also participates in the management of a joint doctoral
program between the UNWE and the Free University of Brussels.

Pencho Penchev is an extremely active participant in a number of scientific,
educational and administrative initiatives within UNWE, and undoubtedly
contributes to the University's reputation.

In conclusion, associate professor D.Sc. Pencho D. Penchev covers and far
exceeds the quantitative and qualitative requirements for occupying the position
of "Professor",

4. Assessment of educational activity

The following results should be reported based on the work notes received and
the workload documents, as well as my information.

The period, 2010 - 2019, taken in the academic years for the Bachelor, as well
as for teaching in Bulgarian and English language, should be judged that P.
Penchev has serious teaching and pedagogical experience. On average, he
teaches between 202 and 496 hours per year in Bulgarian (lectures and
seminars, all equated to seminars) and between 90 and 180 hours per year in
English (again lectures and seminars, equated to seminars). In Bulgarian, he
teaches the fields of Economic History, Comparative Political Economy,
Theory and History of Social Change, and in English Economic History and
History of Economic Theories.

Taking into account the specifics of the competition, it can be considered that
the courses that P. Penchev has read fully meet the needs of the Department and
the university. In this sense, the applicant's profile and experience are in line
with the characteristics of the position for which the competition was
announced. According to colleagues and students, as well as my observations,
Assoc. Prof. Penchev is an excellent lecturer, always prepared. His lectures are
systematized and printed. His demand for students is great, a quality that is less
common these days.
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5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers / publications

The areas in which the applicant works and publishes can be grouped
(provisionally) into four groups - (i) economic history, above all, Bulgarian, (ii)
history of economic thought (Bulgarian and European), (iii) methodological
issues of agrarian history and the history of thought; and (iv) the specific topic
of corruption in Bulgaria's economic and social history.

First, in the field of economic history, P. Penchev sheds light on discussion
topics in modern Bulgarian economic history. The problems are related to the
nature and economic mechanisms of the Bulgarian Revival; the consequences
of the Russo-Turkish war; the economic role of the Tarnovo Constitution; with
the Bulgarian-Turkish Agreement of 1904. The topics are connected to the
economic activities of the Bulgarian Shipping Company (1893-1913);
economic protectionism in Bulgaria and Romania; the currency issued by the
Bulgarian ecclesiastical trustees within the Ottoman Empire and their functions;
the Bulgarian-Greek economic disputes; the history of the construction of the
Danube Bridge, and the practice of the first five-year economic plan, etc.

The second direction of P. Penchev's research is the study and analysis of
various aspects of the development of Bulgarian economic thought, as well as
in a broader range of subjects - from subjects from Russian and European
economic thought. Here we could distinguish topics such as, the emergence and
evolution of Bulgarian economic thought during the Revival; its specificity,
taken in a comparative perspective with other Balkan and European peoples; the
ideas of the Bulgarian economists for the integration of Bulgaria in Europe;
disputes about economic nationalism and planning in Bulgaria and Turkey (in
comparative perspective); the discussions between supporters of liberalism and
corporatism, etc. There are also publications on key individuals, such as G.
Nachovich, A. Tzankov and others. In this direction are also some publications
concerning Russian economists (liberal agrarian B. Bruzkus), as well as studies
on business cycle theories (those of L. Robbins, W. Roepke, and Strigl). Of
particular interest is the analysis of the development in Bulgarian conditions of
two of the leading scientific fields - those of the Historical school and of the
Austrian school.

The third methodological area is presented by a number of the topics mentioned
above (for example, in the article on the nature and meaning of economic
history), but especially in the candidate’s major doctoral dissertation. The
dissertation examines the links between theories and history, between the
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history of facts and the history of ideas and theories (see next paragraph for
contributions).

The last direction, which | have emphasized, is a specific and important topic
for Bulgaria related to the study of the roots, causes, mechanisms and
consequences of economic corruption, and the role of the state. An important
monograph “How the Foundations Were Laid” (2011), and partly the “Danube
Bridge” monograph (2006), are devoted to this topic. Economic corruption is
seen as the point of departure for the practices, interests and ideas of leading
business actors.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

In my opinion, the contributions of Associate Professor P. Penchev can be
sought in the following directions.

First, he may be the only contemporary Bulgarian economic historian (in my
opinion) who has a real interest and publications in the field of economic
history methodology and economic thought. P. Penchev follows the most recent
publications (articles and monographs) in the two mentioned areas, almost
constantly. This enables students and the academic community to be acquainted
with the latest ideas and trends in the field of business history and thought. An
example of this is his doctoral dissertation (Doctor of Sciences), which
addresses fundamental theoretical and methodological problems of economic
history and thought. As another example | will give his article "On the essence
and meaning of economic history”, which gives a panoramic view of the
discussions about the nature and method of business history - from A. Smith to
today, to D. North, J. Mokyr, A. Greif and D. McCloskey, passing through S.
Demostenov, et al. The great debate over the frontiers of science in economic
history is presented, which today stands at the heart of the struggle between
"economic history" and "historical economics".

Secondly, part of P. Penchev's personal project is a new reading, a new
reconstruction of the history of Bulgarian economic thought. In this regard, P.
Penchev has published a number of articles in Bulgaria and abroad (in
prestigious publishing houses and journals). These publications have every
reason to be a reference for future researchers (my claim is supported by
numerous citations). Among the leading topics | would mention here are the
studies on Bulgarian economic thought in the years of the Ottoman Empire; the
evolution of the tradition of the Historical school in Bulgaria; the penetration of
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the ideas of liberalism and the Austrian school in Bulgaria, as well as the
positions of Bulgarian economists towards Europe and its role in Bulgarian
development. | would like to point out in particular that I myself share the goals
of a new reading of Bulgarian economic thought. Some of P. Penchev's
publications are the product of our joint initiatives.

Third, | believe that the promotion and rethinking of liberal ideas undertaken by
P. Penchev (and this without falling into doctrinarism) is crucial for maintaining
the equilibrium of ideas in the public space and in academia, and a balance in
the sphere of evaluations of the Bulgarian economic past and economic ideas in
Bulgaria. This is because Bulgarian readers, unaware of themselves, are
increasingly sinking into publications that put to the fore the outstanding
achievements of communism, the leading role of the state, nationalist and other
ideas. This trend, | think, even if it has its explanation, even if it brings some
positive points, is extremely dangerous. Firstly, because much of what has been
said in the context of this, the “statist” reading of Bulgarian economic history, is
not true, and secondly, because it forms passive behavior and "ready"
expectations of young Bulgarians. Economic science, Economic thought and
their teaching, carry not only passive knowledge, their function is to form
active, independent and enterprising Bulgarians, including successful business
actors.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

My close acquaintance with the publications and activities of P. Penchev make
me note the following. It is more a reflection than a recommendation.

In my opinion, even though P. Penchev publishes abroad, he has contacts and
missions at the international level (ex. ESHET 2020 organization in Sofia,
correspondence with foreign authors within the English edition of the Economic
Alternatives journal), his international appearances are not systematic or
strategic.

P. Penchev could consider his own project for the formation of an international
community (a group of researchers and students) which has a lasting interest in
Bulgarian economic history and thought. An appropriate platform for this type
of project would be the initiative to build a Center for Comparative Economic
Thought (which has been in the works for several years, primarily with
colleagues from universities in Italy, France and Russia).

8. Conclusion

As a result of the above, | strongly think that Associate Professor D.Sc. Pencho
D. Penchev meets the criteria and possesses all the necessary qualities to
occupy the position of "Professor” in the professional field "3.8. Economics,
scientific specialty "Economics (history and theory of economy)".
