Regarding: competition for professor in a professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific
specialty “Economics (history and theory of the economy)” at UNWE.

1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the “Political economy” department in the
faculty of General Economics at UNWE, in accordance with Decision of the Academic
Council Ne 3/10.07.2019. 1 am a member of the scientific jury of the competition in
accordance with Order Ne 2491/12.11.2019 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates

One candidate participates in the competition — Assoc. Prof., D.Sc. Pencho Denchev
Penchev who is a regular associate professor in the “Political economy” department, faculty
of General Economics at UNWE.

He was born in 1971. In 1989-1994 he earned his higher education degree at the
University of Veliko Tarnovo “St. Cyril and St. Methodius”, Veliko Tarnovo. Up until
February 2000 he was a teacher of history at the High School of humanities “St. Cyril and St.
Methodius”, Kazanlak. In Februrary 2000, after a competition, he was appointed as an
assistant professor in the “History” department at UNWE. His entire work experience for that
year takes place at UNWE. In 2004 he defended a doctoral dissertation and in 2016 he also
becomame a doctor of science in economic history. As far as | am aware he is the first doctor
of historical sciences with this specialty.

From 2010 the candidate is an associate professor with a scientific specialty 05.03.06
History of Bulgaria (Economic history).

Assoc. Prof. P. Penchev is an editor-in-chief of the Economic Alternatives magazine and
a member of the editorial board of the “Izvestia” magazine of the Center for economic
history research. He is a member of the Management board of the Center for economic
history research, as well as other reputable national and international organizations —
European society of the history of economic thought, CRIISEA, Scientific research center for
monetary and economic research. He is fluent in English and Russian.

3. Fulfilling the requirements for holding the academic position

The candidate has presented documents certifying the fulfillment of the quantitative and
qualitative requirements for participation in the competition.

The card for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements consists of two parts as
follows: the first, for the fulfillment of the national minimum requirements and the second,
for the fulfillments of the additional requirements of UNWE, in accordance with the Act on
the development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the rules for its
implementation. From the provided documents, the quantitative requirements concerning all



scientometric indicators are fulfilled as follows: with regards to the national minimum
requirements assoc. prof. P. Penchev has 1225 and with regards to the additional
requirements the candidate has 820. There isn’t a failure to fulfill the minimum threshold for
participation in the competition for professor. The proposed scientific publications for
evaluation and reviewing completely meet the requirements of the card for fulfillment of the
quantitative indicators. They don’t repeat publications used for holding other academic
positions and acquiring other scientific degrees.

The prepared reference for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements shows that
assoc. prof. P. Penchev is a well-known scientist whose scientific products are known to the
academic community in the country and abroad. He has participated in scientific juries many
times at various higher education schools which proves his qualities as a scientist.

The scientific publications and information provided by the candidate with regards to the
card for quantitative indicators and the card for qualitative indicators are precise and meet the
normative requirements. They present the candidate as a developed scientist with recognition
and authority in the national and international academic communities.

4. Assessment of the educational and teaching activities

At present, as an assoc. prof. in the “Political economy” department of UNWE, the
candidate in the competition is leading the fallowing courses:
e Economic history — in Bulgarian and English, in front of first-year students;
e History of economic thought - only in English, in front of first-year students;
e History and theory of social change — in front of first-year students, specialty
“Law”;
e Comparative political economy — in front of fourth-year students, specialty
“Political economy”.

The courses that the candidate leads make him a scientist with a clearly build
specialization.

Assoc. prof. Penchev is also engaged with the preparation of doctoral students in
economic history.

The educational and teaching activities of the candidate is tightly linked to the history
and theory of the economy which makes an impression. The disciplines that he leads are at
the border between history and economics, which requires interdisciplinary knowledge and
research activity. That fact, as well as the long-standing teaching activity in the field of
economic history and history of economic theory define assoc. prof. Penchev as a developed
specialist with significant academic, theoretical and practical preparation and experience.

5. General characteristics of the provided scientific works/publications

5.1. Main fields of research activity.

From the presented cards and scientific publications, it is obvious that the scientific
interests of the candidate are expressed in main fields: economic history and history of
economic thought with a focus on the reflection of international relations, economic policy,
individuals etc. in bulgarian economic history and the development of the bulgarian
economic thought. Independent of that, some of the research leads to even broader



conclusions which are related to the overall fate of the bulgarians, to their achievements and
to the important lessons from the bulgarian economic, social and intellectual past.

5.2. Summary of the obtained scientific and applied results.

The obtained scientific and applied results can be described as original. They are a
testament to the relatively wide specter of publications by the candidate in the field of
economic history, history of economic thought and related disciplines.

The scientific publications in reputable national and international periodicals presented
for the competition form the scientific contributions of the candidate in two main directions:

e Theoretical — with regards to defining important terms such as economic nationalism

and to the differentiating of the bulgarian contributions to the history of economic
thought.; the role of institutional structures for the development of the economic
science; identifying the similarities in the economic policy between Bulgaria and
Turkey in the period between the two world wars, and others;

o Applied — represented in the derived options for implementation of economic theories
in the conditions of reconstruction of historical economic and social occurrences;
identification of the causes for the social and economic occurrences; identification
of relevant methods and means for its curbing, and others.

5.3. Assessment of the monographs as separate subjects for review.

The main monographic research (habilitation work) with which assoc. prof. Penchev
participates in the competition is “Pouring the foundations. On the early history of Bulgarian
corruption (1879 — 1912)”.

The second research, stated as a monograph, is not presented as a habilitation work, is
“The Danube Bridge. 100 years of diplomacy and politics” (co-authored with D. Sazdov),
Ul-Stopanstvo, 2006.

The habilitation work has a volume of 278 pages and it is structured with introduction,
three chapters, conclusion and results and literature. The research has a clearly set and
defined goal: to identify the main units of government and municipal structures that are
exposed to corruption pressure or knowingly create such pressure; to find out the causes,
forms and the pace of the spread of corruption in Bulgaria. An examination was done to a
wide range of primary sources: documents from the archives of the Bulgarian historic archive
of the National library “St. Cyril and St. Methodius”, the Central state archive and State
archive — Sofia. Periodicals were widely used — newspapers and magazines from the
researched time period and the stenographic diaries of ten Ordinary national assemblies. The
candidate also used a large number of published documents and brochures, as well as
memories, diaries and memoirs of contemporaries from the period. The primary sources used
for the purposes of the research allowed the author to follow in detail the main facts and
processes in the bulgarian society and to lay out the corruption models applied on different
levels of power from the period after the Liberation until the Balkan wars. The author has a
deep knowledge of the achievements of the bulgarian history as a science and uses it widely
and critically in his research.

On this basis, a large volume of empirical material is collected and systematized,
followed by adequate analysis, conclusions and assessments. The author defined the term
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corruption and used it for the purposes of the research. Also in the research, the author
clearly states the possible mistakes when identifying corruption deals; points out the means
for avoiding such mistakes, identifying the prerequisites for corruption, the weak links in the
legislation and the administration, specific cultural distinctions of the social-economic and
business environment in Bulgaria, sustainable corruption traditions from the time before the
Liberation, etc.

The second presented research is co-authored by the candidate. The contributions of
assoc. prof. Penchev consist of bringing clarity in the matter of the history of the first bridge
on the Danube between Romania and Bulgaria and specifically the problems related to the
linking of the bulgarian economy with its counterparts in Western and Central Europe.

6. Assessment of the scientific and applied contributions

The significant amount of scientific production provided by the candidate, along with the
diversity of publications with a wide research field, as well as closely specialized
publications makes the summary of the contributions in groups difficult. The fallowing
research moments can be pointed out as assoc. prof. Penchev’s contributions:

e The identification of the main causes for the emergence of different corruption
practices in Bulgaria after the Liberation until the Balkan wars, and the historic
reconstruction of the emergence, development and the consequences of corruption
in Bulgaria from 1879 until 1912 (habilitation work - “Pouring the foundations. On
the early history of bulgarian corruption”);

The essence of economic nationalism is clarified in the context of the bulgarian pre-
Liberation historical experience, where the accent is that economic nationalism does
not necessarily imply the existence of a nation state (publication 21 from the List of
publications);

The main characteristics of the bulgarian economic liberalism are revealed through
laying out its specific theoretical concepts, constitutional principles and economic
policy (publications 16, 18, 19 and 29 from the List of publications);

The subject of local production of money from the bulgarians during the period
before the Liberation is analyzed (publication 3 from the List of publications);

The theoretical alternatives in front the bulgarian economic development in the period
between the two world wars are systematized (publications 13, 25 and 27 from the
List of publications);

The economic consequences of key political events in Bulgaria’s past are laid out: the
Russo-Turkish war and the June 9™ coup d’etat from 1923 (publications 12 and 14
from the List of publications).

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

There are some remarks and recommendations the can be directed towards assoc. prof. P.
Penchev’s scientific research. A comprehensive review of the presented publications creates
the impression of certain scattering, even though a retrospective view of the scientific

interests of the candidate show that with time his interest towards specifically economic
problems grows.

With regards to the habilitation work, it makes an impression that the systematization of the
history of early bulgarian corruption is conducted in a way that is adequate for the science of
history. From an economic perspective the work would benefit if the collected empirical
material is presented in tables, diagrams and other suitable for visualization figures. That
would allow for the illustration of the development of corruption.

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, the presented scientific publications are sufficient in volume and meet the
requirements for participation in the competition. Their relevance, quality characteristics,
depth of analysis and choice of methods define the author as dedicated and scientifically
developed candidate for holding the academic position “professor”.

On this basis | give a positive evaluation and propose to the respected members of the
Scientific jury to make a decision in favor of awarding assoc. prof. Pencho Penchev with the
academic position “professor” in a professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty
“Economics (history and theory of the economy)” at UNWE.
