1. Information about the Competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Political
Economy at the Faculty of General Economics of UNWE, in accordance with a
Resolution by the Academic Council No. 3/10.07.2019. | participate in the scientific
jury of the competition under an Order of the Rector of UNWE No. 2491/12.11.2019.

2. Information about the Candidates in the Competition

The only candidate for the Professor competition — Associate Professor Pencho
D. Penchev, D.Sc., holds an MA in History from ‘St Cyril and St Methodius’
University of Veliko Turnovo (1994), a PhD in History (2004) and a D.Sc. (Economic
History) (2016). He has been working as a lecturer at UNWE since 2000 till present,
and has been an Associate Professor in Economic History and History of Economic
Thought since 2010. He held the administrative post of Vice Dean at the Faculty of
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General Economics. Since 2016, he has been the Editor-in-chief of the Economic
Alternatives Journal. He is Member of two international and one national scientific
organizations. In 2018, he was elected a member of the Management Board of the
Centre for Economic History Research. From 2009 to date, he has participated in a
number of international scientific conferences, seminars, projects and colloquiums,
and has been a member of 15 scientific juries for the award of scientific degrees and
academic posts at six universities (2011-2018). In 2018, he was honoured with the
Award for Contribution to Economic History Research of the Centre for Economic

History Research.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The card for fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for occupying the
academic position of 'Professor’ at UNWE shows that, by all criteria, Associate
Professor Pencho D. Penchev, D.Sc. exceeds more than twice the requirements by the
criteria, as follows:

Under Section | (National Minimum Requirements under the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria), instead of the
required minimum of 550 points, he presents 1,255 points, with the highest results
being reported in terms of the scientific publications (a total of 29 titles) and
references (21 in total).

Under Section Il (Additional Requirements for UNWE under the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria), instead of the

required minimum of 420 points, he presents 864.5 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements
The sole candidate for the ‘Professor’ competition, Associate Professor Pencho
D. Penchev, D.Sc., covers all the qualitative requirements of the competition; special

mention should be made to the results of his participation in the university
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administration as Vice Dean for Quality and International Cooperation of the Faculty
of General Economics, as Editor-in-Chief of the Economic Alternatives Journal, the
innovative curricula and training courses developed, his participation in organizing
and conducting prestigious scientific forums, his public work beyond the University,
mainly his participation in the Museum Councils of the National Park Museum
‘Shipka — Buzludzha’ and the Museum of History ‘Iskra’ in Kazanlak.

In summary of Section 3, it should be emphasized that no actual failure to
comply with the requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria and its implementing regulations has been registered. On
the contrary, what is reported is over-fulfilment of these requirements by the sole
participant in the ‘Professor’ competition — Associate Professor Pencho D. Pencheyv,
D.Sc.

At its regular meeting (Minutes No. 2), held on the 15" of May, 2019, the
Habilitation Council of UNWE passed a resolution whereby “Associate Professor
Pencho D. Penchev’s application to participate in the competition for occupying the
academic position of ‘Professor’ meets the quantitative and the qualitative

requirements adopted by the Academic Council.”

4. Assessment of the teaching and educational activity

The only participant in the ‘Professor’ competition, Associate Professor
Pencho D. Penchev, D.Sc. has been a lecturer at the UNWE since the 20" of March,
2000, and has been employed as a teacher for almost 20 years to date.

In the last 10 years, his employment in teaching Bachelor's Degree students,
equated in seminars, has varied from 90 to 496 hours per annum, and is supplemented
by seminars held in English. A tendency can be seen towards an increase in his
teaching activity in recent years with lectures in English, which require better

educational and scientific training of the lecturer. Therefore, Associate Professor
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Pencho D. Penchev has the necessary teaching experience and degree of preparedness
to take up the academic position of professor.

During this period, Associate Professor Pencho D. Penchev, D.Sc. has taught
courses in ‘Economic History’, ‘Comparative Political Economy’ and ‘Theory and
History of Social Change’ in Bulgarian, as well as in ‘Economic History’ and ‘History
of Economic Theories’ in English. This gives me confidence to believe that the
applicant has the necessary academic competency in view of the specifics of the
competition, the scientific focus and the additional specific requirements of the

competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers/publications

There are two main directions of Associate Professor Penchev’s research: 1/
Problems of the Bulgarian Economic History; 2/ History of Economic Thought and
Economic Policies.

The scientific results obtained in Associate Professor Penchev’s research
works submitted for his participation in the competition for ‘Professor’ at UNWE can
be summarized as follows:

A) The researcher demonstrates a strong affinity both for introducing new
subjects and for analysis, for a “new reading” of subjects in Bulgarian historiography
that, at first glance, would appear to have been well studied and clarified, but on
which he expresses and reasonably supports his opinion which would differ from the
one already established in the bibliography — the local minting of money by the
Orthodox Bulgarian communities in the years before the advent of the modern
Bulgarian state, the economic consequences of the Russo-Turkish War (1877-1878)
and of the 9 June Coup d’état in 1923, the Turnovo Constitution, the Bulgarian
Steamship Company (1893-1913), the Bulgarian-Turkish Agreement of 26 March,
1904, the theoretical alternatives to the Bulgarian economic development in the period

between the two World Wars, the Bulgarian-Greek territorial dispute after the Second
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World War, the First Five-Year Plan in the period of socialism, etc. (List of
publications for the competition No. 3, 12, 13, 14, 18, 25, 27, 28).

B) He investigates the ideas of representatives of the Bulgarian economic
thought and science from the 19" and the first half of the 20" centuries: Ivan
Bogorov, Ivan Naydenov, Georgi St. Rakovski, Grigor Nachovich, Ivan Ev. Geshov,
Ivan Kinkel, Aleksandar Tzankov, Naum Dolinsky, etc. (List of publications for the
competition No. 4, 6, 7, 8, 10, 16, 17, 18, 19, 21, 25, 26, 29).

C) He researches certain economic policies, examines them in a comparative
analysis across countries, presents foreign economy scientists and their views on
important economic and historical events (List of publications for the competition No.
4,7,8, 19,21, 22, 23, 24).

In the competition for ‘Professor’, Associate Professor Pencho D. Penchev,
D.Sc. presents two monographs, one of which (the main one) being authored by
himself (Pencho D. Penchev, How the foundations were laid. Towards an early
history of Bulgarian corruption (1878-1912), “Riva” Publishing house, Sofia, 2011,
278 p., ISBN 978-954-320-354-3), and the other one being co-authored (Pencho D.
Penchev, D. Sazdov, “Danube Bridge. 100 Years of Diplomacy and Politics”, Sofia
2006, “Stopanstvo” University Press, ISBN — 10: 954-494-718-3, ISBN — 13: 978-
954-494-718-7, Penchev is the author of pp. 11-17, 59-74, 118-203).

The monograph “How the foundations were laid” (Sofia, 2011) focuses on a
significant subject that is of great concern to Bulgarian society today — the subject of
corruption. The author subjects corruption and its manifestations in the Bulgarian
context to a profound historical analysis, drawing attention to the prerequisites for
corruption practices and their presence in the initial period of existence of the modern
Bulgarian state, i.e. in the period from the Liberation in 1878 till the outbreak of the
wars in the second decade of the 20" century. The author’s arguments about the
preconditions for corruption in Bulgarian society are convincing — the Ottoman
heritage with the control over economic activities that is characteristic of the Oriental

empire, the great bureaucracy, the simony practiced by the Ecumenical Patriarchate,
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the practice of state regulation and state involvement in the economy that was brought
to Bulgaria by Russia in its role of a liberator state, the absence of clear regulation of
the powers of the judiciary in the Turnovo Constitution, Prince Ferdinand’s autocratic
regime, the lucrative government procurement and the increase of foreign loans and
investments at the end of the 19" and the beginning of the 20™ centuries. In the
second and third chapters of the monograph, the author examines in detail the
numerous examples of corruption practices in Bulgaria, presented chronologically
from 1878 to 1912. Certain periods stand out as times when corruption gains
momentum — the period of Stefan Stambolov’s Government (1887-1894), the time of
the financial crisis at the very end of the 19" and the beginning of the 20" century, the
government of the Second Stambolist Regime (1903-1908). The author presents both
the major corruption scandals as well as the cases of corruption among lower-ranking
state officials, among representatives of the government at the district and municipal
levels, and this undoubtedly is one of his main merits in this research. Due credit
should be paid to the author’s approach in treating the Bulgarian corruption practices
not in isolation but in juxtaposition to similar practices in the Balkan and European
reality of that time. This approach allows for more in-depth analysis and conclusions.
The second monograph presented in the competition (“Danube Bridge. 100
Years of Diplomacy and Politics”, Sofia 2006) is co-authored, with Associate
Professor Pencho D. Penchev being the author of most of the content (see p. 17). The
study presents the long, more than a century old history of the projects for the
construction of a bridge across the Danube connecting the Bulgarian and the
Romanian riverbanks, dating back to the mid-19™ century, the reasons for the failure
of these projects and the conditions that favoured them, so as to ultimately achieve the
construction of the bridge between Ruse and Giurgiu and its official opening in 1954.
The history of the Danube Bridge is in fact a history of interstate economic interests, a
history of complex and, in most cases, difficult-to-reach diplomatic arrangements; it is
an essential part of the history of modern communications in the Balkans and Europe,

and all this has been represented very well within the monograph. The “Appendix”
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section is a valuable inclusion, containing 29 historical documents on the subject,
most of them being published for the first time in this book. The documents in the
section are selected, processed and published by Associate Professor Pencho D.
Penchev, D.Sc.

For participation in the competition, Associate Professor Pencho D. Penchev,
D.Sc. presents the chapter “From Free University Towards a State Higher School of
Finance and Administrative Sciences 1938-1940° (pp. 125-172) and the part “Higher
Institute of Economics Karl Marx during the 1970s and 1980s” (pp. 272—-308) of the
chapter “Higher School of Economics Karl Marx” of the collective monograph:
Veleva, L., P. Penchev and M. Dimitrov, “90 Years of the University of National and
World Economy” (Sofia: “Stopanstvo” University Press, 2010, ISBN 978-954-644-
155-3). The monograph is the first ever comprehensive history of a Bulgarian

institution of higher education specializing in economy.

6. Assessment of the scientific and scientific-application contributions

In my opinion, the scientific and scientific-application contributions of
Associate Professor Pencho D. Penchev’s publications can be formulated in the
following directions:

1/ He is the author of the first historical study of corruption in Bulgaria as a
complex and multi-layered phenomenon, of its genesis and manifestations from the
Liberation in 1878 until the beginning of the wars in 1912 (“How the foundations
were laid”, Sofia, 2011). Corruption has economic conditionality, but its prerequisites,
manifestations and consequences resonate strongly in society. In this sense, the
research goes beyond the economic and historical issues, and since there is a problem
with corruption nowadays as well, it can provide arguments for science-based actions
against corruption today, as long as society and the people in power so desire. Assoc.
Prof. Penchev’s monograph raises the challenge of furthering the subject of the
history of Bulgarian corruption in the subsequent periods — during the wars and

during the interwar years, during socialism, and in the years of transition after 1989.
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Undoubtedly, this is a painful subject, but also a significant one in terms of our self-
knowledge as a modern, European society.

2/ The researcher has contributed to the study and popularization of the ideas
of prominent representatives of the Bulgarian economic thought and science from the
19" and the first half of the 20" century, and his research on the ideological heritage
of lIvan Naydenov, Grigor Nachovich, Konstantin Bobchev, Aleksandar Tzankov,
Naum Dolinsky and others should be highlighted. This makes it possible to deduce
some important features of the Bulgarian economic thought concerning the nature and
manifestations of economic nationalism, the theory of protectionism, of the Bulgarian
economic liberalism, of the ideas of Balkan and European economic integration.

3/ The discussion approach to important events and periods of the Bulgarian
economic and historical development in Assoc. Prof. Penchev’s publications can also
be identified as a contribution. | view his articles on the economic consequences of
the Russo-Turkish War and the Coup d’état of 1923, on the Turnovo Constitution, the
constructed theoretical alternatives to the Bulgarian economic development in the

period between the two World Wars precisely as such contribution.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no critical notes or recommendations to the applicant.
