Regarding:

1. Information about the
competition

The competition was called to meet the needs of the Department of International
Economic Relations and Business, Faculty of International Economy and Politics at UNWE in
compliance with a decision of the Academic Council Ne 3/10.07.2019. I am member of the
competition jury in compliance with Order Ne 2495 of 12.11.2019 of the vice rector in charge of
R&D at UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Dimitrova
Slavova. She is full-time lecturer at the Department of International Economic Relations and
Business, Faculty of International Economy and Politics at UNWE.

Milanka Slavova graduated the speciality of International Economic Relations at UNWE
(then Higher Economic Institute Karl Marx) in 1981. In 1990 she was awarded the doctoral
degree (then candidate of economic sciences). There followed a number of specializations: in
1990-1991 she won a Fulbright fellowship for research in Portland, USA; 1996 in Jokohama,
Japan; in 2002 in the University of Manchester, Great Britain; in 2006 in the Asian-Pacific
University in Beppu, Japan, etc.

Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova’s entire professional career was realized at the
University of National and World Economy, where she has been academic lecturer since 1987,
and since 1999 she has been associate professor. Here she has taken a number of top managerial
positions: in the period 2003-2011 Slavova was vice dean in charge of research and development
at the Faculty of International Economy and Politics, and between 2012 and 2016 she was chief
secretary in charge of the curricula at UNWE, and since 2016 she has been vice rector of UNWE.
Since 2018 Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova has been head of the Department of
International Economic Relations and Business.



Milanka Slavova has taken part in about 30 in national and international projects, a big
part of which were financed by EU institutions. In her professional career she has been assisted by
her proficiency in English and Russian, as well as her fluency in German and French.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for taking the academic position
3.1. Fulfilment of the quantitative requirements

As it becomes evident from the attached card for the fulfiment of the quantitative
requirements for taking the academic position of professor at UNWE, Associate Professor Dr.
Milanka Slavova covers the minimal threshold under all groups of indicators.

This pertains to both the national minimal requirements (the Law for the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, art. 2b; the rules and regulations for the
application of the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
art. 1a and attachment 1 at the article), and the additional requirements of UNWE (the Law for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, art. 2b para. 5). What is more, it
is often the case that the results as reported by the candidate significantly exceed the minimal
thresholds, for instance under group F of the national minimal requirements, the candidate has
reported 943,2 points, given the minimal threshold of 100 points. The overall performance under
the national minimal requirements is 1690,7 points, given the required 550 points. The
performance under the additional requirements of UNWE is 1654,2 points, given the minimal
threshold of 420 points. Overall for the two sections, including both the national and the
additional quantitative requirements of UNWE, the candidate has reached 3344,9 points, given the
minimal threshold of 970 points, which comes to show her excellent performance in terms of the
quantitative indicators, exceeding them by approximately 245%.

3.2. Fulfilment of the qualitative requirements

As the minutes Ne 2 of the meeting held by the Habilitation Council at UNWE on 15 May
2019 shows, the candidacy of Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova for participation in the
competition for taking the academic position of professor in the professional field 3.8. Economics,
scientific speciality World Economy and International Economic Relations, meets all quantitative
and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council. The Habilitation Council has
come up with a positive statement on Associate Professor Slavova as a candidate in this
competition.

4. Assessment of the candidate’s education and training



Associate Professor Slavova has more than 30 years of academic service at UNWE. For
the last five academic years her academic training workload equals 1652 classes (counted in
seminars held at the bachelor degree).

The language of instruction of Associate Professor Slavova is both Bulgarian and English.
Since the year 2010, she has delivered lectures and seminars in the following disciplines:
Scientific policy, innovations and international business (in the Bulgarian language), Scientific
policy, innovation management (in the Bulgarian and English languages), Innovation management
(in the English language), Innovations, trade and economic development (in the Bulgarian
language), Innovations in international business (in the Bulgarian language), International
marketing (in the Bulgarian and English languages), Marketing management (in the Bulgarian and
English languages), Marketing in the social networks (in the Bulgarian language), Internet
marketing research (in the Bulgarian language), European integration (in the English language),
Bulgaria in the European economic integration (in the Bulgarian language), etc.

Milanka Slavova is a well-established specialist and lecturer that is respected by the
students and her colleagues at the Department of International Economic Relations and Business
alike.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

The candidate has submitted a list of publications that comprises 37 items in total. Among
the publications is a monography devoted to the internationalization of the Bulgarian innovation
companies; 6 published chapters from collective monographies; an article and a chapter from a
book published in scientific journals that have been indexed in world known databases with
scientific information; 19 articles and papers published in other scientific journals, a study, 5
papers, published in the proceedings from scientific conferences; 3 contributions as co-author in
university textbooks. Most of the publications (a total of 26) are written in English.

As it becomes evident from the publications, there are three major highlights in the
candidate’s R&D. They are as follows:

- Contemporary tendencies in innovation policy at the different levels of placement;
- The development of international marketing in the age of digitalization;
- European innovation policy and its impact on Bulgaria.

The candidate’s scientific production is sufficient in terms of volume to meet the

requirements of the competition and in content complies with the expected scientific

specialization.

9. Synthesized assessment of the candidate’s main scientific and practical
contributions

In revealing the contemporary tendencies in innovation policy, the following may be singled out
as scientific and practical contributions:

- The formulation of relevant theoretical conclusions that stem from the analysis of the

changes in the companies’ innovation activity related to their internationalization.
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The exposure of the internal connection between the companies’ innovation policy and
the changes in consumer behaviour, especially with the onset of digitalization.

The summing up of best practices and lessons related to the specificity of the innovation
activity in small and medium-sized enterprises.

In the field of international marketing Associate Professor Slavova has managed to
formulate original conclusions and recommendations based on the practical business
operations of specific companies. This is how she contributes to the enrichment of the
scope of marketing tools, more specifically in regard of the application of company
branding. Furthermore, on the basis of her own observations, Associate Professor Slavova
has managed to formulate valuable recommendations which have a practical value in the
sphere of the instruction in digital marketing.

With regard to the EU’s innovation policy and its impact on this country, it is worth noting

the candidate’s contribution vis-a-vis summarizing the Bulgarian firms’ experience and the
formulation of suggestions to improve their cooperation within the EU programs, at both the
microeconomic and macroeconomic level.

10. Basic critical notes and recommendations

As a recommendation | would point out the possible future exploration of the link between

the analysis of the Bulgarian firms’ innovation and marketing policy and the functioning of the
EU’s single market.

11. Conclusion

Based on the drawn conclusions about the scientific work and research and academic

training of the candidate, | suggest that Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Dimitrova Slavova
should take the academic position of professor at UNWE mo in the professional field 3.8.
Economics, scientific speciality World Economy and International Economic Relations.
