1. Information about the competition

The competition was called to meet the needs of the Department of International
Economic Relations and Business, Faculty of International Economy and Politics at UNWE
in compliance with a decision of the Academic Council Ne 3/10.07.2019.

2. Brief information about the participants in the competition

Only one candidate has submitted documents to participate in the called competition
for professor in the scientific speciality of World Economy and International Economic
Relations at UNWE. This is Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Dimitrova Slavova from the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business, Faculty of International
Economy and Politics at UNWE. She defended her doctoral thesis in 1989 in the specialty of
International Economic Relations, while two years earlier she started her academic career at
UNWE. In 1990-1991 she performed research in Portland in the United States on the basis of
the fellowship granted under the Fulbright program. Her professional career has been
accompanied by a number of specializations in Japan, Great Britain, Denmark, Germany and
France. Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova has a rich experience in academic training
that has been accumulated by delivering courses in both the bachelor and master degrees at
the Department of International Economic Relations and Business, the joint programs of
UNWE with the University of Lincolnshire and Humberside, Thames Valley, Great Britain,
New Bulgarian University, the International Business School in Botevgrad, the American
University in Bulgaria and also in the training courses held at a number of companies and
organizations from the non-economic sector. In the past 17 years she has made a significant
contribution to the management of UNWE as she held the high posts of vice dean in charge
of R&D at Faculty of International Economy and Politics, chief secretary in charge of the
cirricula, vice rector for the bachelor degree programs and lifelong education, director of the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business. She is proficient in English
and Russian.

9. Fulfilment of the requirements for taking the academic position
The candidate in the competition meets all National minimal requirements for taking
the academic position of professor in compliance with the Law for the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (art. 26) and the rules and regulations for its
application (art.1a, para.1l) — she has acquired the educational and scientific degree of doctor



(diploma No 19873/09.03.1990) and the necessary points (1690) required under all groups of
the national requirements and has exceeded the minimally required points three times.
Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova also meets all additional quantitative requirements
at UNWE under the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (art. 2b, para. 5) and the rules and regulations for its application (art.1a, para.2-3),
concerning academic training and R&D, and the minimally required threshold of the total
points under the criteria has been exceeded four times.

The candidate also meets the qualitative requirements for taking the academic
position of professor at UNWE. Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova has made an
impressive and significant contribution by her work as expert, consultant and researcher at
state institutions and at international and non-economic organizations. She further boasts a
comprehensive range of education and training not only within UNWE but also at other
national and international universities. Impressive is her initiative in the introduction and
development of innovative methods of training and assessment. She has an indisputable
contribution to the reassertion and development of best management practices and the
academic culture at UNWE by her performance at various high posts and by her participation
in the implementation of university agreements and events.

The Habilitation Council at UNWE has come up with a positive opinion on the
fulfillment of the qualitative and quantitative requirements for taking the academic position
of professor at UNWE by the potential candidate in the competition Associate Professor Dr.

3. Assessment of training activity

The candidate has 32 years of service as an academic lecturer. She has delivered
lectures in both English and Bulgarian at the bachelor and master degree not only in UNWE
but also in other universities. Typical of her training activity is the discussion of many case
studies about foreign and Bulgarian companies and organizations as well the topicality of the
taught issues and the active work with students on practical problems. Evidence of Associate
Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova’s assets as academic lecturer are her continued preferences
for the elective courses she is head of at the master degree programs of International business
taught in Bulgarian and in English.

The candidate’s accumulated training experience is absolutely enough for taking the
academic position in gquestion. The topics of the education and training is in full compliance
with the scientific speciality of the competition.

4. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

For participation in the competition, the candidate Associate Professor Dr. Milanka
Slavova has submitted a total of 37 publications, including a monography, 6 separate
chapters from collective monographies, 2 articles with a co-author, published in scientific
journals that have been refereed and indexed in world known databases with scientific
information, 16 separate articles and papers and 3 articles and papers with co-authors,
published in non-refereed journals with scientific reviews, 1 separate study, 3 separate papers
and 2 papers with co-authors, published in a collection of papers from scientific conferences,
held abroad and 3 university textbooks with co-authors.

In terms of content, the submitted works give me grounds to completely accept the
major fields in R&D outlined by the candidate as follows:



- Innovations and the internationalization of business in the conditions of digital

transformation;

- International and digital marketing;

- Topical problems of education in the area of digital marketing;

- Contemporary European scientific and innovation-related policy.

There are some indisputable qualities that characterize the candidate’s scientific
publications. First, the problems explored within the outlined fields have a high topicality,
especially in the field of digital marketing and the digital transformation of business, as well
as in the field of innovations and innovation policy at the national and European level.
Second, the publications have been made on the basis of an in-depth research of the
specialized literature, comprising a broad circle of representative sources. Third, the
publications have a strong research nature, considering that they are based on the data of
specific companies and organizations, which allows for connecting the examined theoretical
and methodological assumptions and the practice and the drawing of well substantiated and
appropriate conclusions.

The assessment of the scientific and the practical results of Associate Professor Dr.
Milanka Slavova’s R&D gives sufficient grounds to draw the conclusion that they are useful
for the development of the science and practice in the field of the world economy and the
international economic relations and that they meet the requirements for taking the academic
position of professor.

10. Synthesized assessment of the candidate’s main scientific and practical
contributions

The candidate in the competition Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova has
correctly formulated her scientific and practical contributions, based on her longstanding
publicaton activity. They can be summarized as follows:

e Knowledge has been researched and systemized about the innovation processes
and the internationalization of businesses in the conditions of digital transformation,
including social innovations, consummerism as a source of innovations, and the
interdependence between innovations, digitalization and internationalization.

¢ A methodology has been developed for the study of the internal factors for early
internationalization of innovative companies, which has been applied to Bulgarian companies
from different sectors of the economy. Based on data about innovative and early
internationalized Bulgarian companies, the interaction between innovations, digitalization
and internationalization has been verified.

e The theoretical assumptions have been outlined, systemized and enriched
pertaining to digital marketing and the brand’s strategy.

e The specific features of comsumer behaviour in Japan have been examined, as well
as the marketing decisions of specific companies in the sphere of tourism, durable goods and
goods for daily use.

e From a practical perspective, the demand for and supply of digital marketing skills
on the education market in EU member states have been studied. An assessment has been
made of the opportunities for launching joint master degree programs and massive open
online courses such as digital innovation in education.

e The tendencies have been revealed and examined in the development of the
scientific and innovation-related policy in the EU and Bulgaria in this country’s preparation



for a full-fledged membership in the EU. Furthermore, the opportunties have been studied,
analyzed and assessed for the Bulgarian companies to take advantage of the EU’s integration
initiatives in the field of innovations.

11. Basic critical notes and recommendations

The longstanding, active and expedient work of Associate Professor Dr. Milanka
Slavova as a researcher, academic lecturer and expert has resulted in the accumulation of
valuable knowledge and competences in the field of digital marketing, innovations and
internationalization. Hence | take the liberty to recommend that she shares her expeirnce in
the future and thus contribute to the development of such knowledge and competences
among the doctoral students and the young researchers from the Department of International
Economic Relations and Business. Furthermore, | think that she has a significant potential
of research and analytical skills to increase her publication activity in prestigious scientific
journals, indexed in worldknown databases.

12. Conclusion

The candidate in the competition meets all requirements for taking the academic
position of professor. ]The positive assessment of her academic education and training, and
of the significant contributions made for both science and practice in the field of international
economic relations in her works, give me suuficient grounds to recommend that the esteemed
members of the scientific jury should vote in favor of Milanka Dimitrova Slavova’s taking
the academic position of professor in the scientific speciality of World Economy
international economic relations at UNWE.
